1. Rene De Costa has compared this poem's subject and function to the author's “Letter on the Road” and “Epithalamium” from Captain's Verses. This poem considers the image of “fruited boughs. . . pecked at by birds” before describing a “mad coupling of hope and force.” The speaker relates the “happy hour of assault and the kiss / The hour of the spell that blazed like a lighthouse” before reflecting “How terrible and brief was my (*) desire of you!” This poem repeatedly describes a “pit of debris” and punctuates a series of images of drowning with the refrain “in you everything sank!” Opening “The memory of you emerges from the night around me,” and featuring the repeated line “it is the hour of departure,” for 10 points, name this mournful poem by Pablo Neruda that concludes a collection beginning with twenty love poems.

ANSWER: “A Song of Despair” [or “Una canción desesperada;” prompt on Twenty Love Poems and a Song of Despair]

2. One form of this functional group is created when secondary amines replace primary amines in a pyridine ring-opening reaction. In the Oxo Diels-Alder reaction, a dihydropyran ring is formed when a diene reacts with one of these. The Tishchenko reaction disproportionates one of these compounds lacking an alpha-hydrogen in presence of an alkoxide to yield an ester; they are subjected to a similar base-induced procedure to yield an alcohol and carboxylic acid in the (*) Cannizzaro reaction. The Corey-Fuchs reaction produces alkynes from these compounds, whose simplest member is produced from the oxidation of methanol. Stuff will turn red when these compounds are exposed to Fehling's solution and other sugar tests; oxidation of these compounds similarly creates a “silver mirror” in the Tollens test. Consisting of a carbonyl bonded to an R group and a hydrogen, for 10 points, name this functional group contrasted with ketones whose simplest member is formaldehyde.

ANSWER: aldehydes (Accept ketones before “Oxo Diels-Alder” is read.)

3. This man's rise to prominence followed his defection from Joseph Foraker and was aided by his protégé Charles Dawes and a massive loan from high school buddy John D. Rockefeller. The organization created by this man attacked a Maine shipping magnate for being a devotee of Emanuel Swedenborg and published thousands of pamphlets attacking the value of 53 cents. He was depicted in a checkered dollar-sign suit in a series of cartoons by Homer Davenport, a hatchet-man for (*) William Randolph Hearst, who continually demonized this man's presence in politics. This man filled John Sherman's Senate Seat and spent eight years chairing the RNC after his most successful effort, which saw him raise millions around the country attacking the bimetallism of William Jennings Bryan while his candidate conducted a famed “front porch” campaign from Canton. Falling from power after Leon Czolgosz assassinated his friend and patron, for 10 points, identify this campaign manager for William McKinley.

ANSWER: Marcus Alonzo “Mark” Hanna

4. Tissue from one member of this class can be made into deliciously-named Keller explant sandwiches, which provide valuable insight into gastrulation. The fungal infection chytridiomycosis affects this class, whose Paleozoic origins are usually traced to the orders Temnospondyli and Lepospondyli. Important fossil members of this class include (*) Acanthostega, particularly in regards to its evolutionary relationship with the earlier Tiktaalik. Weird-looking members of this class include a burrowing order often mistaken for large earthworms, the caecilians, as well as the Axolotl and the order caudata, which unlike other vertebrates can regenerate lost limbs. First evolving during the Devonian from lobe-finned fish and including popular model organism Xenopus, for 10 points, name this class of chordates that includes salamanders, toads, and frogs.

ANSWER: amphibians [prompt on “tetrapods”; accept “frogs” until Temnospondyli]

5. Depictions of this object often include the twins Abtu and Anet and showed Pestu, representing time, coiled around a disk. Like the Milky Way, this object may be represented at the bottom of the Nebra Disk. The early god Aker, represented by two lions, is show in the Pyramid Texts allowing this object to enter Ur-Nes before reaching the snake-filled desert of Sokar. The activities of this object provided the structure for the twelve-section (*) Amduat, while the popular god du jure was often shown violently defending it from a demonic serpent; figures like Aten or Set are thus often depicted perched atop the front of this object. Opposed by Apep during its nightly voyages, for 10 points, identify this vehicle captained by Ra that carries a certain bright celestial object across the sky.

ANSWER: the solar barge or the solar ship [accept equivalents involving the sun and a boat; accept Ra's ship or equivalents before “Ra,” prompt afterward; be generous and prompt on “the Sun;” accept with some incredulity Mandjet or Mesektet]

6. One work on this concept discusses the “inward disunion” that results from rejecting the primacy of love, one of several fundamental contradictions. This subject was postulated as the direct measure of aesthetics in a tract by Chateaubriand on its “genius.” A critical examination of this concept attacks the idea of “perfect resignation” and begins by noting “we are Hyperboreans,” and was among the most controversial works of (*) Nietzsche. Sartre's “Existentialism is a Humanism” popularized the characterization of the author of The Mystery of Being, Gabriel Marcel, as this kind of “existentialist.” Its practitioners experience the “despair” encapsulated by the titular feeling according to Kierkegaard's The Sickness Unto Death. John Locke wrote of the Reasonableness of, for 10 points, what concept whose “essence” was the subject of a work by Feuerbach, a religion that venerates Jesus of Nazareth?

ANSWER: Christianity [accept word forms/obvious equivalents; prompt on general answers like “religion;” anti-prompt on “Catholicism” or other specific denominations of Christianity]

7. This man used a flurry of drum beats to characterize a movement inspired by the Cavalry of Naples, which appears along with “Dance of the Axes” in a work based on a three-volume “instruction manual” created by Gaspar Sanz. This composer of Concerto for a Gentleman evoked the image of young musicians wandering down a street in a concerto written for Nicanor Zabaleta, for whom he also created a harp reworking of his best known work. That work's third movement alternates between 2/4 and  3/4 time, but is better known for its (*) second movement, which features an English horn in a “dialogue of instruments” that also features a soft guitar melody. A Gil Evans and Miles Davis collection samples both de Falla's “Will o' the Wisp” and this man's best known work, inspired by the gardens at one of Philip II's palaces. For 10 points, identify this blind Spanish composer of Concierto de Aranjuez.

ANSWER: Joaquin Rodrigo Vidre

8. This ruler captured Theobald I after invading Lorraine in support of Philip Augustus during the War of Succession of Champagne. The “Old Lord of Beiruit” opposed the forces of this man, who used his fluency in Arabic to negotiate a controversial treaty with the Ayyubid Al-Kamil which left this man as King of Jerusalem and plunged the Crusader States into the War of the Lombards. Pietro della Vigna figured in his court's cultural efforts, which centrally involved his son Enzio of Sardinia's kingdom in (*) Sicily. The Treaty of San Germano lifted one of Gregory IX's several excommunications of this ruler, who confirmed Teutonic Knight holdings in Prussia in the Golden Bull of Rimini. A failed siege of Parma ended the dominance of this ruler, which began after his uncle Otto IV of Brunswick lost at Bouvines. For 10 points, identify this last great Hohenstaufen Holy Roman Emperor, the second of his name after a grandfather known as “Barbarossa.”

ANSWER: Frederick II, Holy Roman Emperor [do not accept “Frederick the Great”]

9. This man compares himself to Lancelot and William Jennings Bryan after ordering a police unit to draw their guns on a terrified baker whose roommate is found hooking up in the next room. The criminal lawyer T. J. Rigg undermines Hettie Bowler’s attempt to blackmail this man, who is seen early on drunkenly brawling in defense of a fellow (*) Terwillinger College graduate. He sets up Floyd Naylor to be discovered affectionately comforting his mistress Lulu Baines and is contrasted with the upstanding Frank Shallard, whom he repeatedly gets fired. At a converted New Jersey pier dubbed the “Waters of Jordan Tabernacle,” this prolific secretary-banger tramples doomed admirers while fleeing a fire the claims the life of revivalist preacher Sharon Falconer. Eventually rewarded with a new Wellspring Church in Zenith, for 10 points, name this hypocritical Methodist preacher, the title character of a novel by Sinclair Lewis.

ANSWER: Elmer Gantry 

10. The interpretation of a passage from this text eventually resulted in the creation of the Donmeh ethnic group in Anatolia after the acclamation of a man named Zevi sparked the Sabbatean movement. A tree and spring legendarily appeared to the compiler of this work, allowing him to live in a cave for thirteen years. Aegidius of Viterbo was much-enamored of this text, which is considered incomplete with appendices like the Raze de-Razin and the Idra. Analysis of this text was long concerned with the contrasting worlds of Chaos and (*) Rectification, or Tohu and Tikun, and culminated in the writing of Isaac Luria. It defines five realms emanating from the “infinite” embodied by God referred to as “Ein Sof,” which manifests in ten intertwined aspects. Attributed by Moses de Leon to Rabbi Shimon bar Yochai and describing the role of the Sefirot, for 10 points, name this book of Jewish mysticism, the foundational text of Kabbalah.

ANSWER: Zohar

11. One man was vaulted to this office after he responded to shots fired by failed and possibly fabricated assassin by screaming defiantly into the microphone during a radio speech, giving that man the political capital to arrest the author of Milestones and In the Shade of the Quran. The first holder of this office came to power following the mass-arsons of “Black Saturday,” riots sparked by the killing of 50 police officers in the Ismalia massacre. Another holder of this office was known as the (*) “Hero of the Crossing” and launched an economic liberalization called the Infitah, which triggered the Bread Riots. The Wafd Party was dissolved by Muhammad Naguib's successor in this office, who also banned the Muslim Brotherhood, formed the failed United Arab Republic with Syria, and nationalized the Suez Canal. For 10 points, identify this office held by Nasser, Sadat, and recently-ousted scumbag Hosni Mubarak, whose offices are located in Cairo.

ANSWER: President of Egypt [accept equivalents; accept Prime Minister of Egypt, as both positions were essentially synonymous until the 1960s]

12. One method of calculating these entities involves solving an integral form of the Schrodinger equation containing a Green’s function and then taking a sub-determinant of the resulting matrix to reduce infinite order. A similar method developed by Slater approximates the wavefunction as a superposition of augmented plane waves. Both of those methods utilize a potential which vanishes outside of a specific spherical radius and is known as the muffin-tin potential. Another strategy for calculating these uses a Hamiltonian with terms describing the degree to which electrons (*) “hop” between neighboring atoms and is called the tight-binding model. The high conductivity of metals can be explained by the temperature-independent overlap of these entities while for insulators, the Fermi level is found between the conduction and valance types of these structures. For 10 points, identify these representations of the energy spectrum of solid-state materials in which excited states can be separated by namesake gaps.
ANSWER: energy bands or electronic band structures

13. In one scene in this work, flying lights spell out a phrase meaning “Love justice you who judge the earth,” whose final letter transforms into the image of an eagle. One character outlines an experiment involving a light shining on three mirrors positioned in front of a viewer to explain the dark spots on the Moon, while later Charles Martel gives a speech about heredity on Venus. Its main character reaches the (*) “Primum mobile” after being tested for love, hope, and faith by James, John, and Peter. A giant rose shaped like an amphitheater with the petals as chairs is revealed in the Empyrean, where St. Bernard leads this poem's protagonist to a vision of “three circles of three colors with one circumference,” representing the Trinity. Beatrice guides the narrator through heaven in, for 10 points, what final canticle in Dante’s Divine Comedy which follows the Purgatorio?

ANSWER: Paradiso [accept Paradise; prompt on Divine Comedy or equivalent answers; do not accept Purgatorio or Inferno]

14. In this opera’s first act the baritone concludes, “I’m old, but I am alive” to explain his seductive prowess in “Dans les roles.” In the aria “Scintille, diamant” Dapertutto describes the diamond ring he uses to control a woman who helps him steal the protagonist’s reflection. A piece originally written as the “Elves Song” for another opera was included as “Belle nuit, ô nuit d’amour” in its third act set in Venice. The soprano repeatedly pauses during the aria “Les oiseaux dans la charmille” to be (*) rewound by the inventor Spalanzani, explaining its common title of “The Doll Song.” Coppelius gives this opera's protagonist magic glasses that trick him into believing the automaton Olympia is a real person. In this opera’s epilogue the prima donned Stella leaves a tavern in Nuremberg with Councilor Lindorf after the title character’s friend Nicklausse unveils himself as the Muse in disguise and instructs him to be a poet. Featuring a famous barcarolle, for 10 points, name this opera by Jacques Offenbach inspired by the titular German storyteller who wrote “The Sandman.”   

ANSWER: The Tales of Hoffman [or Les Contes d’Hoffmann]

15. In this poem’s first stanza, the speaker describes living “Here at the quiet limit of the world” appearing as a “white-haired shadow roaming . . . The ever silent spaces of the east.” The speaker of this poem asks, “How can my nature longer mix with thine?” before begging his lover “Release me, and restore me to the ground.” The speaker comments “mine asking” was granted “with a smile / Like wealthy men who care not how they (*) give” before lamenting that he has learned the meaning of the saying, “The Gods themselves cannot recall their gifts.” This poem begins with the assertion, “The woods decay, the woods decay and fall” before the speaker exclaims he is a “gray shadow, once a man” who watches as “after many a summer dies the swan.” For 10 points, name this Tennyson poem about the titular lover of Eos who was granted immortality but not eternal youth. 

ANSWER: “Tithonus”

16. Increased amounts of the 47-kD protein are associated with neutrophil disorders involving this protein, whose depolymerization often involves cofilin. Adducin, Cap(G), and members of the gelsolin family are all used to disassemble this protein, and it shares genetic characteristics with the prokaryotic MreB, which adjusts cell width in rod-shaped bacteria. The seven-unit Arp2/3 complex regulates the polymerization of this protein, whose signal transduction involves WASp, named for a syndrome in which T cells fail to reorganize (*) structures composed of this protein. Prolifin is one of the major “binding proteins” associated with this protein, which is held in place by nebulin. A double helix of this highly-conserved protein forms the polymers comprising microfilaments in the cytoskeleton, and it binds to the globular heads of its counterpart when forming thin filaments in the sarcomere. For 10 points, identify this motor protein that drives muscle contraction along with myosin.

ANSWER: actin

17. Busts of this ruler are often authenticated by the presence of a crease on the earlobe. This man remade the frumentarii into a powerful secret police force to help support his frequent absences from Rome and employed Julius Severus as a military cure-all. This emperor secured power concurrently with the mysterious death of Lusius Quietus and the not-so-mysterious executions of four powerful senators. The historian Suetonius cuckolded this husband of Sabina, who (*) deified the Greek youth Antinous after he drowned in the Nile. This Emperor commissioned the massive Temple of Venus and Rome after exiling his predecessor's architect Apollodorus, and faced the Bar Kochba revolt in Judaea before stipulating that his successor adopt Lucius Verus and Marcus Aurelius. Ruling as the third Good Emperor between Antoninus Pius and Trajan, for 10 points, name this Roman Emperor who built a namesake stone wall across Northern Britain.

ANSWER: Hadrian or Publius Aelius Trajanus Hadrianus Augustus

18. One character in this novel gives a friend an ornate birdcage for Christmas on the condition he never puts anything living in it. The protagonist’s roommate Margaret Thatcher Fitzhue calls herself “Mag” Wildwood and eventually marries the gay millionaire Rusty Trawler. At the beginning of this book the bartender Joe Bell shows the narrator a magazine photograph of a wooden statue in a remote African village in East Anglia. This work's narrator is (*) renamed after the death of an American soldier, the brother of a character who marries a Texas veterinarian at the age of fourteen while still named Lula Mae Barnes. A scandal surrounding gangster Sally Tomato leads Brazilian diplomat Jose Ybarra-Jaegar to abandon this work's protagonist, who combats a depression she calls the “mean reds” by partaking in the title activity. Holly Golightly is the central figure of, for 10 points, what novella by Truman Capote somewhat loosely adapted into an Audrey Hepburn film? 

ANSWER: Breakfast at Tiffany’s

19. One figure in this text asks another if he had any more knowledge of the future than a swan, while it also features a dream in which a figure is instructed to compose poetry based on Aesop’s fables. This work makes the analogy of a snowball remaining intact and retreating when exposed to a source of fire to illustrate that the rule of opposites supports the central thesis. Framed by a conversation with Echecrates, it recalls Meno by citing the theory of recollection and presents the (*) affinity argument before closing with the assertion that the central concept is the ultimate embodiment of the Theory of the Forms as they pertain to human existence. Comprised of a series of four arguments presented just before Socrates downs some Hemlock, for 10 points, identify this Platonic dialogue that considers the immortality of the soul.
ANSWER: Phaedo

20. This artist borrowed the pose of a newly discovered statue of Ariadne to portray a woman playing a kithara in one painting, which shows its central figure playing a modified lira da braccio that has nine strings rather than the typical seven. This artist designed that painting as a semi-circular fresco around a large window that frames a view of the Cortile del Belvedere. His student Giulio Romano completed a final painting juxtaposing the miracle of the possessed boy on the bottom with a transcendent Christ floating near Mt. Tabor, this man's Transfiguration. He showed Euterpe and Erato sitting on either side of (*) Apollo on the titular mythological mountain in the aforementioned fresco The Parnassus, which appears in the same room as a massive fresco showing the “Church Triumphant” hovering above a group of theologians debating transubstantiation. For 10 points, name this Renaissance artist who decorated the Vatican's Stanza della Segnatura with works like La Disputa and The School of Athens.

ANSWER: Raphael Sanzio [or Raffaello Sanzio da Urbino] 

TIEBREAKER 1. Cities on the bank of this body of water include the music city Liepaja and Ventspils. One archipelago in this body of water has capital at Mariehamn, and the southern shore of this body of water is known for its amber production. Tacitus called this body of water the Mare Suebicum, and one island in this body of water contains the preserved Medieval city of (*) Visby. The islands of Usedom and Rugen are located in this body of water that has an outlet in the Kattegat and the Oresund and is at the eastern end of the Kiel Canal. This body of water contains the islands of Bornholm, Gotland, and the Aland Archipelago, and extensions of this body of water include the Gulf of Bothnia and Gulf of Riga. For 10 points, name this sea which borders Germany, Sweden, and Finland.

ANSWER: Baltic Sea

TIEBREAKER 2. This ruler signed the Treaty of Finckenstein, creating an alliance between himself and the Qajar dynasty of Iran. This ruler gave Rabbi Joseph David Sinzheim the rank of “nasi” and established Grand Sanhedrin for Jews in this ruler’s realm. This man’s army won multiple victories against the inept General Karl Mack. Generals who served this man included Jozef Poniatowski and Louis (*) Davout, and this man’s forces successfully completed the Ulm maneuver. This ruler signed one treaty on a raft in the Neman river, was the subject of the Trachenburg plan, and signed the treaties of Luneville and Pressburg with Austria. For 10 points, name this man who conquered most of Europe and was defeated at Waterloo. 

ANSWER: Napoleon Bonaparte 

TIEBREAKER 3. This piece’s commissioner sent the composer a letter telling him to request 20,000 francs from the Baron de Rothschild because, “Beethoven being dead, only [you] can make him live again.” The composer’s memoirs reveal this work features “two harp-notes doubled by the flutes, oboes, and horns” to suggest the chiming of convent bells in its second movement. It uses the piccolo and oboes to represent a rustic oboe played by wandering minstrels called the “pifferari” in its third movement, which imitates a serenade of an (*) Abruzzi mountaineer to his mistress. Its main theme was borrowed from the discarded Rob Roy Overture and it includes movements titled “March of the Pilgrims” and “Orgy of the Brigands.” This work began when Paganini requested a solo work to show off his new Stradivarius viola, but developed into a series of four orchestral scenes with an extensive part for solo viola representing the titular literary traveler. For 10 points, name this worked inspired by Lord Byron, which is Berlioz’s second symphony. 

ANSWER: Harold in Italy [or Harold en Italie; or Berlioz’s Second Symphony before “second” is read]

1. His creator published a “vindication” of this character a year after his first appearance in a response to a letter by the editor of the Merlinus Almanac. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this character who authored a hoax letters making various mock-predictions, most notably that the “infallible death” of the prominent astrologer John Partridge would occur on March 29th. 

ANSWER: Isaac Bickerstaff [prompt on partial answer]

[10] Isaac Bickertsaff was a persona created by this Irish satirist, who wrote about the brothers Jack, Peter, and Martin in his mock-religious allegory A Tale of a Tub. He also wrote The Lady's Dressing Room and A Modest Proposal.

ANSWER: Jonathan Swift

[10] “Isaac Bickerstaff” chosen as the fictional editor of The Tatler by this man, the periodical's founder, who later joined with a contributor to co-found The Spectator in 1711.

ANSWER: Richard Steele

2. Answer the following about some bold economic claims, for 10 points each:

[10] Robert Fogel took a break from all that cliometric stuff to collaborate with Stanley Engerman on Time on the Cross, a controversial work claiming that this economic institution was both efficient and profitable.

ANSWER: (American) slavery [accept equivalents; prompt on “plantations”]

[10] This famous British economist, who developed a namesake economic system relying on fiscal and monetary policy, warned about some bad things that might happen as a result of the Treaty of Versailles in his Economic Consequences of the Peace.

ANSWER: John Maynard Keynes

[10] This George Mason University economist and co-author of the “Marginal Revolution” blog recently claimed that the American economy is in a long period of slow growth, the titular concept of his book The Great Stagnation.  

ANSWER: Tyler Cowen

3. Name these things from Mormonism, none of which is Family Home Evening, for 10 points each:

[10] The hilt of the sword of Laban and the plates on which Moroni printed the Book of Mormon were both fabricated from this precious metal.

ANSWER: Gold

[10] This other Mormon holy book contains the books of Moses and Abraham as well as Joseph Smith’s retranslation of the Book of Matthew, which contains the parable of the same name.

ANSWER: The Pearl of Great Price

[10] During this temple ceremony, people perform secret initiation rites and learn secret gestures and keywords. It is when Mormons receive their temple garments, sometimes mocked by detractors as “secret Mormon underwear.” 

ANSWER: endowment

4. Answer the following about Latin American wars, for 10 points each: 

[10] Leopoldo Galtieri was the Argentine dictator who launched this 1982 war against Great Britain for control of the namesake islands. 

ANSWER: Falkland Islands War [accept: Guerra de las Malvinas]

[10] The Ten Years War and Little Wars were unsuccessful attempts to further this cause, which was finally accomplished with foreign aid after battles like Las Guasimas and Santiago. The Teller Amendment sought to guarantee this cause.

ANSWER: Cuban independence [accept all reasonable equivalents; do not accept “Annexation of Cuba”]

[10] This 1836-1839 war was sparked when Peru and Bolivia attempted to merge into the single namesake country. It turned when Chile joined the effort after a series of comical misunderstandings and abortive coups turned reviled general Diego Portales into a national martyr.

ANSWER: War of the Confederation [accept: War of the Peru-Bolivian Confederation; Guerra contra la Confederación Perú-Boliviana]

5. Adding a boundary condition such as a contact angle to this equation allows it to describe meniscus formation in a tube. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this non-linear PDE that relates the difference in capillary pressure across the interface of two static fluids.

ANSWER: Young-Laplace equation [either order]
[10] The Young-Laplace equation thus also governs the formation of these entities, which consist of gas pockets trapped in liquids, as in carbonated beverages. Sound waves excited these entities into emitting light in the 100% legit physics phenomenon of sonoluminescence.
ANSWER: bubbles
[10] This man names a simple first order equation used to predict the acoustic motion of bubbles along with Milton Plesset. He is also the first namesake of a dynamic boundary condition between two fluids of different densities, which often results in the creation of “fingers” seen in famous nebulae.
ANSWER: John William Strutt, 3rd Baron Rayleighs

6. This man's collection depicting lower class workers, In the American West, provides a stark contrast to his iconic portrait of Natassja Kinski posing nude with a serpent. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this American fashion photographer who reinvented the photographic portrait by posing his psychologically revealing pictures against a blank backdrop of celebrities like Marilyn Monroe.

ANSWER: Richard Avedon

[10] Avedon did a famous photograph of this artist with his shirt unbuttoned. This Dutch-born Abstract Expressionist, who became a major figure of 20th century American art, was inspired by Mesopotamian fertility idols to paint his Woman series. 

ANSWER: Willem de Kooning

[10] Another iconic Avedon photograph shows the fashion model Dovima posing in a Dior dress while standing in between two of these animals, which notably Dali paired with swans. A headless but busty mannequin appears in the foreground of Max Ernst's alleged depiction of them entitled “[this animal] Celebes.”

ANSWER: elephant

7. Identify the following about Medieval chroniclers, for 10 points each.
[10] One of the most famous chroniclers is this court poet to Philippa of Hainault, whose eponymous work is often considered the classic primary source on the Hundred Years' War.
ANSWER: Jean Froissart
[10] Philip the Fair's wife, Joan of Navarre, commissioned Jean de Joinville's chronicle of this earlier French King. This successor of Louis the Lion had to be ransomed after losing at Al Mansurah and Fariskur in the Seventh Crusade. 
ANSWER: Louis IX or Saint Louis or Louis the Saint
[10] Geoffrey of Villehardouin is best known for his work chronicling the “conquest” of this city on the Bosporus, which was famously sacked at the behest of greedy Venetians during the Fourth Crusade despite not actually being held by Muslims.
ANSWER: Constantinople [I can't imagine anyone would say “Istanbul” here, but I guess you can prompt on it]

8. It includes a four-note motif on the tubas in its third movement, which represents the composer’s harshest critic, Eduard Hanslick. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this tone poem that uses cellos and horns playing ascending E-flat major triads to depict the “works of peace” and “adversaries” of the title figure, a rather favorable representation of the composer.

ANSWER: Ein Heldenleben (or A Hero’s Life)

[10] This German composer wrote the tone poem Ein Heldenleben and included the “dance of the seven veils” in his opera Salome. He also wrote the tone poem Also Sprach Zarathustra. 

ANSWER: Richard Strauss

[10] The death of Gustav Mahler prompted Strauss to finally complete this ambitious and somewhat misleadingly-titled tone poem, whose finale calls for heavy organ and even a thunder machine. This piece also calls for the oboes to use flutter-tonguing to evoke some delightfully melodic sheep bleating.

ANSWER: An Alpine Symphony or Eine Alpensinfonie

9. An analytic function is one of these entities wherever it has nonzero derivatives, and a Mobius transformation of a map of the complex plane onto itself is one of these entities. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify these mathematical functions that preserve angles.

ANSWER: conformal maps [prompt on partial answer]

[10] Conformal maps are common in this type of analysis which treats functions with both real and imaginary parts.

ANSWER: complex analysis

[10] A theorem of this name states that for a non-empty simply connected open subset of the complex numbers there is a bijective and holomorphic map onto the unit disk. Another complex analysis theorem bearing this name and that of Roch was extended to apply to morphisms between two varieties by Grothendieck. 

ANSWER: Riemann [accept Riemann mapping theorem, etc.]

10. This document mentioned a possible alliance with Japan, and was intended for Heinrich von Eckhardt via Johann von Bernstorff in Washington. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this document sent by the eponymous Foreign Secretary to Germany's ambassador to Mexico. 
ANSWER: Zimmermann Telegram [accept Zimmermann note, etc.]
[10] The Zimmerman Telegram sought a German alliance with this Mexican President, who drafted the Plan of Guadalupe, broke with Zapata and Pancho Villa after Aguascalientes, and was targeted by Obregon's Plan of Agua Prieta.

ANSWER: Venustiano Carranza de la Garza
[10] Anti-German sentiment in the US was also stirred up by this 1916 event, which saw German agents detonate an ammunition depot on the namesake New Jersey island so the supplies couldn’t be used in the war effort.
ANSWER: Black Tom Island Explosion

11. This man was once late to a match against Everton because he had been playing Super Smash Bros. in the locker room, leading to a two-match suspension. For 10 points each:

[10] Name attacking midfielder whose current home field is Old Trafford. His team's victory in the 2006-2007 Premier League season made him the first South Korean to be on a championship squad, and his goal against Portugal in the 2002 World Cup sent Korea to its first knockout match in history.

ANSWER: Park Ji-Sungo

[10] Park plays for this English club owned by the Glazer family, whose rivals include Liverpool. Sir Alex Ferguson has managed this team since 1986, and its roster includes striker Wayne Rooney.

ANSWER: Manchester United

[10] Park's previous team was this Dutch club. He, along with fellow South Korean Lee Young-Pyo, signed with this team after their former national coach Guus Hiddink became its manager. Its greatest rival is the Amsterdam-based Ajax.

ANSWER: PSV Eindhoven (Accept Philips Sport Vereniging and prompt on Eindhoven.)

12. Viriathus and Sertorius are among the obscure historical figures name-dropped in this work. For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this national epic of Portugal, an epic poem about Vasco da Gama by Luis Vaz de Camoes.

ANSWER: Lusiads [or Os Lusiadas]

[10] This evil giant, who appears as a menacing cloud off the Cape of Good Hope, is a prominent antagonist in the Lusiads. After escaping his clutches, da Gama's sailors engage in a prolonged orgy thrown by Venus on the Island of Love.

ANSWER: Adamastor

[10] Adamastor's story was re-imagined by the author of Rumours of Rain, Andre Brink, one of the leading literary icons of this language. Brink was a member of this language's “Sixtiers” movement along with Etienne Leroux, Breyten Breytenbach, and Ingrid Jonker.

ANSWER: Afrikaans

13. Answer the following about a phylum of bacteria, for 10 points each.

[10] These gram-negative bacteria are named for their distinctive long, coiled-helix appearance. They include the causitive agents of Lyme disease and syphilis.

ANSWER: spirochetes

[10] The same spirochete bacteria that causes syphilis, Treponema pallidum, also causes this tropical disease in which pale nodules and lesions appear on the skin. Unlike syphilis, it is spread by touch, and should not be confused with similar disease like bejel or pinta.

ANSWER: Yaws [or apparently like fifty other things including frambesia tropica, thymosis, polypapilloma tropicum, pian, parangi, bouba, and frambosie]

[10] Unlike most other bacteria, the flagella of spirochetes run through this area of the cell, located between a bacterium's inner and outer membranes. It is much smaller in in gram-positive bacteria.

ANSWER: perisplamic space

14. Members of this school of thought included Geraud de Cordemoy, Arnold Geulincx, and Louis de la Forge. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this school of thought which is exemplified by the quotation “there is only one true cause because there is only one true God.” 

ANSWER: Occasionalism

[10] Occasionalism was espoused most famously by this French philosopher, who wrote an amusing dialogue between a Christian theologian and a Chinese philosopher and articulated the “Vision in God” in The Search After Truth.

ANSWER: Nicolas Malebranche

[10] Despite repeatedly trying to convince him that every living thing was filled with infinite tiny copies of itself ready to burst out like one of those creepy Russian dolls, Malebranche maintained a correspondence with this German monad enthusiast, known for his Newton-independent contributions to calculus.

ANSWER: Gottfried Wilhelm Leibniz

15. This poem describes Tantalus “baited by the fickle fruit” and wonders why the “little mole continues blind,” though still asserts “I doubt not God is good, well-meaning, kind.” For 10 points each:

[10] Name this sonnet whose speakers questions “What awful brain compels His awful hand” before noting that it is a “curious thing” that god has “bid him sing.”

ANSWER: “Yet Do I Marvel”

[10] This author of “Yet do I Marvel” questioned “What is Africa to me?” in “Heritage.” He also wrote The Ballad of the Brown Girl. 

ANSWER: Countee Cullen

[10] Cullen was a major figure in this African-American cultural movement, whose other leaders included Langston Hughes, which was centered around a namesake New York neighborhood.

ANSWER: The Harlem Renaissance

16. A brown-haired woman in a blue shirt and yellow skirt holds up her naked child in front of a solid blue and green background in this painter's Under the Horse Chestnut Tree. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Impressionist who painted many images of mothers and children, including The Child’s Bath, which shows a mother washing her daughter’s feet in a bowl of water.

ANSWER: Mary Cassatt

[10] This other Impressionist painted a portrait of Cassatt “seated, holding cards.” He is known for his numerous depictions of ballet dancers and horse races. 

ANSWER: Edgar Degas

[10] Cassatt did many paintings of this woman including ones that depict her “leaning her arms” in a theater box and “crocheting in the garden at Marly”. 

ANSWER: Lydia Cassatt [or just Lydia; prompt on “Mary Cassatt’s sister” or equivalents]

17. Andre Gide read his French translation of this work over the radio the night before Paris fell to Nazi invaders during World War Two. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this short play in which the deathly ill child Amal fantasizes about receiving a visit from the royal physician after those passing by his uncle Madhav’s courtyard inform him of the title location.

ANSWER: The Post Office [or Dak Ghar]

[10] This Bengali author of The Post Office was the first non-European to win the Nobel Prize in Literature, helped by W.B. Yeats's promotion of his collection of “song offerings,” Gitanjali.

ANSWER: Rabindranath Tagore

[10] This Tagore novel about Bengali resistance during the Swadeshi boycott of British goods centers on the pacifist Nikhil, his wife Bimala, and the charismatic revolutionary Sandip.

ANSWER: The Home and the World [or Ghôre Baire; or At Home and Outside]

18. One story about this figure relates how he was born after his mother dreamt that Lao-tzu had handed her a child. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this supreme being in Chinese mythology who lived on the mountain Kunlun in a palace guarded by the Green Dragon General. He created the Milky Way to prevent his daughter Zhinu from coming home after she eloped with a cowherd, and is associated with a namesake precious stone.

ANSWER: the Jade Emperor [accept Yu Huang, Yu Ti, or Yu Di, or anything else involving jade and ruling things]

[10] This primordial being of Chinese mythology spent eighteen thousand years creating the world after hatching out of a cosmic egg. The insects on his body became human beings following his death.

ANSWER: Pangu

[10] This half-woman, half-serpent goddess is also a major creator figure in Chinese myth, and can be found hard at work maintaining the Wall of Heaven. In the Fengshen Yanyi, King Zhou triggers the downfall of the Shang dynasty by writing pervy love poems to this goddess on the walls of her temple.

ANSWER: Nüwa or Nü Gua

19. A racemic mixture contains equal levels of enantiomers exhibiting each type of this property, and non-racemic compounds with this property are known as scalemic. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this property of certain molecules that do not possess an internal plane of symmetry. Mirror images of molecules with this property cannot be superimposed on each other.

ANSWER: chirality

[10] The D/L system of chirality notation uses the two isomers of this compound as a standard. The only amino acid that does not possess chirality is derived from this chemical.

ANSWER: glyceraldehyde

[10] This set of rules can be used to name the stereoisomers of a compound. In this system, each stereocenter is labeled with an R or S descriptor based on the atomic number of attached atoms, while E or Z descriptors are assigned to each double bond.

ANSWER: Cahn-Ingold-Prelog priority rules

20. This event saw the continuation of Lord Melbourne's service as Prime Minister following his resignation, and was resolved following a marriage to Prince Albert. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this event in British history that saw a certain politician refuse to step in as Prime Minister when his request to Queen Victoria to have some of her friends removed from her service was denied.

ANSWER: Bedchamber crisis

[10] Name that politician, a Conservative whose contribution to the modern British police force led them to be known as “bobbies.” He may be best known for repealing the Corn Laws.

ANSWER: Sir Robert Peel, 2nd Baronet

[10] Peel issued this document of his proposed policies while campaigning for the 1834 election. It outlines Peel's goals for the direction of the Conservative Party and is named for his constituency.

ANSWER: Tamworth Manifesto


EXTRA. During its golden age, this nation’s heavy cavalry units, called the Hussars, had artificial wings attached to their backs, which may have created a terrifying wooshing sound as they charged. FTPE,

[10] Name this eastern European nation whose cavalry, contrary to popular stories, did not actually charge German tanks during World War II. 

ANSWER: Poland [accept: Polska]

[10] Arguably the most famous charge by the Polish cavalry came at the 1683 Battle of Vienna, where Polish forces were led by this king. 

ANSWER: Jan III Sobieski or John III Sobieski [require Jan/John and either III or Sobieski]

[10] The transformation of the Polish cavalry into an elite force began with the reign of this Polish king, who was born in Transylvania to a Hungarian noble family. He fought against Ivan the Terrible in the Livonian War. 

ANSWER: Stephan Batory [accept: Istvan Bathory; Steven Batory]
