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1.Recently, research involving them has been directed toward gene-splicing techniques in the field of genetic engineering.In some cases, they can be rapidly transferred from cell to cell by means of hairlike structures, called sex pili, that project from the cell surface.  Cell-to-cell transfer can result in various properties carried on a transmissible one being rapidly disseminated throughout an entire population of bacteria. This property has been responsible for the appearance of various bacterial populations that are resistant to common antibiotics. FTP identify these small, circular molecules of double-stranded DNA that exist in the cytoplasm of many bacteria.

2. Known as the "sorrow of China" because of its frequent, and often catastrophic, flooding, in its upper course it flows generally northeast. Its middle course descends an enormous rectangular incursion into Inner Mongolia, then flows south, where it cuts through the Loess Plateau. The river's water is clean in the upper and upper-middle course, but when it passes through the easily erodable loess of Shanxi (Shansi) and Shaanxi (Shensi) provinces, it picks up the bulk of the 1,440,000 metric tons of sediments it carries in one year.. FTP name this the second-longest river in China which received its name because its unusually high silt content gives it a certain color.

Answer: Yellow river or Huang He



3. Gene Wilder made his film debut as an anxious undertaker.  The original ads read "They are young, they are in love, they kill people.  "Shockingly bloody for its time, it set the trend for gangster movies in which the outlaws are presented as sympathetic everyday nonconformists.  FTP identify this 1967 film nominated for 9 oscars starring Warren Beatty and Faye Dunaway as a notorious couple.

4. A confederate sympathizer was arrested in Indiana and charged with conspiring to incite rebellion, in 1864 he was tried before a military commission, convicted and sentenced to death. But the defense claimed he had been denied his constitutional right of trial by jury. When the case was brought before the jury in 1866 the conviction was overturned and the man was set free. FTP identify this celebrated case which stated that the constitution was the law of the land in times of war and peace.

5. One author wrote the Polynesian chapters the other the English. They later collaborated on two sequels _Men Against the Sea_ and _Pitcairn Island_. The novel is narrated by the captains linguist and midshipman, Roger Byam who tells the story of 16 men led by Fletcher Christian who revolt against their tyrannical captain. FTP identify this 1932 novel by Charles Nordhoff and James Hall which revolves around the ship of a certain Captain Bligh.

6.  In 1984 the first one discovered outside our Galaxy was found in the Large Magellanic Cloud. The best known X-ray type is Hercules X-1. Believed to be rapidly rotating neutron stars, the best-known of these is

situated in the Crab nebula, where the loss of energy as it slows down provides the means of keeping the nebula radiating.   They were discovered in 1967 by the radio astronomers Jocelyn Bell Burnell and Antony Hewish at Cambridge, England. FTP identify these older stars that give out regular pulses of electromagnetic radiation, mainly radio waves.

7. Educated at Eton and Oxford, he entered military service; and was also a member of Parliament from 1722 to 1754. In 1732, he and 19 associates secured a charter. FTP identify this  general and philanthropist who founded Georgia.

8. As his eyesight failed he turned increasingly to sculpture, modeling figures and horses in wax over metal armatures. The only picture to be acquired during his lifetime was his _The Cotton Exchange at New Orleans_.The son of a wealthy banker, his early work was influenced by Ingres, but in the early 1870s he began to sketch from a live model in his studio and combined poses into groupings that depicted rehearsal and performance scenes in which dancers on stage, entering the stage, and resting or waiting to perform are shown simultaneously and in counterpoint, often from an oblique angle of vision.FTP identify this artist who in 1881 exhibited his famous sculpture _Little Dancer_.

10. He grew up in a military camp where his father's soldiers nicknamed him "Little baby boots" his father died in 19, and his family perished in the purge organized by Tiberius. He succeeded, however, in gaining the confidence of Tiberius, and from 32 he lived with him on Capri.Upon the man’s death, he was proclaimed emperor to the exclusion of Tiberius's own grandson, whom he later executed. He pledged cooperation with the Senate, but he soon began to rule in an autocratic manner. Senatorial propaganda

asserted that after an illness in October 37 he became mentally unbalanced, and he was murdered in a plot conceived by an officer of the Praetorian Guard and succeeded by his uncle Claudius I. FTP identify this

man, emperor from 37 to 41 best known for bestowing consulship upon his horse.

Answer: _Caligula_



11. Kruschev himself sanctioned the publication of this 1962 work in the Sovit Magazine Novy Mir. The hero is the peasant Shukhov, who is captured briefly by the Germans at the end of World War II. He escapes and returns to the Soviet lines; but in accordance with Stalin's policy, he is sent to a forced labor camp as a traitor because of his contact with the enemy. FTP identify this novel which depicts a typical day in the life of an ordinary Soviet prisoner written by Aleksandr Solzhenitsyn.

12. Ed Harris wasnt too excited, but Meryl Streep did clap when she saw this man emerge onto the stage. Born in Istanbul  to Greek parents, after a brief career as an actor with New York's Group Theater in the 1930s he began to emerge as a force in Hollywood. His two autobiographical novels,

_America, America_ and _The Arrangement_, were filmed during the 1960s. He directed the Academy Award-winning film_ Gentleman's Agreement_ , as well as _East of Eden_, _A Face in the Crowd_, and _Splendor in the Grass_ . FTP identify this controversial director of  _A Streetcar Named Desire_

and _On the Waterfront_.

13.  It was banned twice in the 19th century for its revolutionary associations. The words and tune were written by the army engineer Claude Joseph Rouget de Lisle who served in the garrison in Strasbourg, and you can hear echoes of it in Tchaikovskys 1812 Overture. It was named after the city from whence the troops who helped to storm the Tuileries came. FTP identify this song named the French national anthem on July 14, 1792.

14.The term was first used by the German chemist Jons Jakob Berzelius for organic molecules, but it also exists in inorganic compounds, such as coordination compounds. The Chain type exists among the alkanes, or molecules with a chain of carbon atoms. The Position type occurs because not all hydrogen atoms in a molecule are equivalent. The Geometric refers to molecules in which the atoms are attached in the same order but have different spatial relationships. FTP identify this chemistry term wherein

two molecules have identical chemical formulas but different atomic arrangements.
