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TOSSUPS

1. This work states that its addressees have been engaged in a “perpetual peaceful revolution” and states that its ideas are “no vision of a distant millennium”. This work calls for putting “patriotism ahead of pocketbooks” and states that it is impossible to hold off the whole world with one hand tied behind your back. This work speaks out against the use of the “quick-lime in the ditch”. A series of works inspired by this speech have captions like “ours to fight for” and “buy war bonds” and were published in the Saturday Evening Post by Norman Rockwell. It ends by stating that “there can be no end save victory” and its ideas were incorporated in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights. For 10 points, name this 1941 speech by FDR which outlined the title concepts “from want”, “from fear”, “of speech”, and “of worship”.

ANSWER: Four Freedoms speech

2. The only mention of daylight in this poem occurs when the speaker begs a goddess to shield him from the sun, imploring “Hide me from Day’s garish eye.” Near the end of this poem, the speaker wishes to inhabit a “Hairy Gown and Mossy Cell” until “old experience do attain” to “something like prophetic strain.” The final line of this poem, “And I with thee will choose to live,” is often interpreted to indicate its author’s preference for this poem’s subject over the subject of its companion poem. This poem begins “Hence vain deluding joys, the brood of folly without father bred,” and hails the Goddess Melancholy as superior to Mirth. For 10 points, name this companion poem of “L’Allegro,” a poem about the pleasures of contemplation written by John Milton.

ANSWER: “Il Penseroso”

3. This work’s penultimate chapter undertakes to distinguish moral sentiments from other feelings. The final chapter of this work proposes to reverse the perspective of hedonistic theory by referring to a previously defined four-stage sequence of right conduct. This work argues for a separation between the notions of moral desert and legitimate expectations, and the closing section of its third chapter argues that classical utilitarianism derives from the notion of the approval of a hypothetical impartial spectator. The second chapter of this work outlines the “principles” of the title concepts, and proposes that inequalities only be allowed if they absolutely make the worst-off better. For 10 points, identify this work of political philosophy which builds a social contract by positing an “original position” that exists beneath the “veil of ignorance,” written by John Rawls.

ANSWER: A Theory of Justice
4. Early in this work, the narrator describes being forced to take a shower as though he was being raped, and that character later sees a dog running toward an oncoming car on the highway, presumably to its death. The narrator recalls an his father being pressured by his community to sell some land to build a hydroelectric dam. One character in this novel almost sleeps with a woman for the first time but is stopped by a threat to tell his mother. The prostitute Candy, who is found with Billy Bibbit, had been brought into the narrator’s residence by a character who earlier tried to start a vote to hear the world series. By ripping off her shirt, vulnerability is shown in the overseer of Randle P. McMurphy, but this action earns him a lobotomy. For 10 points, name this novel in which Nurse Ratched terrorizes the inmates of an asylum, narrated by Chief Bromden and written by Ken Kesey.

ANSWER: One Flew Over the Cuckoo’s Nest
5. One of this ruler’s favorites agreed to an embarrassing armistice at the River Lagan and later secretly returned and tried to stage a coup. For both failure to defeat the revolt of Hugh O’Neill and sedition, this ruler executed Robert Devereux, the Earl of Essex. One of this ruler’s policies was “Video, taceo” and reflected ideas of religious toleration. This ruler said that “I have the heart and stomach of a king” during the Speech at Tilbury. The Ridolfi and Babington plots were uncovered by this ruler’s spymaster, Francis Walsingham, and led to the decision to execute Mary Stuart. For 10 points, name this daughter of Anne Boleyn and last Tudor monarch, the so-called Virgin Queen of England.

ANSWER: Queen Elizabeth I of England [accept Good Queen Bess; prompt on “Gloriana” and “Virgin Queen” before mention]

6.  This quantity, dotted with its tensor derivative gives the convective term in the Navier-Stokes Equation. A converging cone and no Vena Contracta characterize a meter for measuring this that works on an effect named for the same scientist that requires this quantity increase to satisfy the continuity equation.  Measured by the Venturi meter, this quantity, along with length of a pipe and viscosity, is used to define the Reynolds number. Vorticity is the curl of this quantity which increases and decreases along with pressure changes according to Bernoulli’s principle. The ratio of this number to that of sound in the same medium is called the Mach number. FTP, name this quantity which describes how fast a liquid or gas is moving.

ANSWER: velocity

7. One character in this opera interrupts a performance to help a character she thinks is being whipped to death. The orchestra for this opera is strengthened by two pianos and four saxophones, among others. The title character of this opera sings “News has a kind of mystery” when contemplating the effects of his actions, and that character’s wife sings “This is prophetic” while imagining her future after visiting a children’s school. A chorus sings “The Three Main Rules of Discipline” at the beginning of this opera in which the main characters watch a performance of The Red Detachment of Women. For 10 points, beginning with the landing of the plane the Spirit of ‘76, name this minimalist opera about a US president’s international visit by John Adams.
ANSWER: Nixon in China
8. The expanded universe lead-up into this game saw Whitcomb sacrifice himself to lure an enemy fleet to the Unyielding Hierophant. One mission in this game takes a playable character to the Threshold Gas Mine, where he cuts a cable to force the leader of the Heresy to come out into the open and try to use some Holo-Drones before his death. That playable character is betrayed and meets the main playable character – who had just killed the Prophet of Regret – in the clutches of the Gravemind. It ends with the death of Tartarus the Brute Chieftain and a Civil War in the Covenant when the Elites ally themselves with the UNSC.  This game that allowed dual wielding was the most popular game on Xbox Live until Gears of War came out two years after it. For 10 points, name this Bungie FPS that was the sequel to a game with Master Chief subtitled Combat Evolved.

ANSWER: Halo 2
9. In one work in this series, two girls stand with chairs on their heads, while another entry depicts four women driving away bird-like creatures with brooms. In addition to “And there they go, plucked!,” another work from this series shows a goat in human’s clothes looking at a picture book with nothing but more goats in it. The artist also attacked the clergy in the “Hobgoblins” entry in this set, and claimed he was critiquing “the innumerable foibles and follies present in every human society.” In the most famous work in this series, an artists rests his head on a desk as he is harassed by a horde of bats and owls. Including The Sleep of Reason Produces Monsters, for 10 points, identify this series of aquatint prints by Francisco Goya.

ANSWER: Los Caprichos
10. Kofke used this equation to couple simulation data to thermodynamic equations, which is called this equation’s namesake integration. It is derived by calculating the total differential of G and substituting in a pair of Maxwell relations. This equation shows that the intensive properties of a system are not all independent of one another. This equation says that the sum over the product of the number of moles times d mu equals negative S dT plus V dp, though it is more commonly expressed as the sum of N sub I times d mu sub I equals zero at constant temperature and pressure. This equation is used to derive one of its namesake’s result that components minus phases plus 2 is equal to the degrees of freedom. For 10 points, name this equation which relates the chemical potentials of a mixture.

ANSWER: Gibbs-Duhem equation [prompt on Gibbs phase rule]

11.  In this work, the eunuch Arsetes tells a story of a tigress nursing a white baby cast out by a black king and queen, and fifty warriors in it are seduced and turned into fish. The lovers Olindo and Sophronia are saved from burning near the start of this work, which was translated into English by Edward Fairfax, and which features a pre-Milton scene of Satan calling all the demons in hell to action. Divided into 20 cantos and ending with the Battle of Ascolon, this work includes the vengeful king Aladine and features Tancred inadvertently killing his love Clorinda. Rinaldo leads the Christians to victory at the end of, for 10 points, what epic about the First Crusade by Torquato Tasso?

ANSWER: Jerusalem Delivered [or Gerusaleme Deliberata or Jerusalem Liberated]

12. During a climactic battle scene, this figure borrows a sword from his charioteer, Metiscus, who would later be possessed by this man's sister. Earlier in that same battle scene, this figure slays Amycus and Diores and then hangs their severed heads on his chariot. This man was verbally challenged by the curmudgeonly Drances to whom he replied "charge me with cowardice when your hand has produced mounds of Trojan dead." Some of this man's supporters include Lausus and a man known as the "despiser of the gods", Mezentius. This man was once betrothed to a figure whose hair famously caught fire during a sacrifice, Lavinia. This figure's ensured his death when he despoiled the young prince, Pallas, after killing him in battle. For ten points, name this king of the Rutulians, the chief rival of Aeneas in the Aeneid.

ANSWER: Turnus
13. This author wondered if a "westward trail would never have an end" and dreamed of setting a cloudy sail and bridging the deep, deep sea. In another series, this author wrote of a "perfume stealing, moist, from a shaft of red blossom" and a figure whose robe is a cloud and whose face is a flower. In addition to writing the Hard Road poems and the Songs of Pure Happiness, this author praised a "living man, mightier than the dead" and asked, "When shall we lift our cups again" in a series addressed to secretaries, generals, field-clerks, and friends. This author of numerous farewell poems talks about a "river of stars" and asks, "Shall goodwill ever be secure?," in a poem about dancing with his shadow at night. For 10 points, name this author of "Drinking Alone With the Moon," a Tang dynasty poet and friend of Du Fu.

ANSWER: Li Bai [accept Li Bo, Li Pai, Li Po, Tai Bai, or Qinglian Jushi]

14. One protein component of this substance is a binding partner of DMBT1. This substance is believed to have some innate immune function due to the presence of collectins SP-A and SP-D in it.  Synthetic versions of this substance include Venticute and KL-4. The production of this substance can be assayed by measuring the lecithin-to-sphingomyelin ratio of amniotic fluid, and its production can be accelerated by cortisol. This substance primarily contains DPPC and other phospholipids. This substance prevents atelectasis [at-UH-lec-tuh-sis], and a condition in which this compound is insufficiently produced shows characteristic hyaline membranes on autopsy and is known as infantile RDS. This substance is often under-produced in premature infants, leading to the collapse of alveoli. For 10 points, name this surface-tension-lowering substance important for lung function.

ANSWER: Lung surfactant
15. During this battle, a short, preliminary cannonade directed at the defenders of Buffalora by the commander of the attacking Second Corps encouraged the victorious commander to push dangerously close to the Naviglio Canal. The losing commander at this battle, Guylai, earlier left crossings on the Ticino River undefended and only used half of his men during this battle. The namesake city was taken by MacMahon , who was made its Duke, and eight days later, Milan fell. After this battle Franz Joseph I would take personal command and lose the subsequent Battle of Solferino against Napoleon III, leading to the Armistice of Villafranca.  For 10 points, name this Franco-Sardinian victory of the Second War of Italian Independence, the namesake of a certain color.

ANSWER: Battle of Magenta
16. In late stages, these objects are believed to begin crystallizing, and Metcalfe and Kanan posited that one of these called BPM37093 was 90% crystal. The equation of state for these objects, when taking relativity into account, interpolates between P proportional to density to the four-thirds for large density and to the five-thirds for small density. HL Tau was the first variable one of these discovered, and RAMBOs either consist of these bodies or Brown Dwarves. The surface of an accreting one can undergo a runaway form of fusion called a helium flash. Ralph Fowler posited that if these objects exist as a Fermi gas, that the Pauli exclusion principle would keep them from collapsing on themselves; that result was used to show that they have masses less than 1.4 solar masses. For 10 points, name these objects subject to the Chandrashekar limit, a massive type of star. 

ANSWER: White dwarf
17. One model of this ability was tested using a series of black numbers on a screen, which were then replaced by a dot-masking field. That model of this ability was developed by Treisman and depends on transforming feature maps into saliency maps, called the Feature Integration Model. Simultagnosia is a unique defect in this capacity, which is found as a part of Balint’s syndrome. The Stroop effect represents a lapse in this ability, which is the subject of an interesting test in which a man in a gorilla suit walks through a group of people playing basketball. Deficiencies in this ability are treated with psychostimulants like methylphenidate, or Ritalin. For 10 points, name this cognitive ability, the capacity to block out distractions and focus on a single object or event.

ANSWER: attention
18. During rehearsals for the premiere of this work, the violinists tied handkerchiefs to the tips of their bows in protest. The glockenspiel does not enter until the second movement, and the third movement opens with a pianissimo timpani and bass drum roll, followed by hurrying fragments in the strings. Erik Satie claimed that he “particularly liked the bit at a quarter to eleven” in the first movement, though there is no real indication of a time scale there. The final movement is described as a “dialogue with the wind,” and the original score for this work included Hokusai’s Great Wave off Kanagawa on the cover. Labeled as “Three Symphonic Sketches,” the second of which is entitled “Play of the waves,” for 10 points, name this aquatic-themed work by Claude Debussy.

ANSWER: La Mer or The Sea
19. One leader of this empire had a prime minister who would put a little poison in his food to build this ruler’s immunity, only for the queen to once instead eat the meal necessitating a quick C-section with a sword. One of this empire’s rulers put down two revolts at Taxila and allegedly had more than 100 sons.  One work on this empire is attributed to Kautilya, the chief minister of this empire’s first ruler, and was called the Arthashastra. Its first leader had sold elephants to the defeated invading forces of Seluceus I Nicator and had begun his rule as the emperor of Magadha and had destroyed the Nanda dynasty. Another of this empire’s rulers set up rocks and pillars engraved with his edicts after the siege of Kalinga, when he converted to Buddhism. For 10 points name this Indian empire whose rulers included Chandragupta and Ashoka.

ANSWER: Mauryan Empire/Dynasty 

20. One scripture of this religion states that 85% of the population is deaf, dumb, and easily led by the top 10%, and teaches that the earth once had a single land mass called “Asia”. Temple #2, located in Chicago, is the headquarters of this religious movement, one of whose leaders wrote the guide How to Eat to Live. Wallace and Lomax produced a documentary on this religion, titled The Hate that Hate Produced, in which the founder of this religion “charge[s] the white man with being the greatest liar on earth.” Because of a verse from the Book of Ezekiel, this religion teaches that the original scientists on the island of Nippon built a Mother Plane. Wallace D. Fard was the founder of this religion, whose newspaper, The Final Call, was created by its current leader, Louis Farrakhan. For 10 points, name this largely African-American religion, once led by Elijah Muhammad.
ANSWER: Nation of Islam [do not prompt on “Islam”]
21. This author wrote about a artist’s travels in Paris with Pani Elzen and her sons Romulus and Remus in On the Bright Shore. This man also wrote a children’s novel where Nell explains to the main character that her father provided her with a superior education by teaching her about the Mahdi who lives in Sudan, and that novel is In Desert and Wilderness. In another one of this author’s works, the devious Chilo claims that he can read the future, and also believes that “Ulysses is the wisest of the dead, and Petronius is the wisest of the living”. In another novel by this man, the squire Zatsi interrupts the dinner of the brash general Zagloba to explain about how the advance of the “German Knights will be danger to come”, and in that novel Helena  is rescued from the Tatars by Pan Longin. For 10 points name this author who wrote about the experiences of Jan in With Fire and Sword, and also wrote about Marcus Vinicius in Quo Vadis.
ANSWER: Henryk Sienkiewicz
Bonuses
1. The title of this novel comes from the narrator’s pronouncement that since neighborhoods are no longer certified for particular people, the emptiness within people will evacuate neighborhoods unless he participates in the title action. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this existential novel about stockbroker Binx Bolling’s random wandering through New Orleans, Chicago, and New York.

ANSWER: The Moviegoer
[10] The Moviegoer is a wok by this American novelist, who wrote about psychiatrist Bob Comeaux’s attempt to control a town’s cortical functions using heavy sodium doses in The Thanatos Syndrome.

ANSWER: Walker Percy
[10] This other southern novelist wrote about the whiny and annoying Edna Pontellier’s disenchantment with her marriage and her life in The Awakening.

ANSWER: Kate Chopin
2. This man’s son loses his infinite youth after touching the ground after his return from Tir Na Nog, and this man’s dogs Bran and Sceolan recognized his future wife Sadbh as a woman in deer form. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this leader of the Red Branch knights, a hero from Irish mythology who once burned his thumb on the Salmon of Knowledge.

ANSWER: Fionn MacCumhaill or Finn MaCool [accept either]
[10] Fionn’s knights included this man who killed Finn’s father, a battle which cost him his eye.

ANSWER: Goll Mac Morna [accept either]

[10] This lover of Grainne and member of the Red Branch knights had a magical love spot placed on his head, which would charm any woman who looked at it.

ANSWER: Diarmuid Ua Duibh

3. Types of these musical constructs include the plagal and deceptive ones. FTPE:

[10] Name these endings to a musical phrase that usually give a sense of closure to the section of the overall composition.

ANSWER: cadences

[10] This specific type of cadence consists of the movement from a root position five chord to a root position one chord.

ANSWER: perfect authentic cadence [or PAC, prompt on authentic cadence]

[10] Another construct of music theory is the mode. The C Lydian mode shares the same key signature as this major key.

ANSWER: G major

The title role of this opera was considered the signature role of both Mark Reizen and a singer surnamed Christoff who happened to share his first name with that character. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this historical Russian opera in which the title usurper must contend with the consequences of his actions and the rebellion by a pretender to the throne. The “Farewell” scene is perhaps the most celebrated aria in all Russian opera.

ANSWER: Boris Godunov
[10] Boris Godunov was written by this Russian composer, though the version normally heard today was edited heavily by Nikolai Rimsky-Korsakov

ANSWER: Modest Mussorgsky
[10] This other Godunov opera is mainly known today for its Prelude depicting dawn on the Moskova River, as well as the “Dance of the Persian Slaves.” The plot concerns a rebellion by the Straltsy and Old Believers against Peter the Great.

ANSWER: Khovanschina or The Khovansky Affair
4. In this novel, Black, Enishte’s nephew, is in love with Shekure, Enishte’s daughter. FTPE:

[10] Name the novel in which Elegant Effendi is a miniaturist who is murdered during the reign of Murad III in the Ottoman Empire.

ANSWER: My Name is Red
[10] This Turkish author wrote My Name is Red as well as the novel focusing on Ka, Snow.

ANSWER: Orhan Pamuk
[10] Galip, the protagonist of this other novel by Pamuk searches for this missing wife and brother-in-law, Ruya and Celal, respectively. He finds both of them shot dead near Aladdin’s store.

ANSWER: The Black Book
5. This ruler once allied himself with the Cumans to defeat the Pechenegs at the Battle of Levounion. For 10 points each:

[10] Name that Byzantine ruler whose plea for mercenaries was transformed into a passagium generale by Pope Urban II at the Council of Clermont. The history of his rule was preserved by his daughter Anna.

ANSWER: Alexius I Comnenus or Alexios I Komnenos

[10] Alexius I is best known for ruling during this Church-sanctioned event that saw the capture of Nicaea and Jerusalem under men like Godfrey of Bouillon who had taken up the cross against Muslim “infidels.”

ANSWER: First Crusade
[10] One of the leaders of the First Crusade was this son of Robert Guiscard, who led Norman armies to capture Western Byzantine lands. As the Prince of Antioch, he would swear fealty to Alexius.

ANSWER: Bohemond I of Antioch [or of Taranto]

6. In late 2011, spikes in the 125 GeV[Giga-Electron Volt] region of the ATLAS and CMS experiments was taken as early indicators that this particle may have been observed. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this “God particle” whose namesake mechanism is supposed to cause spontaneous symmetry breaking. The discovery of this last unobserved part of the Standard Model is one of the main purposes of the LHC.

ANSWER: Higgs Boson [or Higgs Particle]

[10] The Higgs Mechanism is noted for giving this quality to particles through Nambu-Goldstone Bosons. The Compton Wavelength relates a quantum form of this quality .

ANSWER: mass
[10]Winner of the 1988 Nobel Prize for Physics for discovering the Muon, this man coined the term God Particle for the Higgs Boson with his book of the same name.

ANSWER: Leon Lederman
7. Unlike the Album for the Young, the composer did not intend this collection to be played by young students. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this collection of thirteen piano pieces, including “From Foreign Lands and Peoples,” “The Poet Speaks,” and “Traumerei.”

ANSWER: Kinderszenen or Scenes from Childhood
[10] The composer of Scenes from Childhood also wrote this extremely schmaltzy setting of Heinrich Heine poems, at the end of which the speaker decides to put all his old, painful songs into a coffin and throw it into the sea.

ANSWER: Dichterliebe or Poet’s Love
[10] Kinderszenen and Dichterliebe are both works by this German composer of two Liederkreis whose wife Clara premiered many of his works.

ANSWER: Robert Schumann
8. This man names a constitutional amendment which prohibited the use of government funds for religious schools, and he was given a famous epithet by Robert Ingersoll. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this Secretary of State and leader of the Half-Breed faction of the Republican Party.

ANSWER: James Gillespie Blaine
[10] After losing an election to Grover Cleveland in 1884, James G Blaine served in the cabinet of this scandal-ridden president, who is probably more well-known for commanding the Union Army in the Civil War.

ANSWER: Ulysses Simpson Grant
[10] This Secretary of War under Grant was forced to resign after receiving bribes for post tradership positions. He’s the only cabinet secretary to ever have been impeached.

ANSWER:  William Worth Belknap
9. Strong activity in the Madden Julian Oscillation occurs 6-12 months before this phenomenon but is conspicuously absent during its maximum.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this warm phase of the southern oscillation which brings warm weather and extreme flooding to south America. Its name is taken from the fact it normally happens around Christmas.

ANSWER: El Nino
[10] A weakening of this air flow pattern has been linked to stronger El Nino events. It is caused by the pressure gradient from the high pressure in the Eastern Pacific to low pressure in Indonesia.

ANSWER: Walker Circulation

[10] El Ninos largely stop this process due to their high surface temperatures while it occurs more frequently in La Nina. This process is the wind driven flow of cold, nutrient rich water from the ocean floor to its surface

ANSWER: Upwelling
10. This culture practices a type of “ghost marriage” because cattle exchanges determined kinship, and according to their mythology a hyena cut the rope leading to heaven, making people mortal. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this tribe from the Southern Sudan.

ANSWER: Nuer or Nei Ti Naath
[10] The Nuer were extensively studied by this British anthropologist, who wrote about their religion, cosmology, and social practices in a trilogy of works. He also wrote Witchcraft, Oracles, and Magic among the Azande.
ANSWER: Edward Evan Evans-Pritchard
[10] Evans-Pritchard wrote a work about kinship and this practice among the Nuer. In many cultures, this practice involves one party giving another party a small sum of money known as a dowry.

ANSWER: marriage
11. Rhodopsin’s cofactor is derived from this molecule, another derivative of which is used to treat acute promyelocytic leukemia if the 15-to-17 translocation is present. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this vitamin, which is the precursor of retinol and retinoic acid. This vitamin is important for vision and is the prototype of the carotenoids.

ANSWER: vitamin A
[10] All-trans retinoic acid can trigger the expression of these important transcription factors, which contain a conserved 60 amino acid domain and are responsible for laying down the body plan of an organism.

ANSWER: hox genes or homeobox genes

[10] The fact that hox gene duplications and mutations are key to understanding the phylogenetic tree is key to this field of biology, which studies the ways in which ontogeny and phylogeny are related to each other.

ANSWER: evo-devo or evolutionary developmental biology

12. Though it only lasted eight and a half months, this treaty had vast implications for the Soviet Union’s land claims and contracted the territory controlled by the Bolsheviks. For 10 Points each:

[10] Name this treaty that took Russia out of World War I.

ANSWER: Treaty of Brest-Litovsk
[10] This man led the Soviet delegation to sign the Treaty of Brest-Litovsk. A potential successor to Lenin, he was outmaneuvered by Stalin and later assassinated in Mexico by an assassin wielding an ice axe.

ANSWER: Leon Trotsky
[10] This war was partially the result of the Soviets’ conservative land claims in the Treaty of Brest-Litovsk. It was concluded at the treaty of Riga, and halted Soviet desires to spread revolution through central Europe.

ANSWER: Polish-Soviet War

13. The Goldman-Hodgkins-Katz equation generalizes this equation by considering a semipermeable membrane with multiple ions flitting across it. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this equation developed by a German chemist, which gives the reduction potential of a cell from the concentrations of the reductant and oxidant.

ANSWER: Nernst equation

[10] The Nernst equation is used to calculate the reduction potential of one of these components of a redox reaction. These mathematical constructs show either the oxidation or a reduction of a single species, and are then added together to give the overall “full” reaction.

ANSWER: half-reactions
[10] The Nernst equation can be derived by considering these factors, which are the non-normalized probability of finding a system in a given state. They are normalized by one over the partition function and are equal to e to the negative beta times E sub i.

ANSWER: Boltzmann factor
14. The preface to this work lauds the ancient Greeks for taking a middle position between total skepticism and complete certainty and sets out to “establish degrees of certainty.” For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this work which does things like analyze the nature of heat and outlines an early theory of the scientific method.

ANSWER: Novum Organum or The (or A) New Organon
[10] Novum Organum was written by this philosopher, who described a society organized for scientific research in his New Atlantis and penned a classification of human knowledge, The Advancement of Learning.

ANSWER: Francis Bacon
[10] Both Advancement and Novum Organum contain extended discussions of these entities, which are held to be outmoded notions and are counterposed to the “ideas” of the divine. Bacon presented a fourfold classification of these entities into those of the tribe, the cave, the marketplace, and the theatre.

ANSWER: idols

15. This man executed a circular painting which shows some vague cylindrical shapes on a yellow background, entitled Soda. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this artist of House at L’Estaque and Violin and Candlestick.

ANSWER: George Braque
[10] George Braque was a master of this art style, which featured broken perspectives and warped figures. Another prominent user of this style was the artist of Guernica, Pablo Picasso.

ANSWER: Cubism
[10] The cubist style can be split into an early and late one. One of these styles focused on single objects, while the later involved using collages and different textures to jam lots of things together. Name either.

ANSWER: Analytic or synthetic [either answer ok]

16. This dynasty was defeated by the forces of Selim the Grim at the Battle of Chaldiran, and one if its rulers hired the mercenaries Robert and Anthony Shirley to modernize his army. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this Persian empire which was partly founded by the Qizilbash. This Shia empire’s first ruler was Ismail I.

ANSWER: Safavid empire

[10] The Safavid empire’s capital, Isfahan, was located in this modern-day country. The Zand dynasty succeeded the Safavids in this nation.

ANSWER: Iran
[10] This second shah of the Safavid empire and son of Ismail I signed the Peace of Amasya with the Ottoman empire. He also ordered a massacre of the Takkalu tribe after the Uzbeks invaded Khorasan.

ANSWER: Tahmasp I
17.Lucy Steele almost marries Edward Ferrars in this novel, much to the dismay of Elinor. For 10 points each:

[10] The Dashwood sisters are denied a fair share of inheritance because of their brother’s wife Fanny in this novel.

ANSWER: Sense and Sensibility
[10] This other character from Sense and Sensibility invites Elinor and Marianne to join her in Cleveland for Christmas. She is the younger sister of Lady Middleton and enjoys joking about her husbands impolite behavior.

ANSWER: Charlotte Palmer
[10] In Jane Austen’s other novel, Persuasion, this protagonist is dissuaded from marrying the poor Frederick Wentworth by her father Sir Walter.

ANSWER: Anne Elliot
18. This man tricked the dwarf Alvis into staying outside his home until the sun rose, causing Alvis to turn to stone. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Norse deity served by Roskva and Thialfi, who owns a chariot pulled by two immortal goats. You may know him better for wielding the hammer Mjolnir and being the god of thunder.

ANSWER: Thor
[10] Thor and the giant Hymir once went fishing for this creature, a child of Loki so large he is able to surround the whole earth. At Ragnarok, this creature and Thor will kill each other.

ANSWER: Midgard Serpent or Jormungandr

[10] During one fun excursion, Thor and company slept inside one of these objects belonging to the giant Skrymir.

ANSWER: glove
19. This country has sovereignty over Gotland and contains the city of Uppsala. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Scandanavian country separated from Finland by the Gulf of Bothnia. Its capital and largest city is built on numerous islands and has many waterways.

ANSWER: Kingdom of Sweden or Konungariket Sverige
[10] Karlstad is on the shores of this largest Swedish lake, which lies northwest of the country’s second largest lake, the similarly named Lake Vattern.

ANSWER: Lake Vanern
[10] The Oresund separates a highly populated Swedish Scanian province from this island, which is itself connected to Funen.

ANSWER: Zealand or Sealand or Sjaelland
20. This writer's genius is borne of discipline and calculated to be impressive but always palatable. For ten points each:

[10] Name this Munich resident, the author of masterpieces like Maia and The Abject, as well as a prose epic about Frederick the Great.

ANSWER: Gustav von Aschenbach [accept either]

[10] Gustav von Aschenbach becomes obsessed with the boy Tadzio and catches cholera on his vacation in this novella by Thomas Mann.

ANSWER: Death in Venice [or Der Tod in Venedig]

[10] Mann wrote a short story about this brother of Olympia, who poses nude for his godfather Maggotson and is repulsed by the pimples of the actor Muller-Rose

ANSWER: Felix Krull [accept either]
