TOSSUPS

1.  On August 29, 1952, David Tudor sat down at a piano in Maverick Concert Hall.  Over the next few minutes, he lowered the keyboard lid of the piano four times to signal the beginning and end of four movements, but he played no notes.  The piece he was performing was in part inspired by its creator’s visit to an anechoic chamber, and he had originally planned on calling it “Silent Prayer.”  Name this composition of John Cage, whose title is its duration.

Answer:  4’33”    (four minutes, thirty-three seconds or four thirty-three)

2.  His spokeswoman Genevieve Envy reported that he said, “I’ve been here this long, I might as well stay” when Joseph Biden, in a move that would reportedly draw criticism from Harry Reid, offered to pair with him during debate on the recently proposed tax cuts.  Fourteen hours of debate had led to fears that he would jeopardize his health by staying into the late-night hours to vote.  For 10 points -- identify this 1948 presidential candidate and South Carolinian senator.

Answer:  Strom Thurmond

3.  A correct equation for it was derived in 1793 by John Mitchell, though he used Newtonian mechanics to arrive at his critical value, substituting the speed of light into an equation for escape velocity.  It defines the location at which proper time intervals become infinitely long, and time thus appears to stop.  For 10 points -- identify this distance, a linear dimension of the sphere into which a given mass must be compressed for light to be unable to escape.

Answer:  Schwarzchild​​ radius

4.  One of the title entities asks if the other lives on nothing but meditation, and suggests that the other erect trophies to its name so that time will not forget it.  The other replies that it was not begotten by Adam, but instead arises from above, and hates the first’s sinful pleasures, finally concluding by saying that “If I of heaven may have my fill, Take thou the world and all that will.”  Identify this poem by Anne Bradstreet.

Answer:  The Flesh and the Spirit
5.  By his own account, he was a 40-something officer drifting aimlessly when, in a Peruvian library, he picked up a copy of Theodor Mommsen’s history of Rome.  He was already scheduled to give a lecture the next week as a result of a history of Civil War naval battles he had recently written, and he developed a theory dictating that America “must now begin to look outward,” calling for the building of a canal and the taking of the Phillipines and Hawaii, and thus like Rome controlling the seas.  For 10 points -- name this man, who in 1890 wrote “The Influence of Sea Power upon History.”

Answer:  Alfred Thayer Mahan 

6.  A professor of chemistry and a surgeon, he is known in science for his work with aldehydes; he was also a leader in organizing a medical school for women.  He is better remembered in music, however, despite his friend Modest Mussorgsky’s criticisms of his using an overly German instrument, the cello.  Identify this creator of “In the Steppes of Central Asia” who died before he could finish his “Prince Igor.”

Answer:  Aleksandr Boridin
7.  Originally a farm and later a fort of George Washington, it was the site of recent controversy, as the courts finally ruled in favor of the wife because it was not being used for a political function; she objected to Rudolph’s mistress staying there.  For 10 points -- identify this location, once occupied by John Lindsay, Edward Koch, and Fiorella LaGuardia, currently the residence of Mayor Giuliani.

Answer:  Gracie mansion

8.  This San Franciscan had two cihldren out of wedlock and often danced barefoot and bare-legged.  The improvisation and emotional expression of her dancing earned her the nickname “the Mother of Modern Dance,” though she is sometimes remembered as much for her death as for her life.  Identify this woman, who was strangled when her scarf got caught in the spokes of the car in which she was riding.

Answer:  Isadora Duncan

9.  Some of his work, such as “Taking Leave of a Friend” and “Jewel Stairs’ Grievance,” was translated very liberally into English by Ezra Pound.  Chiang Chin Chiu, or the “Song Before Drinking,” is one of his most famous works and ironically enough, another of his major poems is titled “Drinking Alone Under the Moon.”  According to legend, he died when, in a drunken attempt to embrace the moon’s reflection, he fell out of his boat and drowned.  Identify this eighth-century Chinese poet.

Answer:  Li Po (accept Li Pai or Li T’ai Po or Li Bai, etc.)

10.  Approximately 600 miles long, it runs just east of the Pt. Reyes peninsula and through San Juan Batista and the Santa Cruz mountains.  Movement along it occurs at approximately two inches per year, which caused it to make news in 1857 and 1906.  For 10 points -- identify this boundary between the Pacific Plate and the North American plate, a frequent earthquake culprit.

Answer:  the San Andreas fault

11.  The first disappeared at sea in 1781.  The second was under the flagsip of Thomas Macdonough.  The third was involved in the Mexican War.  The fourth, which fought in the Spanish-American War, was originally named the New York.  The fifth was begun as a battle-cruiser but became an aircraft carrier, and was in San Diego during the attack on Pearl Harbor before fighting in the Pacific theater during the war.  Give the common name of these ships which commemorates the successful defeat of invading forces from Canada in 1777.

Answer:  U.S.S. Saratoga 

12.  There are more of these in Wayne County, New York, than anywhere else in the world.  Some have theorized that these form due to meltwater flooding, but the traditional explanation involves glaciers scraping the topsoil in a region and churning the earth.  For 10 points -- identify these half-egg-shaped hills.

Answer:  drumlins
13.  The cause of death was probably drowning, even though the ability to lock her knees would have allowed her to stand much longer than most of her contemproaries; perhaps she was hindered by the fact that her brain was only one-third the size of a human’s.  Of course, the circumstances surrounding her death aren’t even close to certain, since the incident happened about three million years ago.  She got her name from a Beatles song that Don Johanson was listening to when he found her.  For 10 points -- name this archaeological find.

Answer:  Lucy

14.  Their laissez-faire doctine stood in opposition to the mercantilists, and they believed that it was the state’s duty to preserve a natural order.  They held that agriculture was the only sector that should be taxed because land is the only source of wealth.  For 10 points -- identify this school of economics, led by Francois Quesnay, who was also a physician.

Answer:  the  Physiocrats

15.  According to one theory it occurs as the perceived need to cater to the likes and dislikes of an authority figure, as well as gratitude in response to token acts of kindness, becomes an obsession during a period of extreme danger.  It is closely identified with Patty Hearst, but it got its name from a 1973 incident at Kerditbanken, when hostages during a botched bank robbery did not testify against their captors.  Identify this phenomenon, named for the city in which the aforementioned incident occurred.

Answer:  Stockholm syndrome

16.  Mentioned in the last line of “A Separate Peace,” its three parts were designated contact, collection, and resistance, though now one can find a disco, a mushroom farm, and various wine cellars in its place.  Stretching from Sedan to past Wissenbourg, some claim that it was actually a success, though most point to the fact that to overcome it the Germans simply had to go around it.  Identify this French construction named after the minister of war who devised it.

Answer:  Maginot Lines

17.  Because the linear speed of a point on the earth north of the equator is smaller than that of one on the equator, an object headed northeast from the equator will seem to curve eastward.  Just the opposite happens moving the opposite way.  This is an extremely simple explanation of a special case of, for 10 points, what phenomenon, which doesn’t actually usually cause the water in your bathtub to spin one way or the other as it goes down the drian?

Answer:  Coriolis effect

18.  Its plot is so complex that after having directed its filmic adaptation, Howard Hawks is said to have mentioned that “neither the author, the writer, nor myself knew who had killed whom.”  Set in Los Angeles, William Faulkner wrote the screenplay based on this novel, the first and arguably the greatest of its author’s detective novels.  Identify this work featuring Philip Marlowe, the creation of Raymond Chandler.

Answer:  The Big Sleep
19.  Located northwest of the Dipylon gate, it was a public gymnasium.  Men including Speusippus, and Polemon would head it in its “early” phase before its “new” phase began under Arcesilaus.  In 87 B.C., when Philon was in charge, Antiochus, who led the “Old” one, openly challeged him, claiming to have returned to the doctrine of the so-called “ancients.”  Identify this institution, whose private property was originally located at Plato’s house.

Answer:  the Academy 

20.  Performed during Whitsuntide or Corpus Christi, modern knowledge of them comes through municipal records and the records of the guilds that performed them.  Only four complete ones survive today, including the Wakefield Second Shepherd’s Play and the Chester Play of Noah’s Flood.  Containing as many as forty-eight sections, they would generally begin with the creation and proceed through the Old and New Testaments to the Last Judgment.  Identify this form of medieval drama.

Answer:  Mystery plays (accept Miracle plays)

21.  With a radius likely over six hundred times as large as the sun’s, uncertainties over this star’s initial mass make its eventual fate unclear; a supernova would be easily visible in full daylight on Earth.  Though its name literally means “armpit,” it is usually thought of as the right arm of Orion.  For 10 points -- identify this star which has the designation “alpha orionis” even though it’s not as bright as Rigel.
Answer:  betelgeuse (prompt on “alpha orionis” before it is mentioned)

22.  Probably wounded at the Battle of Nieuport, he was tall and strong, and he often went by the name of Guido.  He eventually met Thomas Percy, John Wright, and Thomas Wintour at a meeting during which he assumed the name of John Johnson.  It was this name that he used when his ignorance of the Monteagle letter led to his downfall.  For 10 points -- name this man, arrested on November 5, 1605.

Answer:  Guy Fawkes
23.  Defending a recent investment, it is pointing to the $300 per person per month spending limit, and as David Zucker recently stated, “We’re providing responsible and enjoyable legal entertainment.”  Most find it curious, however, that a company that in 1994 fought introduction of casino gambling in Florida is investing in an online gaming company.  For 10 points -- identify this corporation which has plans to begin heavily promotion of Skillgames Incorporated.

Answer:  Walt Disney World, Inc.

24.  Currently located in the British Museum, they were purchased for 35,000 pounds from Turkey at the beginning of the nineteenth century.  Their exhibition marked the first time in modern history that original Classical Greek sculpture had become generally accessible.  For 10 points -- identify these statues and friezes from the Parthenon named for the lord who purchased them.

Answer:  the Elgin marbles
25.  Participants sacrificed a boar before a statue of Zeus and subsequently touched the dead beast while promising their honesty and fairness.  The only married woman allowed to watch was the priestess of Demeter; any others would be thrown off a mountain.  For 10 points -- identify this ancient Greek event, abolished by Theodosuis I due to its pagan nature, whose modern counterpart was headed by Juan Antonio Samaranch.

Answer:  the Olympic Games  (accept “Olympics”)
26.  Born on the hacienda of which his father was the administrator, he was twice investigated by the Inquisition, who accused him of gambling, keeping a mistress, reading prohibited books, and advocating doctrines of the French Revolution.  For 10 points -- identify the Mexican priest whose “Cry of Dolores” speech set off the Mexican War of Independence.

Answer:  Father Miguel Hidalgo y Castillo

27.  A sheep herder who is sitting beside a watering hole waiting for his tea to boil sees a sheep, kills it, and hides it in his food bag.  Rather than revealing what he has done, he drowns himself.  This grim plot is belied by a singsong melody, and besides, not many Americans know what a tucker bag, a jumpbuck, or a billibong really is.  For 10 points -- identify this song whose title refers to dancing with a blanket.

Answer:  Waltzing Matilda

28.  He became Emperor upon the death of Numerian, though it was not until the death of Carinius that he claimed sole power.  Once in power, he attempted to restore the gold standard and issued an edict in an attempt to regulate prices and wages.  For 10 points -- identify this Roman emperor who appointed Galerius, Constantius, and Maximian to rule parts of the empire which he split.

Answer:  Diocletian 

29.  Hugh Wolfe in “Life in the Iron Mills,” the unnamed aunt in Maxine Hong Kingston’s “The Woman Warrior,” Edna Pontellier in “The Awakening,” and Jessie at the end of “’night, Mother” all do this.  Esther Greenwood didn’t quite do it, but her creator did.  Give the common fate of these characters, also experienced by Tolstoy’s Anna Karenina.

Answer: they commit suicide (prompt on “death”, accept “Life in the Iron Mills” before “Life”)
30.  First mentioned in the Bible at the Sinaitic revelation, Leviticus 23 prohibits using it on the Sabbath.  It is used during events such as the proclamation of a jubilee year and the inauguration of a new Israeli president, and tradition often dictates its being used 100 times on Rosh Hashana.  With the exception of the cow, any ritually pure animal may supply the appendage from which it is made, though use of a ram is customary.  Identify this Jewish musical instrument.

Answer:  Shofar (prompt on “horn”)

31.  Her name means “she that extols,” and she is said to have taught music to Thamyris and Orpheus.  The mother of Linus, she is traditionally depicted holding a water clock or unfolding a scroll.  For 10 points -- identify this mythological figure, the muse of history.
