Spinal Tap drummer John "Stumpy" Pepys died in a bizarre gardening accident.  However, Fuller Up, the Dead Musician Directory, has only one real record of a drummer dying this way, a man whose mysterious collapse after yard work may have been due to drugs or heart disease but was officially attributed to accidental insecticide poisoning.  FTP -- name this late Toto drummer who died after de-bugging his barbecue in 1992.

During World War II, he was stationed at the now defunct RAF Camp 472 Hamelin and he spent ten to fifteen years after the war acting as a courier.  Educated at Eton, his first partner was Dr. David Keel, and in the pilot episode, "Hot Snow," he helped to solve the murder of Keel's fiance. An employee of "M-I five and a half", his successive partners included Cathy Gale and Tara King.  FTP -- identify this agent who was played by Patrick Macnee for the entire run of the Avengers.

He and his brother Henry won the third most games of any pair of brothers in major league history with 373, and that despite zero of those wins coming from Henry. FTP name “Big Six,” the longtime New York Giants pitcher and original inductee into the Hall of Fame.

She leaves her boyfriend Angelo after learning he is involved in the plot to steal an ancient Chinese scroll.  Played by Ulla Stromstedt, she first appears gazing over the Pacific on a ferry boat, and when Little Richard appears in a cameo, she dances along with everyone else.  The song about her asks, "Are you French, Italian, or one of those swarthy Gypsy types?...it's okay! I am a 'bot without a country."  FTP -- name either this character from the 1967 beach comedy Catalina Caper or the nickname given to her by Tom Servo.

Her scenes in Star Wars ended up on the cutting-room floor and her appearance in The Rocky Horror Picture Show was uncredited, though die-hard Red Dwarf fans may recognize her as the glamorous Lady Sabrina Mulholland-Jjones.  Her other credits in soft-core porn films such as 1977's Emily sparked a rift in an even more aristocratic family in 1982, when her fling with a young British naval officer caused his mother to pitch a royal hissy.  FTP - name this American actress and photographer whose romp on Mustique with Prince Andrew royally ticked off Queen Elizabeth II.

Formed in Glasgow in 1996 by Stuart David and Stuart Murdoch, their full-length albums that hit the UK Top 20 were 1998's The Boy With the Arab Strap, and 2000's Fold Your Hands Child, You Walk Like a Peasant.  FTP - identify this band which shares its name with a French children's show about a boy and his dog or with two Disney movie characters.

When Norm Van Brocklin was asked how to defend against this man's deadly accuracy, his only suggestion was "Tighten the immigration laws!"  He's now a motivational speaker, and his 15-year NFL career included three consecutive Super Bowls as well as Pro Bowl MVP honors in 1974.  His brother Berj was also an NFL placekicker.  FTP - name this former Lion, Dolphin, Saint and Buccaneer whose inability to throw a pass is also legendary, and whose biography by Nelson Sears is aptly titled I Keek a Touchdown.

She ends up leaving the city, after Rebecca gets a new apartment and Seymour loses his job.  FTP -- identify this 2001 film written by Daniel Clowes and starring Scarlett Johansson and Thora Birch.

Funded with the support of Blockbuster CEO Wayne Huizenga, it contains such features as the Hall of Aerobics, the Never-Ending Drive-Thru Bank, and the Chamber of Emotionally Manipulative Home Shopping Network Products.  Designed for demographers, ad executives, tobacco lobbyists, and creators of office-based sitcoms, it is located between Malebolge and Cocytus.  FTP - identify this newest addition to Hell, from whence the latest collection of Onion articles was dispatched.
