1.  His first controversial work was Outline for a Decision Procedure for Ethics.  In his more famous work, he defended the idea that a just society was one governed by two principles, one upholding the vital importance of individual liberty, and the other requiring that social and economic inequalities be arranged so that they are to the greatest benefit of the least advantaged in society.  For ten points, name this thinker who argued that policy decisions should be made as if behind a "veil of ignorance" in A Theory of Justice.

ANSWER: John Rawls
2.  The chloride of this element is responsible for the bitter taste of seawater.  One of two metals present in dolomite, its hydrated sulfates occur naturally as kieserite and synthetically as Epsom salt.  Used in flares and pyrotechnics because of the impressive white light it produces on burning, for ten points, what is this alkaline-earth metal contained in both Grignard reagents and chlorophyll?

ANSWER: magnesium
3. With the second of his four wives, Dora Black, he started an experimental school, and his political activities included three unsuccessful runs for Parliament and the BBC broadcast "Man's Peril" in protest of the Bikini H-bomb test.  He is more famous for his diverse writings such as Marriage and Morals and Why I am not a Christian.  For ten points, name this collaborator on Principia Mathematica whose Human Knowledge: Its Scope and Limits helped him win the Nobel Prize for Literature in 1950.

ANSWER: Bertrand Russell
4.  Benjamin Piri Nathan attacked it with a sledgehammer in 1997, but Garrard silversmiths, its original 1848 makers, repaired it.  Charlie Barr and Howard Vanderbilt won it three times in a row. Russell Coutts matched their endeavor in 2003, competing for Switzerland instead of his old team of New Zealand.  It is named not after a sponsor or donor but its first winner. For ten points, name this most prestigious award in sailing.
ANSWER: America's Cup
5.  Between 1796 and 1802 he produced perhaps 30,000 book illustrations and color prints. The free curved lines characteristic of his style gradually developed into a series of spirals, and the themes of his work became more classical as he turned away from the contemporary "pictures of the floating world" genre. His greatest achievement may be an 1826-33 series of prints known as Thirty-Six Views of Mount Fuji.  For ten points, name this Japanese woodblock painter, the creator of The Great Wave of Kanagawa.

ANSWER: Katsuhika Hokusai
6.  She was born in a U.S. military base in Japan, a product of Japanese and Chinese parents.  At an early age, she witnesses the deaths of both her parents at the hands of a pedophilic crime boss.  She rises through the ranks of the Japanese underground to become the head of the powerful Yakuza, with the help of her bodyguard Gogo and her lawyer Sophie Fatale.  For ten points, name this member of the Deadly Viper Assassination Squad in Kill Bill, with code name Cottonmouth.

ANSWER: O-ren Ishii (accept Cottonmouth until the end)
7.  After the death of this dynasty's first emperor, chief eunuch Zhao Gao arranged for the forgery of an imperial decree commanding rightful heir Ying Fu Su to commit suicide, leading to the accession of puppet emperor Ying Huhai.  Ying Huhai's predecessor, who took a name meaning simply "First Emperor," had all non-practical books burned, standardized the Chinese language, and had 6,000 terra cotta soldiers built to fill his tomb.  For ten points, name this dynasty founded by Shih Huang-ti, under which the Great Wall of China was assembled and a centralized government replaced the feudalism of the Chou dynasty.

ANSWER: Qin or Chin

8.  He came to earth eons ago from an unknown origin in outer space, situating himself  deep beneath the Pacific Ocean.  Now entombed in the sunken city of R’lyeh, he waits in a state of comatose dreaming.  Periodically, R’lyeh rises from the ocean, and this Great Old One telepathically incites people to depict his image, start cults, slay people, and create chaos in his stead.  For ten points, name this character, said to have giant green bat wings and tentacles coming out of his mouth, created by H.P. Lovecraft.

ANSWER: Cthulhu

9.  This bestselling author’s debut novel, Postmortem, is the only book to date to win the Edgar, Creasey, Anthony and Macavity awards along with the French Prix du Roman d’Aventure all in one year. A former award-winning crime reporter for the Charlotte observer and a six year veteran of the Virginia chief medical examiner’s office, she also helped to establish the Virginia Institute of Forensic Science and Medicine and serves as the chair of its board.  For ten points, name Dr. Kay Scarpetta’s creator and author of the best seller Portrait of a Killer : Jack the Ripper, Case Closed.
ANSWER:  Patricia Cornwell
10.  Variants that reduce the number of nodes expanded at each stage are called beam searches. It's somewhat similar to Dijkstra's algorithm, also using dynamic programming, except that, since it deals with hidden Markov models, it takes into account the output probabilities for the observed states.  For ten points, name this algorithm popular in speech recognition and language processing, named after its inventor.
ANSWER: Viterbi algorithm
11.  According to legend, the medicine man Chico, unable to possess her, magically transformed her into a white deer. She supposedly regained her human form for an instant before dying of the wounds that were later inflicted by the arrows of Little Oak and other Croatans, into whose tribe she may have assimilated in real life after the departure of her grandfather, John White.  For ten points, name this girl whose August 18, 1587 birth on Roanoke Island made her the first English child born in the American colonies.


Answer: Virginia Dare

12. The painting is divided into two zones, representing the heavenly and the terrestrial, with the Virgin Mary and John the Baptist in the top and center. The figure on the far right is Andrés Núñez, a friend and patron of the artist and the parish priest of the church where the painting is stored.  The artist painted himself into the work as well, and he can be seen directly above the head of St. Stephen, and his son, Jorge Manuel, who points at a corpse being interred.  For ten points, name this El Greco oil painting which concerns the funeral of a nobleman.

ANSWER: The Burial of Count Orgaz or El Entierro del conde de Orgaz
13.  Since he has been having an affair with a governess, Stepan Arkadeyevitch's wife is planning to leave him.  Stepan's valet, Matvey, thinks the title character can work out this problem. Meanwhile, Katerina, Stepan's sister-in-law, is being wooed by two men, the country gentleman Levin and his rival, Alexei Vronsky.  For ten points, Prince Oblonsky's family troubles begin which novel by Tolstoy?
ANSWER: Anna Karenina
14. Originally from Kiev, this politician moved to Milwaukee in 1906, and ran away to a tuberculosis sanatorium in Denver after her parents opposed her attending high school.  She joined the Labor Zionist Party in 1915, and later in life she was the Secretary General of the Mapai Party, and also served as Minister of Labor and Foreign Minister to the Soviet Union.  For ten points, who is this woman who died in 1978 after helping to create the Israeli state and proceeding to become its first female prime minister.
ANSWER: Golda Meir
15.  The Old Man is both a servant and an accomplice to murder, advising the murderer of the method and place of the murderer’s stepfather’s killing.  Chrysothemis helps out her sister, guided not by principle, but by the desire to maximize her comfort and profit.  Aegisthus is murdered for convincing his wife to conspire against her former husband.  For ten points, name this Sophocles play, in which the title character helps Orestes to avenge the murder of his father Agamemnon.

ANSWER: Electra

16.  This test is useful for comparing experimentally observed numbers of items with numbers that are predicted on the basis of some hypothesis.  It is calculated by subtracting the expected number of occurrences by the observed number of occurrences, squaring the quantity and dividing by the expected number of occurrences.  This is then converted into a probability by using a table.  For ten points, name this statistical test.
ANSWER: Chi Square Test
17.  During this war, the Swedes attacked at Archangelsk, but local helmsmen misdirected them, causing them to lose the battle. A further blow came at the Neva River, where Peter the Great himself boarded and captured a Swedish vessel.  Despite a victory at Narva in 1700, the Swedes continued to lose at sea throughout the war due to the construction of the Russian fleet at shipyards like newly founded St. Petersburg.  The war continued until the treaty of Nystad in 1721, but for ten points, name this conflict whose tide turned at Poltava in 1709.
ANSWER: Great Northern War
18.  This artist’s marriage to Bella Rosenfeld was the inspiration for his “Lovers” series.  Born to a large, poor, Jewish family in Vitebsk he became a student of Nicholas Roerick and later of Léon Baskt.  Two years later, he left for France and later was buried in that country after his death in April 1985.  He created the mosaic which overhangs the concert hall in the museum named after him in Nice, as well as the paintings “Green Violinist” and “Birthday.”  For ten points, name this abstract expressionist painter whose most famous work is “I and the Village.”
ANSWER: Marc Chagall
19.  His earliest memories included the assassination of Austrian Chancellor Dolfus and the arrival of Spanish refugees in his hometown. Though an avowed Communist for most of his life, he left the party in 1953, as his homosexuality was frowned upon as a “bourgeois vice.” He argued that society’s biggest problem concerning sex was the over-diagnosis of patients by their psychiatrists as “perverts,” which created the problem of sexual deviancy.  For ten points, name this French theorist who famously asserted “theory is practice,” author of Madness and Civilization, The History of Sexuality and Discipline and Punish.

ANSWER: Michel Foucault

20.  When this ballet originally premiered in Paris’ Theatre du Champs Elysees, it was met with public outcry because of its “perverse” choreography.  Based on Slavic dances performed to mimic courtship, rivalry, and sacrifice, it culminates in the Sacrificial Dance, which, at the premiere, caused patrons to call for a doctor, as the dancer, the “Chosen One,” goes into paroxysms in time with music.  For ten points, name this 1913 ballet, choreographed by Nijinsky and composed by Stravinsky, and based on a ritual to appease the gods of nature.
ANSWER: The Rite of Spring or Le Sacre du Printemps
21.  "The Blood Knot" was this author’s first major success, leading to the government's withdrawing his passport, but he was permitted to visit England to direct his play "Boesman and Lena" several years later.  He appears onstage as 'the author' in "Valley Song" and "The Captain's Tiger.”  Many of his plays are set in Port Elizabeth.  For ten points, name this South African playwright of "Master Harold and the Boys".
ANSWER: Athol Fugard
22. German novelist Thomas Mann publishes the novella Death In Venice. Revolutionary leader Fransicso Madero becomes the new president of Mexico succeeding dictator Porfirio Diaz.  The 267-year-old Qing dynasty ends in China and leader Sun Yat-Sen returns from exile and is elected president of the new republic.  A fire at the Triangle Shirtwaist Factory in Manhattan kills 146 people. The Supreme Court orders the breakup of Rockefeller’s Standard Oil Company.  For ten points, these events all occurred in this year.

ANSWER: 1911

23.  Born in Cheapside in 1608, his father was a composer who contributed to a collection of madrigals in honor of Queen Elizabeth.  A Parliamentarian, he began writing pamphlets for the cause and eventually became Secretary of Foreign Tongues and the official propagandist under the new Commonwealth.  This author wrote “Comus,” “Lycidas” and “Areopagitica,” but his most famous work is a narrative poem about the loss of the Garden of Eden.  For ten points, who wrote Paradise Lost?
ANSWER: John Milton
24. One of the advocates of this set of theories was Friedrich August von Hayek.  The theory emerged from expanding the theories of classical economics to encompass the new phenomenon of stagflation that emerged in the 1960’s and 70’s.  Tenets include the expectations-augmented Philips curve, and a laissez-faire approach to unemployment.  For ten points, name this school of thought led by Milton Friedman.

ANSWER: Monetarism

[10] The Greeks believed there were a thousand of these beings that personified dreams, with Morpheus, Phantasmos, and Phobetor as their chiefs.

[10] What phylum are roundworms in?
ANSWER: Nematoda
[10] These only members of phylum Rhynchocoela (rinco-seela) have no segments, but complete digestive systems. They are known for their long proboscis, which they extend to spear food.
ANSWER: Nemerteans or nemertines
[10] Class Hirudinea contains these animals, segmented worms that are either parasitic or carnivorous. Their jaws make a Y-shaped incision, and secrete an anti-coagulant.
ANSWER: leeches
3. Given the nineteenth century leader, name the Native American nation for ten points each.

[10] Chief Joseph

ANSWER: Nez-Perce (also accept Nimiput or Nimiputimt)

[10] Sitting Bull

[10] Rivaling Christy Matthewson as the best pitcher in the National League in the first decade of the 20th century, this Cubs right-hander posted 6 straight seasons with 20 wins or more.

ANSWER: Mordecai Brown
[10] Second on the all-time list with 417 wins, this Big Train rolled up 3,508 strikeouts all while playing on losing teams.

ANSWER: Walter Johnson
[10] His motto “Hit it where they ain’t” led him to eight straight years of 200 or more hits, two batting titles and a 44-game hitting streak in 1897.

ANSWER: Willie Keeler
5. 30-20-10, name the artist from works.

[10] Balzac, The Thinker
ANSWER: Auguste Rodin
6. Given the circumstances behind its discovery, name the element for ten points each.

[10] William Ramsay and Morris Travers discovered this element in 1898, as they were searching for a gas lighter than Argon, but failed, finding this bright yellow and green gas that they first saw hidden inside liquid.

ANSWER: Krypton
[10] Bernard Courtois discovered this element accidentally in 1811 when after adding excess sulfuric acid while making saltpeter, a violet vapor cloud formed, which condensed on cold surfaces into dark, lustrous crystals.

ANSWER: Iodine

[10] In 1879, Lars Fredrik Nilson discovered a new element that matched what Mendeleev, predicting its existence, had called eka-Boron. Nilson named it after the Latin word for the name of his homeland.

ANSWER: Scandium
7.  Eureka! Name these American novels where inventors play an important role, 5-10-15.
[5] Eugene Morgan woos Isabel, a member of the title family; after being
rebuffed, he forms an automobile company and makes millions, in contrast
to Isabel's son George Minafer, who is reduced to poverty.
ANSWER: The Magnificent Ambersons
[10] After flying in World War I, and after the events of 1919, Charley
Anderson cashes in as an airplane manufacturer before his drunkenness
leads to his death.
ANSWER: The Big Money
[15] Tennis prodigy Hal Incandenza's  father is buried with his most cunning
invention, a murderous videotape, and after numerous drug trips and
lengthy footnotes into the etiology of addiction, the body is exhumed.
ANSWER: Infinite Jest
8. Given how they are forced to spend eternity in hell, name the following characters in Dante’s Inferno for ten points each.

[10] During her time on Earth, she cheated on her husband with his brother, Paulo. Now she resides in the second circle of hell, condemned to be attached to Paulo, forced to make love with him forever - but with the inability for either of them to achieve climax.

ANSWER: Francesca da Rimini

[10] While he was living, his former friend, Archbishop Ruggieri, imprisoned him in a tower with his children and refused them any food or water. After his children died, he went insane with hunger and ate their corpses.  He resides on the border of the 8th and 9th circles of hell.

ANSWER: Count Ugolino

[10] In accordance with the religious bias of the times, Dante classifies this man as a Sower of Religious Discord. He is banished to the 8th Circle, sentenced to be mutilated and split open for eternity.

ANSWER: Muhammad
9.  For ten points each, name the characters from the Odyssey from clues.

[10] This arrogant suitor argues for the killing of Telemachus and is the first to die when Odysseus returns.

ANSWER: Antinous

[10] This loyal shepherd helps Odysseus regain the throne, and gives him food and shelter even when thinking him a common beggar.

ANSWER: Eumaeus

[10] This witch goddess transforms Odysseus’ men into swine, and Odysseus avoids her magic with the help of Hermes.

ANSWER: Circe

10.  Name this Chinese leader, thirty-twenty-ten.
[30] He fell out of favor during the Cultural Revolution but managed to return to power by ousting Hua Guofeng.
[20] During his leadership of China, he was Chairman of the Central Military Commission. He allowed the Beijing Spring movement, a period of openness that counteracted the Cultural Revolution.
[10] The Tienanmen square massacre permanently damaged his reputation in the West. He died in 1997 and was succeeded by Jiang Zemin.

[10] Born in Devonshire in 1586, he didn't begin creating plays until 1621,
only twenty years before his death, and he's known to have studied law at
the Middle Temple beginning in 1602.

[10] Ford's most famous work was this 1633 tragedy about incest in Parma,
whose title is a lot funnier than the play itself.
 ANSWER: 'tis Pity She's A Whore
[10] Until 1625, Ford's work consisted mainly of collaborations with other
authors such as William Rowley and Thomas Dekker, with whom he wrote this
play about Elizabeth Sawyer.
ANSWER: The Witch Of Edmonton
12.  Given clues, name these Mediterranean and Aegean islands for ten points each.

[10] The largest Aegean island, it has been associated from ancient times with the poet Sappho.

ANSWER: Lesbos
[10] The inhabitants of this island located south of Sicily speak a Semitic language written with the Roman alphabet.

ANSWER: Malta
[10] This tiny uninhabited island near Ceuta and only 200 meters from Morocco was the subject of a bizarre 2002 territorial dispute in which Morocco sent police there to check for smugglers and Spanish commandoes responded by storming the island.

[10] The title of this novella is taken from a natural phenomenon that occurs during the same time a stranger appears in a small town. This stranger becomes the town doctor, but eventually goes insane and dies a friendless recluse, hated by the entire town.

ANSWER: Leaf Storm or La Hojarasca
[10] This novella, described as a “portrait of old age,” concerns itself with the mundane, repetitive life of a retired military man, as he waits for the official letter for his pension to come in the mail.

ANSWER: Tu b'Shvat [tu is pronounced 'two' or spelled out 'tet-vav'] or the 15th of Shvat
[10] This holiday is not dated as part of a month, but as part of a ritual count of days that starts on Passover. It commemorates the end of a plague that killed Rabbi Akiva's students.
ANSWER: Lag b'Omer [lag is pronounced 'lag', or spelled out 'lamed-gimel'], or the 33rd day of the Omer

[10] This novel deals with anarchy on Annarres, and capitalism on neighboring Urras, via the temporal physicist Shevek and his partner Takver. It is subtitled 'An Ambiguous Utopia'.

[5] The center of the Ekumen, no story is actually set on this world, but many characters call it home-- which is what the name means.
ANSWER: Hain
[10] This monosyllabic world practices a bizarre system of four-person marriage called 'sedoretu', which Le Guin explores in stories like 'Mountain Ways'.

[10] The Philippines were the final stop for what Portuguese explorer, who was traveling around the world when he ran afoul of a native chief called 'Lapu-lapu'?

[10] After Kurosawa's death in 1994, this unfinished movie was directed by Kei Kumai. It tells the story of the prostitute O-shin and her two love interests.
ANSWER: The Sea is Watching or The Sea Watches or Umi wa miteita
