1.  A book  written by this man was the subject of a 1998 court decision handed down by Kimba Wood which allowed Christie's auction house to sell the book for over $2,000,000.  The book had been imperfectly erased by a Greek Orthodox priest in order to reuse the parchment, but modern techniques have recovered parts that lay out the basic building blocks of calculus in advance of the Renaissance.  For ten points, name this mathematician whose discovery of the surface area to volume ratios of cylinders and spheres is commemorated on his tombstone in Syracuse

ANSWER: Archimedes

2. Before adopting its more common name, Justinus Kerner referred to the images used for this as Klecksography, and explored them as a way to generate intuitive art.  John Exner created a standardized system of analysis for it in the 1960s, which was adopted by most professionals in America.  Europe maintained its own tradition of analysis, creating the Be-Ro Test and Z-Test.  For ten points, name this test, named for the Swiss psychologist who asked patients "What might this be?" upon showing them inkblots.

ANSWER: Rorshach Test
3.  During Nigeria’s civil war, he was imprisoned from 1967 to 1969 for an article calling for cease-fire, an experienced recounted in A Man Died.  A Professor of Comparative Literature, he has written numerous poems and two novels, The Interpreters and Season of Anomy.  His greatest works, however, have been his plays, for which he became the first African to win the Nobel Prize in Literature in 1986.  For ten points, name this playwright of such works as Madmen and Specialists and The Trials of Brother Jero.

ANSWER: Wole Soyinka
4.  Originally published in The Guardian in 31 weekly installments during 1941 and later collected in book form, this is one of the more widely known Christian works from an author most famous for his children’s stories.  The title character chastises his nephew Wormwood for rejoicing in the horrors of World War II while neglecting “the real business of undermining faith and preventing the formation of virtues.”  For ten points, name this book about a devil trying to corrupt a human soul by C. S. Lewis.

ANSWER: The Screwtape Letters

5.  Born in Chicago, he grew up Baptist but as an adult converted to his wife’s Roman Catholic faith.  A graduate of West Point, he was awarded the Silver Star, Bronze Star, and Purple Heart for his service in Vietnam and served in the army for thirty-four years before retiring in 2000.  Facing forced retirement in 1996 as a three-star general if he was not promoted, he worked behind the scenes to secure himself the position of Commander in Chief of the United States Southern Command.  For ten points, name this former NATO Supreme Allied Commander and 2004 Democratic Presidential candidate.

ANSWER: Wesley Clark
6.  Coming from a family of film composers, most notably his uncle Alfred, he first made his mark in the 1960’s as a staff songwriter for Liberty Records.  He achieved success in the ‘70’s with such albums as Little Criminals, Good Old Boys, and Sail Away.  His single “I Love L.A.” became a promotional tool for the 1984 Summer Olympics.  Meanwhile, he rose to prominence in the family trade by being nominated for Oscars for scores to such movies as Ragtime and The Natural.  For ten points, name this composer and musician who finally won an Oscar in 2002 for his song “If I Didn’t Have You” from the movie Monsters, Inc.
ANSWER: Randy Newman
7.  They published Kinder und Hausmarchen in two volumes between 1812 and 1815.  Drawing from sources dating back to the sixteenth century, they had most of the work written down from oral narrations, mainly by peasants in Hesse.  They also published an important German dictionary, the Deutsches Wörterbuch.  For ten points, name these German brothers who are most famous for their fairy tales, including “Rumpelstiltskin” and “Hansel and Gretel.”

ANSWER: Jakob and Wilhelm Grimm or the Brothers Grimm
8. Bands that emerged from this band’s 1999 breakup include Preston School of Industry and Silver Jews. They released five original albums, but are still best known as a lo-fi band because their first album was recorded that way.  All this despite the fact that they had Nigel Goodrich of OK Computer and Mutations fame produce their last hi-fi album, Terror Twilight.  For ten points, name this band whose lead singer, Stephen Malkmus, toured with Radiohead this past summer. 

ANSWER: Pavement

9. Causes of this phenomenon include the generation of abnormal hemoglobin or Raynaud’s Syndrome.  Congestive heart failure that impedes blood flow or the lack of oxygen at high altitude are also causes.  It is also a fairly common phenomenon among newborns that have failed to draw their first breath.  The poison that smells of bitter almonds is yet another cause of, for ten points, what characteristic bluing of the lips, skin, and fingernails?

ANSWER: Cyanosis 

10.  He described his Fifth Symphony as an "artist's reply to just criticism" which he had received in response to the avant-garde tendencies of the 1934 opera which was later revised under the name Katerina Ismaylova and initially released as Lady Macbeth of the Mtensk District.  His later works met with greater government approval, especially his Seventh Symphony, the Leningrad.  For ten points, name this composer generally regarded as the greatest symphonist of the mid-20th century, perhaps best known for his 13th Symphony, Babi Yar.

ANSWER: Dmitri Shostakovich 
11. He assumed the reins of government in 1792 when his mother Maria I became insane.  He fought revolutionary France, and sought an alliance with England, bringing on an invasion from France and Spain. He fled his capital shortly before the arrival of the French army in 1807 and moved his government across the Atlantic.  For ten points, name this king of Portugal under whom Brazil became an independent country ruled by his son Pedro.

ANSWER: King John VI
12.  He formulated a logical proof for the existence of God based on Anselm and Leibniz’s ontological arguments, which he spread among his friends at the Institute for Advanced Study in Princeton.  Together with Escher and Bach names the title of a Pulitzer Prize-winning book by Douglas R. Hofstadter.  However, he is best known for postulating a theorem that stated any self-consistent axiomatic system powerful enough to describe integer arithmetic will allow for propositions about integers that can neither be proven nor disproven from the axioms.  For ten points, name this mathematician known for his Incompleteness Theorem.

ANSWER: Kurt Gödel
13.  In 1582, Gebhard Truchsess von Waldburg, archbishop of this city, converted to Lutheranism, and made the succession to his lands hereditary, briefly raising the possibility that Emperor Rudolf II's successor would be a Protestant.  After a brief war, in which von Waldburg did not receive much support from other Lutheran princes, a new archbishop was installed, after which the post was generally held by a younger son of the Bavarian ruling family.  FTP, name this German city 15 miles north of Bonn which boasts northern Europe's largest Gothic church.

ANSWER: Archbishopric of Cologne or das Erzbistum Köln

14.  She wrote three books about members of her immediate family: The Child who Never Grew deals with her experiences raising her mentally disabled daughter Carol, while Fighting Angel and The Exile are biographies of her parents Absalom and Caroline, both missionaries.  Her first novel, East Wind, West Wind, was written aboard the ship taking her to America from China, where her earliest stories had appeared.  For ten points, name this novelist who wrote Sons and A House Divided as follow-ups to The Good Earth.

ANSWER: Pearl S. Buck

15.  It settled a dispute stemming from two contradictory papal bulls: Inter Caetera, which the sitting pope had issued the previous year; and Aeterni Regis, issued 13 years earlier by Sixtus IV.  It was amended by the 1529 Treaty of Saragossa, which decided the fate of the Moluccas.  Both parties allowed the other to breach it occasionally, as happened when settlements were built at the Philippines and at São Paulo.  For ten points, name this treaty in which Alexander VI drew a line 370 leagues west of the Cape Verde islands to divide the globe between Spain and Portugal.

ANSWER: Treaty of Tordesillas
16.  A mother and daughter are discovered brutally murdered in Paris, and the police are baffled as to the cause and culprits.  A detective is brought in and proceeds to investigate, and he discovers that the murders were not caused by a human, but by a wild orangutan.  For ten points, name this story starring detective Auguste Dupin, widely considered the world’s first great detective story, written by Edgar Allan Poe.

ANSWER: The Murders in the Rue Morgue
17.  A controversial March referendum gave this country's head of state the power to dismiss the government if he finds it incompetent.  Thanks to an arrangement with management firm Xnet AG, it is now possible to rent the country for corporate conventions, weddings, bar mitzvahs, and other gatherings, a fact that earned its government the 2003 Ig Nobel Economics Prize.  Prince Alois will soon take over for the abdicating Prince Hans Adam II as leader of, for ten points, what undersized German-speaking alpine principality?
ANSWER: Liechtenstein

18.  In one culture, he is the son of Hina.  He once complained that the sun moved too fast, so he lassoed it with a rope made from his sister’s hair and made it promise to go slower.  The island on which he was said to have done this is named after him.  Revered by many Pacific island cultures, he is alternately divine and mortal.  The Maori consider him the first man to have died.  For ten points, name this demi-god for whom the second largest of the Hawaiian Islands is named.

ANSWER: Maui
19.  He studied under Giovanni Benvenuti and Leonardo Brugnoli in Bologna before establishing himself in Rome, where he entered the service of the exiled Queen Christina of Sweden.  While there he found fame as a violinist and composer, and was the first person to organize the basic elements of violin technique. He counted Vivaldi and Handel among his many students before his death in 1713.  For ten points, name this composer most famous for his 12 Concerti Grossi, including the Christmas Concerto.


ANSWER: Arcangelo Corelli
20.  Late in his life he was asked if in all his travels he had ever been lost, to which he replied, “I can’t say I was ever lost, but I was bewildered once for three days.”  Born in 1734 to a Quaker family in Pennsylvania, he died in Missouri in 1820.  He made his legend during the American Revolution, rescuing his kidnapped daughter Jemima from a party of Shawnee, surviving capture and the running of the gauntlet, and losing his son Israel, who died fighting by his side at the Battle of Blue Lick.  For ten points, name this frontiersman famous traveling through the Cumberland Gap and settling Kentucky.

ANSWER: Daniel Boone
21.  A native of Brussels, he studied anatomy under the direction of Jacques Dubois.  His brilliance led him to abandon the teachings of his mentor and seek out new understanding of the structure of the human body.  French anatomists during his time were still excessively loyal to the writings of Galen, so he left France in order to study in Italy.  There, through careful dissection, he formulated a comprehensive and systematic view on human anatomy.  For ten points, name this sixteenth century Belgian anatomist, who wrote On the Structure of the Human Body.

ANSWER: Andreas Vesalius
22.  Historian Arthur Schlesinger, Jr., once quipped that the only two people who ever trusted this historical figure were his own daughter Theodosia and Gore Vidal.  A veteran of the American Revolution and a key Democrat-Republican in the state of New York, he almost gained the presidency in 1800 due to a quirk in the electoral system and later allegedly plotted to break off Western states from the young American republic.  For ten points, what U.S. Vice President is most infamous for having killed Alexander Hamilton in a duel?

ANSWER: Aaron Burr
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1. Name the authors of these novels which won the Booker Prize and were made into Oscar nominated films, 10-5-10-5.

2.  For ten points each, name these Secretaries of State.

[10] Having earlier shaped the Truman Doctrine and the Marshall Plan, this man was appointed Secretary of State for Truman's second term.

ANSWER: Dean Acheson
[10] Secretary of State under Kennedy and Johnson, he consistently defended U.S. involvement in Vietnam.

ANSWER: Dean Rusk
[10] Secretary under John Quincy Adams, he had little credibility in the office thanks to the "corrupt bargain" through which he obtained it.

ANSWER: Henry Clay
3.  Name these novels by E.M. Forster for ten points each.

[10] Set first in Florence and later in Surrey, Forster’s third novel deals with the interactions of several British residents an Italian guesthouse.

ANSWER: A Room With a View

[10] The last of his novels to be published during his lifetime, this one tells of Aziz, a young Muslim doctor, who is accused of assaulting an Englishwoman inside a cave.

ANSWER: A Passage to India
[10] Completed in 1914 but only published posthumously in 1971, the title character of this novel is a middle class man trying to come to terms with his homosexuality in repressive British society.

ANSWER: Maurice
4. Given the name of a Roman philosophical one-hit wonder, name their only well-known work for ten points each.

[10] Boethius

ANSWER: The Consolation of Philosophy or Consolatio Philosophiae

[10] Marcus Aurelius

ANSWER: Meditations  

[10] Lucretius

ANSWER: On the Nature of Things or On the Nature of the Universe or De Rerum Natura

5. Given a description, name the basic ballet pose or step for ten points each.

[10] Standing position with the heels together and the toes pointed outwards.

ANSWER: First position or Première position

[10] The body is supported on one leg, with the other leg extended behind and at right angles to it, and the arms held so as to create the longest possible line from fingertips to toes.

ANSWER: Arabesque

[10] A complete turn of the body balanced on one foot.

ANSWER: Pirouette

6.  For ten points each, identify some Swedish pop bands that are not Abba.

[10] This duo of Per Gessle and Marie Fredriksson had a string of hits in the late 80’s and early 90’s, including “The Look,” “Dangerous,” “Joyride” and “Listen to Your Heart.”

ANSWER: Roxette
[10] This band, led by singer Nina Persson, hit it big in 1996 with the album First Band on the Moon and the single “Lovefool.”

ANSWER: The Cardigans

[10] Formed in Stockholm but now based in Amsterdam, this quote-unquote “band” is responsible for a number of awful Europop songs with, incredibly, a Wild West theme.  Their only US hit was the perennial sporting-event favorite “Cotton Eye Joe.”

ANSWER: Rednex
7.  For ten points each, name these Egyptian gods and goddesses given a short description

[10] Said to be the eye of Ra, this mother goddess was represented as either a cow or a woman with the head of a cow.  

ANSWER: Hathor

[10] She is the goddess of protected love, motherhood, and fate in the Egyptian mythos. By placing a snake in the path of Ra, thus poisoning him, she forced him to give some power to her before she would cure him.

ANSWER: Isis

[10] He is the god of the sky and light and the son of Isis and Osiris. He was known to have two faces, that of the falcon, Harsiesis, and that of a child, Harpocrates.

ANSWER: Horus

ANSWER: George W. Bushwhacked

[10] Two aliens from Funkotron and Shakespeare’s benefactor and suspected lover.

ANSWER: ToeJam and Earl of Southampton

10.  Name the hormone secreted by the pituitary given its function, 5-10-20-30.

[ ] This hormone secreted by the posterior pituitary acts on the collecting ducts of the kidney to facilitate the reabsorption of water into the blood.

ANSWER: AntiDiuretic Hormone or vasopressin

[ ] This hormone secreted by the anterior pituitary acts on the cells of the adrenal cortex, stimulating them to produce androgens, glucocorticoids, and mineralcorticoids. 

ANSWER: AdrenoCorticoTropic Hormone

[ ] This hormone secreted by the posterior pituitary stimulates contractions of the uterus at the time of birth and the release of milk when the baby begins to suckle.

ANSWER: Oxytocin

[ ] This hormone secreted by the anterior pituitary helps in the preparation of the breasts for future milk production during pregnancy and promotes milk production after birth.

[10] For ten points, this denomination with a quasi-military style was founded in England by Methodist minister William Booth.

ANSWER: Salvation Army
[10] For fifteen points, this denomination with a strong emphasis on missionary work and higher education was started in the United States by a small group of people with connections to the Christian Holiness movement, who hired Phineas F. Bresee, a recently unemployed Methodist minister, to be their pastor.

[10] After the 1544 death of René of Nassau, princes of this house often took the office of Stadholder in the 17th and 18th centuries and later served as monarchs of their country until the male line died out and Wilhelmina took the throne.

[10] This founder of the House of Orange-Nassau converted to Calvinism and led the initial revolt of the Seven United Provinces of the Netherlands against the Spanish and was killed by an assassin sent by Philip II

ANSWER: William I de Zwiger or William the Silent

[10] William the Silent’s second son, an able military commander, he continued the revolt against the Spanish

ANSWER: Mauritz or Maurice
15. Answer these questions about cloning for ten points each.

[10] Clonaid, a company claiming to have successfully implanted human cloned embryos, is owned by this religious sect that believes the first humans were themselves cloned by an advanced alien race, led by Claude Vorilhon.

ANSWER: Raelians
[10] Among the numerous technical hurdles facing Clonaid is the shortening of these strands of repeating DNA on chromosones, that might be linked to premature aging.

ANSWER: Telomeres
[10] A breakthrough by the Roslin institute that made this level of research possible was taking nuclear material from this point in the cell cycle, a point in which the cell has ceased to divide any further.

ANSWER: Quiescence

[10] The part of the sun that is not transparent, it is the location of sunspots and origin of solar flares.

ANSWER: photosphere
[10] The thin layer directly above the photosphere, it is the location of spicules and fibrils.

[10] The luminous part of the sun’s “atmosphere” that extends millions of miles out into space, it can most easily be seen during a total solar eclipse.
