1. It is usually preceded by the Henyey phase and evolution along the Hayashi track. Its members are characterized by chemical homogeneity and CNO cycle or proton-proton chain (*) reactions in their cores. The turnoff point marks where a member enters the subgiant branch, as hydrogen burning continues in a shell. Most luminous stars are in, FTP, what stable hydrogen-burning phase?


Answer: main sequence

2. The young Alan Turing got into quarrels with this reader in Cambridge. Rumored to have had a relationship with David Pinsent, (*) he began every morning with logical exercises that annoyed his boyfriend. He contemplated suicide daily, but died naturally, leaving behind a large collection of thoughts and remarks written mostly in German. FTP name this philosopher who described the language game in Philosophical Investigations, and wrote Tractatus Logico-Philosophicus.

A trench of the same name lies to the south while the island of (*) Bali lies to the east. flowing out to a large sea of the same name. Jakarta lies at the western end of, FTP, what large Indonesian island with over 100 million residents, which shares its name with a programming language?

4. The narrator's friend is so sensitive that he finds the odors of all flowers oppressive, and can only tolerate certain peculiar sounds from stringed instruments. That friend's sister succumbs to a mysterious prostrating sickness, (*) and her burial is put off for fear that a doctor will steal her corpse. The title event takes place in a tarn during a storm, just after the reappearance of the sister. FTP, name this Edgar Allan Poe story in which Roderick prematurely buries his sister Madeline.

5. A student was inflicted with this disease when he injected heroin that contained MPTP, a substance similar to the herbicide paraquat. Treatments include surgical pallidotomy, (*) nerve growth factor injection, and stem cell implantation, which rejuvenates neurons of the basal ganglia. Carbidopa taken with L-Dopa is the most popular treatment for this deficit in dopamine production. FTP name this difficulty in initiating movements and muscular rigidity suffered by Michael J. Fox.


Answer: Parkinson's disease

7. He said that college prepared him neither for a career nor for the changing way of life, since it taught him neither Spanish nor mathematics. He was editor of the North American Review while working as professor of medieval history at Harvard in 1870, (*) and wrote a history of the US during the Jefferson and Madison administrations. FTP name this writer of Mont-Saint-Michel and Chartre and "The Dynamo and the Virgin," a great-grandson of the second US president.

8. Kurt Lewin's work in field theory extended this school's scope. Influenced by Brentano, Ehrenfels, and Ernst Mach's work The Analysis of Sensations, (*) its founders referred to Wundt's approach as brick-and-mortar psychology. Constancy phenomena and the phi phenomenon were discussed by, FTP, what school of psychology which argued that a complex stimulus must be analyzed as a whole?


Answer: Gestalt psychology

9. The Stark effect relies on their formation, and London dispersion forces arise from the interactions of temporary ones. The negative dot product of this vector quantity with the local electric field gives its potential energy. (*) Far away, their electric field goes as one over r cubed. FTP, what charge configuration is idealized as two infinitesimal, opposite charges separated by an infinitesimal distance?

10. Speed is known here as "yaa baa", meaning "crazy pill", and 10% of its adult population is addicted to it. A six week war on drugs that began in January 2003 has so far led to 1500 extra-judicial killings by the police, putting its instigator, Prime Minister (*) Thaksin Shinawatra, in a dangerous position. FTP, name this southeast Asian nation, whose Chakkri king since 1946 is Rama IX.

Answer: Thailand
11. He is accused of frightening the maidens of the villagery, and sometimes lurks in a gossip's bowl, in very likeness of a roasted crab. A mix-up in applying love juice to the eyes of an Athenian (*) causes such confusion, he exclaims, "Lord, what fools these mortals be!" He gives Bottom an ass's head, and makes Titania fall in love with Bottom. Also known as Robin Goodfellow, FTP name this servant of Oberon in A Midsummer Night's Dream.

Answer: Puck (prompt on Robin Goodfellow)

12. According to oral histories, it had its start at the Battle of Kirina in 1235 CE, when the small state of Kangaba defeated the kingdom of Soso, led by Sumanguru. (*) Niani may have been the capital, and its founder was Sundiata. Succeeding the kingdom of Ghana and succeeded by Songhai, FTP name this kingdom whose rulers included Mansa Musa.


Answer: Mali

13. Robert Graves suggested that this mortal was the object of a porpoise cult, and in some stories the Trojan Palladium was carved from his bones. Poseidon carried him off to serve as cupbearer and bedfellow after he was reconstituted in a cauldron. (*) He didn't notice his ivory prosthetic scapula until he bared his breast in mourning for his sister Niobe. FTP name this son of Tantalus who was chopped up for stew.

14. The largest sporadic finite simple one is known as the Monster. The "fundamental" one uses loops to detect holes in topological spaces. The (*) Klein one, of order 4, is the smallest that is not cyclic. The dihedral ones encode the symmetries of regular polygons.  For 10 points, name these mathematical objects consisting of a set with an associative operation with identity and inverse.

A female American poet (*) who won a Pulitzer for The Harp-Weaver and Other Poems. FTP, give the similar name of a member of the Pre-Raphaelite Brotherhood, the poet of A Few Figs from Thistles, and the painter of The Sower and The Gleaner.

17. He mentioned his brief military service in the Catalepton. Maecenas gave him a house on the Esquiline Hill. While he was living in Naples, his father's land was confiscated and given to veterans (*) of the battle of Philippi. The Idylls of Theocritus provided the model for his Bucolics or Eclogues, but his most famous work is a twelve book epic poem modeled on Homer. FTP name this poet who penned the Aeneid.

18. They take part in the Wolff-Kishner reduction and the Wittig reaction, and they reduce the silver ion in Tollen's reagent to silver metal. They can be described as the result of the dehydrogenation of a primary alcohol, (*) and can be synthesized by reduction of esters. FTP, name this class of organic compounds with a carbonyl group bonded to a hydrogen and a carbon, similar to ketones.

It agreed to form a body politic that later became the beginnings of the town meeting. (*) Drawn up by a group of Separatists before landing at Plymouth Rock, FTP, name this early constitution of the Pilgrims named after their ship.
