1. These follow the Italian concerto grosso format defined by Corelli, but with unconventional instrumentation, including flutes, oboe, and trumpets. The third (*) and sixth are written exclusively for strings, the second was intended to highlight the trumpeter Julian Schreiber, the first was rewritten from a hunting cantata, and the fifth was designed to showcase J. S. Bach’s own harpsichord skills.   FTP what is this set of concertos named for a German city and state with capital at Potsdam? 


Answer: the Brandenburg Concerti

2. The title character is an aspiring writer working as a fact-checker for a magazine publisher.  While dealing with life in the big city, his inner thoughts are played out by four characters (*) representing his intellect, fear, sensitivity, and lust.  Debuting in September 1991 on the FOX network, it endured 3 seasons before the network canned it in 1994.  FTP, identify this now defunct sitcom which featured such actors as Jane Sibbett, Yeardley Smith, Jennifer Aniston, and Hank Azaria.


Answer: Herman's Head
3. The only newspaper to give a positive portrayal of the events came from Frederick Douglass' paper The North Star. The “Declaration of Sentiments” contained several resolutions including that a (*) man should not withhold a woman's right, take her property, or deny her suffrage.  The 300 participants spent July 19th and 20th arguing, refining, and voting on the Declaration with most of the resolutions receiving unanimous support.  FTP, this describes what famous convention of 1848, headlined by Elizabeth Cady Stanton and Susan B. Anthony?  


Answer: Seneca Falls Convention

4. The novel's protagonist, Saleem Sinai, is born on August 15, 1947 at the stroke of midnight, the precise moment of India's independence from British rule. (*) Saleem searches to understand his own fragmented identity, being a child of multiple nations, religions, languages, and political parties.  Shiva, named after the Hindu deity, was born at precisely the same moment and acts as Saleem's lifelong rival.  FTP, these two characters help create the title of what book by Salman Rushdie? 


Answer: Midnight's Children
5. The deal was so unpopular in Mexico that Santa Anna was unseated as dictator and banished.  The territory (*) desired was then a sort of "no man's land" that experienced frequent Indian raids, but the proprietor of the deal intended to use it to complete a Southern transcontinental railroad to the Pacific, thus making the West more commercially dependent on the South instead of the North.  At the cost of approximately 30 cents and acre, this deal describes what famous purchase of 45,535 square miles, named after the proprietor.


Answer: Gadsden Purchase

6. He began his career as a child actor in short films and then appeared in many features before notable roles in "In Cold Blood" and "Tell Them Willie Boy Is Here" in the late 1960s. (*) Best known for his Emmy-winning role as a detective in the 1970s TV series "Baretta," who is this actor currently out on $1.5 million bail for killing his wife Bonny Lee Bakley?


Answer: Robert Blake
7. The name means literally "those who sit near" and implies listening closely to the secret doctrines of a spiritual teacher.  Although there are over 200 of them, only 15 are mentioned by the philosophic commentator Shankara. (*)  These 15 are considered the principal ones, the oldest and longest (Brihad-Aranyaka and Chandogya) formed around the 7th century B.C.  FTP, these are what Hindu philosophical writings, composed to further develop spiritual knowledge already attained in Vedic scriptures. 


Answer: Upanishads
8. It is located near the Cavalli Islands, and a nearby memorial is perched between Mautari and Putatau Bays.  Fernando Pereira was killed (*) as he tried to save his cameras, when the second explosion occurred.  The Tricot [TREE-KOH] Report claimed that its sinking was not a government-sponsored act, and the only two people prosecuted, Alain Mafart and Dominique Prieur, were both free by 1988.  Sunk in Auckland Harbor by French agents, FTP, name this ship owned by Greenpeace. 


Answer: the Rainbow Warrior
9. It is dedicated to Mata Hari, which is fitting considering the plot.  Written in an autobiographical form, it contains many facts, which are true thanks to the Haifa Institute for the Documentation of War Criminals. (*)  Written in a prison cell, a former Nazi tells of his life and how he got to be in said cell after meeting people like Reverend Lionel Jones, the Black Furher, George Kraft, and Resi Noth, who impersonates his deceased wife Helga.  FTP name this Vonnegut novel about Howard W. Campbell, Jr. 


Answer: Mother Night
10. In the OSI network model this is classified as a layer-2 protocol.  Xerox, DEC, and Intel drew up the original standard specifying a 48-bit hardware address and the most common signaling rate of 10 megabits (*) per second over various media, though now speeds of up to 1 Gigabits per second are possible.  Named for the medium through which electromagnetic radiation was once thought to propagate, this is, FTP, what high-speed networking technology with designation IEEE 802.3? 


Answer: Ethernet
11. He died from a bladder infection after he refused to leave the room in presence of royalty to use the bathroom.  He was able to fund his castle at Uranibourg thanks to his uncle's deeds in saving the life Danish king Fredrick II.  The castle was great for collecting empirical data on (*) star positions and apparent movement.  He was able to convince the Danish monarchy that his protégé be allowed to succeed him upon his death, albeit at a much reduced salary, since Kepler was not as talented as he.  FTP name this Danish astronomer whose observations were the groundwork for Kepler's laws.


Answer: Tycho Brahe
12. Eight anarchists attending the meeting were arrested and charged with being accessories to the crime, on the grounds that they had publicly and frequently advocated such violence.  Seven were sentenced to death and one to imprisonment.  This was the result of what fiasco that occurred on (*) May 4, 1886 in Chicago when police attempted to disperse a meeting of disgruntled German reapers, but went horribly wrong when a riot ensued followed by a severe gun battle.


Answer: Haymarket Square Riot

13. Coming together in 1995, the band initially took the name Crawlspace and landed a spot on the Mortal Kombat soundtrack.  Unfortunately, they were forced to change their name after a west coast group claimed ownership of Crawlspace and decided on their current name, a type of explosive chemical.  (*) Debuting in April 1997, they surprisingly reached #1 on the metal charts and stayed there for a record 12 weeks.  FTP, identify this Atlanta-based metal band, whose latest CD "Animosity" was released in November 2001.  


Answer: Sevendust
14. Born to Jewish parents in Hanover in 1906, she received a degree from the University of Heidelberg where she taught until Hitler took power.  Because of Nazism, she fled to the US where she taught at the (*) New School for Social Research until her death in 1975.  It was the regimes of Hitler and Stalin that influenced her work, giving rise to her first major publication, The Origins of Totalitarianism.  FTP name this philosopher and author of Eichmann in Jerusalem.


Answer: Hannah Arendt
15. "On the day they were going to kill him, Santiago Nasar got up at five thirty in the morning to wait for the boat the bishop was coming on."  So starts this short story about Santiago who deflowered Angela Vicario, (*) a girl married the day before.  Because of her impurity, shame is brought to the family, and her two brothers seek to kill the man in a not so secret fashion, as everyone in the town knows of his coming death except Santiago.  FTP name this short story by Gabriel Garcia Marquez. 


Answer: Chronichle of a Death Foretold  (Crónica de una muerte anunciad)
16. Born in 1906, he graduated from the St. Petersburg Conservatory as a pianist and composer, his First Symphony winning immediate favor with audiences all over.  His opera Katerina Ismailova (*) was fairly successful, until Stalin himself condemned the work.  His other works include The Nose, the ballet The Golden Age, and seceral numbered symphonies and piano concerti.  FTP name this Russian born composer of the Leningrad Symphony.


Answer: Dmitiri Shostakovich
17. It started off simply as some barbed wire, which soldiers could jump over if they so pleased.  Within days of its first appearance on (*) August 13th, 1961, cement blocks were put into place to increase its effectiveness.  When it was fully finished, it was 96 miles long and twelve feet high, spanning the city from north to south.  FTP name this Cold War symbol and barrier, destroyed by the people on November 9th, 1989.  


Answer: Berlin Wall

18. Born in Ontario Canada, he received his degree and PhD in economics in his home country but soon moved to the US where he taught at Harvard, California, and Princeton.  (*) During World War II, he was in charge of wartime price controls, and served as the ambassador to India during the Kennedy Wars.  His first major work, The Great Crash was met with success, only to be overshadowed by his next work.  FTP name this economist and author of books such as The Liberal Hour, Made to Last, and The Affluent Society.  


Answer: John Kenneth Galbraith
19. It works by blocking viruses from getting inside the body's immune system cells and destroying them. Whereas most drugs on the market work to block viruses from doing damage after they have already entered those cells, this is the first (*) in a new class of drugs. Unfortunately, its makers, Swiss drug giant Roche and Trimeris Inc., are pricing it at $20,000 or more per year. FTP, name this newest HIV drug, recently approved by the U.S. Food and Drug Administration.


Answer: Fuzeon or T-20
20. Born in 1936 in Dade County FL, he was elected to the Florida State House in 1966 and then to the state senate in 1970, serving for two terms.  After receiving awards such as Most Valuable Legislator, and Most Valuable Member of the Senate, he went on to become governor in 1978, (*) getting reelected in 1982.  In 1986 he was elected to the US senate where he still serves today.  FTP name this Florida Senator, one of the principal authors of the Patriot Act.


Answer: Bob Graham
21. When there is no external field applied, magnetic moments are random in direction and motion.  However, if an external field is applied the moments align parallel to the field, causing to materials of this kind to repel each other. (*) One interesting feature of this property is hysteresis, meaning that when the field is removed, the magnetic moments stay aligned.  FTP name this property of materials found in Iron, cobalt, and nickel and responsible for the magnets seen in everyday use. 


Answer: Ferromagnetism
