TOSSUPS
TOSSUP 1: The body makes these chemicals when not enough insulin is present in the blood, and stored fats have to be broken down to get energy.  With a lower boiling point than that of an alcohol and higher than that of an alkane, these polar chemicals can be created by oxidizing a secondary alcohol.  FTP, give the general name for a chemical containing a carbon that is double bonded to on oxygen and singled bonded to two hydrocarbons.

ANSWER: ketone
TOSSUP 2:  Born Elaine Potter Richardson, she came to New York at 17 as an au pair, where she was discovered as a writer by New Yorker columnist.  Her recent works include My Garden (Book) and Talk Stories.  Currently living in Vermont, many of her writings concern life on her native Antigua, including Annie John, A Small Place, and At the Bottom of the River, which contains her famous short story “Girl”.  FTP, identify this author of The Autobiography of My Mother.

ANSWER: Jamaica Kincaid 

TOSSUP 3:  Dr. Jerome Kagan is one of its critics, arguing for the greater influence of inherited temperaments.  Coming to prominence after Mary Ainsworth’s introduction of the Strange Situation to research in development it has recently played a major role in the attempt to understand how early childhood experiences affect adult life.   FTP, identify this psychological theory which analyzes the bonds between children and their parents.

ANSWER:  attachment theory

TOSSUP 4:  During World War II, he was a leader of Communist partisans resisting Italian, and later German, occupation.  After gaining control of his country in November 1944, he became dictator and instituted a strict Stalinist regime.  In 1967, he formally outlawed all religious institutions and declared his country the world’s first atheist state.  FTP, name this Albanian dictator under whom his country one of the most isolated in the world.

ANSWER: Enver Hoxha
TOSSUP 5: Found exclusively in minor, it does not move to I (one), but its strong outer voice contrary motion gives it a feeling of closure second only to an authentic cadence; in fact, it comprises the entirety of the middle movement of Bach’s third Brandenburg Concerto.  Specifically, it consists of a IV (four) chord in first inversion with root on top followed by a V (five) chord in root position wih the root on top.  FTP, name this type of semicadence named after the church mode that has a minor second and perfect fifth above the root and can be played on the white keys of a piano from E to E. 

ANSWER: Phrygian cadence (prompt on “semicadence” before mention, prompt on “half cadence” or “imperfect cadence” before “church mode”)

TOSSUP 6: Created by Chris Pressey in 1993, it more than achieved its inital goals.  Newer versions of it support higher level features like concurrency to allow multithreading and higher dimensionality.  In accordance with the initial goal, this language makes no distinction between code space and data space, allowing it to mutate its code on the fly.  Most commonly this language is programmed in the two dimensional case where control flow can be represented as a velocity in the plane rather than linearly as most other languages work. FTP, what language, originally designed to be hard to compile, was named for a typo of "before".

ANSWER: Befunge
TOSSUP 7:  It will be preceded by three little ice ages, known as the Fimbulvetr.  The time will be announced by various portents, including the crowing of cocks.  The fire giants led by Surt will come out of Muspelheim, and Naglfar, the ship made out of dead men's nails, will carry the frost giants to the field where they will fight the gods.  FTP, name this apocalyptic battle of Norse mythology. 

ANSWER: Ragnarok
TOSSUP 8:  The title character becomes a stonemason even though his true ambition is to study at the university in Christminster.  He is tricked into marrying Arabella, but the marriage sours and he goes to Christminster, where he meets his cousin Sue Bridehead.  They divorce their spouses and live with each other, but Father Time, the title character’s eldest son, hangs the other children and himself, Sue goes back to her former husband, and the title character dies.  FTP, name this final Thomas Hardy novel.

ANSWER: Jude the Obscure
TOSSUP 9:  This man was the last Civil War soldier to die of his wounds, surviving until 1914.  Promoted to major general on the field at Petersburg, he was chosen by Grant to accept the Confederate surrender at Appomattox.  After the war, he also served as President of Bowdoin College and Governor of Maine.  FTP, name this man best known for commanding the 20th Maine in defense of Little Round Top at Gettysburg.

ANSWER: Joshua Lawrence Chamberlain
TOSSUP 10:  People with this cannot make the enzyme N-acetyl-hexosaminidase, which helps to break down certain lipids.  These lipids later accumulate in brain cells and cause damage.  The first signs tend to be a loss of peripheral vision and a strange startle response; seizures soon become frequent, and there is a significant loss in mental function.  Children with this autosomal recessive disorder usually do not live to be five years old.   FTP, name this disorder most common to people of Eastern European Jewish decent.

ANSWER: Tay-Sachs disease

TOSSUP 11: In this movie, two men from Brooklyn are asked to deliver mob money halfway across the world.  After the two main characters hit an animal and assume it to be dead, they put a red jacket on it and proceed to take pictures as a joke.  It turns out that it was only stunned, and it ran off with the jacket, which happened to have the money in one of its pockets.  For ten points, name this 2003 movie starring Jerry O’Connell and Anthony Anderson, where the men ride around the outback in an attempt to get back their money from the star marsupial.

 ANSWER: Kangaroo Jack
TOSSUP 12:  Elizabeth Siddal painted “The Ladies’ Lament” from this ballad in 1856, some 250 to 450 years after the poem is believed to have been written.  Divided in two sections, “The Sailing” and “The Return,” it is based on the voyage of King Alexander III’s daughter to Norway and his great-grandaughter’s return to Scotland after Alexander’s death.  The title character, first seen walking on the strand, is reluctant to go on the voyage the king, who sits in Dumferling town, sends him on. His fears are justified, as the ship sinks “half o’er, half o’er to Aberdour”.  FTP, name this traditional Scottish ballad.

ANSWER:  The Ballad of Sir Patrick Spens
TOSSUP 13:   Ohlkon Island can be found in it, and Irktusk lies near its shores; the area surrounding it was designated a national preserve in 1992.  This crescent shaped lake drained by the Yenisey River, and first discovered by Europeans in 1643, is the largest freshwater lake in Asia, and the third largest overall on that continent.  FTP, name this deepest lake in the world, containing one-fifth of the world’s fresh water.

ANSWER: Lake Baikal
TOSSUP 14:  His earliest datable work, The Mocking of Christ, demonstrates his soft and fleshy human figures, as well as his stark, exaggerated chiaroscuro and characteristic distortion of figures, which is used to portray tragedy and violence. A virtual unknown until the 20th century, he died in the same year as Durer, who was for a long time believed to have been the painter of his most famous work.   FTP, name this subject of a Hindemith opera, most famous for his Isenheim Altarpiece.

ANSWER: Matthias Grunewald or Mathis Gothart Nithart 

TOSSUP 15:  Born in 106 BC, this man was elected consul while still seven years under the minimum legal age.  After his consulship, he cleared the Mediterranean of pirates in three months, followed by a campaign in which he defeated the kings of Pontus and Armenia, annexed Syria, and  captured Jerusalem.  FTP, name this Roman general whose career came to an end with his defeat at Pharsalus in 48 BC at the hands of his former ally Caesar.

ANSWER: Pompey the Great or Gnaeus Pompeius Magnus

TOSSUP 16:  Whether the title figure is Asian or African is never resolved, although Jean and Berenger quarrel about it in the first act.  The townspeople turn to the Logician for answers, but he only confuses the matter.  Representing the author’s disgust with his friends for turning to Nazi ism, the townspeople begin to turn into the title animal until only Berenger remains in, FTP, what play by Eugene Ionesco?

ANSWER:  Rhionceros (or Les Rhinocéros)

TOSSUP 17: First found in Beaufort, at Cubbie’s Restaurant, they quickly became popular, as other eating establishments in North Carolina began to add them to their menu.  This attracted the attention of Walter Jones, who brought it to the attention of his co-workers.   They went national when the Chairman of the House Administration Comittee, Representative Bob Ney of Ohio, put them on the House cafeteria menu along with a similar toast.  FTP, name this menu item whose etymolygy reflects recent animosity between many Americans and the French over the issue of Iraq.

ANSWER: freedom fries  

TOSSUP 18:  According to Malcom Neaum, producer of a recent BBC documentary about him, he spent over 50 years compiling 4,500 pages of calculations trying to ascertain the date of the Apocalypse, and it was recently revealed that he settled on a date 57 years from now.  A fan of the Greek style of expressing mathematical problems geometrically, he used the term “fluxions” to describe one of his most famous advances, though his rival’s term is now used today.  FTP, name this man who famously used his position as head of the Royal Society to discredit Liebnitz’s competing claim for the invention of differential calculus. 

ANSWER: Sir Issac Newton
TOSSUP 19:  One of the firstborn of the Noldor, he fought a duel with a Balrog at the fall of Gondolin in which both were killed.  After being reincarnated, he drove off the Witch-King of Angmar in the final battle with that realm, prophesying that “not by the hand of man shall he fall,” and saving Prince Earnur of Gondor.  FTP, name this Elf-lord who guided Aragorn and the hobbits on the last stage of the road to Rivendell.

ANSWER: Glorfindel
TOSSUP 20:  Part of his doctrines include orthoepeia, the study of the correct use of words. This  Abderan philosopher, one of the most famous of the Sophists, was famous in antiquity for his moral relativism and agnosticism.  Theaetetus contains a discussion of his  beliefs, and Plato also named a dialogue for him, in which he and Socrates debate about virtue.  FTP, name this philosopher famous for claiming that “Man is the measure of all things.”

ANSWER: Protagoras           

TOSSUP 21: The avocation of the title character was chosen in attempt to please influental critic Nic Cohn, who shared it.  The suggestion to set the finale in a seaside holiday camp was made by Keith Moon, and John Entwistle contributed “Fiddle About” and “Cousin Kevin”, both describing the abuse of the title character; more famous tracks include “I’m Free” and “Amazing Journey”.   FTP, name this Who”rock opera” about a deaf, dumb, and blind pinball wizard.

ANSWER: Tommy
TOSSUP 22:  This city, the seat of Alexander county, was a location of great strategic importance in the Civil War, due its site at the convergence of the Mississippi and Ohio Rivers, and was the headquarters of Ulysses S. Grant’s first command.  FTP, name this city in extreme southern Illinois that shares its name with the capital of Egypt.

ANSWER: Cairo
TOSSUP 23:  This King of Poland was originally Grand Duke of Lithuania before marrying the Queen of Poland.  He converted Lithuania to Catholicism, and inflicted a decisive defeat on the Teutonic Knights at the Battle of Grunwald in 1410.  FTP, name this king of Poland who inaugurated a new dynasty.

ANSWER: Wladyslaw II or Jagiello

BONUS 1: Identify these English monarchs, FTPE:

[10] This king was the youngest son of Henry II and was known by such unflattering epithets as Lackland and Softsword.  During his reign, most of the Angevin possessions in France were lost.

ANSWER: John
[10] This king led a rebellion against his father in his youth, and was out of the country on crusade when he heard of his accession.  He completed the conquest of Wales, and temporarily gained control over Scotland as well.

ANSWER: Edward I
[10] This king was killed in a suspicious hunting accident.  Theories put forward to explain the incident range from assassination arranged by his brother and successor to ritual sacrifice planned by the king himself, who was noted for his pagan tendencies.

ANSWER: Geometric Optics

[10] This states that when light passes through a dielectric medium, it is separated into two parts: one that terminates the primary wave and one that is refracted with a velocity of the speed of light divided by the refractive index.

ANSWER: Ewald-Oseen Extinction Theorem

[10] This god of crafts was associated by the Greeks with Hephaestos.

ANSWER: Ptah
[10] This god was believed to be incarnated in a series of cows, one of whom was slain by the Persian Cambyses, according to Herodotus.

[10] This god was the patron of the Ptolemaic dynasty and his worship spread throughout the Roman empire after the annexation of Egypt.

[30] At a concentration of18M, it’s strong affinity for water make it useful as a drying agent.

[20] The lead-chamber process is the older of the two methods of producing this acid; the catalyst used is nitrogen dioxide.

[10]  The other process, the contact process, uses vanadium oxide as a catalyst.  It is the single most widely produced industrial chemical. 

[5] Its formula is H2SO4.

ANSWER: Ariane et Barbe-Bleue or Ariadne and Bluebeard
[10] Based on a Goethe poem, this work initially rocketed him to fame, and is best known today for its inclusion in Walt Disney’s Fantasia.

ANSWER: L’apprenti sorcier or The Sorcerer’s Apprentice
