TOSSUPS
TOSSUP 1: Solvents most commonly used in it include acetonitrile, dimethylformamide, and dimethylsulfoxide, all useful because of their polar aprotic nature.  Preferring to take place at sites with little steric hindrance, it rarely occurs on carbons with high degrees of substitution.  This is because the attacking nucleophile must approach the carbon at 180 degrees from the halide it displaces.  FTP, name this type of nucleophilic substitution reaction, controlled in its kinetics by two reactant molecules.  

ANSWER: SN2 reaction

TOSSUP 2: Born in 1959, he earned his doctorate in the culinary program at Johnson and Wales.  He got his start in cooking in a bakery in his hometown of Fall River, Massachusetts.  Now, he is known for pointing out that that eggs and flour do not come seasoned and that  “Pork Fat Rules.”  FTP, namr this chef with two self-titled Food Network shows and one failed NBC sitcom,  famous for exclamations such as “Kick it up a Notch” and “Bam!”

ANSWER: Emeril Lagasse (either name acceptable)

TOSSUP 3: His studies in musical composition under Scriabin lasted only until  1912, when he renounced music and went to the University of Marburg for philosophy. Poetic works of his included My Sister, Life, and The Year 1905,  a description of the Russian revolt, which established him as a major contemporary lyrical poet.  Unable to publish original work during the Stalinist period, he devoted himself to superb translations of Goethe and Shakespeare, among others.  Awarded the 1958 Nobel Prize in Literature partly in recognition of his epic prose, he was forced to deny it under pressure from the Russian government.  FTP, name this poet and author of Dr. Zhivago. 

ANSWER: Boris Pasternak
TOSSUP 4: A philosophy major at Cornell, he went on to study composition under Vincent Persichetti, Luciano Berio, and Darius Milhaud. He studied further abroad, learning cantillation in Israel, drumming in Ghana, and gamelan in Bali. He ahs experimented in other mediums, from his early taped speeches Its Gonna Rain to his new digital video documentary drama Three Tales  with Beryl Korot. Other works include Piano Phase and Eight Lines. His honors include being called “America’s greatest living composer” by The Village Voice, and Best Small Enseble Grammy for his Music for 18 Musicians. FTP, name this minimalist most known for Different Trains and Drumming.
ANSWER: Steve Reich
TOSSUP 5:  An avid fencer, he won several German national titles in his youth, and continued his support for the sport up until his death.  However, he is mainly remembered for his actions and position in Hitler’s Germany.  After being forced to resign from the navy for misconduct, he met Himmler and soon won his confidence.  In 1934, he was appointed as chief of the Gestapo, a position he held until his death in 1942.  FTP, name this Nazi official, whose assassination by Czech patriots caused the retaliatory massacre at Lidice.

ANSWER: Reinhard Heydrich
TOSSUP 6: They can be either free or bound – bound ones must be attached to another element while free ones can be used on their own.  In addition, most complex formations consist of a root one with one or more affixes, which must be bound.  When they have more than one form, they are called allomorphs.  FTP, name these smallest units of language that carry information, the building blocks of words.  

ANSWER: Morphemes
TOSSUP 7:  The temple of this god was closed only when Rome was at peace, an event which occurred only twice in the 500 years of the Republic.  According to some sources, he was originally mortal; the first king of Latinum, he was supposedly deified after his death.  He was one of the few anthropomorphic Roman gods with no Greek counterpart  FTP, name this god of doorways and beginnings who was portrayed as having two faces and gave his name to the first month of the year.

ANSWER: Janus
TOSSUP 8: Home to the world’s largest natural growth walnut forest, it’s largest body of water is Lake Issyk-Kul and it’s highest point is at Jengish Chokusu.  It is an entirely mountainous country, dominated by the Tien Shan range and associated valleys, such as the Fergana.  This landlocked nation is also notable for Manas, which has been icorporated into the constitution; it is the world’s longest national epic.  FTP, name this country whose largest city is Bishkek.

ANSWER:  Kyrgyzstan
TOSSUP 9: Cedric and his party are kidnapped by Maurice de Bracy.  The Black Knight and the Disinherited Knight appear at the tournament of Ashby-de-la-Zouche.  de Bois-Guilbert falls in love with Rebecca, a Jew.  Athelstane, descendant of a Saxon king, plans to marry Rowena.  The Black Knight, also known as King Richard, defeats the evil King John with the help of Robin Hood.  The Disinherited Knight is revealed as the titular character in disguise.  All of these events take place in, FTP, what novel by Sir Walter Scott?  

ANSWER: Ivanhoe
TOSSUP 10:  “As he who taketh away a garment in cold weather, so is he who singeth songs unto a heavy heart” is written across the frame, and other biblical passages were accompanied upon it s exhibition in 1853. The title action occurs while singing “Oft in the Stilly Night” , present on the piano. The opulent interior features ominous signs, like unraveling cloth and a cat playing with a dead bird. The contrasting garden, seen reflected in the mirror, is where the central woman directs her gaze, as she rises from the man’s embrace. FTP, identify this moralizing painting by William Holman Hunt.

ANSWER: The Awakening Conscience
TOSSUP 11:  He appeared to be, at times, mentally unstable, or at least extremely paranoid, as he had his daughter’s body repeatedly exhumed and examined to determine whether she was really dead.  He also kept his wife’s body on display in his dining room for a year after her death.  What he’s best remembered for, however, are not his crazy actions, but the actions of others dealing with him.  FTP, name this Radical Republican, Secretary of War under Lincoln, whose dismissal led to Andrew Johnson’s impeachment hearings.

ANSWER: Edwin Stanton
TOSSUP 12: The microbe must be present in individuals suffering from the disease and absent from healthy individuals.  The organism must be isolated and grown in a pure culture away from the host organism.  If organisms from the pure culture are injected into a healthy experimental animal, the disease symptoms should appear.  The organism should be isolated from the diseased animal, recultured, and shown to be identical to the original.  FTP, name these  criteria, the basis for the germ theory of disease.  

ANSWER: Koch’s postulates 
TOSSUP 13:   This expedition landed in Egypt in 1249, capturing the city of Damietta.  However, a subsequent attack on Cairo proved a failure, and the army was trapped and forced to surrender when the Egyptians flooded the Nile Delta in the spring of1250.  FTP, name this military expedition led by King Louis IX of France.

ANSWER: the Sixth Crusade
TOSSUP 14: Born in New York City in 1903, he was raised and educated in a predominantly white community.  His work was more conservative in style than many of his contemporaries; it was modeled on the 19th century Romantic poets and often used sonnets.  First published while still in college, his collections of poetry include Copper Sun  and Ballad of the Brown Girl.  FTP, name this poet of the Harlem Renaissance, most famous for “Color.”

ANSWER:  Countee Cullen (also accept Countee LeRoy Porter)

TOSSUP 15: This former member of the DNC is now a senior member of committees on foreign relations; banking, housing, and urban affairs; and health, education, labor, and pensions in the Senate.  He was also the chief supporter of the Family and Medical Leave Act. He recently decided not to seek the Democratic Presidential nomination so he can focus on important issues in the seat he has held since 1981. For ten points, name this Senator from Connecticut, senior to Joe Lieberman.

ANSWER: Christopher Dodd
TOSSUP 16:  Its discovery by Martin Deutsch, a former Manhattan Project scientist, wa considered a confirmation of quantum field principles for two particl systems.  While it can only exist for around 10 to the negative10 seconds due to the Coulomb attraction between its two constituents, that is stable enough for it to be considered an atom-like state, albiet without a nucleus.  Fo energy and momentum to be conserved, the end product is a blaze of one two, or even three photons.  FTP, name this bound state of a electron and its antiparticle.

ANSWER: Positronium
TOSSUP 17:  Renowned for having a impressive memory and beauty, this woman led an army at the battle of the camel.  She is also renowned as being a wise teacher, who took active part in social reform.  Although she was accused of adultery, she often bears the titles "as-Siddiqah" (as Sidd EE kha) (the one who affirms the Truth) and "mother of beleivers".  She is the source of many hadith and was buried beside other companions of the Prophet in the City of Lights.  FTP, identify this second and most loved wife of Mohammed.

ANSWER: Aisha bint Abi Bakr (or Aisha bint Abu Bakr)

TOSSUP 18:    This king of Syria conquered Palestine from the Egyptians despite his defeat at the Battle of Raphia.  When he later extended his power into western Asia Minor and Thrace, tensions with Rome ensued, and he was killed on an expedition to recover the eastern provinces of his empire while robbing a temple.  FTP, name this Seleucid monarch defeated by Scipio Africanus at Magnesia.

ANSWER: Antiochus III or Antiochus the Great
TOSSUP 19:  He  wrote The Rise of the Russian Empire under his real name and anonymously published Not So Stories.  Born in Burma but raised in England, he took his pseudonym from The Rubaiyat of Omar Khayyam.  Under this name he published “The Westminster Alice” and the collection Beasts and Superbeasts as well as the stories “Sredni Vashtar” and“Tobermory.”   FTP, what master of the short story is best known as Saki.  

ANSWER:  Hector Hugh Munro (accept Saki early)

TOSSUP 20:  Born in Aarhus Denmark in 1950, this soft spoken computer scientist did his Ph.D. work at Cambridge.  He moved to New Jersey in 1979 where he worked for AT&T Bell Labs until quite recently when he took a position with Texas A&M as a professor.  He authored several books on his most famous creation in addition to both designing and implementing its original version.  Although the exact pronounciation of his name is difficult, he offers the advice of "start by saying it a few times in Norwegian, then stuff a potato down your throat and do it again".  FTP, identify this man who is reknowned for his creation of C++.

ANSWER: Bjarne Stroustrup             

TOSSUP 21: He was associated with his club longer than any other player on the eight 2002 playoff teams except for Tom Glavine.  He has hit over .300 every year since 1995, and was the first player ever to win a batting title, a Gold Glove, and a World Series ring in the same year.  In August 2002, he came within one of tying the record for consecutive hits.  FTP, name this longtime Yankee centerfielder. 

ANSWER: Bernie Williams
TOSSUP 22: Tiger Ty in the Heritage of Shannara series.  Drizzt Do’Urden in The Icewind Dale Trilogy.  Aglaranna and Calin in The Riftwar Saga.  Dobby and Winky in Harry Potter and the Chamber of Secrets.  Legolas in The Lord of the Rings.  All of these characters are examples of what type of fantastical being, typically characterized by thinner-than-human build and pointed ears?

ANSWER: Elves
TOSSUP 23:  English forces, commanded by Edward III, occupied a ridge stretching between the village this battle was named after and Wagicourt.  The French army, which outnumbered the English approximately 2 to 1, was commanded by Phillip VI.  Nevertheless, the French lost somewhere between 5,000 to 10,000 men, while the English dead merely totaled in the hundreds.  What made the difference were the 7,000 English longbowmen, who devastated many of the French cavalry charges before they could close to melee range.  Oh, and the caltrops the English seeded the battlefield with probably helped, as well.  FTP, name this battle of the Hundred Years’ War, where the Black Prince won his spurs.
