TOSSUPS
TOSSUP 1: His Literature and Revolution showed support for Russian Futurism, especially the work of Mayakovsky.  His younger sister Olga married Lev Kamenev and he set up his father as a flour mill manager after the family estate was taken in the revolution.  President of the St. Petersburg Soviet in 1905, for which he was sent to Siberia, he worked with Lenin on The Spark, but was a Menshevik leader.  Stealing his name from his jailer in Odessa, he founded the Red Army and came up with the doctrine of permanent revolution in all countries.  FTP, name this Soviet leader born Lev Bronstein and stabbed by Jacques van den Dreschd in Mexico City.

ANSWER: Leon Trotsky (accept early Lev Bronstein)

TOSSUP 2: “A remarkably large and beautiful animal…and sagacious to an astonishing degree,” its eye is gouged out for fun by the narrator, who was an animal lover like his wife before becoming an alcoholic.  He then hangs it, but his house burns down, leaving just one wall imprinted with an image of its dangling body.  It shows up again with an image of the gallows on its chest and he accidentally kills his wife while swinging an axe at it; its scream alerts the police inspector that something is hidden behind the wall.  FTP, name this dark-colored beast found sitting on the head of its dead mistress in an Edgar Allan Poe story.

ANSWER: The Black Cat
TOSSUP 3: She was never known by her real name, Virginia Katherine McMath, because her cousin couldn't quite pronounce it.  She won a best actress Oscar for 1940's "Kitty Foyle' and served as a J.C. Penney fashion consultant in  her later years.  "He gives her class and she gives him sex," was Katherine Hepburn's assessment of her most famous relationship.  FTP, name this woman whose introduced the Carioca in "Flying Down to Rio," her first movie with Fred Astaire.

ANSWER: Ginger Rogers
TOSSUP 4: Silk emerging from the worm is one kind, and they give rise to the brilliant color of beetle shells; they may soon be used in paint.  When used in laptops, they have orientation but no positional order until electric fields switch on. These small semirigid molecules are oblong or elliptical in shape and spontaneously orient to form anisotropic fluids; their centers of mass  are random, not on lattice points, so they lack the three-dimensional structure of their solid counterparts.  FTP, name these things used in digital watch displays.

ANSWER: Liquid Crystals
TOSSUP 5: All men wish to have knowledge, but knowledge acquired through the senses is easy to obtain.  The science of first principles is farthest removed from the senses, so is most exact.  All things are part of philosophy.  The world has four causes: material, formal, efficient and final.  Life is a hierarchy with formless material at the bottom and God, The Prime Mover, and philosophy at the top.  FTP, name this collection of Aristotle's lectures on many different philosophical subjects, meant to be studied after treatises dealing with nature.

ANSWER: The Metaphysics
TOSSUP 6: Its name comes from Cree for “swiftly flowing” and the many rivers found there include the Churchill, Assiniboine and the two sharing its name.  Only Ontario has more income from agriculture and it is often called the Wheat Province because it produces so much.  The only province with no natural boundaries, it has no true mountains  and its Prince Albert National Park covers 1,500 square miles in the north.  FTP, name this Prairie Province of Canada whose capital is Regina and largest city is Saskatoon.

ANSWER: Saskatchewan
TOSSUP 7: Her daughter Alexandra directed a 2002 documentary of the George W. Bush campaign and her brother Thomas served as the mayor of Baltimore. Elected to fill a vacancy left by the death of Sala Burton, she achieved her current position by defeating Harold Ford in a party caucus vote. FTP, name this San Francisco congresswoman, the new Democratic minority leader.

ANSWER: Nancy Pelosi
TOSSUP 8: Edited by Claude Gruget, its author’s husband, Henri d’Albret, is represented by the dumb but dashing Hircan.  Its author swore to relate only true tales on such topics as "the most lecherous cases that can be conceived," but died with only 72 completed.  Many put the church and clergymen in a bad light, including one a woman is covered with feces in a monastery.  FTP, name this work which features ten people trapped by a flood who must tell a story every day on a certain topic, an imitation of the Decameron by Margaret of Navarre.

ANSWER: Heptameron
TOSSUP 9: His Muskogee mother taught him to hate the white men who killed his father, but Daniel Boone and several other white foster brothers were his youthful companions and he fell in love with a white girl who taught him English.  Forbidding torture among his followers after seeing a prisoner burned alive, he aided Blue Jacket against Anthony Wayne and refused to accept the Treaty of Greenville.  After his body was found and skinned, the long strips from his thighs were used as razor straps.  FTP, name this Shawnee chief killed at the Battle of the Thames.

ANSWER: Tecumseh
TOSSUP 10: Discovered by De Moivre and studied by Laplace, Wiener found it essential for describing Brownian motion.  It is the integral of the normal density function and sigma represents one standard deviation.   Variables described by it are those in which individuals differ as a spread above and below a central, average value, expressed as a measure of variability; body temperature and intelligence are often plotted using this.  FTP, name this  distribution function, popularly known as a "bell curve",

ANSWER: Normal Distribution or Normal Curve of Variation or  Gaussian Error Curve or Gaussian Distribution or Bell Curve heard early on.

TOSSUP 11: His works included the autobiographical Comentarii, and the bronze St. John the Baptist for Or San Michele, and his students included Uccello and Donatello. His bronze relief of the Sacrifice of Isaac was selected over the submissions of Jacopo della Quercia and Filippo Brunelleschi, giving him a commision for remaking the doors of a baptistery. FTP, name this Florentine sculptor of the Gates of Paradise. 

ANSWER: Lorenzo Ghiberti or Lorenzo di Bartolo
TOSSUP 12: The 1967 study showing this result has been alleged to have skewed by omission of uncompleted chains .  It depends on the existence of "bridges," people like Typhoid Mary and Patient Zero, who spread AIDS in North America, to overcome separation of people; as it involved trying to send a letter from radom people in Oklahoma to a Massachusetts merchant using only personal contacts.  FTP, name this Stanley Milgram experimental result which was popularized as "six degrees of separation" and sounds like a Disney World attraction.

ANSWER: Small World Phenomenon (prompt on early "six degrees of separation")

TOSSUP 13: He feels only a deep sense of shame and discomfort when Mary and her Communist boyfriend, Jan, eat fried chicken with him and explain their sympathy for his people.  Waiting in jail for his trial, he feels a strange sense of freedom after carrying out his murders.  His connection with the white lawyer, Max, is the first he has ever felt with a white man, but he can't articulate his reasons for killing.  His only answer is, "What I killed for, I am!"  FTP, name this anti-hero of Native Son.

ANSWER: Bigger Thomas
TOSSUP 14: This native of Long Beach, California played collegiate ball at Grand Canyon College. He underwent foot and shoulder surgery in 2000 and was ineffective in 2001, posting career lows in batting average, home runs, and RBIs. Playing right field and batting .286, this former rookie of the year has the longest tenure on his young team. Prior to the 2002 playoffs, he had played in more games without going to the post season than anyone in the league. FTP name this Anaheim Angels slugger also known as Kingfish.

ANSWER: Tim Salmon
TOSSUP 15: Seen in many species of tropical butterflies, experiments on grasshoppers have shown selection favoring it depends on frequency, as high population densities offer predators many chances to learn about it.  Causing many unrelated wasp species to all have black-and yellow striped abdomens, it benefits all unpalatable species by letting predators know just one pattern to avoid.  FTP, name this type of similar protective coloration among animals with similar defenses, named for a German biologist.

ANSWER: Mullerian Mimicry

TOSSUP 16: He was to blame for the lack of wind when the Greeks sailed from Aulis,  as he had angered Artemis by secreting his golden lamb rather than sacrificing it.  He regained his throne when Zeus made the sun set in the east as an omen.  He had first received his authority from Eurystheus when that king left to fight the Heraclides, but he was challenged by his jealous brother.  That brother, Thyestes, stole both his fleece and his wife Aerope.  In return, he served the sons of Thyestes to their father for dinner, leading Thyestes to rape this man’s niece to produce the avenging heir, Aegisthus.  FTP, name this Jerry Springer guest-like king of Mycenae and father of Agamemnon and Menelaus.

ANSWER: Atreus
TOSSUP 17: Syrians so feared him that when a horse inexplicably took fright, the rider would ask, "Do you think ____ is coming for you?"  When Saladin observed  him fighting on foot, he had a horse sent to him in the middle of battle and later sent him fruit and snow when he was ill.  When he was imprisoned by Leopold V, his minstrel, Blondel de Nesle, found him by wandering the country singing a song only he and his master knew.  FTP, name this English king who helped lead the Third Crusade. 

ANSWER: Richard the Lion-Hearted or Lionheart or Coeur de Lion or Richard I
TOSSUP 18: After meeting Ignatius Gallaher, Little Chandler goes home and shouts at his baby.  Frank books passage to Buenos Aires for himself and Eveline, but she can't leave her home. Maria goes to visit Joe's family, and while blindfolded, puts her hand in a dish of clay. Mr. Hynes recites his poem "The Death of Parnell" in "Ivy Day in the Committee Room".  FTP, name this collection of stories ending with "The Dead", by James Joyce.

ANSWER: Dubliners (accept "A Little Cloud" before "Frank books passage")

TOSSUP 19: It implies that, because photons have momentum, they must also have inertial mass.  Before Einstein's time, it was thought to be a coincidence that the law of universal gravitation shows the attraction between two particles depends on mass, as does the force needed to produce a given acceleration according to Newton's second law.  This idea explains that the effects of both are the same underneath and shows why both depend on mass.  FTP, name this notion that no experiment in a small, confined space can distinguish between a gravitational field and acceleration.

ANSWER: Principle of Equivalence
TOSSUP 20:  Mikhal Fokine turned this version into a 1939 ballet; the source material was also used by Liszt, Schumann, and Brahms.  The first variation is heard before the theme is first played and the 18th turns the original tune completely on its head.  The apocalyptic tone of the Dies Irae is opposed to the original theme and is thought to represent the Devil, to whom the titular musician was rumored to have sold his soul.  FTP, name this Rachmaninoff work inspired by the Twenty-Fourth Caprice of a certain violinist.

ANSWER: Rhapsody on a Theme of Paganini, Opus 43

TOSSUP 21:  It is stabilized by a positively charged phosphorus group, which couples with a carbonyl to form a triphenylphosphine oxide and its end product after first forming a dipolar ion,a carboxylic acid with amine function, or zwitterion, in the form of phosphorus betaine.  It is used to synthesize alkenes with a reagent containing a carbanion.  FTP, name this method that makes use of a phosphorus ylide to attack aldehydes and ketones.

ANSWER: Wittig Reaction

TOSSUP 22: The stolen crown presented to him by Pope Sylvester II was seen to glow with heavenly light after being dropped in a bog in 1405 and ended up locked in Fort Knox in 1945.  His preserved right hand, the Holy Dexter, received less reverential treatment, as Hungarian communists brought an end to the yearly parade it had enjoyed since 1083.  After defeating his brother for the throne, he had him executed as a pagan.  He was then crowned king on Christmas Day, 1000 and converted his people to Christianity.  FTP, name this founder of the Hungarian state.

ANSWER: Saint Stephen I/ Szent Istvan
TOSSUP 23: St. Philip the Apostle and Pope St. Sylvester were both killed by them, but Liu Bang (Lee Oh Bahng) , first emperor of China's Han Dynasty, was fathered by one.  Ancient Chinese believed ambergris was the spittle of them and the Yellow Emperor was carried away to Heaven by one which told him, "You work here is done.  Come home with me."  Hanoi was founded at the place where Emperor Thang Long saw one flying skyward, an event from which he also took his name.  FTP, name this  type of reptilian beast slain by St. George.

ANSWER:  Dragon
BONI

BONUS 1: Name the military leader 30-20-10.

[30] Having once cut open a pregnant woman to see if the fetus hung the same way as a cow's,  his fear of heirs led to him to have every woman pregnant by him executed.

[20] Unbalanced by his mother's death, he killed all those who didn't cry loud enough at her funeral and, afterwards, prohibited all sexual intercourse in his kingdom.

[10] He led his impi, or regiments, in stomping on sharp thorns to toughen them for campaigns against tribes surrounding the Zulus.

ANSWER:  Shaka Zulu

BONUS 2: Name these physical effects FTPE.

[10] Known as the Zener effect in semiconductors, it is a great increase in current through poorly conducting material when a strong electric force knocks many electrons from structural atoms.

ANSWER: Avalanche Effect

[10] A series of steps appear in resistance at low temperatures as a function of magnetic field, occuring at incredibly precise values.  Normal Ohmic resistance disappears and materials become superconducters.

ANSWER: Quantum Hall Effect

[10] An atom that has been ionized with the emission of a core level electron emits a second electron.  A type of spectroscopy based on it can determine the chemical composition of surfaces.

ANSWER: Auger Effect

BONUS 3:  Name the Henry James novels FTPE.

[10] Frederick Winterbourne is charmed by the title character and berates her for having a fling with a no-account Italian named Giovanelli.  She returns to her hotel room and dies of malaria.

ANSWER: Daisy Miller
[10] Basil Rathbone goes to Boston to see feminist Olive Chancellor.  At a suffragette meeting, he falls in love with Verena Tarrant, who accepts his marriage proposal and loses all sense of feminist purpose.

ANSWER: The Bostonians
[10] Owen Gereth wishes to marry Mona Brigstock, but his mother prefers the aesthete Fleda Vetch and quarrels with him.  He finally falls in love with Fleda, but his antique-filled titular home burns to the ground.

ANSWER: The Spoils of Poynton
BONUS 4:  Battles named for bodies of water, F15PE.

[15] In this 334 BCE battle, Alexander's army was attacked while fording the namesake river, but defeated the combined forces of three satraps.

ANSWER: Granicus
[15] In this 217 BCE battle, Hannibal caught the forces of Gaius Flaminius in an ambush between the hills and the namesake lake, killing or capturing about 30,000.

ANSWER: Lake Trasimene
BONUS 5:  Name these films from a description Winona Ryder's lusty role FTPE.

[10] Winona, as Charlotte Flax, attempts to become a devoted Christian and resist her lust for Joe. Christina Ricci plays her little sister.

ANSWER: Mermaids
[10] In this film adaptation of an Arthur Miller play, Winona, as Abby, lusts for an older married man played by Daniel Day Lewis. 

ANSWER: The Crucible
[10] Winona, as Charlotte Fielding, lusts for an older man played by Richard Gere, a wealthy playboy restaurateur. Simple plot twist, she’s got a heart condition and may die.

ANSWER: Autumn in New York
BONUS 6:  Answer these questions about hormone actions, 5-10-15.

[5] This steroid hormone is released from the zona fasciculata of the adrenal cortex in response to stress, physical or psychological.

ANSWER: Cortisol or Hydrocortisone
[10] In order to raise blood sugar and give the brain energy, cortisol breaks down muscle for protein, which is mobilized into amino acids and used by the liver to synthesize glucose in what process?

ANSWER: Gluconeogenesis
[15] Cortisol is released after the hypothalamus sends CRH to the anterior pituitary, which then stimulates the adrenal cortex through release of  what intermediary hormone?

ANSWER: ACTH or Adrenocorticotrophic hormone

BONUS 7: Answer the following questions about Scholasticism for 10 point each.

[10] Called the "Subtle Doctor," for his love of splitting hairs, this Scholastic was the first Western man to defend the Immaculate Conception.

ANSWER: John Duns Scotus

[10] This book by Peter Lombard made up mostly of texts from the works of St. Augustine became the classical theology textbook in Western universities; it had almost 250 commentaries.

ANSWER: Four Books of Sentences
[10] This 9th century philosopher influenced the Scholastics before being condemned for pantheism.  In his De divisione naturae, he attempted to reconcile Neoplatonism with Christian ideas about creation. 

ANSWER: John Scotus Erigena or Johannes Scotus Eriugena
BONUS 8: Name these Beethoven compositions FTPE.

[10] Written for the installation of his friend, Archduke Rudolf, most is in German because a Latin mass could not be performed in a secular context, as he planned.

ANSWER: Missa Solemnis
[10] Written to celebrate British victory over Joseph Bonaparte at Vitoria, it was first scored for a mechanical instrument called the Panharmonicon.  A dispute with the instrument's inventor followed and it was redone for orchestra.

ANSWER: Battle Symphony or Wellington’s Victory, Op.91

[10] Two Russian folk songs are included in this set of string quartets for a patron; the second is the "Slava" used by Mussorgsky for Boris Godunov's Coronation Chorus.

ANSWER: Razumovsky Quartets, Op. 59

BONUS 9: Name these seas of the South Pacific FTPE.

[10] Bordered by Borneo, Palawan, the Visayan Islands, Mindanao and its namesake archipelago, it is also called the Mindoro Sea.  It was formed by volcanic activity 15 million-years-ago.

ANSWER: Sulu Sea

[10] Also known as the Sulawesi Sea, it lies between Borneo, its namesake island and the Philippines.  Southwest of the Sulu Sea, it connects to the Java Sea by the Makassar Strait.

ANSWER: Celebes Sea

[10] Its name is a corruption of Portuguese for "gold"; this shallow sea's many rocks make for dangerous navigation. It is between Timor and the Coral Sea, separating Australia and New Guinea. 

ANSWER: Arafura Sea

BONUS 10: Answer these questions about an author and his works FTPE.

[10] Born in a Nicaraguan village now named for him, this proponent of Modernismo was originally named Sarmiento.  He served as Columbia's consul in Argentina and was also involved in a shotgun wedding to Rosario Murillo after her brother found him drunk beside her in bed.

ANSWER: Ruben Dario
[10] Dario wrote this book in 1888 when he was 21.  A series of poems and short stories influenced by Prussian literature, it tells of a fantasy world of fairies and castles.  He abandoned long, grammatically complex Spanish for simple sentences in writing it.

ANSWER: Azul or Blue
[10] This book of poetry included "Era una aire suave" and "Sonatina."  It was written to express the "interior melody" of his deepest feelings and sincerity was its guiding principle.

ANSWER:  Prosas Profanas or Profane Prose
BONUS 11:  Answer these questions about a Supreme Court case FTPE.

[10] After a man broke into a Florida pool room, he wrote his own petition in pencil.  In 1963 the court found that he had been wronged by being denied a lawyer; he was later acquitted in a retrial.

ANSWER: Gideon v. Wainwright
[10] Though the court had ruled in this 1932 prosecution of a Scottsboro  defendant that counsel was required for state cases with possible death penalties, it later refused to establish a general right to counsel until Gideon v. Wainwright.

ANSWER: Powell v. Alabama
[10] Gideon v. Wainwright was argued by this Washington lawyer, who in 1975 became the first man rejected for chief justice since John Rutledge in 1795.

ANSWER: Abe Fortas
BONUS 12: Answer these questions about Marxist economics FTPE.

[10] One failure of Marxism is its lack of this person responsible for final decisions related to the success of an enterprise.  Lack of it explains long lines at the DMV and not at the grocery store where an owner has an incentive to reduce a customer's deadweight loss from standing in line.

ANSWER: Residual Claimant
[10] Modern economists reject this because land and capital are productive independent of the title concept, therefore deserving of returns for production.

ANSWER: Labor Theory of Value

[10] This law says that increased population and a "reserve army" of the unemployed will always push wages down to subsistence level.

ANSWER: Iron Law of Wages
BONUS 13: Name these concentraion camps from descriptions FTSNOP.

[5] Built in 1933, it was the first camp. Its location near Munich is now adjacent to a McDonald’s.

ANSWER: Dachau
[5] This Polish complex established in 1940 had three main death camps and over 40 smaller ones.

ANSWER: Auschwitz  

[10] This extermination center for the Auschwitz complex had four gas chambers which killed about 6,000 people a day.

ANSWER: Birkenau
[10] Around 250,000 Jews died at this Polish facility, but it was also the site of a large-scale breakout in 1943, after which it was liquidated.  About 50 of those who escaped survived the war.

ANSWER: Sobibor
BONUS 14: Answer these questions about UFOs FTP each.

[10] This part of Nevada is home to a super-secret military installation and maybe to some extraterrestrials, too.

ANSWER: Area 51
[10] The Air Force conducted this investigation of UFOs from 1947 to 1969.  701 of its sightings are still unidentified, but none were found to threaten national security.

ANSWER: Project Blue Book
[10] This is Britain’s biggest UFO case and new details were released late last year.  It involved American military men at a Suffolk air base seeing a glowing triangle flying through some woods.

ANSWER: Rendlesham File

BONUS 15: Name these parts of the brain 5-10-20-30.

[A] It consolidates and processes memories before putting them into permanent storage.

ANSWER: Hippocampus
[B] Part of the brainstem, the cerebral cortex connects to the cerebellum here.  Many cranial nerves have their origins here and damage to its Facial Nerve results in Bell's Palsy.

ANSWER: Pons
[C] A group of five subcortical nuclei deep in the cerebral hemispheres, they  regulate and coordinate many movements.  Problems here can cause Sydenham's and Huntingdon's choreas.

ANSWER: Basal Ganglia

[D] These four connected cavities contain the choroid plexus, which forms spinal fluid

ANSWER: Ventricles
BONUS 16: Name the literary figure 30-20-10.

[30] "Across the River and Into the Trees," his story of a frustrated army colonel in Venice, spawned E.B. White's New Yorker parody "Across the Street and Into the Grill."

[20]  In A Moveable Feast, his autobiographical story of youth in Paris, the author consoles F. Scott Fitzgerald in a men's room after Zelda tells him his penis is too small. 

[10]  His most famous character is a young Michigan man whose adventures expose him to violence and an eventual wound in World War I, Nick Adams.

ANSWER: Ernest Hemingway
BONUS 17: Name the following Christian heresies for 10 points each.

[10] This Byzantine dualist heresy contended that God created only the spirtual world, the material world having been made by an evil spirit.  It was crushed by Basil I in 872.

ANSWER:  Paulician Heresy

[10] Still represented by the Assyrian Church, its members believed Christ had independent divine and human natures.  It was condemned at the Councils of Ephesus and Chalcedon.

ANSWER:  Nestorianism
[10]Its believers thought only the Godhead was divine and Christ was but a created person.  It was proscribed in 381 and the Nicene Creed written in opposition to its teachings.

ANSWER:  Arianism
BONUS 18: Answer the following questions FTSNOP.

[15] This class of organic compounds has a two-ringed structure composed of carbon and nitrogen atoms.  

ANSWER: Purines
[10] This purine-based substance is also the principal form in which nitrogen from protein is excreted by reptiles, birds and insects.

ANSWER: Uric Acid
[5] Too much uric acid in the blood may lead to this disease, in which it precipitates out around joints, sometimes causing large, chalky deposits to form.  It is usually hereditary.

ANSWER: Gout
BONUS 19:  Art terms, F15PE.

[15] Often used in describing the work of Leonardo da Vinci, this is the technique of using fine shading to produce gradual transitions between colors and tones.

ANSWER: sfumato
[15] Texturing stone walls by projecting the blocks beyond the mortar joint surfaces. It was used in the basement story of the Pitti Palace. 

 ANSWER: rustication
BONUS 20: Answer the following questions about United States counties for 5 points each and an extra 5 for all correct. 

[5] It's the most populous county.

ANSWER: Los Angeles County

[5] This state's Loving County is the least populated in the lower forty-eight states.

ANSWER: Texas  

[5] This county, with a per-capita income of $68,686 in 1997, is America's wealthiest by income.

ANSWER:  New York County

[5] This state's Douglas County is the fastest-growing in America.

ANSWER: Colorado
[5] This Florida county has the oldest average age.  

ANSWER: Dade County

BONUS 21: Name the poem, 30-20-10.

[30] Probably written for the marriage of Richard II and Anne of Bohemia, it begins with the narrator falling asleep while reading Cicero.

[20] One of the first Valentine poems in English, it established the association between the coming of spring and coupling of birds with love.

[10] Its most famous scene is the contest of three eagles vying for one mate, colored by lively commentary from smaller birds watching the action.

ANSWER: The Parlement of Foules
