1. This group formed under the original name Gamma Ray, and featured the singer, bassist and drummer of Kyuss. They toured with Ozzfest following their sophomore effort, 2000's R, while Dave Grohl played drums and joined them on a world tour after their third album, Songs for the Deaf. For ten points, name this hard rock band, whose hits include "Go With the Flow," "God Is On the Radio," and "First It Giveth."
ANSWER: Queens of the Stone Age
2. In the WB’s upcoming remake of this show, Jared Padaelcki will play the title role. In the original series finale, the title character discovered he had a son named Sam. The main character usually got instructions from Peter Thornton, director of field operations for the Phoenix Foundation, a think tank devoted to stopping bad guys. He responded by using everyday items instead of weapons to conquer evil. For ten points, name this favorite show of the Bouviers, a long-running ABC drama starring Richard Dean Anderson.
ANSWER: MacGyver
3. The FDA requires that a product labeled as this type of extract be at least 70 proof. The only mass-cultivated orchid in the world, it appears in the English title of Alejandro Amenabar's Abre Los Ojos (ah-bray los o-hos). For ten points, name this flavoring recently added to Coke and used to describe rapper Ice.
ANSWER: vanilla
4. First-round picks never to play a minute with this team include Jason Collier, Pat Garrity, Julius Erving, Stephon Marbury and Dirk Nowitzki. Debuting in 1968, it won an NBA title in only its third year of existence, trouncing the Knicks in five games. The 1980s saw players like Paul Pressey, Sidney Moncrief and Terry Cummings lead this team to success, while the team now features such stars as Sam Cassell and Gary Payton. For ten points, name this NBA squad that plays its home games at Bradley Center.
ANSWER: Milwaukee Bucks (accept either)

5. In this novel, a computer virus is used to wipe out trade records on the New York Stock Exchange while, at the same time, two American aircraft carriers are knocked out of commission in what appears to be an accident. Growing hostilities, including the invasion of Saipan, result from a trade war sparked by faulty auto parts and the desire for businessman Raizo Yamata to get payback for his parents' WWII suicide. Such is the basic outline of, for ten points, what Tom Clancy novel that sees Jack Ryan made Vice President just before a lone man terror attack on the US Capitol?
ANSWER: Debt of Honor
6. He is getting lucky with Caroline, a wardrobe assistant played by Maggie Gyllenhaal. After years of dead-end jobs, he gets inspired by Robert McKee to write a script about a serial killer with a multiple-personality disorder. His success convinces his brother to consult him on crafting a script for The Orchid Thief, although fate would deal him a bad hand after seeing things he wasn't supposed to see. For ten points, name this fictional brother of Charlie Kaufman, both played by Nicolas Cage in Adaptation.
ANSWER: Donald Kaufman

7. One of the more prominent songs to feature the xylophone, it is performed by Guy Pearce and Hugo Weaving in drag at the end of Priscilla, Queen of the Desert. The singer has ended a relationship with a cheater, but notes: "Just one look and I can hear a bell ring / One more look and I forget everything." The singer laments, "Here I go Again. / My, my, how can I resist you" in, for ten points, what Euro-pop song giving its name to a musical using ABBA songs.
ANSWER: Mamma Mia
8. He finished his Annie-award-winning Tortoise and the Hare short in 2002, 50 years after starting it. Inspired by King Kong as a youth, he apprenticed with Kong's animator Willis O'Brien on Mighty Joe Young in 1949, and went on to create creatures for It Came from Beneath the Sea, the Sinbad movies, and Jason and the Argonauts. Name-dropped in Monsters, Inc., for ten points, name this stop-motion special effects legend, whose last feature was Clash of the Titans.
ANSWER: Ray Harryhausen
9. Drafted by the Twins and Vikings, his feats include throwing a 60-yard pass to himself and bowling a 300 game. He chose the "sport" of his father, Larry "The Axe," teaming with Scott Hall to win the tag titles before becoming AWA Heavyweight Champion. His trademarks included spitting out his gum and swatting it away and the fisherman's buster suplex. For ten points, name this former WWF Intercontinental champion who died in 2003.
ANSWER: Curt Hennig or Mr. Perfect
10. It debuted on July 15th, 1996, taking over the channels previously occupied by the failed America’s Talking network. Former shows seen on this network included the historical footage-filled Time and Again and the Al Roker-hosted quiz Remember When? Current and future programming on this channel has been criticized by some as being too controversial, thanks to such hosts as Jesse Ventura and Michael Savage. For ten points, name this cable channel, a joint effort of Microsoft and the Peacock network.
ANSWER: MSNBC
11. This term actually refers to two species: Cantharis vesicatoria and Lytta vesicatoria. Emerald-green blister beetles about 15-22 millimeters long, their bodies were dried and crushed and used for medicinal purposes, originally as a diuretic. Roman empress Livia purportedly slipped it into the royal family's food to induce them to commit sexual indiscretions that could be used against them. For ten points, name this legendary aphrodisiac that stimulates the urogenital tract and is said to be especially effective for women.
ANSWER: spanish fly
12. The site for this tournament is the longest running on the PGA Tour as it’s hosted the event since 1946. Keith Clearwater, Lee Janzen and Greg Kraft share the course record of 61. Fulton Allem’s 264 is the tournament record. Nick Price is the defending champion. Ben Hogan has won it a record five times. Tiger Woods finished fourth here in 1997, but its MasterCard sponsorship may keep him from playing this May, which means he’ll likely miss Annika Sorenstam tackling, for ten points, what long-running Texas tournament?
ANSWER: The Colonial
13. The current cast includes Shane Lyons, Kyle Sullivan, Bryan Hearne and Chelsea Brummett. Recurring sketches include “Sugar and Coffee” and “Rate the Pain.” Originally launched in 1995, recent guest hosts include Britney Spears, Tony Hawk and Mya. Its most prominent alumni include Lori Beth Denber, Nick Cannon, Kenan and Kel, and Amanda Bynes. For ten points, name this Nickelodeon sketch comedy show, a kiddie version of Saturday Night Live.
ANSWER: All That
14. He's been nominated for Grammys in world music, composition, Christian, spoken word, pop, country, and jazz categories and his five Grammy Awards, with or without his band, include wins for the songs "Leaving Cottondale" and "Sinister Minister" and for the album Outbound. He formed his current jazzy group in 1989 for a PBS special after leaving the New Grass Revival. For ten points, name this noted banjo picker who was named after a Hungarian composer.
ANSWER: Bela Fleck
15. In February 2003, this author told The Onion that he would like to take on Celine Dion in a fight. Born in 1962 in Pasco, Washington, this author’s father was murdered by a ladyfriend’s jealous ex-husband in Idaho. In July 2003, he’s slated to release A Walk in Portland, Oregon: Fugitives and Refugees, which he hopes to be as popular as his other works, including Invisible Monster, Lullaby, and Choke. For ten points name this cult author, best known for his debut work, Fight Club.
ANSWER: Chuck Palahniuk
16. Daniel Paulling described it as looking like a Triple-A stadium from the late ‘70s, with its extensive foul territory, dimensions of 315, 360, and 400 down the lines, to the power alleys, and straightaway respectively, and its seating capacity of around 20,000. Its namesake pitched for the Cubs and White Sox in the 1940s and was the first big-leaguer from the Commonwealth. For ten points, name this part-time 2003 home of the “Montreal” Expos located in San Juan, Puerto Rico.
ANSWER: Estadio Hiram Bithorn or Hiram Bithorn Stadium
17. Suicidal Debra shaves her head. MTV star Rex Manning is visiting the store, and Corey has her eye on him. Lucas finds out the workplace is about to become a chain operation, so he steals the night's cash and loses it in Atlantic City. Music from this film includes GWAR’s “Saddam a-Go-Go” and “Til I Hear It From You” by the Gin Blossoms. For ten points, name this 1997 teen pic, a dues paying exercise for Robin Tunney, Liv Tyler and Renee Zellweger.
ANSWER: Empire Records
18. He began his sales career straight out of high school, hard-selling his father’s waste hauling business. He developed his style selling various "as-seen-on-television" gadgets on Atlantic City’s boardwalk. After meeting Max Appel at a Pittsburgh home show, he was recruited to sell Appel’s environmentally friendly line of cleaning products on the Home Shopping Network. Now he’s the public face of such products as OxiClean, Orange Clean and Kaboom. For ten points, name this loud, bearded pitchman.
ANSWER: Billy Mays
19. Defunct sports teams that called this city home included Arena Football’s Sting, the CFL’s Posse, the IHL’s Thunder, the ABA 2000’s Slam and the XFL’s Outlaws. The former New Jersey Gladiators of Arena Football moved here in 2003, playing its home games at the Thomas and Mack Center, also home to college basketball’s Runnin’ Rebels. For ten points, name this city, which will host a Game Show Congress this July.
ANSWER: Las Vegas
20. A self-proclaimed “lame ass white kid from the Jersey suburbs,” he once co-owned a restaurant with Willem Dafoe. His first TV role was as Ned on Another World, but he’s known for playing stern characters like Sgt. O’Neill in Platoon and Marvin in Wall Street. He played a Jim Rome-like character in Any Given Sunday and “office efficiency expert” Bob Slydell in Office Space. For ten points, name this actor once again playing the stern authority figure role as Dr. Cox on Scrubs.
ANSWER: John C. McGinley
21. Elvis Costello plays Hives the Butler, while Xander Berkeley and The Pogues play the coffee-swilling McMahon gang. A team of bank robbers, including Joe Strummer and Courtney Love, takes refuge in a western town, and run afoul of the locals. There’s a big shootout and nearly everyone dies. For ten points, name this incoherent 1987 Alex Cox western which shares its name with a Clash song from the Combat Rock album.
ANSWER: Straight to Hell
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1. Steve Martin and Queen Latifah are an unlikely pair of leads, but some interesting people show up in supporting roles in Bringing Down The House as well. Identify them, for ten points each.

1. Many critics noted the bizarre scene where this septuagenarian sang a purported black spiritual; later in the movie, she also gets stoned at a nightclub.
ANSWER: Joan Plowright 

2. Apparently test audiences weren't skewing old enough, because this octogenarian also features prominently as Martin's openly racist neighbor who is also his boss's sister.
ANSWER: Betty White 

3. Martin's ex-wife Kate is played by this relative spring chicken, a 44-year-old former Designing Woman.
ANSWER: Jean Smart 

2. Answer these questions about the working life of George Costanza, for the stated number of points.

1. (5) George worked as assistant to the traveling secretary for this sports team.
ANSWER: New York Yankees 

2. (10) George occasionally pretends to be this fictional man, who either works as an architect or in the import-export field. A judge by this namesake sends the Seinfeld gang to prison in the series finale.
ANSWER: Art Vandelay 

3. (15) Faking a handicap earned George a job at this toy company, where he is given his own bathroom, which George calls "Xanadu."
ANSWER: PlayNow 

3. For ten points each, name these driving games, none of which are Grand Theft Auto: Vice City.

1. This 1990 Nintendo game, based on a movie, has you playing Cole Trickle, a rookie stock car driver.
ANSWER: Days of Thunder 

2. Subtitles in this Playstation series include "Porche Unleashed," "V-Rally," "High Stakes," and "Hot Pursuit." The basic premise is that you drive incredibly fast sports cars such as a Lamborghini Diablo or the Porsche 911.
ANSWER: Need for Speed 

3. More along the lines of a board game than a racing game, the premise of this Gamecube game is that the Olson twins are trying to see who can invite the most guests to their birthday party.
ANSWER: Mary Kate and Ashley: Sweet 16--Licensed to Drive (prompt on partial answer) 

4. For ten points each, name these masked rockers, none of whom are Los Straightjackets.

1. Perhaps the best thing to come out of Virginia Commonwealth University, this metal act claims to be aliens. Its members use stage names such as Beefcake the Mighty, Balsac the Jaws of Death, and Oderus Urungus.
ANSWER: Gwar 

2. They claimed to be the worst band in the world when they appeared on The Gong Show and took up costumes after seeing Gwar. They are most known for the clay-mation music video for "Three Little Pigs."
ANSWER: Green Jelly or Green Jello 

3. This Cleveland alt-metal act released the album XX in 2001. Its members began wearing black masks because they did not want to be recognized from their contemporaneous gigs in other bands.
ANSWER: Mushroomhead 

5. It costs $8 an issue, has a list of intentions rather than a title page, and has been cropping up at independent bookstores rather than launching with fanfare. For ten points each:

1. With an editorial staff of Columbia grad writing program alums and at least one recent grad from Oberlin, what is this “utopian literary” magazine published out of San Francisco, whose name would suggest a more spiritual bent?
ANSWER: The Believer 

2. The Believer is put out by this San Francisco-based publisher, also responsible for a self-named Internet Tendency, a paper-printed Quarterly Concern, and at least two books.
ANSWER: McSweeney’s Publishing 

3. This author and founder of McSweeney’s had his first novel, You Will Know Our Velocity, published by McSweeney’s. He is best known for a 1999 autobiographical work.
ANSWER: David Eggers 

6. There’s no shame in finishing third, is there? Identify these women who earned the bronze medal in figure skating at the Olympics, for ten points each.

1. She had hoped to win gold in Salt Lake City, but this American continued her relative Olympic disappointment with a third-place finish in 2002.
ANSWER: Michelle Kwan 

2. She joined fellow American Kristi Yamaguchi on the podium in 1992. She only moved up one place to silver in 1994, although we’re not sure how much Jeff Gillooly was responsible for that.
ANSWER: Nancy Kerrigan 

3. This talented Chinese skater finished third in both 1994 and 1998.
ANSWER: Chen Lu (or Lu Chen ) 

7. Naming your city the “best place” is not particularly noteworthy, but name it the “worst place” and you’ve got character...and TRASH bonus material. For ten points each, identify these cities ranked 196 or lower in Forbes magazine’s 2002 survey of America’s 200 biggest cities.

1. At number 196 is this peach of a city, Illinois’ second-largest, located near the Wisconsin border. Forbes notes its bottom-five job and salary growth, as well as some of the nation's highest property taxes.
ANSWER: Rockford, Illinois 

2. At number 199 is this Ohio city with the country’s worst job growth. Trashy personages from here include Ray “Boom-Boom” Mancini and Congressman James Traficant.
ANSWER: Youngstown, Ohio 

3. Ranking dead last is this Indiana city which doubled for bombed-out Tokyo in the film Pearl Harbor. It has the fifth-highest violent crime rate and highest rate of job loss among major American cities.

ANSWER: Oh, Carolina 

2. Shaggy's two Billboard numbers ones are "Angel" and this song about getting caught "butt naked / Banging on the bathroom floor" with the girl next door.
ANSWER: It Wasn't Me 

3. This duet with Janet Jackson can be found on Shaggy's album Hot Shot as well as on the soundtrack to How Stella Got Her Groove Back.

ANSWER: Black Lightning 

3. The real name of this leader of the team in X-Treme X-Men is Ororo Munroe.
ANSWER: Storm 

20. Name these artist or groups who, according to Billboard, are known for songs reaching #2 on the pop charts for the stated number of points.

1. (5) This artist holds the record for most #2 hits with six. Among this artist's bridesmaid hits - "Material Girl" and "Express Yourself."
ANSWER: Madonna Ciccone 

2. (10) This band has the most #2 hits without garnering a #1 hit. Among their five #2 hits were "Proud Mary," "Bad Moon Rising," and "Green River."
ANSWER: Credence Clearwater Revival (accept C-C-R) 

3. (15) Standing second to C-C-R for most #2 hits without a #1 is this jazz-pop group, whose three #2's include "You've Made Me So Very Happy" and "Spinning Wheel."
