Toss-Ups:

1) This man founded Electronic Data Systems and a company named after him. His business success enabled him to do many interesting things, like purchase the only original copy of the Magna Carta to ever leave England, but he is best known for his political interest. For 10 points, name this billionaire from Texas, presidential candidate in 1992 and 1996, founder of the Reform Party.

ANSWER: Henry Ross Perot
2) Born into a wealthy family in France in 1819, this painter began to establish his own unique style while copying paintings in the Louvre. His many depictions of commoners performing ordinary tasks led many critics to believe that he was a Marxist conspirator, and this growing suspicion eventually led to his exile from France in 1873. He established himself in the art world with such large paintings as The Painter’s Studio and The Stonebreakers. For ten points, name this outspoken French Realist, painter of Burial at Ornans. 

ANSWER: Gustave Courbet
3) In his self-titled chapter, he is described in terms of multiple contradictions.  He is handsome and unattractive, complacent and insecure, dashing and dejected.  He can only measure his success compared to others; everything is either a huge success or catastrophic defeat, a feather in his cap or a black eye.  For ten points, name this military officer and chief antagonist of Yossarian, who constantly raises the number of missions his men have to fly in Catch 22. 
ANSWER: Colonel Cathcart
4) This modern-day country is known for its snowy, cold winters and warm, dry summers. Its mountainous location in Western Europe and relative lack of arable land has resulted in its relative isolation from European affairs. It consists of a cluster of mountain valleys whose streams unite to form the Valira River. For ten points, name this tiny country, which, because of its location in the Pyrenees Mountains, was ruled under a co-principality between the French and the Spanish for 715 years.

ANSWER: The Principality of Andorra
5) According to myth, this man was among Agamemnon’s strongest supporters during the Trojan War. Although very old, he was still considered to be a formidable warrior and a prudent advisor. Unlike other Greek heroes, such as Odysseus, he was allowed by the gods to return safely to Greece because of his piety and wisdom, and he later aided Odysseus’s son Telemachus in his search for his father. For ten points, name this legendary king of Pylos.

ANSWER: Nestor
6) Born in Ohio in 1822, he began to practice law after graduating at the top of his class from Kenyon College in 1842 and from Harvard Law School in 1845. He served the Union during the Civil War as an officer, and he was wounded four times while rising to the rank of major general. For ten points, name this American statesman who became the nineteenth president of the United States after what was considered to be a very controversial election in 1876.

ANSWER: Rutherford B. Hayes
7) The name’s the same. One was a political scientist born in Des Moines, Iowa, author of The Theory of Political Coalitions, and a proponent of the use of game theory to enhance the study of politics. The other was born in Valdez, Alaska, in the year 2335, and rose to the rank of Captain in Starfleet, though he turned down captaincies of the Drake, Aries, and Melbourne before finally accepting command of the USS Titan. For 10 points, name these men, one of whom was Jean Luke Picard’s “Number 2”.

ANSWER: William Riker
8) Following the decisive victory at Agincourt in 1415, and the conquest of Normandy in 1419, King Henry V of England and Charles VI of France met in this city in 1420, nine years before the English surrendered it to Joan of Arc and France. For 10 points, Dauphin Charles was disinherited and Henry V was made Heir of France by the treaty signed in this city. 

ANSWER: Troyes
9) This opera, set in the tenth century, revolves around the disappearance of Duke Gottfried and the implication of his sister Elsa. Elsa’s honor is defended by a mysterious knight who defeats Count Telramund and wins Elsa’s hand in marriage. Upon their wedding, Elsa violates the condition he placed on her, asking his name. As a result, he leaves, but not before the swan who bore him into battle turned into Duke Gottfried. For 10 points, name the knight and you have named the opera, written by Wagner, which includes the Bridal Chorus.

ANSWER: Lohengrin
10) He deduced the inverse square law of electric force, which was independently discovered by Coulomb.  Incorrectly, he believed that all flammable material contains “phlogiston” and becomes its true form upon being burned.  Toward that end, he was the first to discover that water was a product of the combustion of gases, though Lavoisier took credit for it.  For ten points, name this Unitarian preacher and sympathizer with the French Revolution, who is most famous for his discovery of oxygen.  
ANSWER: Joseph Priestley
11) This philosopher pioneered nominalism and epistemology, believing that only individuals existed, whereas universals are only the products of abstraction and have no extra-mental existence. As a Franciscan friar, he was devoted to a life of poverty and minimalism, and he was imprisoned by Pope John XXII in 1324 on crimes of heresy.  He is quoted with saying “entities should not be multiplied unnecessarily,” which, for ten points, was the “razor” of what famous contributor to the field of logic? 
ANSWER: William of Ockham
12) Coming to the throne in 246 BC at the age of 13, his right to succession was challenged by allegations that he had actually been fathered by the prime minister Lü Buwei (LWEE BOO-WAY). After wresting power from his advisers, he began a 15-year campaign to conquer neighboring kingdoms and bring them all under a single writing and monetary system. Until recent years, he had been best known for a mausoleum, Legalist policies, and violent suppression of dissent. For ten points, name this first emperor of a united China seen most recently in movies such as The Emperor and the Assassin and Hero.

ANSWER: Qin Shihuangdi (Ch’in Shih huang ti) or First August Emperor or Ying Zheng
13) Poems of this nature share common strictures with haiku.  However, they lack a kigo, or word indicating what season the poem occurs in.  They also tend to focus on human nature rather than nature in general, and have an ironic or satiric tone.  For ten points, name this form of Japanese poetry, whose name loosely translated into English means “river willow.”

ANSWER: senryu

14) Born in 1934, this man began his playing career as a Philadelphia Eagle, having been drafted out of Duke in 1957. While he won an NFL championship with the Eagles, he did not play in the title game, serving as a backup to Norm Van Brocklin. In 1964, he was traded for a different Norm, Redskins quarterback Norm Snead. As Redskins QB, he won 2 NFL passing titles, but never won a Super Bowl. His lone playoff appearance was in a loss to the LA Rams in 1974. For 10 points, name this man, the last Redskin to wear number 9, who has served as a Redskins broadcaster since his retirement.

ANSWER: Sonny Jurgensen [Christian Adolph Jurgensens]

15) This medical process, a technique used in brain surgery, was originally practiced in Greco-Roman times but, after the fall of Rome, was believed to be lost in Europe until the thirteenth century. Evidence of its early use has also been found in South America and Africa.  FTP, this medical procedure, still used by some surgeons today, involves the removal of parts of the skull for the purpose of relieving pressure on the brain after a major injury to the head.

ANSWER: Trepanation or Trepanning
16) Originally from Pergamum, this philosopher and physician was among the first to disprove the Aristotelian idea that thought originates from the heart instead of the brain. He made this discovery while ligating the recurrent laryngeal nerves in livestock. He was appointed by Marcus Aurelius as the physician to his son Commodus. For ten points, name this ancient Roman physician who was a strong proponent of the Hippocratic writings and physician to gladiators.

ANSWER: Galen
17) Written in 1886, this novel’s titular setting was based on the town of Dorchester.  The life of the titular character falls apart when he is reunited with his wife, whom he gave away at a county fair while drunk.  The girl he assumes is his daughter falls in love with his assistant Donald, who in turn marries his former mistress.  Eventually, everyone but the girl, her real father, Newsome, and Donald die, too late to effect a reconciliation.  For ten points, name this Thomas Hardy novel.

ANSWER: The Mayor of Casterbridge

18) Born November 26, 1912, in Slatina, Romania, this playwright spent most of his childhood in France before returning to Romania to teach French.  He went back to France in 1938 to complete his doctoral thesis, but the outbreak of World War II caused him to postpone his return for the rest of his life.  For ten points, name this member of the Academie Francaise and prominent member of the “theater of the absurd,” author of The Bald Soprano, The Lesson, The Chairs, and Rhinoceros.

ANSWER: Eugène Ionesco

19) In December, 1944, American troops in the Ardennes region of eastern Belgium and northern Luxemburg were spread thin. They did not anticipate the upcoming German attack, but they held their ground nonetheless and, with the help of reinforcements, eventually emerged victorious. For ten points, name this bloody World War II battle that resulted in almost two hundred thousand total casualties and was punctuated by the Malmedy Massacre, during which 86 Americans were slain.

ANSWER: The Battle of the Bulge
20) The generating function for this attribute of numbers begins x + x^2 + x^4 + x^7.  The constant generated by interpreting the sequence of digits as a binary fraction is called the Thue-Morse constant.  It can be defined as the sum of the bits in the binary representation of an integer computed modulo 2.  The most important application is in data communications to ensure the validity of data.  This is, for ten points, what quality of integers being either odd or even?
ANSWER: Parity

21) Karl Marx’s theory for discussing the developments and changes in human history is known by this name. It encompasses economic, technological, and material developments, and is the basis for his development of socialism, as the projected natural result of the degeneration of capitalist society. Elements of this theory include the concepts of the mode of production, exploitation, surplus value, crises, overproduction, and commodity fetishism. For 10 points, name this theory, similar to, but not necessarily interchangeable with, Engels’ dialectical materialism.

ANSWER: Historical materialism
22) It was formed in 1919 by academics and industrialists. Now, it boasts 45 National Adhering Countries and 21 Associate National Adhering Countries.  It holds more than 25 specialized symposia each year and a biennial Congress, its next one to be held in Beijing in 2005.  This describes, for ten points, what organization, whose mission is to advance the worldwide aspects of the chemical sciences, as well to develop nomenclature standards for organic and inorganic chemicals?
ANSWER: IUPAC or International Union of Pure and Applied Chemistry
23) This saint, born in 1894, was a Franciscan friar from Poland, active in promoting the worship of the Virgin Mary. He also was an amateur radio operator, denouncing the Nazi movement on call letters SP3RN. In May of 1941, he was captured by the Nazis, and sent to Auschwitz. When one of his bunker mates disappeared, the Nazis chose 10 men to be starved to death. One of those ten begged for mercy, because he had a family. For 10 points, which saint volunteered to submit to the starvation in place of the other man, and was canonized October 10, 1982?

ANSWER: St. Maximilian Kolbe [accept St. Maximilian]

24) In this play, we follow four real estate salesmen, who have been pitted against each other in a contest. The supervisor, Williamson, has promised a Cadillac to the biggest seller, and will only keep the top two of his four salesmen. One of the four men carries out a plot to break into the office and steal the contracts, leaving the police to find out exactly who. The name of the actual thief, Levene, is revealed accidentally in, for 10 points, what play, a 1984 Pulitzer Prize winner by David Mamet?

ANSWER: Glengarry Glen Ross
25) Born in 1931, this Canadian author began writing at the age of 12, but her first published work would appear when she was 18, in the University of Western Ontario’s Folio. Contributing to a number of journals, including Chatelaine and the Tamarack Review, led to her publishing her first collection, Dance of the Happy Shades, in 1968, for which she won the Governor General’s Award for Fiction. She would win this award again in 1986 for The Progress of Love. For 10 points, name this author, winner of the Trillium book award in 1990 for Friend of My Youth.

ANSWER: Alice Munro
26) “To loving tension, no pension / To more than one dimension, / To starving for attention, / Hating convention, hating pretension / Not to mention of course, / Hating dear old mom and dad / To riding your bike, / Midday past the three piece suits / To fruits - to no absolutes - / To Absolut - to choice - / To the Village Voice - / To any passing fad / To being an us for once / Instead of a Them…” These lyrics are found in the song “La Vie Boheme”, which is found in, for 10 points, this musical, first performed in 1996, and written by the late Jonathan Larson.

ANSWER: Rent [Accept “La Vie Boheme” before it is mentioned in the question]

1) 30-20-10, name the Athenian statesman.

[30] This man is believed to have introduced ostracism, the forcible ejection of a too-powerful citizen. He retained his property, but could not return to the city.

[20] Among his reforms were the expansion of the Boule and the reorganization of Athens into 10 tribes, based on geography rather than familial relations.

[10] He came to power by overthrowing Hippias, son of Pisistratus, with the assistance of the Spartans.

ANSWER: Cleisthenes
2) Given the reaction, name the organic product, 10 points a piece: 
[10] Primary alcohol and oxygen
ANSWER: aldehyde
[10] Secondary alcohol and oxygen
ANSWER: ketone
[10] An alcohol and an organic acid
ANSWER: ester
3) For 10 points each, give the names of these 3 long-reigning Chinese emperors:

[10] In his 54 years in power, this Han Dynasty emperor promoted Confucianism and sent scouts to establish what would later be called the Silk Road.

ANSWER: Han Wudi (WOO-DEE) or Liu Che (LEE-YOU CHE)

[10] Coming to the throne at age 7, this half-Manchurian emperor is known for suppressing the revolt of the Three Feudatories in 1675 and annexing Taiwan in 1684 in his 61-year reign.

ANSWER: Kangxi (K’ANG-SHEE) or Xuanye (HSUAN-YEH)

[10] The longest-living emperor, he nominally abdicated after expanding the boundaries of 18th-century China to include Chinese Turkestan, Mongolia, and to some degree, Tibet.

ANSWER: Qianlong (CHIEN-LOONG) or Hongli (HONG-LEE)

ANSWER: Hall effect
[10] There is a change in frequency of emitted waves produced by motion of an emitting source relative to an observer.
ANSWER: Doppler effect

(FYI: In the book the scientist and the friend were named Victor Frankenstein and Henry Clerval, respectively. But in the movie, it became Henry Frankenstein and Victor Moritz.)

[10] This lake is the northernmost part of the United States, save Alaska. It cuts off part of Minnesota, a part which can only be accessed by boat or by passing into Canada.

ANSWER: Lake of the Woods
[10] This mountain rises above Owens Valley, California. It is the tallest mountain in that state.

ANSWER: Mount Whitney
[10] This river rises in the Allegheny Mountains in West Virginia, and is one of the Three Rivers referenced in the name of Pittsburgh’s old stadium, along with the Allegheny and Ohio.

ANSWER: 1973 [5 points: 1971 – 1975]

[10] The Battle of Leyte Gulf, the largest naval battle in history, begins.

ANSWER: 1944 [5: 1942 – 1946]

[10] Robert Walpole declares war on Spain, beginning the War of Jenkins’ Ear.

ANSWER: 1739 [5: 1737 – 1741]

20) 30-20-10, name the opera from clues.

[30] This opera, in two acts and a prologue, premiered in Milan in 1892, and centers around Canio, who suspects his wife Nedda of cheating on him.

[20] Canio, chief of a traveling comedy troupe, stabs his wife and her lover Silvio while in costume for the play. It is from his costume that the play takes its name.

[10] This work, best known of Ruggiero Leoncavallo’s, features the famous aria ”Recitar/Vesti la giubba”.

ANSWER: Il Pagliacci (The Clowns)

21) 30-20-10, name this historical figure.

[30] His greatest achievement was the conquest of China, when he put an end to the Song Dynasty.

[20] His empire was separated into four khanates, including the Golden Horde, which ruled Russia.

[10] He is equally well known for his appearance in a Samuel Taylor Coleridge poem fragment, in which his name was spelled incorrectly.

ANSWER: Kublai Khan (accept Kubla Khan)

22) 30-20-10. Name this eminent scientist given the following information.

[30] He was born in Potsdam, Germany, in 1821, and died in Berlin, Germany, in 1894.

[20] His most influential works include 1867’s Treatise on Physiological Optics and 1877’s On the Sensations of Tone.

[10] This physicist, biologist, mathematician, physician, and psychologist is considered a pioneer in numerous scientific fields, and he is especially known for his work with acoustics and for his extension of Thomas Young’s theory of color vision.

ANSWER: Hermann von Helmholtz
