Description: None of those wimpy -isms for you!  Every answer in this packet contains or alludes to a real or fictional person or place.
Tossups 

1. The founder of this dynasty was supposedly killed when his doctors gave him mercury-containing pills thinking they would make him immortal.  The area ruled by this dynasty was divided into 36 commanderies and each was subdivided into counties.  The last ruler of this dynasty, Er Shi, was overthrown just four years after its greatest emperor, which also happened to be its founder.  FTP, identify this short-lived dynasty that managed to burn a bunch of books and build a Great Wall under Shi Huang Di.


Answer: Qin Dynasty  

2. One of the main characters suggests “Let’s hang ourselves immediately!” after being informed it would give him an erection, and remarks of a carrot, “Funny, the more you eat the worse it gets”.  “The Hard Stool” and “The Scapegoat’s Agony” are two guessed titles of a dance called “The Net”, and one character goes into a nonsensical tirade starting “Given the existence as uttered forth in the public works of Puncher and Wattmann of a personal God quaquaquaqua” when asked to think.  The stage direction “[All four wear bowlers]” is given well after any of those characters appear; along with Boy, they are the only characters in the play.  FTP, identify this play in which Estragon and Vladimir pass time.


Answer: Waiting for Godot or En Attendant Godot
3. The impetus behind the rest of this story’s plot lies in the “loss of several thousand dollars, two valuable horses, and a prominent citizen.”  Two characters liven things up using an accordion and bone castanets, and later through the recitation of Pope’s translation of the Iliad in Sandy Bar vernacular.  Those characters, Tom Simson and his fiancée Piney Woods, are not part of the title group; that group includes “Duchess”, “Mother Shipton,” and “Uncle Billy”, and a man who “struck a streak of bad luck on the 23rd of November, 1850” and committed suicide two weeks later.  FTP, identify this last appearance of John Oakhurst in Bret Harte’s short stories, about a group of citizens being exiled from the title city.


Answer: “The Outcasts of Poker Flat”

4. The force by this name is dependent on r to the negative thirteenth and negative seventh powers.  Despite being modeled better by an exponential function, the potential by this name got the exponents in its equation due to practicality.  The energy constant or well depth is represented by epsilon in the equation for both the force and potential, and the diameter of the atom by a lowercase sigma.  Also called the “12-6” potential, FTP, name this empirical function used as an ideal model for all interatomic electrical interactions, named after a British chemist.


Answer: Lennard-Jones potential or force
5. Name’s the same.  The construction of the rules by this name become increasingly difficult in higher dimensions as they require solving a larger number of nonlinear algebraic moment equations.  Legendre’s name is often added to them because the points used to estimate quadrature are the zeros of the Legendre Polynomials.  There are two laws by this name. One states that the divergence of the electric field is proportional to the charge density; the other states that the divergence of the magnetic field is zero.  FTP, give this name of a mathematician who also lends his name to a unit equal to ten to the minus fourth teslas.


Answer: Gauss
6. The youngest one of them holds the record among them for doing a certain deed with four.  Those who never did do that deed include one whose character landed in a pool after defenestration and one who played jailbait despite being 23.  “That deed” was filming the prelude to/aftermath of a sex scene with one of five actors, and the number of them is sure to increase this fall with Daniel Craig becoming the sixth actor to pretend to shag one.  FTP, give this term for the actresses appearing in a certain film series based on Ian Fleming’s best-known creation.


Answer: Bond Girls

7. Part II of this story details the main character’s encounter with a spy; the reader is left to assume based on part I that the character did attempt to “elude the picket post and perhaps get the better of the sentinel” but ultimately failed.  The opening paragraph of part III ends with the main character thinking “I will not be shot; that is not fair”, only to attempt escape and somehow elude myriad volleys of gunfire on his way back home to his wife.  As soon as he is about to touch her, everything goes black and it is obvious he imagined the entire part.  FTP, identify this Ambrose Bierce short story about the hanging of Peyton Farquhar at the title Alabama location.


Answer: “An Occurrence at Owl Creek Bridge”

8. One of its provisions allowed a certain group of people to congregate to figure out how much it was going to be taxed.  It was signed after the defeat of the Duke of Mercouer, and one of its main objectives was to stop the dragonnades.  Its first article states that “everything done by one party or the other, between March 1585 and our accession to the crown…remain obliterated and forgotten”, but Catholic opposition insured that never happened, and in 1685 it was abolished.  FTP, identify this granting of religious toleration to Huguenots by Henry IV at the namesake city in 1598.


Answer: Edict of Nantes
9. Built near the Square of the Knights of the Cross, it was commissioned by its namesake in the mid-14th-century. Construction was started by Master Otto, and either he or Petr Parler, who completed it, supposedly mixed egg yolks into its mortar to strengthen it.  In 1464 King George of Podebrady commissioned the tallest of the towers on its Mala Strana side.   In 1683 a statue of St. John of Nepomuk, who was supposedly thrown from it, was added, while its first real landmark was a wooden crucifix with part of Isaiah 6:3 written in gold Hebrew letters.  Called “Stone Bridge” or “Prague Bridge” until 1870, FTP, identify this bridge crossing the Vltava, a well-known Czech landmark.


Answer: Charles IV Bridge or Karluv Most
10. Schumann, Liszt and Brahms also wrote pieces using the same theme as this piece, on which the composer worked with Fokine to turn into a ballet.  The composer uses the same plainchant used in Totentanz and Danse Macabre as his counter-melody, which first appears in variation 7.  Its composer’s opus 43 and last work performed in public in his presence, it premiered in 1934 with Leopold Stokowski’s Philadelphia Orchestra.  The emotional height of this piece is widely considered to be variation 18 of the theme, a violin caprice in A Minor.  FTP, identify this “Rhapsody” by Sergei Rachmaninoff.


Answer: Rhapsody on a Theme of Paganini
11. This novel starts out in St. Petersburg and the protagonist initially attempts to go to Cairo.  The person masquerading as Sid reveals the deus ex machina after a botched rescue attempt leads to his being shot in the leg.  Other plot points include four claimants to the treasure of Peter Wilks; the protagonist faking his own death and hiding on Jackson’s Island; and a silly feud between the Grangerfords and the Shepherdsons.  FTP, identify this supposed sequel to The Adventures of Tom Sawyer that sees Tom’s mischievous friend get himself into and out of all sorts of trouble.


Answer: The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn
12. Three lines in this poem are parenthetical.  Two of them discuss what other people will say; the other, “(But in the lamplight, downed with light brown hair!)” describes white, bare, braceleted arms.  The couplet “In the room the women come and go/Talking of Michelangelo” is the only repeated stanza.  The title character affirms that he is not Hamlet but rather “Almost, at times, the Fool” and questions whether he dares to eat a peach.  FTP, what is this T. S. Eliot poem about a man who has “measured out [his] life in coffee spoons”?


Answer: “The Love Song of J. Alfred Prufrock
13. Ukrainians see this as the point at which western Ukraine truly became part of the Ukraine state.  It came about after the ouster of Maxim Litvinov, who was frustrated in his negotiations by Polish refusal to allow anything in the Kresy region.  Although it was initially just a seven-year trade agreement, additional parts were added on August 24.  Hans von Herwarth warned Charles Bohlen about these new, secret parts, but the U.S. did nothing, and the Soviet Union denied their existence until 1988.  Perhaps most famous for using the Narev, San, and Vistula Rivers to partition Poland, FTP, identify this infamous 1939 Non-Aggression Pact.

Answer: Molotov-von Ribbentrop Pact or Hitler-Stalin Non-Aggression Pact (prompt on “Nazi-Soviet Non-Aggression Pact”, as that is a right answer but doesn’t fit the theme)

14. They form right before the formation of the flap intermediate, and important proteins in their synthesis are p180, p70, and p49.  They begin to form when pol delta binds to E2N1-activated PCNA, and they are joined together right after FEN-1 removes the flap intermediate by DNA Ligase 1.  With an average length of 100 nucleotides, FTP, identify these short segments of DNA on the lagging strand.


Answer: Okazaki fragments
15. One member of this group rose to prominence after Charles De Kay wrote a critical praise of him under the pseudonym Henry Eckford.  Two others are best known for works inspired by their trips to Brazil and Ecuador.  The only native European was known for his depictions of the American West, and was rivaled only by fellow member Frederic Church for his New World landscapes.  Asher Durand became the most prominent member of this group after founder Thomas Cole died.  FTP, what was this school of landscape painting based in New York?


Answer: Hudson River School

16. It is only found as an untitled piece in the Codex Wormanius, with an attached piece of parchment giving it the name by which it is now known.  Based on the last stanza, Mogk argues that it was composed in honor of either Gorm the Old or Harald Bluetooth, but the rest of the poem indicates the author probably wasn’t Danish.  Although the original author probably had Odin in mind when he wrote it, a thirteenth-century annotator identifies its title character with Heimdall.  The title character embraces the hospitality of Ai and Edda, Afi and Amma, and Fathir and Mothir; each of the women gives birth to a child nine months after he leaves.  FTP, name this song about the father of all men.


Answer: Song of Rig or Rigsthula
17. Name’s the same.  A Rammstein song mentions Coca-Cola and Wonderbra before claiming “We’re all living in” this title location.  The second episode of this 1980s television show featured the Lincoln Week Parade.  A short story by this name features a drunk vomiting down an elevator shaft at the Hotel Occidental; that work, subtitled “The Man Who Disappeared”, is one of three Kafka works Kundera suggests critics pay too much attention to.  FTP, give this name, the corrupted or German spelling of a land that Bates claimed was “Beautiful”.


Answer: Amerika (accept America, not like anyone’s going to pronounce it differently)

18. This company’s website proved to be a rabbit hole that drew alternate reality gamers to other sites such as retrievers of truth dot com, while decompiling a swf file on the website directed players to family track dot net.  The decompiled flash was titled Joop_2, after a long-lived orangutan being examined by this group.  Spokesman Hugh McIntyre once appeared on Jimmy Kimmel Live, and it now appears that Thomas Mittelwerk’s usurpation of power caused many of the problems.  Founded by a Alvar, FTP, what is this foundation behind the Dharma Initiative on Lost?


Answer: The Hanso Foundation

19. In 2002 the BBC attempted to replicate this experiment under more controlled conditions and came to the opposite conclusion.  One of the participants explained “I’m the gimmick that makes it cute”.  The principal investigator called the subject of it “failed socio-political experiments”.  His future wife encountered a “charming, funny, smart” man and watched his transformation into “John Wayne”, complete with fake Southern accent, while he was on his guard shift in the basement of Jordan Hall.  FTP, identify this experiment in social dynamics conducted by Philip Zimbardo at the namesake institution of higher learning.


Answer: Stanford Prison Experiment

20. About a month after this bill passed in the Senate, the New York Tribune printed a Manifesto by its co-sponsors claiming that “A more studied outrage on the legislative authority of the people has never been perpetrated,” after the president failed to approve the bill.  Passed in response to the Proclamation of Amnesty and Reconstruction, it required fifty percent of eligible voters in the previous election to swear that they had never “taken up arms against the Union” or “had the slightest thought in [their] imagination of being disloyal to the Union”, which became the so-called Ironclad Oath.  FTP, identify this 1864 Congressional Reconstruction Plan.


Answer: Wade-Davis Bill

21. A legend said this song’s writer planned to give his inspiration a copy of the song with a rose but never followed through.  Throughout the introduction and verses the chords are D for 1 beat, A for 1 beat, B minor for 2 beats, G for 1 beat, A for 1 beat, D for 2 beats, repeat for the next line.  In the bridge, the narrator is “lookin’ in the mirror all the time, wondering what she don’t see in me” and asks “Ain’t that the way love’s supposed to be?”  The best-known question, shouted at the end of the chorus, is “Where can I find a woman like that?”  Stating that “I want to make her mine”, FTP, Rick Springfield’s number 1 hit is about what significant other of a friend?


Answer: “Jessie’s Girl”

Bonuses - People and Places
1. Name these Supreme Court cases named after a person and a state given part of the decision.  FTPE:

(10) The Marshall Court ruled that states can’t tax federal banks, which are indeed constitutional.


Answer: McCulloch v. Maryland
(10) Morrison Waite’s majority decision said that states may regulate the use of private property “when such regulation becomes necessary for the public good.”  The case involved regulation of grain warehouses and grain elevators.


Answer: Munn v. Illinois
(10) Rehnquist dissented on this case, but William Brennan’s majority opinion held that flag burning is upheld by the First Amendment.


Answer: Texas v. Johnson
2. Answer some questions about the voicework of Frankie Muniz, FTPE:

(10) In 2001 Frankie guest starred as Thelonius on this show’s episode “Trilogy of Error”.  The episode involves three separate problems for three members of the title family.


Answer: “The Simpsons”

(10) Frankie voiced a boy bear cub in this sequel named after Hugh Lofting’s title animal whisperer.


Answer: Dr. Doolittle 2
(10) The third part of this was supposed to be on Racing Stripes, but then I realized Stripes wasn’t really a person, so you can just name the TV show in which Frankie provides voice-over when the title character he plays looks back on some of the stupid stuff he or his family has done.


Answer: “Malcolm in the Middle” 

3. Several colonies were named after people or places.  Given the modern-day country, identify the colonial name FTPE.

(10) Ghana


Answer: Gold Coast
(10) Burkina Faso.  Part of French West Africa, it was named after a river running through it.


Answer: Upper Volta
(10) Both Zambia and Zimbabwe were part of this colony named after a diamond magnate.


Answer: Rhodesia
4. Identify these baseball terms FTPE.

(10) A specific form of “The Yips” applying only to pitchers, players rumored to have suffered from this colossal inability to find the strike zone include Mark Wohlers, Billy Wagner, and most definitely Rick Ankiel.


Answer: Steve Blass Syndrome or Steve Blass Disease
(10) George Brett claims to have come up for this term for a .215 batting average; however, Sports Illustrated claims it was Tom Paciorek and Bruce Bochte, and the batting average has been rounded down to .200


Answer: Mendoza Line

(10) Including such phrases as the “Youth of America” and “worm killer”, and dozens of timeless quotes, this was the immortal butchering of English by a manager best known for his work with the ‘50’s Yankees and the ‘60’s Mets.


Answer: Stengelese
5. You knew it’d be coming.  Scales measuring things.  FTPE:

(10) This scale rates earthquakes on a scale of I to XII (1 to 12) based on how much damage they cause.


Answer: Mercalli scale

(10) This thing rates tornadoes on a scale of zero to five based on wind speed, but probably also on how much damage they cause.


Answer: Fujita-Pearson scale

(10) This scale rates hurricanes on wind speed, storm surge, and surface pressure, but also on how much damage they cause.


Answer: Saffir-Simpson scale

6. Scientists do experiments.  Sometimes famous ones get named after them.  FTPE:

(10) This 1887 experiment proved the non-existence of ether using an interferometer.


Answer: Michelson-Morley
(10) This experiment fired slow moving electrons at a crystalline nickel target. The angular dependence of the reflected electron intensity was measured, and was determined to have the same diffraction pattern as those predicted by Bragg for X-Rays.

Answer: Davisson-Germer
(10) This experiment didn’t make much sense until the suggestion of electron spin, but the splitting of a beam of silver atoms into two beams by an inhomogeneous magnetic field did disprove the classical theory of the atom.


Answer: Stern-Gerlach 

7. Yes, I’m about to inflict even more American literature on you.  Call it payback for Ray’s Brit Lit packet.  Poe poems about women FTPE.

(10) The title character “hath ‘gone before’, with Hope, that flew beside” and is now a soul floating on the Stygian River.  This poem also names the narrator’s lost love in “The Raven”.


Answer: “Lenore”

(10) This poem tells the title character, “Thy Naiad airs have brought me home/To the glory that was Greece/And the grandeur that was Rome”.


Answer: “To Helen”

(10) “It was many and many a year ago/In a kingdom by the sea/That a maiden there lived whom you may know” by this name.


Answer: Annabel Lee
8. A bunch of treaties are named after places.  Name these involving Napoleon FTPE.

(10) Britain requested this 1802 treaty exchanging most of the West Indies, Ceylon, and Egypt for the Two Sicilies and the Papal States.  It lasted less than a year.


Answer: Amiens
(10) This 1809 treaty was imposed on Austrian emperor Francis I and ceded Austria’s Adriatic coastline to France, as well as giving up a bunch of other territory.


Answer: Schonbrunn
(10) Name either the 1797 treaty between Austria and France or the 1801 treaty that reaffirmed Austria’s commitment to those terms in exchange for minor compensation and the restoration of the King of Naples.


Answer: Campo Formio or Luneville
9. Name these forms of sonnets from rhyme scheme FTPE.

(10) ABBAABBA CDECDE or ABBAABBA CDCDCD; either way, it’s divided into an octave and a sextet.


Answer: Petrarchan or Italian sonnet

(10) ABAB CDCD EFEF GG; three quatrains and a heroic couplet, but none of the quatrains have to have any rhymes with each other.


Answer: Shakespearean or English sonnet

(10) ABAB BCBC CDCD EE; a stricter form of the English sonnet.


Answer: Spenserian sonnet

10. Name these Dickens novels FTPE.

(10) This historical work set in 1780 concerns the murder of Reuben Haredale.  Other characters include Dennis the hangman, Dolly Varden, and the titular half-wit.


Answer: Barnaby Rudge
(10) The title character becomes infatuated with Little Em’ly, marries Dora, and finally finds true love with Agnes.


Answer: David Copperfield
(10) Prominent suspects in this unfinished murder mystery are the orphan Neville Landless and the victim’s uncle, John Jasper.


Answer: The Mystery of Edwin Drood
11. Name these places in the Americas named after people.  FTPE:

(10) Known variously as La Plata, Charcas, or Ciudad Blanca, the name by which most people know this Bolivian capital is the same as the “Marshal of Ayacucho” they renamed Chuquisaca after.


Answer: Sucre
(10) This populous Maryland town was named after founders George and Cecil Calvert.


Answer: Baltimore
(10) Cities in both Washington and British Columbia are named for this explorer of Puget Sound and the Strait of Juan de Fuca.


Answer: Vancouver
12. Name these bands named after cities FTPE.

(10) Their biggest hit, featured on their album Count Three and Pray, may be better known as the love theme from Top Gun.  The music video shows lead singer Terri Nunn walking between parts of a plane, when Top Gun clips aren’t shown.


Answer: Berlin
(10) Their most recent album was 2002’s Corporate America, but their earlier hits like “Peace of Mind” and “More Than a Feeling” are better known.


Answer: Boston
(10) This band’s name followed by a number went on just about every single one of their albums.  Their early hits were a hard jazz-rock style, but they switched to softer ballads like “Hard to Say I’m Sorry” while reinventing themselves after the death of founder Terry Kath.


Answer: Chicago or Chicago Transit Authority 

13. Bears fans started tradecade.com, the “original sports hate site”, to get rid of quarterback Cade McNown, but firing coaches is more fun.  Identify these sites hating on college football coaches FTPE:

(10) The one that started it all.  Put up almost immediately after Florida announced Steve Spurrier’s successor, the site, and a loss to Mississippi State, worked: he’s now at Illinois.


Answer: www.fireronzook.com
(10) Now just one of those unclaimed sites with sponsored results for things like “Thomas the Train”, “Guapa”, and “Wiggles”, this was a big site back when Penn State’s geezer coach couldn’t make a bowl game.


Answer: www.joepamustgo.com
(10) This site is sure to get a lot of hits in the near future, as despite a total shakeup of assistant coaches, his team still looks horrible.  The melee with FIU won’t help him any.


Answer: www.sackcoker.com
14. Hooray for fake science.  Name some animals FTPE.

(10) Our entire scientific knowledge about this aquatic herbivore comes from the St. Peter’s naturalist.  Stupid Russians killed them all before anyone else could get a good investigation going.


Answer: Steller’s sea cow
(10) This is the tallest and arguably most recognizable of the animals Romans called hippotigris.  They’re named after the French president who received the first specimens known to modern Europeans.


Answer: Grevy’s zebra
(10) There are 13 species of them in the Galapagos and 1 species on Cocos Island.  David Lack popularized the term for these birds that supposedly best exemplify the evolutionary process.


Answer: Darwin’s finches
15. Tariffs.  Yippie.  FTPE:

(10) This 1890 tariff added some items to the duty-free list but increased duties to an average of 48 percent.  It proved disastrous and led to the defeat of several prominent supporters in 1892.


Answer: McKinley tariff

(10) It decreased the McKinley tariff’s rates, but one of the more than 600 amendments proposed by its Senate sponsor imposed a 40 percent duty on imported sugar.  It may be better known for the portion that called for a two percent income tax.


Answer: Wilson-Gorman tariff

(10) This steep increase from the Fordney-McCumber tariff went from moderate reform to increasingly protectionist due to lobbyists’ influence on its House sponsor; its Senate sponsor managed to remove some of the most blatantly protectionist measures.


Answer: Hawley-Smoot tariff (or Smoot-Hawley, I’ve heard both)

16. Stuff Ancient Greeks named after places.  FTPE:

(10) One notable part of this ritual of a cult of Demeter was the hurling of obscenities at young mustes, women on their way from Athens to the location of this important festival.


Answer: Eleusinian Mysteries
(10) These actual contests, first in singing, then later other artistic endeavors and women’s events, were named after the oracle of Apollo based their, or alternatively the snake he killed to gain the oracle.


Answer: Pythian or Delphic Games

(10) This was the original thing that got into a city’s system and took it down from within.  Luckily for the Greeks it was Odysseus and not Sir Bedivere that thought it up.


Answer: Trojan Horse
17. Curves on women are good.  Curves on tossups are bad.  Curves on economics bonuses are named after economists.  FTPE:

(10) This curve represents income inequality along with the Gini Coefficient, which can be read from it.  A straight line represents perfect equality.


Answer: Lorenz Curve

(10) This curve named after a USC professor, explained tax revenue as a function of tax rate and was important to supply-side economics.  Much like most things involving USC and Republicans, it’s since been roundly mocked.


Answer: Laffer Curve

(10) This curve demonstrates the inverse relationship between inflation and unemployment.  Stated simply, the lower the unemployment in an economy, the higher the rate of change in wages paid to labor in that economy.

Answer: Phillips Curve

18. Works of Latin American literature FTPE.

(10) The narrator in this work imagines that the title figure finished writing a certain already-written book and that he is reading the book “as if [the title figure] had conceived it.”


Answer: Pierre Menard, Author of Don Quixote or Pierre Menard, autor del Quijote

(10) This two-part epic poem by Jose Hernandez is one of the premier and best-known examples of gaucho literature.


Answer: Martin Fierro
(10) This Fuentes work in first, second, and third person point of view chronicles the rise of a revolutionary to a wealthy businessman through the last thoughts of that dying businessman.


Answer: The Death of Artemio Cruz or La Muerte de Artemio Cruz
19. Name these paintings depicting places FTPE.

(10) The mirror in this last major Manet painting does not accurately reflect the bowl of oranges, bottle, or woman behind the counter at the titular place.


Answer: “A Bar at the Folies-Bergère”

(10) Toulouse-Lautrec added himself and a taller cousin to the background of this work whose foreground sees a bunch of glum-looking men and women sitting at a table at a now-famous Parisian nightclub.


Answer: “At the Moulin Rouge”

(10) Starting in 1892 Monet painted a series of about 30 works that all started with the same title.  Name the title and you name his subject, a church in a French city.


Answer: Rouen Cathedral or La cathédrale de Rouen
20. Name these massacres FTPE.

(10) Only Hugh Montgomery, who was later revealed to have started it, and Matthew Killroy were convicted, both of manslaughter, in the 1770 slaying of five men in the namesake city.


Answer: Boston Massacre

(10) The press combined the name of the field in which this 1819 massacre took place with a famous earlier battle to give this Manchester massacre its name.


Answer: Peterloo Massacre

(10) At the court-martial for his involvement in a massacre at this village, Lt. William Calley claimed he had been ordered to carry it out by Captain Ernest Medina.


Answer: My Lai Massacre

21. O-Chem Reactions.  Double the Fun!  FTPE:

(10) This reaction uses hydrazine in basic solution to reduce aldehydes and ketones to alkanes.


Answer: Wolff-Kishner
(10) The main components of the alkylation of this name are an arene, an alkyl halide or alkene, and a Lewis acid catalyst.  Because of the possibility of polyalkylation, sometimes the acylation by this name is used.


Answer: Friedel-Crafts
(10) This is the term for any reaction between a diene and a dienophile to produce a compound with an unsaturated six-membered ring.


Answer: Diels-Alder
22. Terms from Game Theory FTPE.

(10) This is a pair of strategies (s,t) such that s is a best response to t and t is a best response to s.  Hint: it’s an equilibrium named after a mathematician.


Answer: Nash equilibrium

(10) Although econ textbooks appear to use this term liberally, my textbook claims it’s “a Nash equilibrium in a game of imperfect information that emerges after the incomplete information structure has been completed.”  It’s named after a guy whose theorem you learned in probability.


Answer: Bayesian equilibrium

(10) This algorithm can be used to find the outcome of any game assuming the players always make their optimum move.  Its namesake also did a bunch of work in set theory and has some axioms named after him and Fraenkel.


Answer: Zermelo’s algorithm 
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
