1. In his most recent work, the narrator has a leaky house, has just received a cat for his birthday, and is known for his regular if unimpressive news column. That narrator celebrates his ninetieth birthday with a young prostitute in this author’s Memories of My Melancholy Whores. Another work told of a kindly, subversive physician and the corrupt, traitorous businessman Don Sabas, who is godfather to the title character’s dead son, the owner of a prizefighting cock. FTP, name this author of No One Writes to the Colonel, The General in His Labyrinth, and Chronicle of a Death Foretold.

ANSWER: Gabriel Garcia Marquez
2. He has a penchant for singing a mixture of Israeli labor songs mixed with nonsense words, and his idol is Corky Bootchik, singer of “Bing Bang.” Like Chris Frankel, he refers to African-Americans as “chocolate face,” and he got the Oklahoma City council to observe ten minutes of silence for the fictional “Kishniev Massacre.” The son of a woman who “wishes she was raped by someone else” and brother to a girl who was “voted by Almaty chamber of commerce ‘best sex in the mouth’”, FTP name this singer/journalist who in, “In My Country There is a Problem” asked audience members to throw the Jew down the well, a Kazakhi alter-ego of Sacha Baron Cohen.

ANSWER: Borat Sagdiyev [prompt on Sacha Baron Cohen]
3. Dissipation by internal conversion in this process is prevented by the fixed orientation of pheophytin, which in purple bacteria connects directly to bilaterally symmetric menaquinone, which is attached to a nonheme iron and a diffusible quinone. That quinone undergoes the Q cycle with the bc1 complex, while cytochrome c2 returns to the RC that bleaches at 870 nm. In green sulfur bacteria, excitons from antenna molecules causing charge separation in the 840 reaction center can cause flow into ferredoxin, which reduces NAD. It takes place in chloroplasts, and uses a proton gradient to generate ATP. FTP, name this first set of reactions in photosynthesis.
ANSWER: photophosphorylation or light reactions [prompt on photosynthesis]
4. Suggestions that the frame of this work was also the work of the subject have been disproved. The reflection of the room’s light can be seen to the left of the subject’s left hand, and his right hand rests below his chin to suggest thought. The left side of his face is covered by shadow, excepting his eye, and his linen shirt is loose, his gold-buttoned jacket undone. His eye points towards three tools including a pick. The aforementioned light comes from a teapot, and that, combined with the tools, suggests the job of the subject. FTP, name this J. S. Copley portrait of a silversmith and founding father.

ANSWER: Paul Revere
5. In addition to writing “Jock of Hazelden,” he left Il Bizarro incomplete at his death, and his son-in-law heavily corrected his tale of the first Crusaders amidst the court of Alexius Comnenus, Count Robert of Paris. He wrote that “Lindesay at the ring rides well, but … the wine will chide, If tis not fill’d by Rosabelle” in “The Lay of the Last Minstrel.”, and he was posthumously savaged in a biography by his friend James Hogg, whose own Brownie of Bodsbeck was seen as a rip-off of this man’s Tale of Old Mortality. FTP, name this man who created Henry Gow and Catherine Glover in The Fair Maid of Perth as well as Rose Bradwardine in Rob Roy. 

ANSWER: Sir Walter Scott
6. Earley's algorithm and Valiant's algorithm are improvements on the "O" of "n cubed" algorithm for building acceptors for its language using dynamic programming, a method called Couke-Younger-Kasami. It has inherently ambiguous languages, and can be converted efficiently to Chomsky and Greibach normal forms. Its language is accepted by an unbounded stack-based nondeterministic finite state automaton, and it consists of variable, start, and terminal symbols, along with a set of production rules. Accepting a superset of regular languages and a subset of sensitive languages, FTP, name this grammar based on neighbor-independent rewrites.

ANSWER: context free grammar

7. He attempted to save Richard Montgomery’s dead body while serving under Benedict Arnold in the March to Quebec, and he eventually became an aide to Israel Putnam after George Washington kicked this man off of his staff for being a nuisance. He was able to defeat incumbent Philip Schuyler for a Senate seat after George Clinton made him New York’s attorney general in 1789, but his attempt to win higher office was marred by confusion and led to the adoption of the Twelfth Amendment. His downfall came after James Wilkinson betrayed his conspiracy to form a western American empire, and he became the first-ever sitting vice-president to shoot somebody. FTP, name this man who was arrested for treason shortly after the end of his tenure in the Thomas Jefferson administration and his victorious duel with Alexander Hamilton.

ANSWER: Aaron Burr
8. J. D. Jackson showed that it can become bound to alpha particles, and Sakharov and Frank formulated its ability to catalyze fusion. It has large isotope effects, and Richtmyer showed that it makes up half of the cosmic radiation. It can decay into an electron or positron, plus various neutrinos, and can act as a nucleus when bound to an electron. With a decay time of 2.2 microseconds, it was discovered by Neddermeyer and Anderson and mistakenly named a meson. Product of the decay of charged pions, with which it was at first confused, it is more massive than the electron and less massive than the tauon. FTP identify this lepton named for the 12th letter in the Greek alphabet.

ANSWER: muon
9. Its newspaper was called the Argus and was edited by Edwin Crosdail and Samuel Talcott. Originally known as the Holy Alliance, it was associated with the Bucktail faction of the Democratic Party, and Thurlow Weed gave it its name. Consisting of men such as John Dix, Silas Wright, and William Marcy, it was formed to oppose DeWitt Clinton. FTP, name this New York political faction formed by Martin Van Buren and named for the state capital.

ANSWER: Albany Regency
10. Attractions on its shores include the Rossetti Beach, Fisk Quarry, and Eagle Mountains. Extending southward from Missisquoi Bay to the Richelieu River, it is paralleled by Lake George on the southwest. It contains the islands of La Motte and Grande Isle, and the ports of Burlington and Port Henry lie on its shores in a valley between the Green and Adirondack Mountains. It empties into the St. Lawrence Seaway near Whitehall, New York. FTP, identify this lake sometimes called the sixth Great Lake. 

ANSWER: Lake Champlain
11. The end of this work instructs the reader to proclaim the fifty names of its protagonist, who overthrows two parents and their son, Mummu. One story portrayed in it is that of a bird who steals the Tablets of Destiny after which the animal is killed and the tablets are given to the antagonist's consort. That consort is eventually defeated by the hero who is often accompanied by a snake-dragon and whose name may mean "bull calf of the sun." Taking its name from its first words meaning, "when on high," this work is hypothesized to have been the source of Genesis. FTP, name this creation myth found at the library of Ashurbanipal and centering on Marduk. 
ANSWER: Enuma Elish
12. In addition to The Cultural Life of Modern America, he wrote of the fertile Lolla in The Ring is Closed and the guilty Edevart in Vagabonds. Better known is a work that features a note containing two green feathers, a two-part story that tells of the romance of Edvarda Mack with the ultimately murdered Thomas Glahn. FTP, name this man who wrote of a narrator who was mistakenly given five crowns when trying to buy a candle on credit, which he uses to buy a steak to alleviate the title condition, the author of “Pan,” “Growth of the Soil,” and “Hunger.”

ANSWER: Knut Hamsun
13. The obiter dicta, which is a derivative of this, is not supposed to carry judicial or theological weight among non-accepters, which is in contrast to the Qudsi version of this concept. Six compilations of these came to be formulated by the year 1000, largely due to the initial work of biographer Ibn Ishaq, compiler al-Muwatta, and the hardline Sunni Muhammed ash-Shaf’i. In discussing content, there is the matn, which is the essence, and the isnad, which is the chain of delineation, and is similar to the rabbinic delineation tradition laid out in Pirkei Avot. Key in this isnad is the ability to connect it with a companion of the prophet. FTP, identify this Islamic codex which takes its name from the Arabic for “to happen” and collects incidents and sayings from the life of Muhammed.
ANSWER: Hadith
14. This type of trans-selective reaction is stereospecific for E/Z stereoisomers depending on which diastereomer acts as substrate. Possessing an anti transition state holding together a hydrogen and a leaving group, it proceeds in one-step to deprotonate an adjacent carbon, remove the leaving group, and rehybridize the reacting center from sp3 to sp2. Favored when the nucleophile is sterically hindered, it takes place in strong bases. Governed by Hofmann and Saytzev rules, it competes with SN2 in primary haloalkanes and with E1 in tertiary haloalkanes. FTP, name this 2nd-order reaction mechanism that turns a single bond to a double bond.

ANSWER: bimolecular elimination or E2
15. A story by this author focuses on an argument over who is the biggest drunk on the title street that involves the son of Papa Orlove. In addition to writing “A Bottle of Milk for Mother” and “How the Devil Came Down Division Street,” this man appeared in two Philip Kaufman films, writing his own dialogue in “Goldstein.” Kaufmann took the title for his next film from the protagonist of one of this man’s major works, a character with “buffalo eyes and a square face,” who plays jazz drums, won the Purple Heart, and killed Louie to feed a morphine addiction. FTP, name this author who created sexual athletes Dove and Terasina in A Walk on the Wild Side, as well as Frankie Machine, The Man with the Golden Arm.

ANSWER: Nelson Algren or Nelson Algren Abraham
16. Willem Hermans claimed to be a proponent of the creative form of it, which can also be seen in Lehtonen’s Putkinotko. Chernyshevsky’s What is to Be Done represented a response to the negative press this philosophy had in its political incarnation, and Oscar Wilde used a group of its adherents in the subtitle to his play Vera. Among its applications is the belief that humans do not have an innate tendency towards good or evil, right and wrong are arbitrary, and economics often determine morality. Associated with Dada in art, Nietzsche in philosophy, and Turgenev’s Fathers and Sons is, FTP, what philosophy that takes its name from the Latin for “nothing”?
ANSWER: Nihilism
17. It effectively ended when President Rene Coty appointed a new premier after the resignation of Pierre Pflimlin. Its first provisional president was Felix Gouin, and during it Jean Monnet’s National Planning Office effectively channeled Marshall Plan aid. During it, the RPF was formed to combat anti-communists and the MPF party represented left leaning Catholics. Rocked by the defeat at Dienbienphu and the Algerian war for independence, for 10 points identify this French government that was replaced by Charles de Gaulle’s regime in 1958.

ANSWER: Fourth Republic
18. A student of Max Wertheimer, one of his experiments concerned American students' reactions to a quote when told it was uttered by either Vladimir Lenin or Thomas Jefferson, the results of which formed the basis of "prestige suggestion." He wrote the article "Forming Impressions of Personality," though he is better known for an experiment in which a lone subject is shown three lines and must pick which one is the longest. For 10 points, name this man whose "conformity experiment" showed that the majority of people go along with a group opinion even if empirical evidence shows it to be wrong.

ANSWER: Solomon Asch
19. He composed numerous cabaret songs, including one that was scored by Pascal Comelade: “Psitt, Psitt,” and “Marienbad,” which was used in “Delicatessen.” He composed the preludes to “Eginhard” and “Le Nazareen,” and he wrote five pieces of “furniture music.” He also scored the film Entr’acte and worked with Picabia on an “instantaneous” ballet, Relache, as well as the “Trois Sarabandes.” He used a typewriter and a foghorn in his collaboration with Jean Cocteau and Picasso on the ballet Parade. FTP, name this French composer of  “Three Pear Shaped Pieces,” whose homosexuality inspired his collaboration with Latour and DeBussy, Gymnopedie.

ANSWER: Erik Satie
20. He founded a militia, the Ikhwan, to solidify his rule, only to destroy that organization for questioning him at the Battle of Sibilla. He signed a treaty with the British in 1915 in which he received five thousand pounds a month in exchange for his support against the Rashidis, and after defeating Husayn ibn Ali, he proclaimed himself king of the Hejaz and the Nejd. FTP, name this supporter of the Wahhabi movement and father of the modern day country whose capital is Riyadh.

ANSWER: abd Al-’aziz Ibn abd Ar-rahman Ibn Faysal Ibn Turki abd Allah Ibn Muhammad Al Sa’ud

1. Atoms either align with the external field in the alpha state, or against it in the higher energy beta state. When radio waves are applied, some of the alpha atoms flip to the beta state, and their relaxation is recorded. FTPE:
[10] Name this spectroscopic technique that relies on the altered frequency of spins of atoms in a field induced by a superconducting liquid helium magnet.

ANSWER : nuclear magnetic resonance [prompt on magnetic resonance imaging]
[10] This compound is chosen as the standard against which peaks of protons in a molecule are measured because its 12 equivalent hydrogens are well shielded.

ANSWER: tetramethylsilane

[10] Dependent on temperature and hydrogen-bonding, especially in alcohols and thiols, this value, measured in parts per million, is defined as the distance of peaks from tetramethylsilane over spectrometer frequency.

ANSWER: chemical shift
2. Answer the following about a rule of succession, for 10 points each.

[10] Many European royal families followed this rule of succession that prevented females and their progeny from succeeding to titles in the family.

ANSWER: Salic Law

[10] This family adhered to Salic Law, so the union of England and Hanover was ended when Victoria ascended to the throne. It derived its name from a Swabian count and shares its name with a faction that opposed the Ghibellines.

ANSWER: Guelphs
[10] Phillip V introduced Salic law into Spain, causing this group to revolt against the ascension of Isabella II in favor of the second son of Charles IV.

ANSWER: Carlists 

3. Name these related things for 10 points each.
[10] This 5 part saga from Jimmy Kimmel live parodies “Trapped in the Closet,” and features Sarah Silverman, a gay man named Guillermo, and Jimmy in pursuit of a piece of the titular food.

ANSWER: The Pizza
[10] This video from Chappelle’s show parodied the “Ignition Remix.” It noted that “hatas wanna hate” and “lovas wanna love”, but he just wants to perform the titular bodily function.

ANSWER: I Wanna Pee On You
[10] Both “Trapped in the Closet” and “Ignition Remix” were videos from this singer, who believes he can fly, is shocked that Bridget is allergic to cherries, and videotaped himself banging a fourteen-year-old girl.
ANSWER: Robert Sylvester “R” Kelly
4. It was the subject of the supreme court case Church of Lukumi Babalu Aye v. City of Hialeah. FTPE:

[10] Name this religion, also known as Lukumi, which has Yoruban elements and whose supreme father is Oxala.

ANSWER: Santeria or Way of the Saints or Regla de Ocho
[10] Oxala; Shango Ianasa, Queen of Change; and Ogun, King of Fire, are considered to be these manifestations of Oludamare. They are often worshipped through bembe dances or animal sacrifice.

ANSWER: Orishas

[10] Practiced by other Yoruba religions in addition to Santeria is this form of divination, whereby seeds, beads or nuts and a tray are placed near a tapper. A priest of it is known as an Awo.

ANSWER: Ifa
5. Henry James works FTPE:
[10] In this novel centered on the title location, Catherine has a taste for expensive clothes, which pisses off her middle-aged father, Austin Sloper. Morris Townsend spurns Catherine, the latter throwing herself into charity work.

ANSWER: Washington Square

[10] In this other James novel, the title character is Christopher Newman, who leaves some country for France to attempt to loaf and get married. Lessons with Nioche and a cockblocking from the Bellegardes ensue.

ANSWER: The American
[10] This James short story centers around someone returning to America, Spencer Brydon, to manage his two properties, the title one being his childhood home. 

ANSWER: The Jolly Corner
6. Identify the following ships from American history, for 10 points each.

[10] This ship, originally a Union steam frigate, was given this new name after it got some iron cladding. It famously dueled the Monitor during the Civil war.
ANSWER: CSS Virginia (prompt on Merrimack)
[10] Captained by Robert Gray, this merchant ship became the first American ship to sail around the world. On its second trip, it sailed into the river named for it and established the United States’ claim to the Oregon Territory.

ANSWER: Columbia
[10] Under the command of Isaac Hull, this ship defeated the British ship Guerriere during the War of 1812. Later in the War, it defeated the Java while under the command of William Bainbridge.

ANSWER: Constitution
7. Name these 20th century non-painting, non-architecture works FTPE.

[10] The title material in this Meret Oppenheim work is believed to refer either to female sexuality or an answer to a comment by Picasso. It consists of a spoon, cup and saucer.

ANSWER: Object or Luncheon in Furs or Breakfast in fur or Le Dejeuner en fourrure
[10] Mark Taylor wrote a whole book on the disfigurement of art, with the underlying focus being on this Duchamp, or R. Mutt, work, a rotated readymade photographed by Steiglitz from 1917.

ANSWER: Fountain

[10] Damien Hirst, art it-boy, sold his best known work “The Physical Impossibility of Death in the Mind of Someone Living” for nearly a cool million. It was one of these animals in a 14 foot vitrine of formaldehyde. ANSWER: a shark

8. Identify these limits from astrophysics for 10 each.

[10] Represented by a capital “N,” it represents the point when the gravitational potential energy and mass increase to a “critical mass,” causing a star to collapse.

ANSWER Chandrasekhar’s limit

[10] One can use the inverse-cube of the v sub z star density to calculate this bound on local mass density.

ANSWER: Oort limit
[10] This limit is used to determine when a smaller body, orbiting a larger body with a gradually reducing radius of orbit, will collapse. It is equal 2.45r of the larger body.

ANSWER: Roche’s limit


9. Works of Nietzche FTPE:

[10] This work, which stated that Wagner represented the triumph of the Dionysian spirit over the Apollonian spirit, was dismissed by critics.

ANSWER: The Birth of Tragedy out of the Spirit of Music

[10] This book includes the idea of master-morality and slave-morality, and says that one of the title concepts is often equated with “stupid.”  It opens with the question: "Supposing truth were a women – what then?"
ANSWER: Beyond Good and Evil

[10] Subtitled “A Book for Free spirits,” this work includes a chapter on tokens of higher and lower culture, and the higher man departs from the title malady.

ANSWER: Human, All too Human
10. Answer the following concerning monosaccharides, FTPE:

[10] D and L sugar stereoisomers are determined by comparing their carbon most distant from the carbonyl group to that of this simplest monosaccharide, an aldotriose with a terminal carbonyl and two hydroxyl groups.

ANSWER: glyceraldehyde
[10] Monosaccharides can be visualized unwound on this projective formalism, where horizontal bonds point out of the page and vertical bonds point behind.

ANSWER: Fischer projection

[10] These isomers of monosaccharides differ only in their configuration about the ring-forming hemiacetal or hemiketal carbon. Their alpha and beta forms interconvert in solution by mutarotation.

ANSWER: anomers
11. His daughter Dunya calms customers and brings him samovars and tea. She later runs away with Minsky,  leaving the title character to wallow in self pity and drink lots of Rum. FTPE.

[10] Name this short story about Samson Vyrin, who holds the title occupation.

ANSWER: The Station Manager or Stantsionnyi smotritel
[10] This author, whose other short stories include “The Blizzard,” “The Shot” and “The Queen of Spades” wrote “The Station Manager.”

ANSWER: Alexander Pushkin
[10] Rivals of one of the title characters in this Pushkin work include Rogday, Farlaf, and Ratmir. Vladimir is Prince of Kiev, and the other title character vanishes while getting it on after her wedding.

ANSWEr: Ruslan and Ludmila or Ruslan i Lyudmila
12. Answer the following about a series of related events FTPE.

[10] This event took place in 1819 at the namesake field when about 60,000 people were gathered to hear radical speakers, including Henry Hunt, but the Manchester yeomenry was ordered to arrest the leaders.  Carnage ensued.

Answer: Peterloo Massacre

[10] This legislation, introduced shortly after Peterloo, was meant to prevent further radical insurrections through measures such as the Training Prevention, Seizure of Arms, and Seditious Meetings Prevention Acts.

Answer: The Six Acts

[10] Angered by Peterloo and The Six Acts, a group led by Arthur Thistlewood planned this plot to kill all the cabinet ministers and overthrow the government shortly after George III died.  Unfortunately for them, Thistlewood's right-hand man was an undercover agent, and most of them were killed or imprisoned for life.

Answer: Cato Street Conspiracy
13. He is mentioned in Judges, Samuel, and 1 Chronicles. FTPE:  

[10] Who was this half-man, half-fish, the chief god of the Philistines?

ANSWER: Dagon
[10] Dagon was the father of this god who defeated the sea god Yam and annually fought with his enemy Mot. 
ANSWER: Baal 
[10] Dagon was also mentioned in this collection of 350 clay tablets found in 1887 in the namesake city between Memphis and Thebes. 
ANSWERL Tell el-Amarna Tablets [or Amarna hoard]
14. The lack of these cyclic, two-state proteins causes genetic vectors to produce insoluble products. FTPE:

[10] Name these proteins that include heat shock protein 70, which protect unfolded polypeptides, and heptameric barrel-shaped structures that promote protein folding.

ANSWER: chaperones; accept chaperonins even though it refers only to the latter type

[10] The Hsp chaperones bind to short peptides at these localized regions, named for the fact that they make up the interior of proteins that doesn't interact with water.

ANSWER hydrophobic residues

[10] When the chaperonin GroEL binds to GroES, each of its 7 subunits moves its intermediate and apical domains inward and exposes the hydrophilic residues to this caged interior named for a 1972 Nobel prize winner.

ANSWER: Anfinsen cage
15. Answer the following about Thomas Hardy FTPE;
[10] This novel was originally titled the Mellstock Quire, around whose members the plot turns. Its characters, like Dick Dewy and Thomas Leaf, underscore the Pastoral theme alluded to by the title location.

ANSWER: Under the Greenwood Tree

[10] Susan and Elizabeth Jane are sold for five guineas by the title character, Michael Henchard, who dies sad and lonely after declaring bankruptcy.

ANSWER: The Mayor of Casterbridge
[10] This work centers on the educated Grace Melbury, who mistakenly marries the doctor Fitzpiers after spurning Giles Winterborne. After Giles dies, Grace reconciles with Fitzpiers, and the two move.

ANSWER: The Woodlanders 
16. He collaborated with librettist Johann Schachtner on a work adapted around a work by Franz Frieberth. FTPE:

[10] Name this composer, who was inspired by Voltaire’s Zaire to compose Zaide.

ANSWER: Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart
[10] Mozart later reworked Zaide into this 1782 opera with characters such as Klaas and Pedrillo. Its third act has a C major chorus of praise for the Pasha, where the title action is planned during the quartet “Ach Belmonte.”

ANSWER: The Abduction from the Seraglio or Die Entführung aus dem Serail 

[10] This early Mozart work with a Cigna-Santi libretto was commissioned for Carnival in 1771. It uses fictional characters like Aspasia and Xiphares to tell of the titular father of Pharnaces.

ANSWER: Mitridate [or Mithridates, King of Pontius]
17. Included in it is a discussion of positive science that uses the tides as evidence that the Earth is in Motion. FTPE:

[10] Name this work that takes the form of a series of discussions amongst Sagredo, Salvati and Simplicio.

ANSWER: Dialogue Concerning the Two Chief World Systems or Dialogo sopra i due massimi sistemi del mondo
[10] This author of the Dialogue also wrote the Starry Messenger, which chronicled some things he saw in the sky while at the University of Padua and is the source for several bodies being referred to as his “moons.”

ANSWER: Galileo or Galileo Galilei

[10] At one point in the dialogue, Sagredi alluded to this observation made by Kepler that was later named for a German astronomer about the luminousity at given points of a 24 hour span. The fact that the universe is not uniform or infinite explains it.

ANSWER: Olbers’ paradox
18. Name these mountain ranges of the UK FTPE.

[10] This Welsh chain holds the source of the River Wye as well as the 2500 ft high Plymlimon. Some geological discoveries give it its name.

ANSWER: Cambrian Mountains

[10] Wordsworth and Coleridge wrote parts of the “Lyrical Ballads” after visiting this chain in south-west England whose name is pre-Saxon for “circular settlement of hills.” It bounds Sedgemoor and Somerset.

ANSWER: Quantock Hills

[10] This area, North and West of the Boundary Fault, includes Aberdeen Angus and Stirling. It was traditionally the Gaelic region, and it includes Loch Ness.

ANSWER: Scottish Highlands
19. One of his characters, the ape Rotpeter, grew up in the Gold Coast, and in a better known work, he based the character “Officer” on his abusive father. FTPE:

[10] Name this author of the short stories “A Report to an Academy” and “In the Penal Colony.”

ANSWER: Franz Kafka
[10] In this work, a salami is stolen by Robison and Delamarche, who later move in with a fat singer, and the protagonist is given the nickname “Negro.” After a stint as a competitive lift operator, Karl Rossman finds a place in the Nature Theater.

ANSWER: Amerika

[10]. In this short story, written while Kafka was living with Dora Diament and dying of TB, an animal seeks solace by continually isolating himself further and further.The title is the activity that consumes his existence.
