Told in a structural duality where the narrators exchange point of view in each verse until the title event occurs, Nate Dogg is the featured rapper on the track, handling the nick of time rescue.  Purportedly beginning the so-called "G-Funk era" this is--for 10 points-- what 1994 hip-hop classic, the biggest hit of Warren G's career.

It had been around for years as a Roy Rogers cocktail, but it was not officially launched by its parent company until 1985, making it the third official product in the company's line. An alternate title to this movie was Losers, which contrasted with its Australian title, Champions, and its German subtitle, Das Superteam. The cast was nominated in 1993 for The Young Artist Award’s Outstanding Ensemble Cast in an Original Motion Picture and some of the actors in it would later star in shows such as The Adventures of Pete and Pete and Dawson’s Creek. Some of the teams that are defeated on the way to the championship include the Cardinals, the Flames and The Hawks. For ten points name this movie starring Emilio Estevez as lawyer and coach Gordon Bombay.

Inspiration for this show was derived from its creator's experiences being interrogated by the Gestapo.  The highest score on this show was 41, set by Kevin Ashman in 1995.  There is a Welsh language, Junior, and India variation of this show, and contestant's special topics have included Gilbert and Sullivan, the works of H.P. Lovecraft, and one episode featured four contestants whose special topic was Dr. Who.  This show hosted by Magnus Magnusson and John Humphrys is, FTP, what British quiz show which shares its name with an American puzzle board game.

He created the Captain Britain Corps, which includes Captain Cymru (pron. cum-REE) and Captain Wales, and designated the standard Marvel continuity Earth-616. Its title object was proposed as an alternative to a diamond ring or a house in the hills and features a three-step process for its creation. For ten points, name this Andy Samberg and Justin Timberlake opus which aired on SNL about an off-color Christmas gift.

It has been reported that her first high school detention was given to her by her mother who was subbing in her class.  Co-named PETA's "Sexiest Vegetarian" for 2005 with Coldplay's Chris Martin, she was also named "Oklahoman of the Year", a place she defended in her song "I Ain't in Checotah Anymore".  In fourteen months, she has released five singles from her debut album Some Hearts, including "Don't Forget to Remember Me" and "Wasted", the only two which did not go Gold.  The first American Idol contestant to win the Best New Artist Grammy, for 10 points, name this country singer behind "Inside Your Heaven" and "Jesus Take the Wheel".

Readers of Q Magazine named it the #2 song that they are most embarrassed to admit liking.  Found on the original Guitar Hero, on Aqua Teen Hunger Force, Carl calls it "The Ultimate Song".  One of the 1970s pre-eminent examples of compound 32-bar form, Kurt Cobain noted similarities between the song and "Smells Like Teen Spirit", while its own chorus riff, which mentions seeing my Mary Ann walking away, is considered subtle homage itself to "Louie, Louie."  Vastly overdubbed by Tom Scholz, for 10 points, name this classic 1976 rock anthem, the debut hit for Boston.
