Atlantic Seaboard Skirmish - Round 2

Comical TV
Questions by John Kubicek and Mike Bentley, with contributions by Jonathan Magin
This round covers the comics you might find in the funny pages and the shows you might find on TV.
1) The second season of this show took a detour from its traditional subject matter to focus on the Russian mob and its ties to Frank Sobotka, the president of a longshoreman’s union. However, the third season refocused on the livelihood of Avon Barksdale, and included the death of his business partner, Stringer Bell. Taking a 21-month hiatus between the third and fourth seasons, Detective James McNulty’s investigation in Baltimore began in the first season, when he organized a team to tap the pay phones being used by drug runners. FTP, name this critically beloved HBO show that never managed to find an audience.
ANSWER: The Wire
2) Schappelle and Associates received a four million dollar contract to renovate this building in 1999. Its employees include Sara Tancredi, the governor’s daughter, and Henry Pope, who is building a replica of the Taj Mahal for his wife. John Abruzzi, Haywire, T-Bag, and Fernando Sucre are some of its residents, as well as Lincoln Burrows, whose brother was placed here, but who planned an escape that came to fruition at the end of the first season. FTP, Michael Scofield led a group of convicts out of what state penitentiary on Prison Break that shares part of its name with the network the show airs on.
ANSWER: Fox River State Peniteniary (prompt on PRISON BREAK)

3) The title character’s signature hair style was briefly changed when he got a hair cut from the “ethnic” barber shop Fades ‘n Braids, and that character’s family noticeably lacks a mother, as she was killed in a car accident. In 2005 Richard Dominguez briefly took over the strip during a story arc that saw the title character assuming the role of the superhero, El Gato Negro. Supporting characters in the regular strip include fellow Auto y Rod employee Joey, younger sister Gracie, father Papi, and great aunt Tia Carmen. FTP, identify this comic strip by Hector Cantu and Carlos Castellanos, featuring an eponymous Latino teenager.
ANSWER: Baldo
4) Members of the family in this strip include a son who was originally known as Baby Dumpling and a dog named Daisy. Early in this strip the title character’s spouse lost his inheritance after he married his wife, forcing him to work for a construction company. The husband in this strip is now a webmaster for that company owned by J.C. Dithers, while his wife runs a catering service. A large sandwich is now named after the husband who loves to sleep late in, FTP, this comic created by Chic Young about a namesake suburban housewife who is married to Dagwood Bumstead.
ANSWER: Blondie (prompt on Dagwood Bumstead before mentioned)

5) His involvement in the Hollywood wiretapping investigation of Anthony Pellicano was because the Ringling Brothers Circus targeted him for his association with PETA. On Celebrity Poker Showdown, he advanced to the championship round twice, in tournaments 4 and 7. Along with Richard Lewis, he played one of the titular sitcom writers on the short-lived show Hiller and Diller. His latest role is as politician Doug Wilson who enjoys smoking pot on the Showtime series Weeds. FTP, name this one-time Weekend Update anchor on Saturday Night Live.
ANSWER: Kevin Nealon
6) Billy Bragg used the name of this comic for part of the title of his first album, and in some countries its characters are known only by one letter names. In 2002 it briefly made a run as a Sunday comic strip, but it is more famous for appearing in the Joke and Dagger Department. The strip’s creator fled Cuba three days before Fidel Castro took over the country’s Free Press, and the creator’s name is still spelled out in Morse Code below this strip’s title. FTP, identify this comic strip originally by Antonio Prohias that pits two differently colored agents against each other, a regular feature in Mad Magazine.
ANSWER: Spy vs. Spy 
7) IMDB claims he was an uncredited student on two episodes of Saved by the Bell. He played himself on the comedies The Job and Action, poking fun at his short stature in the latter. He has Jerry O’Connell to thank for his big break, as O’Connell passed on this actor’s most famous role. The Television Without Pity nickname for his Everwood character was Dimples, appropriate enough as they are a large part of his boyish good looks. FTP, name this actor who played Bailey Salinger on Party of Five.
ANSWER: Scott Wolf
8) Only seven episodes aired before this series centered around a writer, a singer, a broker and an NYPD cop was cancelled. All of these people attend the Belt Tighteners, a self-help group whose leader provided advice like “The greatest gift you could give to the world is to die so that the three chairs you take up in this meeting could be utilized by someone that really wants to get better”, “If you were a dog, I’d kick you in the face”, and most notably, “It’s not OK”. Eric Schaeffer created, wrote, directed and starred in, FTP, this FX comedy about people suffering from eating disorders.
ANSWER: Starved
9) This strip was the venue for Charles M. Schulz’s first published panel of a dog named Spike in 1937, years after it changed its format from reporting sports achievements under the title of Champs and Chumps. Its creator died during the first season of its TV show, but the strip soldiered on behind the art of Paul Frehm and the fact checking of Doug Storer, who followed Norbert Pearlroth’s tradition of ten hour days researching in the New York Public Library. FTP, name this comic strip that spawned many Odditorium museums, a strip that presented outrageous facts and challenged readers to accept or reject its findings.
ANSWER: Ripley’s Believe it or Not 
10) This person got his break when the New York Herald Tribune picked up his first strip in 1958, and more recently he has designed the logo for the Binghamton based Broome Dusters. Along with his wife Bobby, he converted to evangelical Christianity in the 1990s. This led to controversy when he depicted a menorah fading into a crucifix in a 2001, as well as in 2003 when one of his strips had a character ask about Islam, “Is it just me, or does it stink in here?” FTP, name this creator of the comic strips B.C and The Wizard of Id., who shares a last name with a former professional wrestler nicknamed The Hitman.
ANSWER: Johnny Hart
11) He is an ordained minister in the Universal Life Church and had a 9-3 boxing record, with all the wins coming from knockouts. As an actor, his roles have included Erica Kane’s wedding planner on All My Children and host of the 2001 Miss America pageant. However, he is much better known for his breakout role on Taxi, his cancelled daytime talk show and for screaming out Mona’s name. Rumors of his porn background on the Internet have led to UrbanDictionary.com listing his eponymous “slap” as a sexual move in which a woman is slapped in the face with a penis for incorrectly answering a certain question. FTP, to avoid his slap, tell us who’s the boss?
ANSWER: Tony Danza
12) The most recent iteration has the strip painted entirely in blue, but still includes the traditional fortune printed at the bottom. Its size would shrink in half in the 1960s with the start of the “D” series of strips, while the characters would get a complete redesign in the 1980s, retiring many of namesake character’s gang from the strip. “Gang” was changed to “Company” in the 1990s, and Topps celebrated its 50th anniversary in 2003. FTP, identify this comic strip starring an eye patch wearing advertising mascot, known as the Atom Bubble Boy, that comes packaged with a particular brand of gum.
ANSWER: Bazooka Joe and His Company (also accept Bazooka Joe and His Gang)

13) This character was created by George Gately and is now produced by his nephew, Peter Gallagher. He teamed up with Dingbat in his first animated series and later costarred with the Catillac Cats in his second animated series, both venues where this character who does not speak in the comics spoke through the voice of Mel Blanc. His daily strip is usually single paneled, while his Sunday strip contains a “kitty corner” with humorous stories about readers’ cats after the main comic. FTP, identify this fat, orange and black cat that predated Garfield by five years.
ANSWER: Heathcliff
14) He claims to have a family, including a twin brother named Rosco and a son who once starred in a Thanksgiving production of Town Without a Turkey, though his only confirmed relation is a father played by R. Lee Ermey. He has an unusual fondness for squirrels and during the fourth season he developed a crush on Elliot, who he simply calls “Blonde Doctor.” His primary rivalry began when he found a penny stuck in a door and has since spent his days at Sacred Heart Hospital tormenting J.D. FTP, name this Scrubs character played by Neil Flynn who is only identified by his profession.
ANSWER: The Janitor (also accept Dr. Jan Itor)

15) This character is attended to by Dr. Zouk whose veil covers everything but his nose. He has appeared in books like Born Leader and Motley Crew, and both his dog Snert and duck Kvack wear the same headgear that he does. His daughter dates a poet named Lute, and he also has a studious younger son named Hamlet. His occupation usually has him teaming up with Lucky Eddie, and the two are often shown dodging arrows as they raid a castle. FTP, identify this husband to Helga and title character of a Dik Browne strip about a family of Vikings.
ANSWER: Hagar the Horrible
16) He was introduced in the episode “Joy of Grief” mourning his father’s death. Yet several episodes later, his father was alive, one of the many inconsistencies to this character’s back story. His father shot him with a mini-uzi, but he wasn’t killed, upsetting many fans as this character’s appearance was even more hated than the introduction of Tornado Shanks. He prefers to be called a Homo Carcaradon and once, ironically, jumped the Fonzies. FTP, name this reviled Sealab 2021 character created when his father put his human penis in his shark mother’s vagina.
ANSWER: Sharko
17) The Little Mathletics Workblog offered up a postmodernist reading of this strip in 2006, noting that it often broke the fourth wall and that the main character’s thought bubbles often involved discontinuous narratives. His animated career spanned only a few five minute shorts that aired exclusively in the United Kingdom, but his strip has remained popular even after his creator’s death and cessation of new comics in 1991. The cartoonist was inspired by his real life pet Frieda to create, FTP, this strip created by Alex Graham starring a childless couple and their namesake Basset Hound.
ANSWER: Fred Basset 
18) The Olsen Twins, Franco Harris and Mother Earth is an example of the combos rumored to have hung out in this place, though each time one must be kicked out. It may not even exist, but either way, one of the show’s hosts has implied that it’s the location of many lascivious acts. Often mentioned at the end of the third segment right before the commercial break, it is one of Tony Kornheiser’s many running jokes on Pardon the Interruption aimed at his co-host. FTP, name this place of relaxation belonging to a certain Washington Post sports columnist.
ANSWER: Michael Wilbon's Hot Tub (accept equivalents, prompt on Pardon The Interruption)

19) A character by this name appeared in an eponymous strip that ran during the Vietnam War, and in that strip this character would often lose her clothes. One year after the artist of that strip, Wallace Wood, died in 1981, a more conventional character of this name started appearing in newspapers. That character’s only child is in a band with a friend named Faye. FTP, name this character from a strip started by Greg Howard and currently written by Francesco Marciuliano, who balances a career in middle management with taking care of her ten year old daughter Hilary and her husband, Ted.
ANSWER: Sally Forth
20) It’s not Friends, but it has a man whose wife leaves him for another woman. It’s not Full House, but one character writes commercial jingles for a living. It’s not L.A. Law or The Practice, but it did score Emmy nominations for Conchata Ferrell and Holland Taylor. It’s not 7th Heaven, but it does have a number in its title. Starring Duckie, Wild Thing and that annoying fat kid, this is, FTP, what CBS sitcom in which, as Tina Fey put it, everybody has mixed feelings about Charlie Sheen.
ANSWER: Two and a Half Men
21) It was created after its owner quit his job in the pharmaceuticals industry, and parking tickets are validated without purchase. Apple peelers, ice-cream scoops, zithers, can openers, ledgers, pinking shears, corkscrews and nunchucks are just some of its wares, while its novelty t-shirts make great icebreakers. Rather than wish to be a Super Bowl winning president, Homer Simpson hopes that it will go out of business. FTP, name this business owned and operated by Ned Flanders.
ANSWER: The Leftorium
22) This strip’s protagonist enjoys the music of "Nuns With Guns" and the breakfast cereal Rapper Puffs, while another character hails from Flyspeck Island and has a pet invisible chameleon. More prominent characters include Gunther, a talkative barber, and Chutney, who has a "major crush" on the title character, who often tries to stop his father Greg from smoking. That character is often the victim of bullies Derrick and Onion, and ineffectually pursues Michelle, while being constantly annoyed by his brother Barry. FTP, name this predominately black comic strip drawn by Ray Billingsley centering on the title 11-year old.
ANSWER: Curtis
23) Her television career began, as many do, on soaps, playing Muffy on One Life to Live and Julia on Another World. In 1998 she produced and starred in Maggie Winters, a sitcom that only lasted 16 episodes. Much like her most famous character, she was born in the South, though she was never a Miss America. That role was as FYI reporter Corky Sherwood on Murphy Brown. FTP, name this actress who most recently ironically played Hope on the ABC sitcom Hope and Faith.
ANSWER: Faith Ford
1) Name these comic strips regularly featuring political commentary, FTPE.
[10] George W. Bush's antics at Yale inspired the creation of this comic strip written by Garry Trudeau, which now uses a Roman helmet to represent Bush and a giant hand to represent Arnold Schwarzenegger.
ANSWER: Doonesbury
[10] In this Bruce Tinsley strip, the title waterfowl, a reporter for the TV station WFDR, uses an army of straw men to attack liberals. America (The Book) includes a parody of it which ends with the line: "Oops! I forgot to tell a joke!"
ANSWER: Mallard Fillmore
[10] This Darrin Bell strip includes characters like aspiring rapper C-Dog and Susan Garcia, who are often seen interacting with the main character, Lemont Brown. It regularly attacks neo-conservatives as well as George W. Bush.
ANSWER: Candorville
2) I realize it’s tough to tell all those MTV dating shows apart, but you’ll have to FTPE:
[10] Three sexy young people are taken into a van while another sexy young person chooses one simply by going through their houses with a spy kit.
ANSWER: Room Raiders
[10] Five sexy young people wait on a bus and each gets a chance to date another sexy young person, receiving a dollar for every minute on the date if they’re rejected.
ANSWER: Next
[10] Two sexy young people go on a date while being followed by their friends in a bus who send frequent text messages. The friends needed not be sexy young people, but frequently were.
ANSWER: Taildaters
3) Identify some of these human characters from Garfield, FTPE.
[10] After years of failure, Jon was finally able to secure this veterinarian as his girlfriend last summer.
ANSWER: Liz (also accept Dr. Elizabeth Wilson)
[10] Alleged to now reside in Jon’s basement, this owner of Odie was last seen in the early ‘80s.
ANSWER: Lyman
[10] On Garfield & Friends, this entertainer at one point works for Jon after he briefly quit his job in the circus.
ANSWER: Binky The Clown

4) Identify the following about a particular “animal friendly” comic strip, FTSNP.
[10] For ten points, name this comic strip by Patrick McDonnell starring a dog and a lisping cat, as well as a crab named Crabby and a fish named Sid.
ANSWER: Mutts
[5, 5] For five points each, identify the dog and cat pair who star in Mutts.
ANSWER: Earl and Mooch
[10] For ten points, this is the mustached bachelor that owns Earl, who, according to Mutt’s official website, enjoys rice and beans as his favorite food.
ANSWER: Ozzie
5) Answer these questions about the broad television career of Kathryn Joosten FTPE:
[10] Her character was simply credited as Old Lady God on this CBS drama.
ANSWER: Joan of Arcadia 
[10] Joosten won a Guest Actress Emmy as the cranky old neighbor Mrs. McCluskey on this popular show.
ANSWER: Desperate Housewives
[10] Arguably her most famous role, Joosten played this presidential secretary who was killed in a car accident in the second season of The West Wing.
ANSWER: Mrs. Dolores Landingham (accept either)

6) California, here we come, right back where we started from. FTPE:
[10] On The O.C., this is the wacky best friend of Ryan Atwood whose mother is a recovering alcoholic and whose father is a hip, surfing lawyer.
ANSWER: Seth Cohen (accept either)
[10] This is the actor who plays Seth Cohen.
ANSWER: Adam Brody
[10] In the second season, Seth wrote a graphic novel called Atomic County about him and his friends as superheroes. This was the superhero name adopted by the character based on himself.
ANSWER: The Ironist
7) Answer some questions about a certain comic strip, FTPE.
[10] When it briefly became an animated series on the WB in the summer of 2000, the characters were de-aged and one was even de-born.
ANSWER: Baby Blues 
[10] Hammie, the middle child of Wanda and Daryl on Baby Blues is so truck obsessed that his first word was this.
ANSWER: Bulldozer
[10] The most recent addition to the MacPherson family is this infant who is named after an English Songbird.
ANSWER: Wren
8) Comic artists sure love to pass down the reins of their strips to their sons. Identify the following about a certain group of father and son comic strip artists, FTPE.
[10] This artist drew on his experiences serving as a first lieutenant during World War II when he had Beetle Bailey enroll in the army after the outbreak of the Korean War.
ANSWER: Addison Morton Walker (also accept Mort Walker)
[10] This family strip, a favorite of Jeff Albertson, owner of the Android’s Dungeon & Baseball Card Shop, is currently written by Mort Walker’s sons Brian and Greg.
ANSWER: Hi & Lois 
[10] Hi & Lois, members of this family, were originally supporting characters in Beetle Bailey when that comic’s premise was about college life.
ANSWER: Flagston
9) Let’s play a little TV game. FFPE:
[5] This Footloose star played himself in the final episode of Will & Grace.
ANSWER: Kevin Bacon
[5] Bacon also played himself on an episode of Mad About You. On that show this man, who voices many Simpsons characters, played the dog walker Nat Ostertag.
ANSWER: Hank Azaria
[5] Azaria now stars on the Showtime drama Huff. On that show, this actor plays his friend and lawyer Russell Tupper.
ANSWER: Oliver Platt
[5] Platt was the star of the short-lived show Deadline. This actress, better known as Lilith from Cheers, was one of his co-stars.
ANSWER: Bebe Neuwirth
[5] Neuwirth starred in the short-lived Law & Order: Trial by Jury. In the Law & Order franchise, this actor, J. Jonah Jameson in the Spiderman films, plays psychiatrist Dr. Emil Skoda.
ANSWER: J.K. Simmons
[5] Simmons now stars on The Closer. This actress is the star of that show, though it might have saved us all a lot of time to just ask for Kevin Bacon’s wife.
ANSWER: Kyra Sedgwick
10) Not all hosts of E!’s Talk Soup went into oblivion like Jon Henson. FTPE:
[10] This inaugural host somehow parlayed it into a mildly successful film career and an Oscar nomination for As Good As It Gets.
ANSWER: Greg Kinnear
[10] This host went from Talk Soup to Queer as Folk to whatever random I Love the… special VH1 happens to be doing at the time.
ANSWER: Hal Sparks
[10] This woman broke all the rules by being, quite possibly, the only black person ever to appear on Friends, as Joey’s paleontologist girlfriend.
ANSWER: Aisha Tyler
11) Answer some questions about some comics started in the past fifteen years, FTPE.
[10] This Peter Zale comic appropriately began as a web comic before its female protagonist found her way into the newspapers.
ANSWER: Helen, Sweetheart of the Internet 
[10] This comic by John Allen stars an aging couple, Charlie and Jeanie Stevens, who are dealing with no longer having teenagers in their house.
ANSWER: Nest Heads 
[10] This strip by Michael Fry and T. Lewis was adapted into a 2006 animated movie. Its main characters include the raccoon, RJ, and the squirrel, Hammy.
ANSWER: Over the Hedge 
12) I see dead people. Well, not me, but characters all around TV certainly do. FTPE:
[10] Defying the odds and common sense, this actress somehow managed to win an Emmy for her performance as Allison Dubois in the very mediocre Medium.
ANSWER: Patricia Arquette
[10] After the abysmal Party of Five spin-off Time of Your Life was thankfully cancelled, this actress became the Ghost Whisperer, presumably giving her the ability to talk to her own career.
ANSWER: Jennifer Love Hewitt
[10] As star of TV’s The Dead Zone, this Brat Packer should’ve used his clairvoyance to stop himself from starring as Bill Gates in a TV movie if he ever hoped to avoid being typecast as a nerd.
ANSWER: Anthony Michael Hall
13) According to IMDb, viewers of the 1988 TV Movie, Cathy’s Last Resort, were also most interested in The Batman vs. Dracula: The Animated Movie. Answer some questions about the less interesting of these two subjects, Cathy, FTSNP.
[10] For ten, in what I guess was a dramatic event, Cathy finally married this long time love interest in February of 2005.
ANSWER: Irving
[10] For five points each, name any two of the four basic guilt groups that creator Cathy Guisewite describes her character as suffering through. All four were turned into special compilations in 2001.
ANSWER: Food, Love, Mom, and Work
[10] For ten, Cathy Guisewite was only the second woman to receive this award from the National Cartoonists Society, named after the formal first name of a man who created extremely elaborate machines.
ANSWER: Rueben Award (prompt on Cartoonist of the Year)

14) Identify these single panel comics from descriptions, FTPE.
[10] The namesake dysfunctional, childless couple in this strip was originally drawn by Bill Hoest, but after his death it was taken over by his wife Bunny.
ANSWER: The Lockhorns 
[10] By strange coincidence, a British comic with the same name as this American strip with supporting character Gina Gillotti debuted independently on virtually the same day.
ANSWER: Dennis the Menace 
[10] Although it occasionally breaks from its single panel roots, this Wiley Miller strip often deals with political subjects and has recurring characters such as Homer, Obvious Man, and Danae Pyle.
ANSWER: Non Sequitur 
15) Seth Green: comic genius or total douchebag? You decide. FTPE:
[10] Green co-created this Adult Swim show with hilarious mini-parodies, like Optimus Prime getting colon cancer. If you don’t think it’s funny, you might be mentally retarded.
ANSWER: Robot Chicken
[10] Then again, he also starred as Barry in this craptastic 2006 NBC sitcom that filled the Thursday night void at 8:30 PM.
ANSWER: Four Kings
[10] The deciding vote may be cast by his appearance in this show about puppets who are real, which also starred Sarah Silverman and Eugene Levy, but was somehow not as funny as it should have been given the talent involved.
ANSWER: Greg the Bunny
16) Arrested Development never found an audience, but it was so great that here’s a question about some of its minor characters anyway FTPE:
[10] Rob Corddry played actor Moses Taylor, who won a People’s Choice Award as this law-abiding PI on a fictional TV show.
ANSWER: Frank Wrench
[10] Scott Baio came on in the third season as this Bluth family lawyer, whose name is a mouthful, especially if you’re talking about his law blog.
ANSWER: Bob Loblaw
[10] In the second season, Tobias Funke ridiculously dressed up as this nanny, a blatant rip-off of Mrs. Doubtfire, with a little Mary Poppins thrown in.
ANSWER: Mrs. Featherbottom
17) Before he was caught plagiarizing stories at the New York Times, University of Maryland alum Jayson Blair caused a scandal in the even more prestigious Diamondback Newspaper when it was revealed that he paid artist Aaron McGruder $17 more per strip than other cartoonists. FTPE,
[10] First, name this comic strip written by McGruder that went on hiatus at the end of March of this year.
ANSWER: The Boondocks 
[10] This best friend of Huey Freeman mysteriously does not appear on the animated series. He briefly had a successful career selling Hollywood scripts of movies that had already been made, but changing the character’s names to sound more black.
ANSWER: Michael Caesar
[10] The mixed daughter of Tom and Sara Dubois, this character is best known for her large, poofy hair. Her long disappearance from the strip was explained by her being too afraid of terrorists to come out of her house.
ANSWER: Jazmine Dubois

18) Identify the following about a certain comic strip, FTPE.
[10] Plots in this comic have included The Fraternity of Crocodiles’ attempt to eat Zebra, a companion of Goat.
ANSWER: Pearls Before Swine
[10] Pearls Before Swine imagined what would happen if characters from this strip aged realistically. Fifty-something Dolly and Jeffy were seen downing martinis as a bar.
ANSWER: Family Circus
[10] This Darby Conley strip ran a week of Pearls Before Swine in place of its regular strip, simply pasting characters such as Satchel and Bucky over pre-existing Pearls strips.
ANSWER: Get Fuzzy
19) It’s hard out there for a president, especially on 24. FTPE:
[10] Played by Dennis Haysbert, his life was saved many times by Jack Bauer, but was ultimately taken at the start of the fifth season. 
ANSWER: David Palmer
[10] Skipping over Palmer’s VP, Jim Prescott, who was named president for a few hours in the second season, this next president, played by Geoffrey Pierson, served in the fourth season before getting blown up aboard Air Force One.
ANSWER: John Keeler
[10] Played by Gregory Itzin, he was the bumbling idiot who served in the fifth season. Of course, the joke was on the audience when he was revealed to be involved in the terrorist activities of the day.
ANSWER: Charles Logan

[5] FFP, played by Matthew Fox, this is Jack’s last name.

[10] This African American character was introduced into the comic at the height of the segregation debate.
ANSWER: Franklin Armstrong
[10] This blonde haired character wears a pink dress and has had a crush on Linus since the day she could walk. She also happens to be Charlie Brown’s younger sister.
