Movie Food

Since this is the round before lunch, we thought we'd tease you with questions on food. And we thought "Movie Food" was a clever title, so there are movie questions as well.
Toss-Ups
1) His voice work includes as MGM's mascot Leo Lionheart in a short-lived cartoon, the title character of the sci-fi B-movie Evolver and the performing tag line for Secret anti-perspirant. While attending Bethany College in Bethany, West Virginia, he experimented with LSD before transferring to Goddard College, where he switched from veternary sciences and studied under David Mamet. He played a vice principal in Mr. Holland's Opus, the father of a sitcom family in Pleasantville, an oddly-powered superhero in Mystery Men and a private investigator in the 1998 remake of Psycho. FTP, name this actor who played Quiz Kid Donnie Smith in Magnolia, Senator Ortolan K. Finistirre in Thank You For Smoking and Jerry Lundergaard in Fargo.
ANSWER: William H. Macy
2) This substance’s benefits include adding texture to food products and giving baked products a longer shelf life. It started appearing on Nutritional Facts panels in the United States last year, replacing the prior method of inferring whether it was present in a food by looking for partially hydrogenated items on the ingredients list. The FDA recommends no more than two grams of it per day, but products like large McDonald’s fries contain four times this limit. FTP, identify this heart attack causing lipid that was recently banned from New York City restaurants.
ANSWER: Trans Fats or Trans Fatty Acids
3) Early in his career he directed an episode of Fallen Angels called "Murder, Obliquely" and his collaboration with Pan’s Labyrinth director Guillermo del Toro resulted in his production company distributing that film. He gained acclaim for a film about a young man falsely diagnosed with AIDs, and his first U.S. release was A Little Princess. His current projects include an adaptation of Ron McLarty’s novel about a Vietnam Vet called The Memory of Running. FTP, identify this Mexican born film director, best known for his films Y tu mamá también, Children of Men, and Harry Potter and the Prisoner of Azkaban.
ANSWER: Alfonso Cuaron Orozco

4) The star of this film fought against outtakes being shown at the end of it, as he felt it broke the spell of the story. Laurence Olivier was offered the role of power broker Benjamin Rand, but turned it down due to a scene where Shirley MacLaine's character Eva Rand masturbates because the main character says that he "likes to watch". Its main character's quotations from various televised sources propels him from a little-known gardener to a possible Presidential candidate, a rise due to the fact that no one realizes he is a simpleton. FTP, name this movie, Peter Sellers' next-to-last, wherein he played a gardener named Chance (pronounced "Chaun-see").
ANSWER: Being There 
5) Its manufacturer’s website claims that the name change and new cinnamon and cherry flavor added to this product in 2001 now makes it appeal to consumers who have “an uninhibited, fun and unconventional attitude”. A sugar free version of this product was tested in 2005 but never saw wide release, and the Piggly Wiggly grocery store offers a knock-off version. Its old name notably contained no period, and Mitch Hedberg criticized this product, observing that the dude didn’t even get his degree. FTP, identify this pivotal component of the crazy delicious equation, a rival of Dr. Pepper popular in the South.
ANSWER: Mr Pibb or Pibb Xtra
6) It was the directorial debut of Kenny Ortega and featured Alan Menken’s music. This 1992 film initially performed rather poorly at the box office, however VHS release and regular play on the Disney Channel has given it an enthusiastic following. It is based on an 1899 strike in New York City, although vaudeville performer Medda and reporter Bryan Denton were created for the movie. It centers on the tensions surrounding Jack Kelley, including his relationships with Theodore Roosevelt and Joseph Pulitzer. FTP, identify this musical featuring such songs as “Carrying the Banner,” “King of New York,” “Santa Fe” and “Seize the Day.”
ANSWER: Newsies 
7) His accent has changed from an American one provided by Mel Blanc to the current British accent provided by Maurice LaMarche. His color scheme has changed over the years from representing every color present in the product he marketed to displaying black, orange, red and pink on his largest feature. In his current adventure, his three nephews accompany him to Glitter Island where they discover new golden colors which are subsequently added as sparkling rings to his already colorful product. FTP, name this cereal advertising mascot who encourages you to follow your nose.
ANSWER: Toucan Sam
8) This substance has been shown to not promote bacterial growth in teeth, and it is also not metabolized within a human body. The FDA approved its use as an additive in foods in 1998, and it currently comes in both granular and packet form as well as blends for coffee. Although this substance contains approximately 96 calories per cup, the calories per serving are so small that the product is branded as a no calorie sweetener. FTP, identify this artificial sweetener, the marketing label for sucralose, whose slogan is, “made from sugar, so it tastes like sugar”.
ANSWER: Splenda (prompt on Sucralose before mentioned)

9) The name for these items comes from a Celtic word meaning to rise and a French word for fritter. They occasionally incorporate meat into their ingredients, notably shrimp and crawfish, but more often they’re filled with jam. The Café du Monde famously offers a dish of three of these baked goods, along with offering batter for making homemade versions of them. They notably have no hole, and are usually cut into two inch thick squares. FTP, identify this type of deep-fried dough pastry that is sprinkled with confectioner’s sugar, the state doughnut of Louisiana, a food popular in New Orleans.
ANSWER: Beignet
10) This film was partially financed by the mortgage the filmmaker took out on his home, and by profits made from organizing Bingo tournaments. A sequel called Pets or Meat aired on PBS’s P.O.V. program that follows up on a woman in the original who sold rabbits for either purpose. The filmmaker was criticized for altering the timeline in this movie such as misrepresenting when AutoWorld closed, and its poster depicts that filmmaker standing next to an empty chair. Chronicling the city of Flint, Michigan after massive layoffs in the 1980s, identify, FTP, this first documentary by Michael Moore, a film that sought to seek an interview with the title chairman of GMC.
ANSWER: Roger and Me 
11) A legend on one of this brand’s products states that its founder would threaten anyone who tried to steal it. An organics division was spun off from this company in 2001 by its founder’s daughter Nell that sells products such as pretzels and pet food. This company’s first product was an all natural Salad Dressing, and has since expanded to products like popcorn and salsa. All of its profits go to charities, and it has donated over 175 million dollars since its founding. FTP, identify this company that is named after its founder, an actor who won an Oscar for his role in The Color of Money and whose face is on every product this company sells. 
ANSWER: Newman’s Own
12) Nominated for the Oscar in both Best Art Direction-Set Decoration and Cinematography in 1976, the planned remake of it has been in development hell for over a decade. The title character is a Sandman commissioned with killing those who wish to avoid their fate, but he is then commissioned to find the fabled Sanctuary of runners. In the film's reality, each person's life clock changes colors as they age: from clear to yellow to green and then to red. At the age of thirty, the life clock flashes red and then turns black. At this time, citizens are expected to report to a location to be sacrificed. Name this futuristic film starring Farrah Fawcett, Richard Jordan and Michael York, where "Carousel is a lie!"
ANSWER: Logan's Run 
13) In order to receive complete access from the U.S. military, this film’s director granted the organization complete veto power over any part of the film. That military sway was allegedly why the court marshaled John Stebbins was replaced with the fictional Ewan McGregor-played John Grimes in this film, a character whose special talent of typing spared him from action until another Ranger broke his arm. Based on a book of the same name by Mark Bowden, FTP, identify this 2001 film directed by Ridley Scott and starring Josh Hartnett about the downing of an American helicopter in Mogadishu.
ANSWER: Black Hawk Down 
14) His most recent British show is The F-Word, while earlier documentaries include Boiling Point. He has written six books, including his namesake Secrets, Just Desserts, and Kitchen Heaven. His restaurant in Chelsea earned three Michelin stars in 2001, making him the first Scot to achieve this rank, and he also owns 8 additional restaurants. FTP, identify this chef known for hosting the namesake Kitchen Nightmares show in the UK, and for his fiery attitude as host of the American reality show, Hell’s Kitchen.
ANSWER: Gordon Ramsey
15) This dish’s origins go back to New York City in the 1970s, likely being invented in Peng’s Restaurant where the tradition of making it a Chef’s Specialty began. The deep fried dark meat in this dish is substituted for white meat in many upscale restaurants, and a vegetarian tofu variety is also popular. Other ingredients in this dish include ginger, garlic, and scallions, and the sauce put on it is of the Hunan and Szechuan variety, in that it is both sweet and spicy. FTP, identify this dish popular at Chinese restaurants, usually served with broccoli and whole dry peppers, named for a 19th century military commander.
ANSWER: General Tso’s Chicken
16) His middle initial wasn't actually for a name; he added it to his name as he felt it added flair. Greta Garbo signed a contract with MGM which had a clause stating that only Irving Thalberg and this man could produce her films. The last film he worked on was 1957's A Farewell to Arms, for which he was the presenter along with his more common role of producer. He brought Alfred Hitchcock to America by producing Rebecca, but later drove their friendship and business relationship apart by insisting to edit Spellbound against Hitchcock's wishes. FTP, name this producer best known for his work on Duel in the Sun, King Kong and Gone With the Wind.
ANSWER: David O. Selznick
17) They’ve virtually disappeared from Scotland, but cultivation of this product remains strong in this food's is native Artic regions. They were first produced commercially in Massachusetts by Henry Hall, and today their major centers of production also include Minnesota and New Jersey. Automatic picking machines harvest ones intended to be sold as whole fruits, while ones intended to be processed are picked after their habitat has been flooded. FTP, identify this fruit that shares a name with an Irish alternative band who had a hit with the song Linger, a fruit that is often made into juice and a namesake sauce that is popular during Thanksgiving.
ANSWER: Cranberry
18) This figure, resurrected by Crispin Porter and Bogusky originally appeared as a short, clean shaven animated character wearing a similar burgundy coat with white fur trim as he does today, a character who could summon food from thin air. The modern incarnation has been known to hide in trash cans and to creep around hedges in suburbia. Some have alleged in a press conference with his agent that his head has increased in size since last year, and he can be seen wearing a motion capture suit in several spots advertising his new Pocketbike Racing game. FTP, identify this oversized mask wearing advertising icon who offers up Double Whoppers to his victims.
ANSWER: The King
19) Some of the healthier of the eight “fun” varieties of this product are the Calcium Enriched type and the Reduced Sodium version. The fact that they are baked and not fried is heavily advertised as a health benefit of this product compared to potato chips, and the sandwich cracker type can be filled with peanut better or cheese. Additional taste is contained in the Flavor Blasted line of this snack, and they also come in Baby and Giant types. Most popular for their pizza, pretzel, and cheddar flavors, FTP, identify this popular Pepperidge Farm snack that smiles back until you bite their heads off.
ANSWER: Goldfish
20) Some of his few non-type cast roles included playing a zombie in The Return of Dr. X, and District Attorney David Graham alongside Bette Davis in Marked Woman. He transformed his role as the world famous killer Duke Mantee from the stage to the screen in the Warner Brother’s film The Petrified Forest, in what would become his breakout film role. Also playing Captain Queeg in The Caine Mutiny, FTP, was this iconic American actor who won an Academy Award for his role as Charlie Allnut in The African Queen and starred as nightclub owner Rick Blaine in Casablanca.
ANSWER: Humphrey Deforest Bogart
21) Among its first class in 1989 were the movies On the Waterfront, Citizen Kane, Gone With the Wind and Casablanca. 2006's inductees included Blazing Saddles; sex, lies and videotape; and The Big Trail. The oldest film in it is Blacksmith Scene, a 34 second long film featuring three employees of Thomas Edison acting as blacksmiths. The most recent film is Fargo. Established in 1988, it selects up to 25 movies each year to preserve. FTP, identify this list of films preserved for cultural significance selected by the United States National Film Preservation Board.
ANSWER: United States National Film Registry
22) It originally was going to star Christian Bale and Jessica Alba, but they had the good sense and taste to pull out of the project. It was nominated for two 2006 Razzies - for Worst Actress and Worst Director. A detective's investigation leads him to Shadow Island, where the Abkani are attempting to open a portal to hell. Supposedly based on a video game, it only shared the main character's name with the game. FTP, name this terrible film starring Tara Reid as Aline Cedrac and Christian Slater as Edward Camby and directed by Uwe Boll.
ANSWER: Alone in the Dark 
23) He is shown trapped in a bakery in an episode of Robot Chicken that ends with him gorging himself with food before he is discovered. In 1999 this then Indiana University student decided to no longer take the bus to classes. He appeared at the opening of an all kosher store of the chain he now promotes, although that chain does not officially endorse his plan. His motivational speeches are sponsored by the American Heart Association, and of his speeches was shown in Supersize Me. FTP, identify this advertising spokesman who dropped from 425 to 190 pounds thanks to his “Subway Diet”.
ANSWER: Jared Fogle (accept either underlined part)

1) Oh, the sweet feeling of exchanging four dollars for a package of sugar filled confections. Name these classic movie candies, FTPE.
[10] This Nestle candy consists of peanuts coated with milk chocolate. Its name comes from an alternate word for peanuts.
ANSWER: Goobers
[10] Larger servings of these original malted milk balls by Hershey’s often come in milk carton style containers.
ANSWER: Whoppers
[10] No longer found just in movie theatres, this Nestle treat comes in a yellow package to show off the fact that the food it contains has been sun-ripened in California.
ANSWER: Raisinets
2) Answer the following about these related movies, FTPE.
[10] In the pair of Men in Black films, J and K wield these tools to relieve people of contact with aliens.
ANSWER: neuralizer
[10] The title of this movie refers to Lacuna Inc.'s technique of removing unpleasant memories.
ANSWER: Eternal Sunshine of the Spotless Mind
[10] After being hit by a bus, this film's main character believes his name is Phil. He eventually regains his memory and re-joins his variety show troupe to perform on Broadway.
ANSWER: The Muppets Take Manhattan
3) Wipe that giant sweatdrop away from your forehead and answer these questions on anime, FTPE.
[10] Tetsuo, a member of a young motorcycle gang in a futuristic Tokyo, develops ESP that grows beyond his control and is only stopped by the resurrection of the title character.
ANSWER: Akira 
[10] In this film, Ashitaka is an 18-year-old prince who falls in love with the title character and is caught in the middle of a conflict between Lady Eboshi's Irontown and the spirits of the forest.
ANSWER: Princess Mononoke 
[10] A co-founder of Studio Ghibli, this man directed Spirited Away, Howl's Moving Castle and the aforementioned Princess Mononoke.
ANSWER: Hayao Miyazaki
4) Answer the following about film score composers.
[10] This composer of the opera Einstein on the Beach has also had work featured in Koyaanisqatsi and The Truman Show.
ANSWER: Philip Glass
[10] He is the composer of the soundtracks for Ragtime, James and the Giant Peach and Toy Story.
ANSWER: Randy Newman
[10] His compositional contributions include Get Rich or Die Trying and The Color Purple.
ANSWER: Quincy Jones
5) Identify these different types of candy bars, FTPE.
[10] Hershey’s now puts out an energy bar called the Pro under this name. Both that version and the original version are composed of 40% peanuts with caramel flavoring.
ANSWER: PayDay
[10] Another Hershey bar containing peanuts, this candy bar with a formal title lends its name to an LL Cool J song and a 1977 movie where Tuesday Weld was nominated for a Best Supporting Actress Oscar.
ANSWER: Mr. Goodbar
[10] Opie and Anthony caused a stir when they gave away one of these Nestle candy bars in lieu of a cash prize when they were still hosting a local Boston radio program in the ‘90s.
ANSWER: 100 Grand Bar

6) Identify the following movies featuring the likeness of Christian Bale, FTPE.
[10] Probably the best movie about the Dark Knight made since Tim Burton was behind the wheel, this 2005 film details the origins of Gotham's Caped Crusader.
ANSWER: Batman Begins 
[10] Bale stars as Patrick Bateman in 2000's American Psycho, and adaptation of this man's novel of the same name.
ANSWER: Bret Easton Ellis
[10] Bale plays Cleric John Preston, who leads a revolution in a world without emotion in this 2002 sci-fi/action thriller.
ANSWER: Equilibrium 
7) Competitive Eating, could it be America’s new pastime? Answer some questions about these famous competitive eating events, FTPE.
[10] This eating contest, sponsored by Philadelphia’s 610 WIP sports radio station, will see its fifteenth competition, “Philly vs. the World”, take place this February.
ANSWER: Wing Bowl
[10] This annual Fourth of July event at Coney Island has seen the number of items eaten rise from 13 in 1916 to 53 in 2006.
ANSWER: Nathan’s Hot Dog Eating Contest
[10] This event in Chattanooga, Tennessee has eaters competing to down as many 2.5 square inch hamburgers as they can in eight minutes.
ANSWER: Krystal Square Off
8) Jude Law: he might be easy on the eyes, but not so much on the Box Office. FTPE:
[10] About the only successful thing coming out of this 2004 movie was Law becoming engaged to co-star Sienna Miller, even though that too failed to last. A remake of a 1966 Michael Caine movie, it managed to get about half of its production costs back.
ANSWER: Alfie 
[10] This other 2004 flop features Law as Brad Stand, a shallow executive at the fictional chain of stores whose name appears in the title.
ANSWER: I ♥ Huckabees 
[10] 2004 just wasn't his year, as Law starred opposite Gwyneth Paltrow and Angelina Jolie in this alternative history film featuring extensive use of the greenscreen.
ANSWER: Sky Captain and the World of Tomorrow 
9) Time for three questions about everyone's favorite Oscar winner: Cuba Gooding Jr.! FTPE:
[10] Released in 2002, Gooding's Jerry Robinson goes on a cruise with his best friend Nick, only to discover it's a gay cruise! Hilarity attempts to ensue!
ANSWER: Boat Trip 
[10] Gooding starred as an ice-cream truck driver named Arlo who, along with Skeet Ulrich's portrayal of a convenience store clerk named Tim, must prevent a bio-warfare weapon from reaching fifty degrees Fahrenheit or else said weapon will detonate. On top of this, Arlo and Tim don't particularly care for each other, so hilarity again attempts to ensue!
ANSWER: Chill Factor 
[10] Gooding is Salim Adel, a corrupt cop whose partner Armando Sanchez (played by Clifton Collins Jr.) wrestles with the choice of turning in his fellow officers for their illegal activities or letting those activities continue in this 2005 film. Hilarity does not ensue, but a terrible movie does.
ANSWER: Dirty

[10] Arby’s restaurants occasionally share space with this pizza chain that claims to be “the largest mall-based Italian restaurant chain in the world”.
ANSWER: Sbarro
11) Identify some of these Disney animated films that come out of the vault a lot less often than the more popular ones, FTPE.
[10] Princess Eilonwy, not popular enough to be an official Disney Princess, is one of the group of heroes who try to prevent the Horned King from obtaining the title object in this 1985 Disney film.
ANSWER: The Black Cauldron 
[10] This wartime Disney flick commissioned to build support for the United States from Latin America inspired a sequel called The Three Caballeros. Donald Duck and Goofy each star in two of its four parts.
ANSWER: Saludos Amigos 
[10] This film stars Basil of Baker Street, a Sherlock Holmes-like rodent who must stop Professor Ratigan from taking over the British crown.
ANSWER: The Great Mouse Detective 
12) Answer some questions about these different cuts of beef, FTPE.
[10] This tough, dry cut of beef comes from the tibia of the cow. Due to its low quality, it is rarely used outside of stews and soups.
ANSWER: Shank
[10] Coming from the lower belly muscles of a cow and known as Bavette in French cuisine, this cut of beef is made into steaks like the London Broil.
ANSWER: Flank
[10] This cut of beef is cut from where the backbone connects to the hipbone at the lower portion of the ribs. It is the cheapest of the premium steaks.
ANSWER: Sirloin
13) Identify the type of Girl Scout cookie from the color of the box for 10 points. You’ll get 5 if you need a description of the cookie.
[10] Sold in a dark green box.
[5] The cookies consist of mint wafers covered in dark chocolate.
ANSWER: Thin Mints
[10] These cookies come in a purple box.
[5] These doughnut-shaped cookies are covered in caramel, coconut and chocolate stripes.
ANSWER: Samoas or Caramel deLites
[10] Sold in a red box.
[5] The cookie consists of a cookie topped with a layer of peanut butter and covered in chocolate.
ANSWER: Tagalogs or Peanut Butter Patties
14) Name some of these movie villains from AFI's 100 Heroes and Villains list, FTPE.
[10] Coming in at number 50 on the list was this dirty LAPD narcotics cop from Training Day played by Denzel Washington.
ANSWER: Alonzo Harris (except either underlined part)
[10] Character Max Cady from this film placed 28 on AFI's list. Atticus Finch playing Gregory Peck passed on the role to play hero Sam Bowden because he didn't think audiences would accept him as a villain.
ANSWER: Cape Fear 
[10] This traitor and mother of an aspiring vice presidential candidate is played by Angela Lansbury in the original version of The Manchurian Candidate.
ANSWER: Mrs. John Isenlin
15) Answer some questions about a certain cereal, FTPE.
[10] The first word in this Kellogg’s cereal’s name was inexplicably dropped in 2006 only to be put back after consumer confusion a few months later.
ANSWER: Corn Pops
[10] This mascot with an enormous cowboy hat appeared on Corn Pops boxes from 1977 to 1979. His name is similar to the cereal’s longer running slogan about where its taste comes from.
ANSWER: Big Yella
[10] Corn Pops were originally known by this name. This name probably more accurately describes where the cereal’s taste comes from than the phrase Big Yellow does.
ANSWER: Sugar Pops
16) Identify some of these films featuring Kate Winslet, FTPE.
[10] This was the second film for which Kate received an Oscar nomination for playing a younger version of another actress. In this film, novelist Winslet plays a young version of Judi Dench who falls in love with John Bayley.
ANSWER: Iris 
[10] Winslet plays Sylvia Llewelyn Davies in this 2004 film that depicts J.M. Barrie's attempts to create the work he is most famous for.
ANSWER: Finding Neverland 
[10] Along with Iris and Finding Neverland, Winslet played a chambermaid named Madeleine LeClerc who smuggles the works of Marquis de Sade out of prison in this other period piece starring the actress.
ANSWER: Quills 
17) Identify these personalities from Iron Chef, FTPE.
[10] He served as chairman for the Japanese show, and was the only person not to have his voice dubbed.
ANSWER: Chairman Takeshi Kaga (also accept Shigekatsu Katsuda)
[10] He was probably the only redeeming quality of the shortlived Iron Chef: USA, serving as the American version of Chairman Kaga.
ANSWER: William Shatner
[10] He appeared on the New York Battle and 21st Century Battle episodes where he played an ugly American stereotype. He later became an Iron Chef on the American version.
ANSWER: Bobby Flay
18) This company caused a small controversy last year when its new flavor, Black & Tan, unintentionally shared a name with a British police force during the Irish War of Independence. FTPE,
[10] First, name this company.
ANSWER: Ben & Jerry’s
[10] One of Ben & Jerry’s other recently added flavors is this combination of Cherry Garcia and Chocolate Fudge Brownie ice creams.
ANSWER: Neapolitan Dynamite
[10] Also coming in a Body & Soul variety, this 5th most popular flavor combines chocolate and vanilla ice creams with fudge brownies and cookie dough.
ANSWER: Half Baked
19) Like it makes a difference, answer these questions about these different types of bottled water, FTPE.
[10] This Coke brand uses reverse osmosis to filter the tap water contained within the bottle. It now also comes in Splenda-flavored varieities like Lemon Ice.
ANSWER: Dasani
[10] The company behind this brand of water claims that its water is purified by trade winds en route from the Yaqara Range to North America.
ANSWER: Fiji Water
[10] Commercial sales of this brand of water date back to the 19th century. Its sources include those in Hollis and Freyburg, Maine in addition to its namesake source.
ANSWER: Poland Spring
20) FTPE, answer the following about winners of the Academy Award for Best Documentary Feature.
[10] This 2000 winner examined the events of September 5, 1972, when 11 Israeli athletes were abducted and murdered by members of Black September.
ANSWER: One Day in September
[10] This 1996 winner was about George Foreman and Muhammad Ali's famed "Rumble in the Jungle" fight in 1974.
ANSWER: When We Were Kings
[10] 1975's winner chronicled the story of Yuichiro Miura, a Japanese skier, and he and the film's crew's attempts to climb and then ski down a portion of the world's tallest mountain.

[10] Kevin McCallister played this fake movie multiple times to convince others that adults were in the house during Home Alone.

22) Identify these different diet fads, FTPE.
[10] This diet emphasizes analyzing Glycemic Indexes to determine how much weight-gain causing insulin is secreted by the body by eating a particular food.
ANSWER: Montignac Diet or Montignac Method
