Oh yes, we went there. This packet sees a mash up of relatively innocent Children's Literature and the not so innocent world of adult films. Don't worry, the FBI and hsquizbowl have already been alerted.
1) Bill Asher is one of three CEOs of this group, along with founders Steven Hirsch and David James, the latter two of which also serve as Custodians of Record. Unlike most other similar companies, their high production value results in only about 60 title releases per year, which are heavily advertised. Much like the film studios of old Hollywood, starlets are signed to exclusive contracts with the company in exchange for becoming one of their girls. FTP, Savanna Samson, Sunrise Adams and Briana Banks are some of the latest girls of this adult video production company.
ANSWER: Vivid Entertainment Group

2) A fourth book by the original author and illustrator is due to be published in the Fall of 2007 while the previous three books included subtitles such as “First Flight” and “A Land Apart From Time”. Sixteen short children’s novels were produced including “Windchaser” and “Hatchling.” The explanation for the continued existence of the natives of the land is explained by them having hidden in a large underground cavern called the World Beneath. FTP, name this series originally created by James Gurney, the original book of which followed Will and Arthur Dennison as they learn to live among the Saurians.
ANSWER: Dinotopia
3) In one book, this character rents a pet snake and loses a bet concerning the location of a purple marble, actions that contribute towards him being left penniless. Unlike his brothers Nicholas and Anthony, his impulse buying causes his economic downfall, although like them, he “used to be rich last Sunday” after receiving a dollar. In another book, his drawing of an invisible castle goes unappreciated, while he learns that he has a cavity and is forced to buy white shoes instead of blue ones with red stripes. Besides those irritants, he wakes up with gum in his hair and has to eat lima beans for dinner, making him fantasize about moving to Australia. FTP, identify this title character of several Judith Viorst novels best known for his “terrible, horrible, no good, very bad day”.
Answer: Alexander
4) A sufferer of bipolar disorder, he served on the USS Enterprise in the Navy during the early 1960s. His first sexual experience was with a chicken after a discussion with friends, á la American Pie, which he killed afterwards to avoid suspicion. The woman that he was married to the longest drowned in a bathtub, possibly due to a heroin overdose. His flagship magazine was started in 1974, and the cover of its bicentennial issue two years later appeared as the cover to the Black Crowes’ album Amorica. Paralyzed from the waist-down after an assassination attempt, name, FTP, this longtime publisher of Hustler.
ANSWER: Larry Claxton Flint, Jr.

5) The protagonist of this work saves up money by selling fruit and bait, and later in the novel he wins $300 in a hunting contest despite his grandfather suffering a sprained ankle in the icy woods. That grandfather was responsible for ordering the protagonist’s two companions, and the main character chops down a giant tree in order to chase out the first coon of the season after realizing that he must finish the hunt for the sake of his two dogs. FTP, identify this 1961 novel by Wilson Rawls whose title refers to the burial location of protagonist Billy Coleman’s hounds, Old Dan and Little Ann.
ANSWER: Where The Red Fern Grows
6) It was built on top of the ruins of Castle Kotir, the residence of Tsarmina when she was in power. It is tall enough to be seen a league away, was designed by Germaine from Loamhedge and was declared completed when a weather vane was added, although additions were subsequently built. Its inhabitants are peaceful, but will fight when attacked, which is often, such as when it is attacked by Cluny the Scourge and the Marlfoxes. Despite its name its inhabitants practice no religion. Identify, FTP, this namesake edifice inhabited by anthropomorphic animals in a series by Brian Jacques.
ANSWER: Redwall Abbey 

7) In 2005, a documentary on it was produced and shown on British television, and there have been 4 direct sequels, as well as such spin-offs as Next Generation, The Revenge, East vs West, Wall Street and Las Vegas. In it, Mr. Bradley, Mr. Hardwick and Mr. Greenfield all help out the local cheerleading squad by providing them with after-school jobs with room for growth. Shot at Pratt Institute, without any fictional action taking place in the title locale, FTP, identify this 1978 film starring Bambi Woods as an aspiring member of the Cowgirls.
ANSWER: Debbie Does Dallas 
8) Her relatives include a mother with a cat named Fred and a red haired niece named Dottie. Another Dotty, one Dotty Parson, voiced a cousin of hers named Murph. Her middle name, Felicity, is mentioned in a CD-ROM game where she leads an expedition to the rainforest, while her first name, Valerie, is revealed in The Age of the Dinosaurs. Her dresses include patterns indicating what her next adventure will be, and her earrings glow before a field trip starts. FTP, identify this school teacher with a pet iguana named Liz and who also owns a magic school bus.
ANSWER: Ms. Valerie Felicity Frizzle
9) Although it’s not the Princess Bride, this story is set up as being told as a bedtime story by a grandfather to his grandkids. In the story, there are very few restaurants in town and the ones that are there don’t have roofs. When the weather goes awry, one day lunch brings in fifteen drifts of cream cheese and jelly sandwiches, and a giant pancake and syrup storm force the school to close. In order to escape, the townspeople leave on boats of stale bread to find a place where food is bought in supermarkets. Set in the town of Chewandswallow this is, FTP, what book by Judi Barrett where food falls from the sky.
ANSWER: Cloudy With a Chance of Meatballs
10) It began publication in 1985 when it was founded by Chris Astridge, and it first primarily served as a fashion-based publication. Following the success of Loaded, it changed to the lad’s magazine genre, but focused on printing pictures of women famous for things other than their beauty. heat overtook it in United Kingdom sales in 2004, and the response has been to include more nudity. FTP, identify this international monthly magazine soon to be discontinued in the US, known for its list of the 100 sexiest women, originally titled For Him.
ANSWER: For Him Magazine
11) He is featured in twenty-two books including Howliday Inn, a book that, like all of the books in the series that he appears in, centers on the Monroe family and their pets. He was found at a movie theater at which the Monroes were watching the film that gave him his name. The original story is from the point of view of the Monroe family dog named Harold, who is being convinced by the cat, Chester, that this new pet isn’t normal. One of the clues to support Chester’s theory is that overnight an eggplant goes from purple to white. Named after the Monroe family saw the movie Dracula, this is, FTP, what rabbit that sucks the juice out of vegetables.
ANSWER: Bunnicula
12) There have been 5 sequels to and one remake of this flick, in which the person born Michelle Graham plays the title character. Jenna Jameson assumes the title role in a 2005 remake that won 9 AVN awards. In the beginning of the film, Justine, a spinster who has led a pure life, decides that suicide is her only option of ending her existence, and finds herself presented with the choice of either limbo or hell. FTP, Georgina Spelvin decides to earn her spot in hell through a life of debauchery in what 1973 film?
ANSWER: The Devil in Miss Jones 
13) In early July, 2006, he was charged with domestic battery and cruelty to animals for shooting a puppy with an arrow. Prior to that, he had made appearances on such series as “Doogie Howser, M.D.,” “Melrose Place,” “Passion Cove,” “Kama Sutra” and “The Pleasure Zone.” His feature-length movies include Chick Street Fighter and The Virgins of Sherwood Forest. FTP, identify this soft-core porn star, who is also the* winner of "Survivor: Thailand".
ANSWER: Brian Heidik (accept “The winner of Survivor: Thailand” before *; either first or last name is acceptable)

14) A noted experiment conducted at this institution involves dropping a coffeepot, a pencil sharpener, a sack of potatoes, and a fluorescent light out a window. Teachers who briefly work there include Mrs. Drazil and the vindictive Mrs. Nogard, who softens when she listens to the thoughts of a baby, the "little stranger" in the title of a book set there. Miss Zarves teaches on its nonexistent nineteenth story, while most of the members of the class on its top floor were turned into apples by Mrs. Gorf before the arrival of Mrs. Jewels. Terrence, Joy, Maurecia, Bebe, and Kathy all attend, FTP, this thirty-story school whose "sideways stories" appear in a book by Louis Sachar.
ANSWER: Wayside School

15) He served as a special consultant for Nine and a Half Weeks and holds a degree in Special Education from Queens College. He posed in a PETA advertisement handcuffed on a bed advocating the spaying and neutering of domesticated animals. Although he got notoriety and his nickname for being able to perform autofellatio, notably in Inside Seka, he now is only able to kiss the tip of his member due to weight gain. The star of Porn Star: The Legend of this man, FTP, identify this contestant on The Surreal Life: Fame Games, the greatest porn star of all time, as rated by AVN, known as the Hedgehog.
ANSWER: Ron Jeremy
16) In 1975, a local California TV station aired the first commercial for this company that explicitly talked about its product, which caused an initial uproar that resulted in the campaign’s end despite a majority of focus groups approving of it. On Memorial Day, 1987, the Boston Phoenix was the first newspaper to give away samples of this company’s product. They have recently developed a vibrating ring for use with their most well-known product, for which they have varieties such as Elexa, ENZ, and the large-sized Magnum line. FTP, name this condom manufacturer whose spokesman just so happens to show up in his latex outfit whenever anyone is about to have sex.
ANSWER: Trojan
17) In The Uses of Enchantment, Bruno Bettelheim criticized this story for providing children with unrealistic expectations. The publishing company most associated with it was sued by Elizabeth M. Chimel in 1949 who claimed that her cousin had written the original story under the name “Uncle Nat”. Other versions have changed the adjective in the title to royal, pony, and steam. In the most well known version, the title character’s gender is revealed to be female and its larger rivals are male, and that version was created by publisher Platt & Munk under the pseudonym Watty Piper with illustrations by Lois Lenski. FTP, name this classic children’s book best known for the title locomotive saying, “I think I can, I think I can”.
ANSWER: The Little Engine That Could (edit for flow) 

18) In the 1980’s, Rachel Ashley, Angel, Barbara Dare, Samantha Strong and Aja won it. In 1990, Victoria Paris and Tori Welles ended up tied after the voting for it ended, and the decade later saw Alex Jordan, Missy, Johnni Black and Alisha Klass walk away with it. More memorable winners include Ginger Lynn, Shayla LaVeaux, and Tera Patrick. Akin to Best New Artist and Most Promising New Star, identify, FTP, this AVN award most recently won by McKenzie Lee and Cytherea, given to the porn actress with the most potential and quality in her debut year.
ANSWER: Best New Starlet
19) Minor characters in it include Dusty, who runs away to the sea, and Pumpkin, who deserts from the navy but is later executed. Other characters include Ephraim Lapham who warns the title character about his pride and Rab Silsbee who introduces the protagonist to the day’s politics. On Family Guy, Peter’s library card is taken away after he reads this book while intoxicated, loudly noting that the title character shouldn’t feel bad because he still lives in exciting times, and Peter also frantically reads its first line, “the life of a silversmith’s apprentice was not an easy one.” FTP, identify this Esther Forbes novel set during the Revolutionary War that sees the title character lose the use of his hand.

20) Mardin Amin was arrested at O’Hare for having one in his carry-on luggage, as he told security officials it was a bomb rather than have his mother, who was with him, know he had one. On June 29, 2006, Oklahoma judge Donald Thompson was found guilty on four counts of indecent exposure for using one of these to masturbate while presiding over trials. Also used for curing impotence, FTP, name this device that uses a vacuum to increase blood pressure in the genital region of males to purportedly increase size.
ANSWER: Penis Pump (prompt on “penis enlarger” or similar answers)

21) It was the first part of a trilogy, with the second part, Gathering Blue and the third, Messenger, published 7 and 11 years after the first book. When a young child named Caleb drowns in the river, the community is shocked because they do not know death, only the Ceremony of Release. At the Ceremony of the Twelve, the protagonist is chosen for his job because of his “capacity to see beyond”, which may include the ability to see color, and he is sent to The Receiver to learn memories from “back and back and back”, things before Sameness. Centering on a boy named Jonas this is, FTP, what distopian novel written by Lois Lowry.
ANSWER: The Giver (needs editing)

22) The search for a home in this work begins in Boston Public Garden, which is discarded after one of the parents is almost run down by a bicyclist. The parents in it also consider Beacon Hill and the Massachusetts State House before settling on a location on the Charles River where they befriend a policeman named Michael. After the appearance of their eight offspring, the father decides to take a trip up the Charles and he will meet them at the Public Garden in one week. FTP, identify this Robert McCloskey book that follows Jack, Kack, Lack, Mack, Nack, Ouack, Pack, Quack and their mother’s efforts to meet up with Mr. Mallard, as they are helped out by policemen.
ANSWER: Make Way For Ducklings
1) Name these characters from a certain Beverly Cleary series about children on Klickitat Street, 5-10-15.
[5] This titular pest tries to make the Q in her last name look like a cat and harasses the crossing guard and her older sister, and in one book is named as being Age 8.
ANSWER: Ramona Quimby
[10] This is the older sister of Ramona. Her nickname is derived from the time that Ramona could not pronounce her given name correctly and eventually the whole town started using the nickname.
ANSWER: Beatrice “Beezus” Quimby (either of first names acceptable)
[15] This is the name of the paperboy who originated the books about Klickitat and has a dog named Ribsy.
ANSWER: Henry Huggins

2) Unsatisfied with life at home, two siblings decide to run away from home to show their parents how much they would be missed if they were gone. FTPE:
[10] First, name this novel that sees Claudia and Jamie uncovering the mystery of an angel statue at the Metropolitan Museum of Art.
ANSWER: From the Mixed Up Files of Mrs. Basil E. Frankweiler 
[10] From the Mixed Up Files of Mrs. Basil E. Frankweiler was written by this author, who won a second Newberry Medal in 1997 for her novel, The View From Saturday.
ANSWER: Elaine Lobl Konigsburg
[10] Claudia’s brother Jamie has accumulated a secret stipend of cash by rearranging his deck everyday in order to win in this deterministic card game.
ANSWER: War
3) In 2001, a club at a northeastern university made headlines when they announced that they were going to make their own pornographic film starring students. FTPE:
[10] Name either the club or the Comedy Central movie of the same name in which students participate because one of the things “tastes good”, and the other is “videos of people having sex”.
ANSWER: Porn ‘n Chicken 
[10] The Porn ‘n Chicken club was based out of this Ivy League University founded in 1701 in New Haven, Connecticut.
ANSWER: Yale University
[10] This was the name decided on by the PnC club for their student-cast skin flick. Many doubt if filming ever began and suggest the entire thing was a hoax.
ANSWER: The StaXXX

5) Identify these winners of the Newberry Medal that all have female protagonists, FTPE.
[10] This Elizabeth George Speare novel won the medal in 1959. Its protagonist, Kit, is a native of Barbados who moves to colonial Connecticut where she is eventually accused of sorcery.
ANSWER: The Witch of Blackbird Pond 
[10] The 1971 winner, this Betsy Byars novel sees the fourteen year old protagonist Sara learning just how much her mentally challenged brother Charlie means to her when he goes missing.
ANSWER: Summer of the Swans
[10] Winning the medal in 1986, this Patricia MacLachlan novel sees Papa requesting the title figure as a mail order bride to his farm in Kansas after his wife died giving birth to his son, Little Caleb.
ANSWER: Sarah, Plain and Tall 
6) Identify these things from the Animorph series, FTSNOP.
[5] This slug-like parasitic alien race enslaves humans, and are the enemy of the Animorphs.
ANSWER: Yeerks
[5, 5] Name any two of the five Animorphs, F5PE.
ANSWERS: Rachel, Cassie, Jake, Marco, Tobias
[15] This Andalite war-prince gives the Animorphs their morphing abilities, and is brother to Ax and father to Tobias.
ANSWER: Elfangor-Sirinial Shamtul

7) Your question writer was disappointed to learn what the answers to this bonus were really about. Identify these books that sound like they ought to be porn titles, FTPE.
[10] This William S. Burroughs work was one of the last American books to be put on trial for obscenity. It contains the tale of “The Talking Asshole” and exploits of Bill Lee.
ANSWER: Naked Lunch 
[10] This autobiographical book details the life of Philip Carey, who is orphaned, brought up by a pious uncle, and suffers from a clubfoot.
ANSWER: Of Human Bondage 
[10] Subtitled, The Birth of the Prison, this Michel Foucault work examines the mechanisms behind the large changes in western penal systems in the past couple centuries.
ANSWER: Discipline and Punish (or Serveiler et punir )

8) He beats Mars Bar in a race while running backwards, and is also able to sprint on a thin rail without falling. FTPE:
[10] Name this character who loves Butterscotch Krimpets, can't understand the racial tensions between blacks and whites in the town of Two Mills, and is nicknamed for his daring athletic prowess.
ANSWER: Maniac Magee or Jeffrey Lionel Magee
[10] This author of Crash and Space Station Seventh Grade wrote Maniac Magee.
ANSWER: Jerry Spinelli
[10] Spinelli also penned this somewhat darker novel about Palmer LaRue, who rebels against the town of Waymer's tradition of having 10-year-old boys kill wounded pigeons shot down during an annual "Family Fest".
ANSWER: Wringer
9) Identify the following roles that required Ron Jeremy to rely on his enormous acting talent, FTPE.
[10] In this 1999 film about four teens trying to get into a 1978 KISS concert, Ron plays an MC at a male strip club.
ANSWER: Detroit Rock City 
[10] Odds are you missed seeing Detroit Rock City in the theaters because you too busy checking out Ron’s work as Vincenzo Lipazzi in this Troy Duffy vehicle about fraternal twins ridding Boston of its denizens of questionable character.
ANSWER: The Boondock Saints 
[10] While not on par with Boondock Saints and rated lower than Detroit Rock City on IMDB, this 2000 Ben Affleck / Charlize Theron work about a conman assuming his dead cellmate’s identity and getting caught up in a casino heist features Ron as Prisoner #1.
ANSWER: Reindeer Games 
10) Who doesn’t enjoy stories about kids surviving in the wilderness? FTPE.
[10] This Jean Craighead George novel follows Miyax, an Eskimo girl who runs away to the Alaskan wilderness and is adopted by a local pack of wolves.
ANSWER: Julie of the Wolves
[10] Also by Jean Craighead George, this novel follows a boy named Sam Gribley and his falcon Frightful as he lives in a hollowed tree and survives in the Catskill Mountains.
ANSWER: My Side of the Mountain
[10] This book by Scott O’Dell tells the story of Karana, who is marooned alone on an island for 18 years after her tribe leaves following a fight with the Aleuts.
ANSWER: Island of the Blue Dolphins
11) Answer these questions about serialized young sleuths, FTSNP.
[10] She engages her photographic memory by saying “Click” and then looks at the mental picture later to solve crimes.
ANSWER: Camera Jansen
[10] This boy detective who charges 25 cents per day, plus expenses, has a friend named Sally and an archenemy named Bugs Meany.
ANSWER: Leroy “Encyclopedia” Brown (must have either Leroy or Encyclopedia to be acceptable)
[5, 5] Name any two of the Alden children which comprise the mystery-solving Boxcar Children for five points each.
ANSWER: Henry, Jessie, Violet and Benny
12) Identify the following actors whose names sound like they could be porn stars from their work, FTPE.
[10] He recently appeared as Brom in Eragon, and was also Profion in Dungeons and Dragons, but he is more recognizable as the voice of Scar in The Lion King.
ANSWER: Jeremy Irons
[10] This Texan has had memorable roles as Zed in the Men in Black movies and as Patches O’Houlihan in Dodgeball: A True Underdog Story.
ANSWER: Rip Torn
[10] Probably one of the last people you’d like to see making whoopee is this annoying fellow who recently voiced Mambo in Happily N’Ever After. His best work was opposite Phil Hartman as Matthew Brock on “NewsRadio.”
ANSWER: Andy Dick
13) Roald Dahl books were a staple of childhood. Name these three, FTPE.
[10] The titular characters in this novel have toeless feet, are bald, and have blue saliva. Their plot to rid the world of children is thwarted by a boy they turn into a mouse.
ANSWER: The Witches
[10] In another novel, this girl uses her telekinetic powers to free her teacher Ms. Honey and her school from the tyrannical rule of Ms. Trunchbull.
ANSWER: Matilda
[10] This Dahl book follows Sophie as she helps her friend, whose name does not refer to a large gun, get rid of the evil giants who steal children and eat them.
ANSWER: The BFG
13) While not technically porn stars, the Bond girls have certainly come close to soft-core stardom over their run. Identify the following, FTSNOP.
[10] Ursula Andress is often considered the first “Bond girl” for her role as this seductress from 1962’s Dr. No.
ANSWER: Honeychile Ryder
[10] Perhaps the best-known name for a Bond girl is Pussy Galore, who was portrayed by this actress in 1964’s Goldfinger.
ANSWER: Honor Blackman
[5/5] Maud Adams has the distinction of being the only actress to portray two different Bond Girls on the Silver Screen: one was Scaramanga’s frustrated mistress, the other was a titular villainess and jewel smuggler. Name both of them, F5PE.
ANSWER: Andrea Anders and Octopussy
14) Answer the following about the controversy surrounding the titled of “Most downloaded woman on the Internet,” FTPE.
[10] The first, and last, person to be awarded the title from Guinness World Records is this former stripper whose pioneering website, Danni’s Hard Drive, resulted in her being the first person to certifiably have 1 billion images of her downloaded.
ANSWER: Danni Ashe
[10] After her first ISP called to say that her site volume was crashing their servers, Danni Ashe set up her own system, to which the light never went out. She soon called it this, which caught on as the name of the members’ area of the site.
ANSWER: The HotBox
[10] This bikini model, who finally posed nude for Playboy’s December 2006 issue, had previously claimed the unofficial title of “Most downloaded woman” before learning of Ashe’s achievement while on the "Howard Stern Show".
ANSWER: Cindy Margolis
15) Identify this trio of books by Gary Paulson, 10-10-10.
[10] In this first book, a thirteen-year-old city boy crash-lands a plane into the Canadian wilderness and he is left to survive only with the namesake tool given to him by his mother.
ANSWER: The Hatchet
[10] This sequel to The Hatchet posits that the protagonist did not escape and was forced to spend an additional season in the wild where he builds a new shelter, snow shoes, and is attacked by a bear.
ANSWER: Brian’s Winter
[10] This book follows Brian’s return to the wilderness in order to teach Derek, a military psychologist, survival techniques. Unfortunately Derek is hit by lightening and Brian has to build a raft to take him to safety.
ANSWER: The River
16) A porn star spent all of the money she had in Jamaica to record the master tape for this song when the government wouldn’t let her take any money out of the country. Identify the following about it, FTPE.
[10] That song, which hit #4 in the US, convincingly asks, “How do you like it? How do you like it?” after making the titular request in the chorus.
ANSWER: “More, More, More”
[10] The singer of “More, More, More” was this porn star, whose other career was reflected in the lyrics “Get the cameras rollin’/Get the action goin’”.
ANSWER: Andrea True (also accept “The Andrea True Connection”, prompt on “Inger Kissin”, “Andrea Travis” and “Singe Low”)
[10] Len sampled the instrumental break from Andrea True’s “More, More, More” and used it as the background for this 1999 hit that begins, “I was lying in the grass/Sunday morning of the past week.”
ANSWER: “Steal My Sunshine”

17) Identify some of these young adult novels set during wartime, FTPE.
[10] This Irene Hunt novel whose title describes the length of the American Civil War sees brothers Eb and Tom leave their Illinois home to fight on opposite sides of the conflict.
ANSWER: Across Five Aprils
[10] In this novel by Christopher and James Lincoln Collier, the title relative is hanged for allegedly stealing cattle during the Revolutionary War.
ANSWER: My Brother Sam is Dead
[10] Mary Downing Hahn penned this work about the home front during World War II. Protagonist Margaret comes to find out that bully Gordy is actually hiding his deserter older brother in this novel. ANSWER: Stepping on the Cracks
18) Answer the following about the semi-notorious life of the man born John Curtis Estes, FTPE.
[10] This was the name John Estes used while starring in porn films following the success of his Johnny Wadd series. There is still debate today about the actual size of his member.
ANSWER: John Holmes
[10] John Holmes was famously connected to this event, which is also known as Four on the Floor and the Laurel Canyon Murders. Eddie Nash was the mastermind behind this plot which was the subject of a 2003 movie starring Val Kilmer.
ANSWER: Wonderland Murders
[10] Holmes’ initial involvement in the Wonderland plot was witnessed by Scott Thorson, who was picking up drugs from Nash at the time for this boyfriend, a flamboyant pianist who played “classical music, without the boring parts.”
ANSWER: Wladziu Valentino Liberace
