Atlantic Seaboard Skirmish - Round 7 

Minor Sports and Music

Xtreme Sports requires Xtreme Music. This round you'll answer questions on "sports" with a rocking sound track.
Toss-Ups
1) A variation of this game swaps its regular ball for a tennis ball and equips both players with paddles. The two main hitting styles in it use either a fist or an outstretched palm, although advanced techniques use the pinky and the side of the hand to obtain more control on the angle of the ball. While there are no official rules exist, some variants require the ball to rotate four times or for the receiver to hit the ball before the server is able to hit the ball again. FTP, identify this sport often played in elementary school that consists two opposing players trying to wrap a ball around a pole in a certain direction.
ANSWER: Tetherball
2) Their only released album has a cover that features a train under a pink sky coming towards the viewer, and that album contained the minor hit "Spaceman." A techno remix of their most popular song done by DJ Miko was briefly a hit on YouTube when He-Man was edited to seem like he was singing it. The only member of this band to go on to a notable music career was vocalist Linda Perry who wrote music for Pink and Christina Aguilera. Most famous for their song “What’s Up” where the singer repeatedly asks “Hey, what’s going on”, FTP, name this band consisting of a title number of females, none of which had a particular hair color.
ANSWER: 4 Non Blondes
3) Catch 22 did a cover of this song often played at English soccer matches on their second album, Alone in the Crowd, while the earliest recorded version probably comes from The Weavers and was based on a poem by Carl Sandburg. The most famous version of this song came on a single with "You're So Good to Me as a B-Side," and the lead vocalist in the song changed the word break to broke in the lyric “I feel so broke up”. Also notably covered by The Kingston Trio, identify, FTP, this song about a namesake ship made popular by The Beach Boys.
ANSWER: "Sloop John B" (also accept "Wreck of the John B", "Hoist up the John B. Sail")

4) Its relatively small court has made the sport popular amongst the disabled and elderly, and the rule requiring two non-volley hits after a server increases rally times and reduces power play. Points are only scored while serving, and players are restricted from volleying the ball from within seven feet of the net, limiting the ability of players to simply ground the whiffle ball. FTP, identify this sport played on a doubles badminton court whose name comes from the name of the dog of its inventor Bill Bell, not from a fermented cucumber.
ANSWER: Pickleball
5) This person, who was raised by a single father, chose his current sport after adapting his swimming and inline skating skills. He was featured in Sports Illustrated For Kids as a hotshot in 1997, but his fitness issues caused him to finish sixteenth in the 1998 Olympic Team qualifiers. In 2006, a stumble during a semifinal heat forced him to relinquish his Gold Medal title that had caused much turmoil with the South Korean public since 2002. FTP, name this Seattle native and son of a Japanese immigrant who won gold medals in Salt Lake City and Turin at the 1500 and 500 meter speed skating events, respectively.
ANSWER: Apollo Anton Ohno
6) The women’s version of this sport was added to the Olympics in 2000, with the men’s game dating back to the 1900 Olympic games. It originally began as a version of Rugby in England and Scotland using a ball made of Indian rubber, while today the ball is made up of waterproof nylon. Major fouls in this game, indicated by a pointing referee blowing a whistle, include being on an opponent’s back and sinking an opponent. FTP, name this activity known for its Blood in the Water match, a sport where seven water treading players attempt to score goals against the opposing team.
ANSWER: Water Polo
7) She almost appeared in the awful remake of The Fog, and she actually appeared in a minor role in the terrible remake of Poseidon. Her meth addiction dropped her to 90 pounds, and her latest single features Ludicrus, spelling out the title state of life that she is living in the song's introduction. She was formerly part of the female trio Wild Orchid and this artist defines her namesake adjective as making them boys go loco, but she insists that she is not promiscuous. FTP, identify this member of the Black Eyed Peas who has found solo success with hits like "London Bridge" and "Glamorous" off of her album The Dutchess.
ANSWER: Fergie or Stacy Ann Ferguson
8) Originally planned as a double album, B-Sides that did not make the eleven track final product included "Walk to the Water" and "Spanish Time." The fourth track on this album sharply criticizes the United State’s policy of military intervention in El Salvador, while Norman Mailer’s The Executioner’s Song inspired its penultimate track, "Exit." American folk themes can be heard on the track "Running to Stand Still", and the popularity of the album landed the band on the cover of the April 27, 1987 issue of Time Magazine. FTP, identify this 1987 Album of the Year containing songs like "With or Without You" and "I Still Haven’t Found What I’m Looking For", U2’s fifth studio album.
ANSWER: The Joshua Tree 
9) The Slamheads have a song dedicated to this sport which appeared in Obscure Sports Quarterly in the movie Dodgeball, and morning talk show host Dave Todd got it banned in the venues where it is usually played in Texas. Australia held a world championship for this sport in 1986 which saw London’s team of Danny Blue, Roy Merrin and Lenny the Giant placing first. Half of the contestants wear heavy padding and helmets, and mattresses are used to soften their landing. FTP, identify this questionably legal pub sport that involves hurling diminutive people as far as one can.
ANSWER: Dwarf Tossing (accept equivalents like Midget Throwing)

10) Slate launched a three part series to find a customer service line for this entity and also published an article about the growing trend of importing Japanese cards for it to access a less restricted library. Products obtained from this service are restricted by the FairPlay license that restricts their movement to five different devices, although files can be burned to CDs which removes the copy protection. On February 23, 2006, Alex Ostrovsky purchased Speed of Sound by Coldplay from it, the billionth song downloaded from this service. Now offering games, podcasts, and videos in addition to music, FTP, identify this online service run by Apple.
ANSWER: The iTunes Music Store
11) The eXtreme version of this game stresses very difficult courses in environments such as drainage basins and thick woods, and another version of the game takes place on bicycles. The Mondo type of this game replaces the normal equipment with large playing environments, sledgehammers and bowling balls, while more traditional playing styles include the Golf type of this game where players all try to be the first to hit the ball through the same target. FTP, identify this activity popular amongst the British aristocracy and frequently played in backyards; a sport that involves hitting balls through hoops known as wickets.
ANSWER: Croquet
12) The songwriter had difficulty getting the song written because it was too literal until his drummer, Darren Jessee, wrote its chorus. The woman in the song’s name is called at 7:30 while the singer paces around the parking lot. The song is much criticized by fans of the songwriter due to its slow tempo and serious theme attracting non-conventional fans to the artist. Beginning at 6 AM on the day after Christmas, FTP, identify this hit song about the abortion that Ben Fold’s high school girlfriend underwent, whose chorus proclaims, “she’s a” this “and I’m drowning slowly.”
ANSWER: “Brick”

13) Sylvester Stalone’s character Lincoln Hawk does it on the side in Over the Top, and it is used as a technique to raise money in Cool Runnings. Professional matches are heavily refereed to make sure that both competitors are legally locked in place, and if a match cannot get started the referee will tightly bond both competitors together. The Toproll is a popular technique used to gain leverage on a strong opponent in this sport, while the hook technique is used frequently by beginners. FTP, name this sport that involves two competitors locking fists and attempting to bring their opponent’s forearm to the table.
ANSWER: Arm Wrestling
14) It names a member of the WWF’s DOA who partnered with Skull in 1997, and a brand of malt liquor also known as OE that is produced by Miller. Puddy wears a jacket with one of these on it to Elaine’s disgust in an episode of Seinfeld, and this name also identifies a rapper out of Memphis who partners with MJG. The game that this object lends its name to was originally played with seven red and seven yellow balls, while today any foul committed when trying to pocket this object is grounds to lose the game. FTP, identify this object that must be pocketed last in its namesake billiards game.
ANSWER: Eight Ball
15) Steve-O and Johnny Knoxville had players of this sport use oranges rather than the goatskin balls usually used in this activity at their legs in an episode of Jackass. Regular balls in this sport have reached speeds of 300 kilometers per hour, giving the sport its nickname “the fastest sport on earth”. Popular as a gambling sport in Florida, France, Spain, and Mexico, FTP, identify this game meaning Merry Festival in the Basque language, played on a court with three walls called a fronton that has players holding a wicker cesta basket to propel the ball.
ANSWER: Jai Alai
16) The album's engineer Jimmy Iovine had to hide the mounting studio costs from Columbia, and the mounting difficulty in finishing the album almost caused it to be scrapped for a concert recording. A Sesame Street album parodied its name and famous cover art, seeing Ernie in a leather jacket leaning on the Cookie Monster. It was composed on a piano and its songs are notable for their introductions, and the introduction to the album, originally titled "Wings for Wheels" but later renamed "Thunder Road" was voted as WXPN's #1 song of all time. FTP, identify this album by Bruce Springsteen whose title track notes that, baby, tramps like us were this. 
ANSWER: Born to Run 
17) Born in the small town of Mount Olive, he was named after an ancient king of Tyre. He first gained radio play as a teenager when the producers of WSFA of Montgomery, Alabama invited him on air after hearing him play a Silvertone guitar outside the station. His first band included Braxton Schuffert and was called the Drifting Cowboys, but they disbanded after the outbreak of World War II. Found dead in the back of a car at age 29, FTP, identify this American songwriter who recorded 12 number one hits, including "Moanin’ the Blues", "Your Cheatin’ Heart", "Hey Good Lookin’" and "I’m So Lonesome I Could Cry." 
ANSWER: Hiram King “Hank” Williams
18) Hal became an expert at this activity after discovering a fellow competitor cheating when he did a flare on an episode of Malcom in the Middle. Officials monitor the entire competition, issuing disqualifying red cards for fouls, such as in the case of Australia’s Jane Saville at the Sydney Olympics. The hamstrings and the gluteus muscles are emphasized in this activity, and exaggerated movement of the pelvis occurs to minimize the risk of one committing a foul. Arms are pumped and shoulders stay level in, FTP, this activity that also mandates a racer’s foot never leaves the ground.
ANSWER: Racewalking or Speedwalking
19) One of this song’s writers has been quoted as saying that he wanted this song to be a black version of "My Sharona." The video for this song was the first video played on NBC’s Friday Night Videos, and an accidental knock on the studio door before the start of Eddie Van Halen’s guitar solo was left in the final version of the song. The video featured authentic street gang members and is perhaps most memorable for its billiards scene. FTP, name this third single off of Michael Jackson’s Thriller, without making me repeat it.
ANSWER: "Beat It" 
20) Competitions in this sport include Slalom, Freestyle, and Super X, a race where competitors must also perform certain tricks and change directions using only duck jibes. Recently, indoor courses have begun to be built in Europe that use powerful fans as a propellant. Finian Maynard holds the speed record in this activity, achieving a velocity of 48.7 knots on a 500 meter course, which is also the record speed for a non-motor powered vessel. FTP, identify this sport famously practiced by John Kerry, a combination of surfing and sailing that sees a person standing on a sailboard guiding the board through the surf.
ANSWER: Windsurfing
21) Scoring is not based distance but rather on the direction of the landing. If the landing is not directly away from the competitor, then the judgment is based on how closely the result is to approximately the 12 o’clock position on a clock. The traditional object weighs 80-130 pounds and is 16-20 feet long. It must turn a full 180 degrees and land on the former top end. A competitor holds the object in cupped hands, runs, and then tosses the object so. Identify this event from the Highland Games, FTP, which involves tossing a large namesake wooden pole.
ANSWER: Caber toss

22) Most of the area where it takes place was recently bought by AC Entertainment and Superfly Productions. The most recent one saw the Preservation Hall Jazz Band performing for three days in their own tent, with the main acts divided between the Which and What stages. This festival's name comes from a Cajun word popularized by R&B artist Dr. John meaning “a really good time”, and headliners have included Radiohead and The Dave Matthews Band. FTP, identify this annual four day music festival held in Manchester, Tennessee that mostly highlights jam bands.
ANSWER: Bonnaroo Music and Arts Festival

Bonuses
1) Zoom! Identify these sports involving the air, FTPE.
[10] German for ‘flight day’ and with some events sponsored by Red Bull, this event features competitors launching themselves off of a high pier and attempting to fly in homemade contraptions.
ANSWER: Flugtag
[10] The first half of the name of this sport comes from the acronym standing for the four categories of fixed objects that one can jump from while wearing a parachute.
ANSWER: BASE jumping
[10] It is dissimilar to parasailing and closer to hang gliding and uses a free-flying, foot-launched aircraft. Primarily recreational, some pilots use their crafts to participate in cross-country leagues, accuracy, and acrobatic competitions.
ANSWER: Paragliding
2) Answer some questions about Ultimate Disc, FTPE.
[10] This term, named for being the toughest play in the sport, involves a player jumping for an out of bounds disc and successfully throwing it back in bounds to a teammate without hitting the ground.
ANSWER: The Greatest
[10] This common forehand throw gets its name from the hand motion that must be executed quickly to pull it off. Adding an ‘r’ to its name identifies a popular online photo sharing site.
ANSWER: Flick
[10] This play, where a defender intercepts a throw in the opponent’s end zone for a point, is only possible under Ultimate Players Association rules.
ANSWER: Callahan
3) Identify some of these things relating to benefit concerts, FTPE.
[10] Occurring on September 22, 1985 in Champaign, Illinois, this concert organized by luminaries like Neil Young, John Mellencamp, and Willie Nelson was paramount in causing Congress to pass the Agricultural Credit Act.
ANSWER: Farm Aid
[10] Following the footsteps of Farm Aid was this Dublin concert in 1987 that sought to draw attention the rampant unemployment in the country. Performers included non-Irish artists Elvis Costello and Chris Rea.
ANSWER: Self Aid
[10] Live 8's organizers allegedly would not allow this band to reunite to play in the London show because they were “not political enough”. Ultimately it would be Melanie Brown's reluctance that prevented their reunion.
ANSWER: Spice Girls
4) Identify these things relating to sports that use melee weapons, FTPE.
[10] The descendent of medieval jousting has a rider attempting to hit or pick up small ground targets with a sword or a lance while his horse is at a gallop.
ANSWER: Tent Pegging
[10] Crossword puzzle fans are familiar with this rapier-like sword used in fencing that takes its name from the French word for sword.
ANSWER: Épée
[10] This Japanese form of fencing, literally meaning “way of the sword”, uses swords made from bamboo called shinai for combat.
ANSWER: Kendo
5) Identify these things relating to Professional Videogaming, FTPE.
[10] This extremely talented first person shooter player has won championships in Quake III, Quake IV, and Doom 3. His nickname comes from moves such as ripping the spine out of a defeated player when playing as Sub-Zero.
ANSWER: FATAL1TY (pronounced “Fatality”) (also accept Johnathan Wendel)
[10] This South Korean native earns over three hundred thousand dollars per year by being a gosu Starcraft player. He shares a nickname with a breed of dog and the last name of a California Senator. 
ANSWER: SlayerS_Boxer (also accept Lim Yo-Hwan)
[10] Eight year old Jeffrey R. Yee allegedly obtained a score of over 6 million points in this game in 1982, but the first confirmed player to reach its infamous split screen level with a perfect score was Billy Mitchell. 
ANSWER: Pacman
6) Answer some questions on these different versions of Volleyball, FTPE.
[10] Popular in the Midwest, this sport is played on a racquetball court with a net suspended from the walls. The rules are almost identical to regular volleyball.
ANSWER: Wallyball
[10] This simplified version of volleyball involves throwing the ball across the net. Points are awarded or persons are removed from the game when the ball is dropped.
ANSWER: Newcomb
[10] This now international sport originated in Brazil and is played similarly to volleyball, except that both the ball and contact rules from soccer are used.
ANSWER: Footvolley (do not accept Voccer)

7) Answer some questions about these Elvis songs from his 2002 #1 hits collection, FTPE.
[10] This 1962 song penned by Winfield Scott inspired legions of Elvis fans to write letters with invalid addresses in 1993 when the 29 cent Elvis stamp was introduced.
ANSWER: Return to Sender 
[10] This popular tune leads off the album. If Elvis was still alive today, he might have found a new place to dwell in a Memphis establishment named after this song.
ANSWER: Heartbreak Hotel 
[10] Thanks, in part, to the 2002 World Cup, this man's remix of "A Little Less Conversation" was added to the album.
ANSWER: Junkie XL or Tom Holkenborg
8) Identify some of these one hit wonders from '80s, FTPE.
[10] This British new wave band found success with the song "I Melt With You" which was memorably included in the 1983 movie Valley Girl.
ANSWER: Modern English
[10] Although he performed the theme song to the fourth season of the Cosby Show, he is best known for his #1 hit, "Don't Worry, Be Happy".
ANSWER: Robert “Bobby” McFerrin, Jr.
[10] He went on to found Beatnik, Inc., a company who created the technology that allowed his sole hit song, "She Blinded Me With Science", to be played in polyphonic form as a ringtone on cell phones.
ANSWER: Thomas Dolby or Thomas Morgan Robertson
9) Name some sports that involve shooting stuff, FTPE.
[10] This sport uses extremely accurate and stationary custom made rifles to fire at either a group of small targets or to hit the same target in exactly the same place multiple times.
ANSWER: Benchrest Shooting
[10] Contrary to a common belief, the clay targets in this Olympic shotgun sport do not actually share a name with the sport itself. The targets themselves can only be shot after a short delay.
ANSWER: Skeet Shooting
[10] Less of a sport than a spectacle, this activity sees competitors being launched by powerful springs or compressed air in the shape of a gun on to a safety net.
ANSWER: Human Cannonball
10) Identify these types of sailboats that are frequently used in yacht racing, FTPE. If you need a less esoteric clue, you will receive five points.
[10] Popular at the college level, these two person dinghies with optional spinnakers and trapezes take their name from the length of their hulls in centimeters and are divided into international and club varieties.
[5] The boat also shares its name with a popular time to light up a joint after school.
ANSWER: 420
[10] This extremely popular single person dinghy comes in a slightly smaller Radial variety and a less popular two-manned version that simply appends a 2 to the end of its name.
[5] Besides being the stage name of Jim Starr from American Gladiators, a device with a broken one of these in it was the first ever item sold on eBay.
ANSWER: Laser
[10] This twin trapeze boat was featured in the Olympics in 2000 and holds the distinction of being the fastest one-design two person dinghy. A less extreme version has a number 20 less than it.
[5] This label can currently be applied to quarterbacks Trent Dilfer and Alex Smith.
ANSWER: 49er
11) Answer some questions about a band that you’re probably not cool enough to listen to, FTPE.
[10] This Portland, Oregen based band remains popular with hipsters despite signing with Capitol Records after the success of their 2005 album Picaresque.
ANSWER: The Decemberists
[10] This is the Decemberist’s latest album. It breaks the title Japanese fairy tale of healing an injured animal into three parts over two songs.
ANSWER: The Crane Wife 
[10] One of the Decemberist’s best songs, this track from Castaways and Cutouts tells of the title character who has a “camel in disrepair” and is missing his gay Paree.
ANSWER: The Legionnaire’s Lament 
12) Originally conceived as a side project of the band The Move, they saw enormous success in the ‘70s and ‘80s with hits like "Don’t Bring Me Down" and "Livin’ Thing". FTPE:
[10] First, name this band led by Jeff Lynne on vocals.
ANSWER: Electric Light Orchestra
[10] Originally appearing on ELO’s Out of Blue album, this song experienced a resurgence in popularity when it was used as part of the advertising campaign for the VW Beetle Convertible.
ANSWER: Mr. Blue Sky 
[10] ELO teamed up with Olivia Newton-John to contribute to half of the soundtrack of this movie, scoring hits with songs like "Don’t Walk Away" and "I’m Alive."
ANSWER: Xanadu 
13) Identify these variants of tag, FTPE.
[10] In this version, instead of a tagged player becoming ‘it’ the player becomes unable to move.
ANSWER: Freeze tag or Frozen tag
[10] This variant of freeze tag allows frozen players to be un-frozen when a player craws between their legs.
ANSWER: Stick in the Mud or Stuck in the Mud or Chinese freeze tag or scarecrow tag
[10] In this tag game, players who are tagged join hands with the person who is “it” in order to tag or trap the remaining players.
ANSWER: Blob tag or Chain tag or Chainey he or Amoeba tag or Chinese tag or Chinese dragon
14) Identify some of these hits by the still not buried James Brown, FTPE.
[10] The call back in the chorus of this 1968 black power anthem was actually performed by a chorus of mostly white and Asian kids in a Los Angeles suburb.
ANSWER: Say It Loud – I’m Black and I’m Proud 
[10] Brown first found success with this song about his baby who did him wrong. Its chorus begs her not to leave.
ANSWER: Please, Please, Please 
[10] James Brown won a Grammy for this 1985 song that celebrates all-night radio and diners before rattling off a list of cities.
ANSWER: Living in America 
15) Identify the following about a certain country artist, FTPE.
[10] She is used in the second part of a simile about being big in "One Week", but is probably more famous for songs like One Way Ticket and How Do I Live.
ANSWER: LeAnn Rimes
[10] Rimes contributed the songs "But I Do Love You", "Please Remember", and "Can't Fight the Moonlight" to the soundtrack for this movie in which she also had a small part.
ANSWER: Coyote Ugly 
[10] A re-release of this 2001 album with added remixes and outtakes was publicly disowned by Rimes. Its title track states that “I can get by with nothing”, but the singer is still lacking in her heart.
ANSWER: I Need You 
16) Answer some questions about recently added Olympic sports, FTPE.
[10] In 2008 women will compete in this sport for this first time. It is a 3 kilometer race where runners must avoid barriers approximately 30 inches high, with one of the barriers having a water pit after it.
ANSWER: Steeplechase
[10] This winter sport, reintorduced to the Olympics sport in 2002, puts athletes on a one person sled in a prone position racing down a track of ice.
ANSWER: Skeleton
[10] First appearing in the Summer 2000 Olympics, this gymnastic event makes use of a 14 foot by 7 foot pad for performing moves such as feet, seat, front, and back impacts.
ANSWER: Trampolining or Trampoline
17) Identify some of these things related to the Tour de France, FTPE.
[10] Denmark’s Michael Rasmussen won this title at last year’s tour, receiving the polka dot jersey that goes along with it.
ANSWER: King of the Mountain
[10] This dubious distinction goes to the last placed biker to finish the entire tour. Last year’s “winner” was Wim Vansevenant.
ANSWER: Lanterne Rouge (prompt on Red Lantern or equivalent)
[10] Prior to Lance Armstrong’s legendary seven consecutive overall victories, this Spaniard who won the Tour from 1991 to 1995 was the last biker to win five straight Tours.
ANSWER: Miguel Angel Indurain Larraya

18) Identify some of these songs that were covered by perhaps the best cover band around today, Me First and the Gimme Gimmes, on their album Love Their Country, FTPE.
[10] This Garth Brook's track leads off Love Their Country. The song tells of a man going to Denver on a highway getting longer who knows sleep will be best, but he can't afford the rest.
ANSWER: “Much Too Young (To Feel This Damn Old)”
[10] The White Stripes also recorded a version of “Jolene”, the title track of a 1974 album by this esteemed country star probably best known for her forty inch bustline.
ANSWER: Dolly Rebecca Parton
[10] The fifth track on the album is a cover of this second number one song in the USA by John Denver, a song that was written as a tribute to the artist's wife. 
ANSWER: "Annie's Song"

19) After playing a final show at Madison Square Garden that was the main subject of his film Fade to Black, he officially began his retirement in November of 2003. FTSNP.
[10] First, name this rapper who recently came out of a “lengthy” retirement with his comeback album, Kingdom Come.
ANSWER: Jay-Z or Shawn Carter
[10] Even bin Laden couldn't stop this Jay-Z album released on September 11, 2001 from attaining a double platinum status. Its most popular songs were "Girls, Girls, Girls", and "Izzo (H.O.V.A.)".
ANSWER: "The Blueprint"
[5, 5] For five points each, Jay Z ended his longstanding feud with Nas when the two performed these two songs together at the I Declare War concert in 2005.
ANSWER: "Dead Presidents" and "The World Is Yours"

20) Answer some questions about these winter sports, FTPE.
[10] This game, a hybrid of hockey and curling, has players using the namesake instrument to guide a rubber ball around the rink.
ANSWER: Broomball
[10] This Olympic event named for the region in which it is popular sees athletes performing ski jumps followed by racing in a cross country race.
ANSWER: Nordic Combined
[10] This extreme version of Ski Jumping takes place on hills that launch jumpers at least 240 meters from the ramp to the ground.
ANSWER: Ski Flying
21) Sure, everyone knows that Dark Side of the Moon synchs up with The Wizard of Oz, but what album synchs up the best with Star Wars? Well, thanks to the magic of the Internet, we sort of have some answers. Identify these albums tested by the blog the Great Star Wars Synchronicity Project, FTPE.
[10] The line “I’ve been waitin’ so long for you to come along and have some fun” from the track "Paradise by the Dashboard Light" in this album coincides with Luke meeting Obi Wan for the first time.
ANSWER: Bat Out of Hell
