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Packet Twelve
This poem contains a rhyming couplet in which the first line contains ten syllables and the second just two, “For all.”  The speaker claims that he skimmed from the drinking trough before he “held against the world of hoary grass.”  At the end, the speaker ponders what kind of sleep he faces, questioning whether the woodchuck could “say whether it’s like his” or whether it’s “just some human sleep.”  The speaker claims that there’s a barrel that he didn’t fill, and this poem begins “My long two-pointed ladder’s sticking through a tree / Toward heaven still.”  FTP, name this poem that compares death to plucking fruit, from the collection North of Boston, by Robert Frost. 

ANSWER: “After Apple Picking” (4) [AH] 

A messenger named Amanda appears in this work, and the protagonist seeks out Kalamis and converses with Maxy Falk while spouting chess terminology.  The third act of this work takes place at the office of the Liquidation Service, which is later to be merged with the Inauguration Service by Hugo Pludek.  Another work with this title features Godber’s famous cream puffs and opens with four workers positioning a marquee.  In that work, a wealthy family packs up a basket full of food and sends it to a nearby cottage after the death of a carter named Scott, an accident that shocks Laura Sheridan into trying to cancel the title event.  FTP, name this title shared by a Vaclav Havel play and a Katherine Mansfield short story, both of which describe outdoor soirees. 

ANSWER: The Garden Party (2) [AH] 

This work features a girl who strolls along the beach singing the Beatles’ “Yesterday,” causing two bystanders to compete for her affections.  Maud makes a quilt of local birds in this work, and her husband is a World War II Africa campaign veteran named Dennis Plunkett.  Hector gives up fishing for a leopardskin-upholstered van called Comet and shacks up with Helen, a beautiful servant girl.  Either sunstroke hallucinations or a psychic journey reconnect Achille with his African roots in his fishing boat in this work, and the proprietress of the No Pain Café, Ma Kilman, goes on a mystic search for an herb to heal Philoctete’s wound.  FTP, name this poem whose title character is the seven seas, an epic of the Caribbean by Derek Walcott. 

ANSWER: Omeros (5) [AH] 

This author wrote “The Fort is thine, now ruin'd, all within/Whilst by decays without” in “Ardelia to Melancholy” and of “the lonely Philomel, [who] still waking, sings” in “A Nocturnal Reverie,” praised in Wordworth’s introduction to her complete works.  In addition to the play Aristomenes, she wrote of a body part that is a “Proteus to abused mankind,” while bemoaning that a “woman who attempts the pen” is seen as “an intruder on the rights of men” in the introduction to her most famous work.  Parodied as Phoebe Clinket in Pope’s Three Hours After Marriage, FTP, name this countess of Winchilsea, author of “The Spleen” and the Miscellaneous Poems on Several Occasions.
ANSWER: Anne Finch (6) [DL] 

Its sixth chapter begins with a non sequitur description of the author’s youthful love of arriving in new places, before returning to the story.  In The Brothers Karamazov, one character claims to be the inspiration of its Maximov, and Dmitri’s lawyer quotes its line, “Oh, birdlike troika, who invented thee?” noting that the troika has no goal.  Its author declines to say much about Petrushka or the coachman Selifan, as Russians care little for lower classes, but spends time describing the secluded Mme. Korobochka and the wealthy Manilov, who, though confused, agrees to the protagonist’s business deal.  FTP, name this novel where Sobakevitch and Nozdryov help Chichikov acquire deceased serfs, by Nikolai Gogol.
ANSWER: Dead Souls (Myortvyye dush) (2) [DL]

One character of this name makes his entrance discussing his son with his servant Panthino; he later tells that son “For what I will, I will, and there an end.” Another, on identification by the maid Ursula, repeats that “at a word, I am not” who she thinks he is; that character would later be one of three to challenge Claudio to a duel, along with his brother Leonato and Benedick. Another man by this name describes “a plain fish” as “no doubt, marketable”  to Sebastian, the brother of Alonso, the King of Naples, who himself conspired with this man to usurp the throne of Milan. Also shared by a man wanted in Illyria who rescued Sebastian from a shipwreck, this is FTP what name, which most famously identifies the title character of Shakespeare’s Merchant of Venice?  

ANSWER: Antonio (accept “Shylock” at the end, but only from Bryce Avery)  (2) [RC] 

In a poem often credited to this man, the titular character kills Cycnus by stabbing him “violently in the neck beneath the chin”; that character then fights off Cycnus’ father Ares by stabbing him in the thigh. The titular item of that poem is described as “a-shimmer with enamel and white ivory and electrum”, and features “Fear worked in adamant” in its center. In addition to the poem “Shield of Herakles”, he wrote a work in which he describes his hometown of Ascra as “A cursed place…never pleasant.” In that work, this man also attacks corrupt judges for ruling in favor of his brother Perses and details the Five Ages of Man; another work this man is famous for describes the origin of the universe and the gods. FTP, name this ancient Greek poet who authored the Works and Days and Theogony. 

ANSWER: Hesiod (1) [RC]

In one of his recent stories, a woman is seduced by Satan in a Safeway, while in an earlier story, NAACP member Woodrow Cunningham’s daughter goes missing from their Washington D.C. home.  The latter, “A New Man,” appears with "The Night Rhonda Ferguson Was Killed," in Lost in the City, while “The Devil Crosses the Anacostia” and “Tapestry” appear in All Aunt Hagar’s Children.  He’s best-known for a novel where Fern Elston teaches the slaves of William Robbins, who sells the soil-eating Moses to lead the slaves of the plantation started by his former slave, Henry Townsend. FTP, name this author of The Known World.
ANSWER: Edward P. Jones (4) [DL]

A character known as La Chon, Gold Tooth runs the “Sweet Enchantment” brothel in this work, and Mr. Gengis is an American based on the real-life Swiss citizen Mr. Benz.  Its protagonist rescues a killer from a buzzard after that beggar breaks his leg, and the killing took place after Colonel Sonriente yelled “Mother!” into the ear of the sleeping Zany.  The murder is falsely pinned on Eusebio Canales, and the protagonist falls in love with that general’s daughter Camila after masterminding her father’s exile.  That protagonist, Angel Face [fah-say], is eventually jailed and tortured by the title character for marrying Camila, the daughter of that ruler’s political enemy.  FTP, name this novel whose nameless dictator was based on Manuel Estrada Cabrera, a work set in Guatemala by Miguel Asturias. 

ANSWER: El Señor Presidente or Mr. President or The President (4) [AH] 

One character in this work goes on a tirade about people named “Patel” and idolizes Jerry Graf's savvy.  Mitch and Murray are unseen bosses in this work, in which one character can’t shut up about Harriett and Bruce Nyborg, leading another to state “Fuck the machine.”  Much of the action takes place within a Chinese restaurant, where one character converses with a sap named James Lingk.   Dave Moss’s scheme to steal premium leads from Williamson to win the first prize of a new Cadillac at the office contest gets Shelley Levene fired from the real estate firm that Richard Roma works at in, FTP, what play by David Mamet? 

ANSWER: Glengarry Glen Ross (2) [AH] 

The last chapter of its first part refers to its title “as a positive science.”  The following chapter discusses Levi-Strauss’s encounter with the Nambikwara in “A Writing Lesson” and much of the rest of its second part argues against Rousseau’s “Essay on the Origin of Languages.”  Its first part uses the chapter headings “The Outside and the Inside” and “The Outside is the Inside,” to demonstrate trace, or differance.  Beginning by declaring the “end of the book and the beginning of writing” and suggesting that logocentric linguistics should be replaced by the title study, name, FTP, this 1967 work of deconstruction by Jacques Derrida. 

ANSWER: Of Grammatology (or De la grammatologie) (4) [DL] 

The classical criticism of this man’s work is A. Berriedale Keith’s 1924 delineation of his language’s “Drama in its Origin, Development, Theory, and Practice.”  One of his poems begins, “Oh, dear, this utterly sweltering season of the highly rampant sun is drawing nigh” and is titled The Medley of Seasons.  One of his poems deals with a title entity “as frolicksome as an elephant / About to charge” that allows an exiled man to correspond with his wife on a mountain, The Cloud Messenger.  He is better known for a drama in which the title character meets her lover after she jokingly requests protection from a bee, and who ascends to heaven after she loses the ring that allows Dushyanta to recognize her.  FTP, name this dramatist of Sakuntala, an ancient master of Sanskrit. 

ANSWER: Kalidasa (3) [AH] 

Minor characters in this work include Charlotte Palmer, her in-laws the Middletons, and their gossipy mother Mrs. Jennings.  In its first scene, John’s wife Fanny argues for the allowance for her sisters-in-law to be reduced from three thousand pounds to five hundred, forcing them to move to Barton Cottage.  A twist comes when those sisters-in-law learn of the illegitimate child borne to Eliza Williams by a man who attempted to seduce one of them and later weds the widowed Sophia Grey to resolve his debts,  John Willoughby.  Williams is the foster daughter of the thirty-five year-old Colonel Brandon, who, like Edward Ferrars, marries a Dashwood sister at the end of, FTP, what first published Jane Austen novel?

ANSWER: Sense and Sensibility (1) [DL] 

One character reveals that she caused the titular character's condition when she started going by “Matilda,” and that character’s daughter Frida is now engaged to his nephew.  Doctor Dionysius Genoni’s plan to scare the protagonist involves dressing characters up and placing them in picture frames, and the protagonist stabs his rival Tito Belcredi at this work’s end; that man had earlier caused the protagonist’s debilitating accident.  In this work, Count Charles di Nolli hires Harold, Landolph, Ordulph, and Berthold to act out the drama that occurred during 1077 at Canossa.  FTP, name this play whose title character believes he is a Holy Roman emperor, a work of Luigi Pirandello. 

ANSWER: Enrico IV or Henry IV (5) [AH] 

One character in this work admires the social worker Margaret Vance and is rejected when he proposes to the artist Alma Leighton, while Mr. Fulkerson dates a woman whose father tries to convince him to publish articles praising the virtues of slavery. Angus Beaton’s face is horribly scratched when he makes a failed attempt to woo one character, while Conrad is killed by a stray bullet when he tries to save Harry Lindau from a violent police breakup of a demonstration of striking streetcar workers. The protagonist is the editor of the literary magazine Every Other Week, which is funded by Mr. Dryfoos FTP, name this novel centering on Basil March written by William Dean Howells.
ANSWER: Hazard of New Fortunes (2) [TG] 

A later episode in its first major section describes “Bellona's priests with bleeding arms, and slaves/Of Cybele's worship, with ensanguined hair/Howled chants of havoc and of woe to men.” Its book four saw forces under Curio smashed by those led by King Juba of Libya, while Scaeva’s rallying of his comrades prevented a total rout for his forces at Illyria. It contains the line “No one is ever innocent while his opponent is the judge”, and its author recited several lines from its Book III before during his death, which came about due to his involvement in Calpurnius Piso’s conspiracy against Nero. Covering the events of the conflict between Julius Caesar and Pompey, FTP, name this unfinished epic that takes its title from a 48 BC battle, a work by Lucan. 

ANSWER: Pharsalia (accept Bellum Civile or Civil War) (2) [RC] 

In one of his tales, Doctor Hugh’s admiration for the title work by Ralph Dencombe causes the Countess to disinherit him, while in another, Morgan Moreen dies of shock when his profligate parents turn him over to his tutor Pemberton.  In addition to “The Middle Years” and “The Pupil,” he wrote a tale where a scholar the title deceased poet Jeffrey tries to seduce Miss Tita to get his papers, and another in which, after seeing her for the first time in ten years, John discusses the great destiny stalking him with May Bartram, only to have it pounce upon him after her death.  FTP, name this author of “The Aspern Papers” and the “The Beast in the Jungle,” who also wrote Portrait of a Lady. 

ANSWER: Henry James (3) [DL] 

When Bishop Halvard comes to town, this character is charged with committing adultery with a servant.  This character is betrothed to Simon, but she breaks off the engagement because she loves a man with two illegitimate children by Eline; Eline later tries to poison this character, and stabs herself when caught in the act.  The character was born at an estate called Skog, and she inherits an estate known as Joundgaard.  She dies in a convent at Nidaros after her son Skule tells her of the Black Plague’s infiltration of the city.  Appearing in a trilogy consisting of The Bridal Wreath, The Mistress of Husaby, and The Cross, FTP, name this fourteenth-century protagonist of Sigrid Undset. 

ANSWER: Kristen Lavransdatter (accept either) (3) [AH]
