Round One - Tossups

1. This man once ordered a Big Mac at Burger King and got it, and he doesn't believe in Germany. He once sued NBC, claiming that (*) "Law" and "Order" are trademarked names for his left and right legs. His tears can cure cancer, but he has never cried. Ever. FTP, these "facts" are a popular internet meme about what actor, the star of Walker, Texas Ranger?

Chuck Norris
2. This novel’s protagonist is wrongly blamed by Nately’s girlfriend for his death, and she tries to stab him every time she sees him. That protagonist shares a tent with Orr; other characters include Doc (*) Daneeka and the repetitively-named Major Major Major Major. FTP, name this novel about the pilot Yossarian whose title refers to a no-win situation and was written by Joseph Heller.

Catch-22

3. It was founded under authority of Pope Sixtus IV and was not dismantled entirely until the reign of Isabel II. Under it, people were forced to undergo "autos de fe" and it was established by Ferdinand and Isabella. It became known for its cruelty under leader Tomas de (*) Torquemada. FTP, name this establishment intended to maintain Catholic orthodoxy in its namesake country and, according to a famous Monty Python sketch, "nobody expects."

Spanish Inquisition

4. Pencil and paper ready. You have 400mL of a 3 molar solution of hydrochloric acid.  The experiment you are conducting calls for a .5 molar solution of hydrochloric acid. FTP, give the quantity in liters of water needed to (*) create the .5 molar solution.
2 liters of water

5. Named for a Georgian Congressman, its existence wasn't known until it was spotted by a US Navy aircraft in 1957.  First scaled by Nicholas Clinch in 1966, this mountain is located in the Sentinel Range of the (*) Ellsworth Mountains. At 16,050 feet high, FTP, name this tallest mountain in Antarctica.

6. After this character’s husband abandons her, she returns home to be comforted by Mammy, her childhood nurse. She achieves great success with a sawmill in Atlanta, and marries Charles Hamilton, if only because she can’t have Ashley (*) Wilkes. FTP name this character who eventually marries Rhett Butler, the protagonist of Margaret Mitchell’s Gone with the Wind.

Scarlett O’Hara (accept either)

7. The creator of this work originally named it The Poet. It was originally designed to sit in front of another of the artist's works, The Gates of Hell, which depicts a scene in (*) Dante's Inferno; this sculpture was intended to depict Dante. FTP name this bronze and marble sculpture that shows a man sitting and leaning in deep meditation, a work of Auguste Rodin.

The Thinker
8. Composed of diploid tissue, it gives rise to haploid tissue. It is composed of three parts, the integument, nucellus, and megagametophyte. Literally meaning (*) "small egg," FTP, what is this structure housed within the ovary of seed plants that gives rise to female reproductive cells?
Ovule

9. Characters in this novel include Ellen Dean and Mr. Lockwood, the narrator. While staying at Thrushcross Grange, which was originally owned by the Lintons, he learns the story of an orphan who eventually falls in love with Catherine (*) Earnshaw. The foundling Heathcliff is at the center of, FTP, what Emily Bronte novel?

Wuthering Heights

10. Their name was suggested by G. Johnstone Stoney and comes from the Greek for amber.  Scientists believe that there are at least 10^79 (ten to the seventy-ninth power) of these first generation Leptons in the universe. Its antiparticle is the (*) positron and has a mass 1/1837 that of a proton. FTP, name this fundamental particle discovered in 1897 by J.J. Thompson.

Electron
11. This team's last league championship came in 1986 under head coach K. C. Jones; after that season, first-round draft pick Len Bias died of a drug overdose. Legendary head coach Red (*) Auerbach led the team to nine NBA championships and was part of the organization for all sixteen titles, still the most of any team. FTP name this team whose players have included Larry Bird and who added stars Ray Allen and Kevin Garnett for the 2007-08 season.

Boston Celtics (prompt on Boston before "NBA" and accept it afterward)

12. This man's works include Idomeneo and The Impresario. His sister Nannerl was a large influence on this composer's work, which was catalogued by Ludwig von (*) Köchel (kur-shel). FTP, name this composer born in Salzburg, Austria, whose symphonies include Paris and Prague, and operas include Don Giovanni and The Magic Flute.
Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart (accept Joannes Chrysostomus Wolfgangus Theophilus Mozart)
13. Pencil and paper ready. Two answers required.  If 5x - 3y = - 9, and 3x + y = 17, FTP, solve for both x and (*) y.

x = 3 and y = 8 (accept answers in either order)

14. Its northern boundary was dictated by the Treaties of Velasco and its eastern boundary was defined by the Adams-Onis Treaty. Reasons for its dissolution as a country included desire to be united with perceived (*) Anglo-American brethren and a large amount of debt that the United States agreed to assume on annexation.  FTP name this short lived nation whose first president was Sam Houston.

Republic of Texas
15. This goddess was the last of the Greek goddesses to be worshipped, though most cults dedicated to her were made up of practitioners of (*) witchcraft. She is generally associated with graveyards, forests, doorways, and most famously, crossroads. For ten points, name this “Queen of Ghosts."
Hecate (heck-uh-tee)
16. This celebrity drew controversy in 2007 for attacking a photographer with an umbrella and for her lackluster performance at the (*) MTV Video Music Awards of her song "Gimme More." Also in 2007 she lost custody of her two sons to her former husband, Kevin Federline. FTP, name this pop singer of "Baby One More Time."

Britney Spears 
17. The first of these lasted from 1969 to 1972 in Helsinki, and the second was reached in Vienna in 1979. Concerns they addressed include numbers of (*) anti-ballistic missiles. Followed by START, FTP, name these treaties that limited the weaponry that the US and Russia could have

SALT I and II (Strategic Arms Limitation Talks or Treaty)
18. In this poem’s second stanza, the poet wonders “In what distant deeps or skies/Burnt the fire of thine eyes?” and in the third stanza he asks “And what shoulder, & what art/Could twist the sinews of thy heart?” Often seen as the counterpart to (*) “The Lamb,” it is the most famous poem appearing in the collection “Songs of Experience.” FTP name this poem, whose title animal is “burning bright/in the forests of the night,” a work by William Blake.

The Tyger
19. Pencil and paper ready. You have a ice cream cone that is filled over the top with chocolate ice cream. The cone is 6 inches tall and 2 inches in diameter, and there is a hemisphere of ice cream on top of it. Noting that the formula for the volume of a cone is one-third times pi times the radius squared times the height, and the volume of a sphere is four-thirds times pi times the radius cubed, then, (*) FTP, what volume of ice cream is in your cone?

10pi/3 (accept 3 1/3 pi)

20. Participants in this affair include Patrick Pearse and 200 members of the women's group Cumann na mBan (kumen na man), though it failed after just six days. The main objective was to obtain a small compact area of central (*) Dublin and resist the British counter-attack. FTP, name this conflict beginning on April 24, 1916 leading to the establishment of the Irish Republic.

Easter Rebellion or Easter Rising
21. They are produced in the bone marrow in a process called erythropoiesis, and they are also known as (*) erythrocytes. Quite ironically, they are anaerobic, although they are tasked with delivering oxygen to the rest of the body’s tissues. FTP, name these hemoglobin-containing cells within the blood.
Red Blood Cells (accept erythrocytes before mentioned)

22. Penny, a “cheesecake-scented goddess,” moves in across the hall from Leonard and Sheldon after breaking up with her boyfriend and, within minutes of meeting them, gets them to attempt to retrieve her television.  All of this, as well as a proposal for a t-shirt about (*) wave-particle duality, occur on the pilot episode of, FTP, what CBS sitcom about two physics prodigies and the attractive girl that moves in across the hall.
