3.  Sin2 + cos2=1 is an example.  For addition, its value is 0; but for multiplication, it is 1.  A matrix with this property has a value of one along the diagonal and 0 elsewhere.  FTP—what is this equality that remains true regardless of the variables?

Identity

4.  This man formed alliances with friendly leaders of neighboring tribes such as Zihlandlo of the Mkhize, Jobe of the Sithole, and Mathubane of the Thuli. His capital city was at Bulawayo, and he rose to power under Dingiswayo but was assassinated by half-brothers Dingane and Mhlangana. FTP, name this leader of the Zulus.

5.  Works by this artist include a nude woman combing her hair entitled La Toilette. A visit to relatives inspired his The New Orleans Cotton Exchange, and other works include Woman with Chrysanthemums, At the Races and Absinthe. For ten points, Musicians in the Orchestra and The Dance Class are representative works of what French painter known for his portraits of ballet dancers?

Edgar Degas
6.  The twenty-first of these games was held on July 29, 2007 in the New Orleans Arena, only the third to be held on a neutral site. The Albany Firebirds and the Grand Rapids Rampage have won one each, the Tampa Bay Storm have won a record five, and the San Jose SaberCats won the most recent one. FTP name this game, the championship game of the Arena Football League.

Sinclair Lewis
13.  He shared the 1998 Wolf Prize in Chemistry with Gabor A. Somorjai over their contributions to surface science and fundamental mechanisms of heterogeneous catalytic reactions.  He may be better known for determining the molecular mechanisms of the synthesis of ammonia over iron and carbon monoxide over palladium.  FTP, name the 2007 winner of the Nobel Prize in Chemistry for his studies on chemical processes on solid surfaces.

Gerhard Ertl

14.  In 2003, he traveled to Pakistan to discuss his plans for 2004.  Earning a degree in civil engineering, he was raised as a devout Sunni Muslim.  Some supposed that these two things help him in his activities.  FTP—who is the leader of the Al-Queda
