Round Eight – Tossups

1.  He stole silverware from the Bishop of Digne, who allowed him to keep the silverware as well as his silver candlesticks, asking only that he uses the silver as a means of living an honest life. He disguised himself as factory owner Father (*) Madeleine, and later took the child Cosette to live with him, but was repeatedly imprisoned by Inspector Javert. FTP name this character who served nineteen years in prison for stealing a loaf of bread, the hero of Victor Hugo’s Les Miserables.
Jean Valjean
2.  Pencil and paper ready. It’s 3:42.  What is the smaller angle between the hands on an analog clock at 3:42?  For every minute, the minute hand moves 6 degrees, while the hour hand moves ½ of a degree.  FTP, find the smaller angle.

3.  This god was associated with Venus, and was said to have created the earth alongside his twin brother. Ironically, this god was opposed to human sacrifice, despite being the principal deity of a civilization (*) dedicated to it, and contrary to popular belief, there is no evidence that Hernan Cortes was mistaken for this god. FTP, name this god generally associated with a feathered serpent from Aztec myth.
Quetzalcoatl

4.  At one point in this novel, the protagonist corners attacks his friend Gus in an attempt to stop his gang from robbing Mr. Blum’s delicatessen. The protagonist of this novel chauffeurs his boss’s daughter and the communist Jan (*) Erlone to a restaurant in the South Side of Chicago, where they drink together to show their racial tolerance, but he eventually suffocates Mary Dalton with a pillow and is executed. FTP name this novel about an uneducated black man named Bigger Thomas, written by Richard Wright.

Native Son

5.  Early in this man's reign, he defeated the Sherden sea pirates. He also fought Muwatallis at the Battle of Kadesh. His principal wife was (*) Nefertari, and he succeeded his father Seti I as pharaoh. The site known as Abu Simbel was the site of many of the well-known temples of, FTP, which Egyptian pharaoh?

Ramses II or Ramses the Great
6.  Usually forming a synapse with a bipolar cell, they are by far the minority cell type within the retina. A loss of these cells leads to (*) legal blindness, and FTP, what retinal cells are most concentrated at the fovea and are responsible for color vision?

Cones

7. Characters played by this actor include Viktor Taransky, Frank Slade, Willie Bank, John Milton, Johnny, (*) Sonny, Lt. Vincent Hanna, Ricky Roma, Frank Serpico, Don Michael Corleone and Tony Montana. FTP, name him.
Al Pacino
8.  Maria Tallchief played the title character in this 1910 ballet.  Prince Ivan enters the magical realm of Kashchei the Immortal, and on being attacked, the titular entity makes all the magical beings dance the (*) “Infernal Dance.”  FTP, name this first ballet of Igor Stravinsky that is based on the myth of the Phoenix.
The Firebird
9.  The density and pressure of a vapor increases when a heated liquid approaches this point until both the vapor and liquid densities are (*) equivalent.  The heat of vaporization approaches zero before and becomes zero beyond this point.  FTP, name this location on the phase diagram where the liquid state ceases to exist.

Critical Point

10.  The first by this name made the first powered crossing of the Atlantic by a steam warship in 1841.  The third sailed with the Great White Fleet in the early 1900s.  The fourth, completed in 1944, was the last (*) battleship built and saw the surrender of the Japanese in 1945.  FTP—these Navy vessels all shared the name of which 24th state?

USS Missouri
11.  Pencil and paper ready. One day at the store Timmy notices that he has a collection of 14 quarters, nickel, and dimes totaling $1.65, he also notices that he has one less ** quarter than nickel.  FTP, how many (*) quarters, nickels and dimes does Timmy have?

3 quarters, 4 nickels, 7 dimes (prior to ** 4 quarters, 7 nickels and 3 dimes is acceptable)

12.  One poem by this author tells of “God’s lioness” and ends with “the dew that flies/Suicidal, into the red/Eye, the cauldron of mourning.” That poem, “Ariel,” is less well known than one in which she tells the title character “I have had to kill you/You died before I had time” and (*) “You do not do, you do not do,” titled “Daddy.” This wife of Ted Hughes committed suicide by sticking her head in an oven. For ten points, name this author who wrote of the mental illness of Esther Greenwood in The Bell Jar.

Sylvia Plath
13.  This desert supports some plants and animals because it is not entirely a true desert for it recieves 3-10 inches of rain per year.  The Okavango River is the only permanent river and other dry (*) riverbeds provide standing pools of water during the rainy season.  Known for the largest diamond mines in the world, this is FTP what desert located in Botswana and parts of Namibia and South Africa.

Kalahari Desert

14.  It resulted in the never officially declared Quasi-War of 1798 between France and the United States and itself was a direct result of the seizing of nearly 300 American ships bound for British Ports.  French agents Jean Conrad Hottinguer, Pierre Bellamy, and Lucien (*) Hauteval demanded a large bribe from American delegates when they came to negotiate the return of the ships.  This was, FTP, what political debacle named for the single letter abbreviations given to those French agents by the American Delegation?

XYZ Affair
15.  A drum is pictured on this painting's far left, and its two central figures are wearing contrasting black and gold clothes. A coat of varnish helped give this painting an incorrect name, because it is actually a scene during the (*) day. Its alternate name mentions two people depicted in it: Lieutenant Willem von Ruytenburch and the person who commissioned it, Captain Frans Banning Cocq. FTP name this painting of a military company by Rembrandt von Rijn.

16.  Since August 27, 2007 he has had to remain at his Hampton, Virginia home under surveillance until his December 10 (*) sentencing hearing.  Arrested in conjunction with the Bad Newz Kennels, FTP, which Falcon Quarterback was involved in a dog-fighting ring?

Michael Vick
17.  Its active form shows a major excitation peak just below 400 nanometers. Used in numerous biological assays, it was originally isolated from jellyfish. A variety of colors can be expressed as, FTP, this class of compounds decays from its most active state to yield a colored glow which is often used as a biological marker.

Fluorescence Proteins (accept knowledgeable equivalents)
18.  With a codename of Chromite, this was a decisive amphibious battle that was the turning point of its war.  After the capture of the city in September, forces marched northward out of the (*) Busan region and continued all the way to Seoul after the battle. FTP, name this Korean War battle.
Battle of Inchon
19.  Former San Francisco 49er Ronnie Lott and former St. Louis Cardinal Bruce Sutter (soo-ter) are among the Hall of Famers to wear this jersey number. Mariano Rivera is the only current MLB player to wear it every day, though dozens of players wore it on (*) April 15, 2007, the sixtieth anniversary of the day baseball's color barrier was broken. FTP, give this jersey number that was retired throughout the league in 1997 to honor the man who made it famous, Jackie Robinson.

20.  This man's work The Seven Sermons to the Dead was reprinted in his autobiography Memories, Dreams, Reflections, and his Studies in Word Association led to his collaborations with Freud. He popularized the terms (*) introversion and extroversion, and the branch of analytical psychology is often named for him. FTP, name this Swiss psychologist who coined the term "collective unconscious."

Carl Jung
21.  One of this man’s plays tells of a titular Salvation Army officer married to Andrew Undershaft. Another is set during the 1885 Serbo-Bulgarian war. In addition to Major Barbara and Arms and the Man, he wrote a play based on the theme of Don (*) Juan, which takes its name from Nietzsche’s philosophy and whose main character is John Tanner. However, he may be best known for a play concerning professor Henry Higgins and flower girl Eliza Doolittle. FTP, name this author of Man and Superman and Pygmalion.

George Bernard Shaw
22.  He accurately determined the composition of the Earth's atmosphere, dividing it into two separate classifications.  His namesake experiment was the first measurement of the force of gravity between two (*) masses and produced an accurate value for the Earth's density.  FTP, name this British chemist known for discovering the lightest element hydrogen.
