1. The plot of this film is set in motion when Officer Sam Wood discovers the murdered body of factory owner Mr. Colbert. The ensuing investigation features a scene in which one of the protagonists is slapped by Eric Endicott, only to immediately slap him back, and to the amazement of that man, Chief Gillespie, a role that won Rod Steiger an Oscar, does nothing in response. The main protagonist was only passing through the area before begrudgingly helping the investigation, despite facing a great deal of prejudice. In addition to Steiger’s win, this film won the Best Picture Oscar in 1967. For ten points, name this film in which Sidney Poitier famously declares “They call me Mister Tibbs!”

Answer: In the Heat of the Night

2. He claims to be one quarter French, and to still have a cousin over there who can only communicate by blinking as she has lost all use of her muscles. The first time this character was mentioned on the show for which he is famous he did not actually appear onscreen but was threatening to commit suicide. In one episode, this character laments that a plan of his was foiled because they realized he had gotten a replacement to do his job, a ruse that was discovered due to the fact that the replacement had over a 50% success rate, which this character refers to as being something like a three-minute mile. His most valuable possession is a bag that was once owned by Son of Sam and he once slept with Babs Kramer. With his name usually prefaced by Hello in his appearance, for ten points, name this Seinfeld postal worker and nemesis of Jerry, played by Wayne T. Knight. 

Answer: Newman 

3. One song from this band claims “It’s in the raging fear: all solitude is left behind” while a song from their 2004 album asks “Can you not feel eternal pain” that “flows through every vein”. In addition to “The Disciples of Babylon” and “Above the Winter Moonlight”, another song by this band exclaims “For victory we ride” into the title phenomena. Their most popular song begins “On a cold winter morning/In the time before the light” and was featured as the extremely difficult bonus song in Guitar Hero 3. Led by guitarists Herman Li and Sam Totman, FTP, identify this power metal band known for their dual solos in such songs as “Fury of the Storm” and “Through the Fire and The Flames”.

ANSWER: Dragonforce

4. In one event referred to as the Battle of Nuremburg, 16 examples of this occurrence happened as a result of some questionable judgment by Valentin Ivanov, prompting the man overseeing the whole event to suggest Ivanov should have done this to himself. Another oddity involving this action happened a few days earlier when Graham Poll did this three times to Josip Simunic. Recent changes to the laws have made people who simulate this action punishable by receiving it themselves, and additionally, removing one’s shirt is now also grounds for it, if done during play. For ten points, name this disciplinary warning, also known as a booking, received in soccer, two of which equal a red card.

Answer: Awarding a Yellow Card (or booking before said, prompt “card” or “carding”)

5. The albums Fuck Me Jesus, Those of the Unlight, and ROM 5:12 were released by a Swedish black metal band of this name, while a figure with this name survived for years by inhabiting a spider-like creature in Stargate SG-1. The image of Kragor the Carven was recycled to depict this figure, who assures Sparks that he “totally already knew” that he ruled before suggesting “why don't you eat some more pills, pill boy?” in the “Stimutacs” episode of Sealab 2021. A character with this last name, Craig, was freed from prison in Arizona and subsequently developed a rivalry with the Jaguar-masked King in the Tekken series. Indiana Jones and the Infernal Machine features him as an antagonist, presumably seeking the tablets of destiny he first gained after he fired an arrow of the wind into his opponent, creating the Earth and the heavens. FTP, name this son of Damkina and Ea, a Babylonian diety whose slaying of Tiamat probably features in some nerdy role playing game.

ANSWER: Marduk

6. Ten years after this product came out, CEO Robert Goizueta gave it as an example of “taking intelligent risks.” Remarkably, neither Goizueta nor anyone else responsible ever lost their job for their role in this enormous flop.  When it was first introduced to the public, a rival organization declared the event a victory for itself and gave its employees a holiday to celebrate it. A conspiracy theory about this product was that it was introduced to switch from cane sugar to high fructose corn syrup, and the older version was reintroduced and rebranded as “Classic.” Created to combat the rapid decline of sales in relation to Pepsi, for ten points, name this 1985-introduced product, a colossal failure for the world’s largest soft drink manufacturer.

Answer: New Coke

7. At one point in this video, the singer’s eyes suddenly enlarge while saying the word “fight” and he later blows rose petals into the air as a parody of American Beauty. This video opens with the image of a burning cross imposed over a black background, then shows a chocolate heart with the singer’s lips. Later in this video, the singer dances in front of a red, white and blue wall and two clones appear from holes on either side of the screen. To stop Canada’s strike on an episode of South Park, the boys shoot Butters performing this song which results in him being called the “The Little Gay Kid from YouToob”. FTP, identify this internet music video from the flamboyantly gay artist Samwell that asks “do you wanna do it in my butt?”

ANSWER: “What, What (In the Butt)”

8. He had his best season his second year in the NBA, when he averaged 22.1 points and 7.1 rebounds per game while leading the league in minutes played. Perhaps that was what catapulted him onto the Dream Team II at the 1994 FIBA World Championships.  He began his collegiate career at Odessa College before joining with Stacey Augmon and Greg Anthony at UNLV and winning the 1990 NCAA Championship.  Back problems ended his career after just ten seasons, but not before he completed a four-point play against the Pacers in the 1999 Eastern Conference Finals. FTP, name this former Hornets and Knicks star, nicknamed “Grandma-ma” because of his Converse commercials, who shares his name with a workhorse running back for the Kansas City Chiefs.

ANSWER: Larry Johnson

9. One of this song’s co-writers started composing it while a member of the Flying Burrito Brothers, and met the other co-writer while both were members of Linda Ronstadt’s backing band. This song was the second single released from the album it appeared on, and hit No. 9 on the Billboard Pop singles chart. The titular figure of this song “can rock you in the nighttime till your skin turns red,” and the song is referenced in a Seinfeld episode when Elaine tries to make the song her and her then-boyfriend’s song; he prefers “Desperado.” With a title figure described as “a restless spirit on an endless flight,” FTP, name this second hit for the Eagles, the second track off the band’s debut album.

ANSWER: Witchy Woman

10. One character in this film relates how she once lived in an apartment building with eight homosexuals and earlier tells that at one point her favorite pastime was going to the supermarket. At another point in this film, that character sings “Eye of the Tiger” while shaving her legs and attending a university. Twice in this film, that character’s grandmother is said to smell nice because of the jasmine flowers she puts in her bra. The protagonist receives swans made of bread from her imprisoned Uncle Anoush and she is later sent to live in Vienna in the 1980s due to the war with Iraq. Based on the graphic novel of the same name, For ten points, identify this 2007 animated film that explores Marjane Satrapi’s life growing up in Iran.

ANSWER: Persepolis

11. Baseball was his second sport at Creighton, where he set the points-scored record for the school’s basketball team, a mark broken by Paul Silas, and he briefly played for the Harlem Globetrotters before switching to baseball permanently. He struggled with pitch control early in his career before breaking out in 1962 with his first all-star appearance under manager Johnny Keane, whom this man credited for turning his career around in his autobiography. A broken leg kept him out of part of the 1967 season, but he led his team to a World Series victory with three wins plus a home run in Game 7. He had earlier led his team to a 1964 World Series win over the Yankees after his team acquired Lou Brock that season. For ten points, name this two-time Cy Young winner best known for his record-setting 1.12 ERA in 1968, a former Cardinals great.

ANSWER: Bob Gibson

12. In 2000 she starred as Eve, a doll who comes to life in the ABC tv movie Life-Size with Lindsay Lohanand her first appearance on television was on The Fresh Prince of Bel-Air as Jackie Ames. She once went undercover as a homeless person for a talk show segment and episodes of the show for which she is most famous almost always start with the phrase "The Girl Who." Along with Ashton Kutcher this woman is a co-producer of the ABC series True Beautyand she appeared on the cover of both the 1996 and 1997 Sports Illustrated Swimsuit Issues.For ten points name this model who hosts a titular talk show and America's Next Top Model. 

Answer: Tyra Banks 

13. Currently unused areas in this game include the Ring of Valor and an instance in Hyjal Summit. One profession allows Wool Bandages and Powerful Anti-Venom to be produced, while another allows you to catch the World’s Largest Mudfish. In this game, dwarves can’t be mages while the undead or humans cannot become hunters. A famous character stated in Upper Blackrock Spire that “at least I have chicken.” Eye of the Storm was added in The Burning Crusade, while Death Knights first appeared with the expansion Wrath of the Lich King. For ten points, name this game, developed by Blizzard, the most popular MMORPG in the world.

ANSWER: World of Warcraft

14. These individuals possess a subclavian gland which nearly wiped them out after it became infected with a contagious virus. One of these individuals, Scarface, has a run-in with Hunter Borgia in a franchise entry entitled Concrete Jungle. An encounter with one of these individuals, who kills Bill Paxton before refusing to damage Maria Conchita Alonso's fetus, leads to an antique flintlock begin given to an LAPD officer played by Danny Glover.Their technology led to the rise of the Weyland-Yutani corporation, while one of these individuals is killed by Dutch Schaeffer Val Verde after his cloaking device is thwarted. Noted for their recent face-off with the Aliens, FTP, identify this warrior race most famous for coming to Earth to hunt Jesse Ventura and Arnold Schwarzenegger in the jungle in a namesake 1987 film. 

ANSWER: Predators 

15. One episode of this series featured a sex tape being leaked of one character with two prostitutes, causing that character to say “Go fuck yourself!” to Henry Winkler. In the pilot of this series, that same character tries to push the main character to advertise for the “Garden Weasel” on the show-within-the-show. Brett Butler hits on that show’s producer Paula, played by Janeane Garofalo, in another episode, while Jeremy Piven starred as the head writer for the first 25 episodes. For ten points name this series in which Rip Torn serves as the show’s producer, Artie, who frequently settles arguments between Hank Kingsley and the title character, portrayed respectively by Jeffrey Tambor and Gary Shandling. 

ANSWER: The Larry Sanders Show 

16. A desire to avoid a fine for throwing the ball into the stands led one member of this team, Homer Jones, to develop the celebratory spike, while years later New Orleans receiver Joe Horn's infamous cell phone celebration occurred against them. Benny Freidman and Mel Hein were early greats for this team, while a confrontation with journalist Russ Salzberg cost coach Ray Handley his job. Charles Way, who had spent his first year as a slow fullback blocking for Rodney Hampton, was not nearly as chunktacular a disaster as this team's 11th overall pick from Wisconsin, Ron Dayne. Guard Chris Snee is the son-in-law of this team's current head coach, who has drafted David Tyree and Mathias Kiwanuka. The former home of Phil Simms and Tiki Barber, this team won Super Bowls over the Broncos, Bills, and most recently the then-undefeated Patriots. For ten points, identify this NFC East team helmed by Eli Manning, which shares home turf with the Jets.

ANSWER: New York Giants (prompt on “New York”)

17. Urban dictionary describes this characters name as meaning someone "Who only requires a small amount of alcohol to get drunk." One of this character’s enemies includes Dr. Peacock who once turn this character black and white using a color ray and has also appeared along side Rapping Rhino and the overweight cat, Madame Gypsy who cannot tell the future on an empty stomach. Originally voiced by Mel Blanc, this character once spoke using frequent Pig Latin, and he is currently searching for Blackbeak's treasure. This character was saved from the Nasty Alien Froot Monster when his three nephews ransomed him back with this mascot’s associated food. For ten points identify this breakfast cereal mascot; a blue bird that often follows his nose. 

ANSWER: Toucan Sam 

18. This band changed its name after removing their original vocalist from the group; their original name referenced that man’s nickname, “The Man.” One of their songs mentions that they care about the Garbage Pail Kids because “they never lie.” Their greatest hits album’s title references that song, Who Cares a Lot?; it includes their covers of the Bee Gees’ “I Started a Joke” and the Commodores’ “Easy”. Early in their career, they went through many vocalists, including Courtney Love, but finally settled on Mike Patton. The music video for their most popular song featured a slow motion clip of a fish flailing out of water. For ten points, name this rock group, best known for the song “Epic”.

ANSWER: Faith No More

19. A final description of this figure describes his failure to see an opera house in Buenos Aires, and declares that “we can only know so much and live,” though it diverges from a film scene in which he recalls how his mother always told him to try new things. The mother had been a Lithuanian noblewoman, on whose estate this figure lived with his sister Mischa before a run-in with the Einsatzgruppen. In one famous appearance he inquired if Senator Ruth Martin breast-fed her daughter. Mason Verge attempts to feed this character to carnivorous pigs several years after he escapes from custody by wearing the face of a police officer, and presumably seeks out some fava beans and a nich chianti. FTP, identify this man who aided Will Graham and Clarice Starling during his time in prison for eating people, portrayed with legendary acumen by Anthony Hopkins in Red Dragon and The Silence of the Lambs.

ANSWER: Hannibal Lecter, M.D. (accept either first or last name)

20. This character became distraught when Connie Reisler asked him to hit her, and was forced to expose a real-estate scheme involving his friend Ben Gilroy. After he got Sosi killed by foot fetishist Margos, he had hate sex with Sosi's sister, and earlier was responsible for the scarring on Armadillo's face, which later led to an attack on this man's subordinate, Ronnie Gardocki. In the show Weeds, one character modifies “what would Jesus do” with this character's name, emulating acts like blackmailing David Aceveda, robbing the Armenian money train, and planting several tons of evidence during his time as head of the LAPD's Farmington Strike Team. FTP, identify this ludicrously amoral detective and fan of beating the hell out of criminals, the Michael Chiklis-portrayed protagonist of The Shield.

ANSWER: Victor Mackey (accept either first or last name)

21. This person succeeds in making one character quit college by blackmailing her into anal sex in Never Die Alone. He contributed “Where the Hood At” to that film’s soundtrack from his album Grand Champ, his fifth straight number one album. He has released The Great Depression and It's Dark and Hell is Hot, which contained the Faith Evans collaboration “I Miss You” as well as songs with Eve and Yung Wun. “We In Here” and “Lord Give Me a Sign” followed his most recent album, whose title Year of the Dog...Again became ironic when he was arrested for animal cruelty, the latest in a hilarious criminal career that once saw him masquerade as an federal agent while high and trying to steal a car outside JFK. A member of the Ruff Ryders, FTP, identify this rap artist best known for hits like “Party Up” and roles in films like Cradle 2 the Grave, which featured his self-referential single “X Gon' Give It to Ya.”

ANSWER: DMX or Earl Simmons

1. For 10 points each, identify some various love interests of Sean Connery’s James Bond in early 007 movies.

[10] Famed for an iconic scene emerging from the sea in a white bikini, name this first Bond girl from Dr. No, played by Ursula Andress

Answer: Honey Ryder

[10] Honor Blackman starred opposite Connery in Goldfinger as this Bond girl, with perhaps the most famous name of all Bond girls. After introducing herself, Bond replies that he must be dreaming.

Answer: Pussy Galore

[10] For ten points, James Bond would likely not have been interested in these two Diamonds Are Forever henchmen who may have been gay lovers. They constantly failed in their attempts to kill Bond before he dispatched them on a cruise ship.

Answer: Mr. Wint and Mr. Kidd 

2. His first single was recorded in a bathroom stall.  Answer these other questions about Weird Al, for 10 points each.

[10] The music video for this hit from the Bad Hair Day album features the titular group stomping on CDs and Walkmans while Weird Al raps about partying “like it’s 1699.”

ANSWER: Amish Paradise

[10] This song sees Al recap the plot of Star Wars Episode I from Obi-Wan Kenobi’s point of view in a parody of “American Pie” from the album Running with Scissors.

ANSWER: The Saga Begins

[10} Weird Al’s song “Ode to a Superhero” parodies this song while describing the plot of Spider-Man, and in the chorus asks Peter Parker to “Sling us a web, you’re the Spider-Man, sling us a web tonight.”

ANSWER: Piano Man

3. As the Washington Post recently documented, players whom Maryland coach Gary Williams epically fails in recruiting often go on to bigger and better things. For 10 points each:

[10] This one-time Montrose Christian forward left Maryland for Texas, where he won the Naismith Award as a freshman. He currently stars for the Oklahoma City Thunder.

ANSWER: Kevin Durant

[10] This shooting guard out of Herndon went to Villanova, where he was named Big East Rookie of the year in 2006-2007 and led the Wildcats to a Sweet Sixteen appearance last year.

ANSWER: Scottie Reynolds

[10] After being named the 2007 All-Met Player of the Year by the Washington Post, this guard left DeMatha to go to Georgetown, where the sophomore currently starts in the Hoya backcourt.

ANSWER: Austin Freeman

4. Identify these films in the illustrious career of Justin Long, which teach kids much more than why you should get a Mac instead of a PC, for 10 points each:

[10] Justin plays Bartleby, who founds the South Harmon Institute of Technology which so-cleverly spells SHIT in this comedy also starring Lewis Black and Jonah Hill. It teaches kids that if you don't get into college, you can always just start your own and everything will work out.

ANSWER: Accepted

[10] Long is treated like shit as mechanic Kevin by Lindsay Lohan in this Disney movie, which failed to revive popularity for a possessed Volkswagen.  The moral was to not treat people like shit, unless they like you because you're pretty.

ANSWER: Herbie: Fully Loaded

[10] Long plays a frighteningly competent mega-fan in this Tim Allen film, which sees the washed up cast of a Star Trek clone abducted by actual aliens to fight against a marauding space warlord.  The lesson here is that Star Trek is real.

ANSWER: Galaxy Quest

5. For 10 points each, answer some questions about components of the United States’ benchmark index, the Dow Jones Industrial Average.

[10] There were 12 original components in the index. Of these, the only one currently still a component is this conglomerate which owns NBC Universal and was founded by Thomas Edison.

Answer: General Electric

[10] Another component is the 3M Company, famous for such products as Scotch tape and Post-It Notes. 3M was previously known by this name.

Answer: Minnesota Mining & Manufacturing

[10] In September 2008, Kraft Foods replaced this insurance and financial institution which sponsors Manchester United and required a government bailout after it failed spectacularly in the 2008 financial crisis.

Answer: American International Group

6. It features the titular pink puffball teaming up with Waddle Dee, the fairy Ribbon and the painter Adeline to rescue Ripple Star from Dark Matter, for ten points each.

[10] First, identify this 2000 N64 game in which the object is to collect the titular pieces of a precious stone.

ANSWER: Kirby 64: The Crystal Shards

[10] Kirby also teams up with this character who is usually the fat, greedy villain of the series. He appears as a turquoise blue penguin wielding a massive wooden hammer.

ANSWER: King Dedede

[10] By combining, the Electric ability with this ability in Kirby 64, Kirby gains the ability to wield a double-edge lightsaber not unlike Darth Maul. In other games, it allows Kirby to throw a boomerang-like blade.

ANSWER: Cutter ability

7. It’s been 20 years since the Bad Boys of Motown stormed the NBA Finals and swept Magic’s Lakers. For 10 points each, answer some questions about that team.

[10] The current GM of the Pistons, this guard averaged 17.2 PPG while sharing the backcourt with Isaiah Thomas.

ANSWER: Joe Dumars

[10] This center led the team in rebounding and parlayed his reputation as a world-class thug into a namesake SNES “Combat Basketball” game. He later coached the Detroit Shock to three WNBA titles.

ANSWER: Bill Laimbeer

[10] This high school phenom only played fourteen games for Detroit in 1989 before retiring, but is perhaps best-known for his backboard-breaking dunk and his nickname, “Chocolate Thunder.”

ANSWER: Darryl Dawkins

8. It is written by Rich Burlew and appears on the website, Giant in the Playground. For ten points each:

[10] First, name this webcomic in which the titular group lead by Roy attempts to save the world from such foes as the arch-lich Xykon and a rival group of dopplegangers known as the Linear Guild.

ANSWER: The Order of the Stick

[10] The Order of the Stick parodies the 3.5 edition of this tabletop role-playing game that features campaign settings in Eberron, Faerun and Greyhawk and was developed by Gary Gygax.

ANSWER: Dungeons & Dragons

[10] This comical member of The Order of the Stick began his character path as a bard but eventually took ranks in the Dashing Swordsman prestige class to obtain attack bonuses whenever he makes a cheesy pun

ANSWER: Elan

9. They shocked the world with their epic 1997 World Series victory over the Cleveland Indians. For ten points each:

[10] Though Kevin Brown was the rotation’s ace, this Cuban pitcher won the World Series MVP despite a 5.27 ERA by winning Games 1 and 5.

ANSWER: Livan Hernandez

[10] This outfielder led the team with three home runs and nine RBI. He came to the Marlins the prior offseason after playing for the Expos, a team then-managed by this man’s father.

ANSWER: Moises Alou

[10] This first baseman struggled to a .231 average in the Series, but the Marlins thought enough of him to bring him back in 2003, getting him for a trade prior to their second World Series title.

ANSWER: Jeff Conine

10. Identify the following games that involve cards, for ten points each.

[10] This game from Out of the Box Publishing involves playing red cards each displaying a noun or phrase to match up with a green card with an adjective played by a ‘judge’. Surefire winning cards include Hitler, ‘choir boys’ and Helen Keller.

ANSWER: Apples to Apples

[10] Similar to Crazy Eights, this four-color card game contains Reverse, Skip and Wild cards; forgetting to shout the titular utterance when only a single card is left in your hand is harshly punished in some circles.

ANSWER: Uno

[10] Sharing its name with a composer, this game in its original state consists of a deck of blank white cards which can be customized during the game to create new rules and options. During each player’s turn, they have the option to play an Action and/or a Thing card and then discard and draw up to five cards.

ANSWER: Dvorak

11. The most recent work by this author begins with an account of Joe Theismann's brutal injury, and traces how a position played by Joe Jacoby and Orlando Pace became the most important in football. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this author of The Blind Side, who applied business analytics to baseball in Moneyball: The Art of Winning at an Unfair Game and also authored nonfiction like Next: The Future Just Happened.

ANSWER: Michael Lewis

[10] The Blind Side also examines the life of this Ole Miss left tackle, a top prospect for the 2009 NFL draft.

ANSWER: Michael Oher

[10] The Blind Side posits that the position of left tackle became the most important in the NFL after the rise of this player, who inflicted Theisman's injury.

ANSWER: Lawrence Taylor (accept LT as the chances someone thinks this described Ladanian Tomlinson are minimal)

12. 1967’s revolutionary album Sergeant Pepper’s Lonely Hearts Club Band is one of the more famous psychedelic rock, but answer some questions about songs from that year in that genre by bands other than the Beatles.

(10) It was at first just ghostly, but as the miller told his tale, her face turned this, in Procol Harum’s most famous hit.

Answer: A Whiter Shade of Pale

(10) “Who cares what games we choose, little to win, but nothing to lose” is one lyric in this 1967 Strawberry Alarm Clock hit, in which the two title entities are described as meaningless nouns.

Answer: Incense and Peppermints

(10) Appearing on a self-titled 1967 The Doors album is this 7-minute long hit, featuring a well-known organ melody by Ray Manzarek. The song has Jim Morrison asking someone to perform this action.

Answer: Light My Fire

13. After being told to “get the senator's car” in this film, the protagonist, a black LAPD detective, replies “wrong guy, wrong fucking century.” FTPE: 

[10] Identify this thriller featuring Sean Connery and adapted from a Michael Crichton novel, which centers around the murder via erotic strangulation of a prostitute in the headquarters of Japanese corporation seeking a major US business deal. 

ANSWER: Rising Sun 

[10] Rising Sun stars this deep-voiced actor, the lead in U.S. Marshalls and New Jack City, whose habitual refusal to pay taxes led to his recent three-year prison sentence. He's also known for playing the title role in the Blade films. 

ANSWER: Wesley Snipes 

[10] Snipes again went Asian with his portrayal of Neil Shaw, who thwarts the Chinese-hating scheme of Anne Archer in a 2000 film by this name. Its name is a derived from a 13-chapter work famously annotated by Cao Cao. 

ANSWER: The Art of War 

14. This film featured most of the original Broadway cast such as Anthony Rapp and Adam Pascal reprising their roles, FTPE. 

[10] First, name this Jonathan Larson Broadway musical turned film by Christopher Colombus that features songs such as “One Song Glory”, “Out Tonight” and “La Vie Boheme”. Oh yea, everybody has AIDS. 

ANSWER: RENT 

[10] Perhaps the most famous song from RENT is this song that ponders measuring a year in speeding tickets, cups of coffee, inches and 525,600 minutes. 

ANSWER: “Seasons of Love” 

[10] The role of Maureen was portrayed by this actress on both the screen and stage. She may be better known for portraying Nancy in Disney’s Enchanted and starring alongside Kristen Chenowith as Elphaba in Wicked. 

ANSWER: Idina Menzel

[10] Name this jazz musician who recorded the albums Brilliant Corners and Genius of Modern Music, Vol. 1 and Vol. 2.

ANSWER: Thelonious Monk

[10] This saxophonist played with Monk on Brilliant Corners before making his own great jazz albums such as Saxophone Colossus and The Bridge.

ANSWER: Sonny Rollins

[10] Monk also played with this saxophonist who is responsible for My Favorite Things and A Love Supreme.

ANSWER: John Coltrane

16. It saw guest star Robert Goulet executed by firing squad and Florence Henderson shot to death while singing. FTPE:
[10] Name this 1982 cop drama parody, which saw Detective Frank Drebin solve crimes amidst sight gags and one-liners galore. It was cancelled after six episodes despite critical acclaim. 

ANSWER: Police Squad! 

[10] This actor portrayed Drebin, both in Police Squad and in the Naked Gun movies spawned by the show. He also played Dr. Rumack in Airplane! 

ANSWER: Leslie Nielsen 

[10] The opening sequence of Police Squad was lifted from this 1950s cop drama that saw Lee Marvin play a detective in the titular elite unit in the Chicago Police Department. 

ANSWER: M Squad 

17. It was founded in the 80’s by Curt Smith and Roland Orzabal. For 10 points each, answer some questions about a band and some of its hits. 

(10) This pop act had hits in the United States such as “Everybody Wants to Rule the World,” “Head Over Heals” and "Shout." 

Answer: Tears For Fears 

(10) One of the songs off Tears For Fears’ first album, The Hurting, was this song featuring a video in which the singer looks out a window, and opens with the line “All Around me are familiar faces, worn out places, worn out faces” 

Answer: Mad World 

(10) Much later on, a much darker cover version of Mad World by this artist was featured in the film Donnie Darkoand an advertisement for Gears of War. 

Answer: Gary Jules 

18. For ten points each name these female figure skaters that have won the gold medal at the Olympic games. 

[10] Along with Sonja Henie this German is one of two women to win multiple golds at the olympics. She also posed nude for Playboy in 1998. 

Answer: Katarina Witt 

[10] In 1998 favorite Michelle Kwan earned the Silver, while this young American won the gold after landing seven triples in her long program. 

Answer: Tara Lipinski 

[10] This Japanese woman is the most recent winner of the gold medal, defeating silver medal winner Sasha Cohen and bronze winner Irina Slutskaya in the process. 

Answer: Shizuka Arakawa 

19. This series sees Lena Headey plays the titular woman who is attempting to escape from a T-888 along with her son, John. 

[10] For ten points name this FOX series which also stars Summer Glau as Cameron Phillips. 

Answer: Terminator: The Sarah Connor Chronicles

[10] The show also stars this man as Derek Reese. Unfortunately for this actor he and Megan Fox recently broke up and he played David Silver on Beverly Hills 90210. 

Answer: Brian AustinGreen 

[10] Green also had a cameo on this ABC series that starred Kelly Ripa as one of the title characters. That character was an former actress who went to live with her sister. 

Answer: Hope and Faith 

20. FTPE, name some characters from the HBO series Rome.

(10) Played by Kevin McKidd, this centurion sees his wife commit suicide at the end of season 1, and has his kids abducted in Season 2, before rescuing them. He then serves as the leader of Rome’s organized crime world.

Answer: Lucius Vorenus

(10) Vorenus’s companion throughout the show, this Roman soldier was initially sentenced to death in the pilot before being released to recover a stolen standard. It is suggested that this man, not Julius Caesar, fathered Cleopatra’s son Caesarion.

Answer: Titus Pullo

(10) The series ends with the triumphal parade of Octavian after his defeat of this character. In the show was a former lover of Octavian’s mother and was Octavian’s former leading ally in the Second Triumvirate.

Answer: Mark Antony

21. Peter Horton is still in acting! For ten points each:

[10] Horton's career has become less profitable but far more entertaining since his role as Gary Shepherd on this late 80s show about a group of people in the titular age range.

ANSWER: thirtysomething

[10] This show features Horton as a pissed-off father of one of Gabriel Byrne's patients, whom he has scared into having an affair with her gymnastics coach by having sex with his photography models instead of caring for her.

ANSWER: In Treatment

[10] Horton's greatest achievement was this show in which he played Detective Zeke Stone, who is sent back from Hell by John Glover's Lucifer to corral escaped souls. Like most great shows, it was canceled by Fox after one season.

ANSWER: Brimstone
