Must Go Faster: Jeff Goldblum Memorial Trash Tournament

1. In 2002, this man hit the ceremonial first tee shot at the Masters, and shot it directly into the gallery, hitting a fan in the face and breaking his glasses. Despite this incident, he is remembered as being one of the golf’s greats, and he held the record for most PGA tour wins after reaching the age of 40 until Vijay Singh broke it in 2007. He still, however, owns the title of the most PGA tour wins all-time with 82. He is also known for his eccentricities, such as wearing a straw hat and occasionally, golfing without shoes. Passing away in 2002 at the age of 89, FTP, name this professional golfer who started his career in 1937 and had odd putting styles such as the croquet and side-saddle methods, nicknamed “Slammin' Sammy”.

ANSWER: Sam Snead
2. The screenwriter of this film adapted it from his own novel, and consequently, it won the 2008 Founders' Award for Best Narrative Feature. This film, which has already prompted an American remake that is slated to be released in 2010, focuses on an unpopular 12-year-old Swedish boy named Oskar and his crush Eli who moves in next door. Originally, the two communicate through Morse code and the exchange of a Rubik's cube until the relationship progresses to the point where they decide to “go steady”. It is at this point that Oskar discovers that Eli is, in fact, a vampire. FTP, name this Swedish film written by John Ajvide Lindqvist about vampire-human relations that is better than Twilight in an uncountably infinite number of ways.

ANSWER: Let the Right One In or Låt Den Rätte Komma In  
3. This song was used for the “Raise Your Hand” campaign by Intel, and it reached 16 on the UK singles chart after appearing on a 7” along with “Why does it end?”. In this song the band states that at the restaurant they worked at, they would watch everybody work, while they lay on their back. We also know what he did not do with the money that he made, because they assure us that they would not make their own money and then give it to everybody. Are they crazy? It's possible, because they open the song by informing us that they would blow up the world with the flick of a switch if they could do it. Is it the song The Will Always Negates Defeat? No no no no no no no no. FTP, name this single by The Flaming Lips off of the album At War with the Mystics, their highest charting single in the UK thus far.

4. Prior to coaching in the NHL, this man played hockey in Europe and was probably hated by everyone that he came into contact with. Employed as a scout with the Pittsburgh Penguins in 1990, he was on staff when that team won the Stanley Cup in 1991 and was an assistant coach when the team won again in 1992. He was then hired by the Hartford Whalers, where he held jobs as an assistant coach, an assistant GM, and finally a head coach. After being replaced in Hartford by Paul Holmgren, he began colour commentating for the Montreal Canadiens in 1997. Recently, he was considered for a General Manager position with the Minnesota Wild, but this didn't pan out, likely because no one can sit in a room with him for more than five minutes. FTP, name this man who currently can be seen on TSN and NBC during the “Inside the Glass” segment, phones in to Ottawa’s TEAM 1200AM, and declares certain players to be his namesake “monsters”.

ANSWER: Pierre McGuire  
5. According to the creator of this quirky series, he accidentally walked into a movie theater during a rape scene as a child. He put that traumatic memory to use in his design of the final battle of the second game in this series, intending to recreate the feeling through images and dialogue. Despite such serious and/or disturbing features, the series is most well known for its humourous approach to the RPG genre, its music, including such titles as "Humoresque of a Little Dog", the "Smashing Song of Praise", and "Pollyanna", and its wordplay. For example, the name of the third game's protagonist is an anagram of that of his brother, Claus, and the name of the second game's protagonist is an anagram of the system that game appeared on, the SNES. Both characters are playable in "Super Smash Brothers: Brawl", using the "PK Starstorm" Final Smash. FTP, name this three-installment game series created by Shigesato Itoi, which shares its name with the person who gave birth to you.

6. This man has stated that he originally was on a basketball scholarship to Washington State before being suspended for drug allegations, although the university refutes this. Born in a neighbourhood with a majority of gangs claiming loyalty to the crips, he would become a blood member in his early life. He was also ridiculed on Punk’d when he lost his cool after not meeting a producer, proceeding to throw a broom and a bench at a city worker. He is most famous for feuding with 50 Cent. FTP,name this gangsta-rapper, who's singles include the songs “Let's Ride”, “Westside Story”, “How We Do” and “Hate it or Love It”.
ANSWER: The Game (Accept Jayceon Terrell Taylor)
7. Released in Taiwan as “1995: Fantastic”, many viewers confused this film with an action flick. Rob Reiner originally wanted the script for this film, willing to pay more than two million dollars for it; had he obtained it, the two main protagonists would have been played by Harrison Ford and Tom Cruise. Only a modest hit in theatres, it later became one of the highest grossing video rentals of all-time. Pictures of Morgan Freeman’s real son was used as a mugshot for Freeman’s character. FTP, name this classic film, currently at the #1 spot on IMDB’s top 250 movies, with the tagline “Fear can hold you prisoner, hope can set you free”. 
ANSWER: The Shawshank Redemption
8. This man's lengthy last name means son of wisdom. Being one of few NFL players of Iranian and African-American descent, he began playing football at Cerritos College, until he was picked up on an athletic scholarship by Oregon State University in his senior year. It was here that he struck up a long-lasting friendship with the player formerly known as Chad Johnson. This friendship was bolstered by the fact that both players were signed by the Cincinnati Bengals in the 2001 NFL draft and eventually became the team's #1 and #2 receivers. FTP, name this wide receiver that signed with the Seattle Seahawks on March 2nd 2009 who, when playing for the Bengals, was introduced by teammate Chad Ochocinco as having the last name “Who's-Yo-Momma”.

ANSWER: Touraj “T.J” Houshmandzadeh Jr.
9. This series of video-games centres around Japanese historic figures muddled with supernatural elements. There are currently six games in the series, and the film for it was put on hold due to Heath Ledger’s death. It is Capcom’s fifth biggest franchise. The title of this series, roughly translated, means “demon warrior”, and the main antagonists are the Genma. Featuring characters such as Ako, Gargant and Guildenstern, the 3rd game released in this series was for the PS2 and subtitled Demon Siege. FTP name this video game franchise in which saw Samanosuke Akechi fight demons with the Oni Gauntlet.
ANSWER: Onimusha
10. This musician got his start in 1976 when he sent a homemade tape to Dr. Demento which included such songs as “Belvedere Cruisin’” and “Dr. D Superstar”. In 1979 he sent another tape to Dr. Demento featuring the song “My Bologna”, which proved extremely popular with listeners. Since then, he has produced over 15 albums, including “Off the Deep End”, “The Food Album” and Bad Hair Day. His most recent album, “Straight Outta Lynwood”, reached Billboard 200’s top ten, at number ten. FTP, name this accordion player most famous for his parodies of artists such as Michael Jackson, Coolio and Chamillionaire/Krayzie Bone.
ANSWER: Weird Al Yankovic 

11. This film was released in 1990 and was directed by John Underwood. It soon spawned two sequels, a prequel, and a television series, with another sequel currently in the works. It follows the adventures of a pair of handymen from Perfection, Nevada, a town with a population of only eleven people. A series of strange seismic readings, a man found dead of dehydration atop a telephone pole and a field of dead sheep lead the two to believe a murderer is on the loose, but they soon discover a large, dead snake-like creature which they assume is responsible for the deaths. They are soon to find, however, that the snake is only the tongue of a much larger creature, known as a graboid. FTP, name this film about underground monsters starring Kevin Bacon. 

ANSWER: Tremors 

12. This show debuted in 1989 with its first episode, “The Man Who Was Death”. It proceeded into a run of seven seasons, ending in 1996. Named after a 1950s EC Comics series from which it drew some of its storylines, the show became famous both for its gruesome storylines, largely uncensored language, gore, and nudity, and prevalence of big-name stars as special guests. The show would typically feature one story per episode, and was hosted by a punning puppet voiced by John Kassir. It also spawned two films, entitled Bordello of Blood and Demon Knight. FTP, name this HBO horror anthology which invites “boils and ghouls” to enjoy a different “terror tale” each episode. 

ANSWER: Tales From the Crypt 
13. Studio Pierrot is the animation company responsible for releasing the TV animated series of this popular manga. Directed by Noriyuki Abe, there are also three feature films and two original video animations. One of the more confusing aspects are the inclusion of several extremely large-breasted female characters such as Orihime(OR-E-HE-MAY), Shiba, and Rangiku, as the demographic is aimed towards children and teens. The plot sees Shinigami warriors defend Soul Society from Hollows. FTP, name this manga which as spawned everything from musicals to a trading card game that shares its name with a chemical cleaning agent.
ANSWER: BLEACH
14. Aside from his leading roles, this actor is known for having cameos in movies made by his friends. The Coen Brothers gave him a role as Smitty in the Hudsucker Proxy, and as an uncredited soap opera performer in Fargo. The director with whom he is most associated is Sam Raimi, and he has had small parts in all three Spider-Man films. Some of his television roles include Brisco County Jr., Autolycus, and the Daring Dragoon, while notable film characters include Elvis Presley, William Cole, the Surgeon General of Beverly Hills, and his most famous, the shotgun-wielding Ashley J. Williams. FTP, name this king of B-movies. 

ANSWER: Bruce Campbell 
15. The first version of this game was released in 2003 by a mapmaker known as Eul, who based the map on an outdated scenario known as “Aeon of Strife”. The current developer is known as Icefrog. In this game, each player controls at least one primary hero, such as N’aix the Lifestealer or Crixalis the Sand King, and belongs to a team of up to five players. The two teams each compete to destroy a key structure of the opponents’, on the way purchasing items such as the Necronomicon or Eul’s Scepter of Divinity. Defeating Roshan earns 200 bonus gold for each team member, as well as the Aegis of the Immortal. FTP, name this custom scenario for Warcraft III in which the Scourge battle against the Sentinel. 

ANSWER: Defense of the Ancients or Dota 

16. The lead actor in this 1986 British film supposedly got the role after a perfect delivery of the line, “Fork it!” in audition. Based on an unpublished novel by Bruce Robinson, the writer/director, it concerns a pair of young actors who decide to spend a weekend at a cottage in the countryside. This turns out to be a rather unpleasant experience for both of them, leading one to comment, “This place has become impossible. Nothing to eat, freezing cold and now a madman on the prowl outside with eels.” One of the two is never named in the film, though in the script he is referred to as Marwood. FTP, name this British comedy starring Richard E. Grant and Paul McGann. 

ANSWER: Withnail and I 

17. The longest recorded one of these ever successfully completed in the NFL's history was 45 yards in 1922. There has only been one of these successfully completed in the last sixty years.  This feat was performed by the New England Patriots in 2006 and, more specifically, by Doug Flutie in his final appearance before retiring. The Pats had lined up for what appeared to be a 2-point convert attempt after a touchdown, but due to this play, it resulted in a single point being scored on the play. Performed by Burt Reynolds in the movie, The Longest Yard, this is, FTP, what play in football that consists of a player bouncing the ball on the ground and then kicking it through the uprights for a single point?

ANSWER: drop kick [prompt on partial answer]
18. When this man left his job as a weatherman at KNBC, he was told that it was a huge mistake because he was the best weatherman that many people had ever seen. It was clearly not a mistake however, as he is now reportedly making 12-13 million dollars a year. He left KNBC when he was offered a chance to host a specific show. The man making this offer was Merv Griffin and the show is what is now known as “America's Game”. On April Fool’s Day 1997, he switched places with his counterpart, who occupies the time slot immediately after his show, Alex Trebek. FTP, name this 62-year old man who, alongside Vanna White, is the host of Wheel of Fortune.

ANSWER: Pat Sajak
19. David Winning directed ten episodes of this TV show, including such titles as “Tale of the Dream Girl” and “Tale of the Long Ago Locket”. Being a Canadian show, it was originally a joint production of Cinar and YTV, along with the American Nickelodeon. For this reason, the majority of the actors that featured on the show were also Canadian, such as Aron Tager who played the recurring character of Dr. Vink, “with a vuh vuh vuh”, and the character of Gary being played by Ross Hull, found success on Student Bodies and The Weather Network. The series consisted of 5 seasons, at which point it took a three year hiatus, returning in 1999 for two seasons with an entirely new cast of characters except for Gary's younger brother Tucker who remained on the show and took over Gary's role as the leader of the club. FTP, name this amazing show from the nineties which consisted of the Nightmare Society telling scary stories, sometimes about Zeebo, around a fire pit in the woods.

ANSWER: Are You Afraid of the Dark?
20. This Dundas-raised man spent many of his summers in Guysborough County, Nova Scotia, which is referenced in one of his songs, Guysborough Train, and provides inspiration for many of his maritime songs. Dabbling in songs about Canadian war heroes such as The Nancy, Macdonnell on the Heights and Billy Green, one of his songs is credited with saving a life. This occurred when a drowning man kept himself afloat drawing inspiration from that song and yelling the repeated line “Rise Again!” “Rise Again!” every time a wave pushed him under the water. The sings of “The Mary Ellen Carter”, FTP, name this late Canadian folk musician whose songs also include “Northwest Passage” and “Barrett's Privateers”.

ANSWER: Stan Rogers
1. FTPE, name these movies inspired by the works of H.P. Lovecraft: 

[10] This 1985 film starring Jeffrey Combs involves a mad doctor obsessed with bringing the dead back to life, which predictably ghastly results.

The film takes its name from one of Lovecraft’s most famous creations, a tentacled horror which sleeps in a sunken city.

[10] This 2001 Stuart Gordon film takes much of its plot from Lovecraft’s, “The Shadow Over Innsmouth”, though it takes its name from another, shorter work. It involves a couple who investigate the fishy activities of a strange town. 

ANSWER: Dagon

ANSWER: Mike Mussina

ANSWER: Teenage Mutant Ninja Turtles or Teenage Mutant Hero Turtles 
[10] This cartoon debuted on October 31, 1992 on Fox Kids. It began with a two-part story entitled “Night of the Sentinels”, which concluded with the character of Morph seemingly being killed. 

ANSWER: X-Men: The Animated Series 
4. FTPE, name these composers most famous for their work on soundtracks. 

[10] This American composer has created music for most Steven Spielberg’s feature films, as well as the score for the Star Wars trilogy. 

ANSWER John Williams 
[10] This musician led the rock band Oingo Boingo until its breakup in 1995, but is most famous for scoring films by Tim Burton, as well as the title theme to The Simpsons. 

ANSWER Danny Elfman
[10] Even though he left Square Enix in 2004 to found his own companies, “Dog Ear records” and “Smile Please”, this Japanese composer is most famous for scoring the majority of games in the Final Fantasy series.
