1.	"Don't Say Fluffypuffer" is among the four games included in the 1986 VHS version of this board game.  A literal spin-off focusing on a spinner wheel was released in 2002 while 2005's Dora the Explorer themed release is the only one based on a licensed property.  First developed in the 1940's by San Diego resident Eleanor Abbot while recovering from Polio,  the Castle version is even simpler than the original, as players only collect colored shapes.  Queen Frostine is among the characters in, for ten points, what pattern recognition game where the players visit locales such as Peanut Acres and Gumdrop Pass?

2.	He graduated from college in 1997, but didn't throw his first NFL pass until he did so for the Saints in a 2002 game against his current team.  Before then, he was an All-State high school defensive back and played for NFL Europe’s Amsterdam Admirals as Kurt Warner's backup.  His most notable play is likely an 85-yard touchdown pass that is the longest play from scrimmage in Super Bowl history.  He was given a $42.5 million, 5-year extension in April 2009 in spite of a six-turnover performance against the Cardinals in the NFC playoffs, a questionable move in retrospect.  For ten points, name this NFL quarterback who, since 2003, has been the starting QB for the Carolina Panthers.

3.	When he skipped law school to focus on the music business, he explained it to his parents with a $600,000 advance check.  A former member of small punk bands like The Pricks and Hose, he convinced the Red Hot Chilli Peppers to record the hit song "Under The Bridge," appeared in the video for Jay-Z's "99 Problems," and produced LL Cool J's debut album Radio.  In 1993, he held a funeral for the word "def" as part of rechristening his music label, removing any traces to the label he once founded with Russell Simmons.  For ten points, name this man who has produced albums for everyone from the Beastie Boys to Johnny Cash as founder of American Recordings and co-founder of Def Jam Records.

4.	As a youngster, he once fantasized about a three-breasted woman and refereeing a make-out contest.  His most distinctive facial feature is caused by a collision that occurs when he meets his lifelong best friend.  As an adult, he loses his wallet while buying a copy of the Rhode Island Slut and comes to have a negative opinion of John Denver.  He tells Mary Swanson that he "desperately wants to make love to a school boy" and he leaves behind a limo driving gig to return a briefcase to Mary.  For ten points, name this character originated in 1994's Dumb and Dumber , the Jim Carrey-portrayed best friend of Jeff Daniels' Harry Dunne.

5.	The 1986 winner of the CMA's Horizon Award, he was originally part of a duo called the Traywick Brothers.  He released an album of tunes for his 1993 made-for-TV movie Wind in the Wire.  His recent work has been gospel-oriented, including 2002's Rise and Shine.  He became the first country artist to go multi-platinum with his major label debut album Storms of Life.  Among his dozen-plus country number one hits includes a song whose title answers the question of "how long I'll be faithful."  For ten points, name this musician whose hits include "Deeper Than the Holler," "Three Wooden Crosses," and "Forever and Ever Amen."

6.	The only season of an animated version of this show aired on NBC in 1987 on Saturday mornings after The Smurfs.  A holiday episode deals with the winter celebration of the Festival of the Bells, while songs such as "Follow Me" play a notable part in the show.  A hole in the baseboard of Doc’s workshop is one way to enter the title location where viewers find races such as the Doozers and the Gorgs living in harmony.  For ten points, name this Jim Henson-created show whose title locale is where you can "dance your cares away" and with Mokey, Red, Wembley, Boober, Gobo, and other members from a community of furry subterranean creatures.

7.	In a 2006 film, he was portrayed on screen by Kane Kosugi and is voiced in recent adventures by Hideyuki Hori.  In one quest, he is assisted by H.P. Clancy, who explains about the creation of Bio-Noids such as the doppelganger he faces off against.   In another journey, he is killed but brought back to life by a falcon.  He was once framed for the murder of the CIA Agent who he runs off with at the end of an earlier adventure, Irene Lew.  The hero of games with subtitles like The Dark Sword of Chaos and The Ancient Ship of Doom, for ten points, name this video game ninja and star of Tecmo's Ninja Gaiden series.

Hideo Nomo can claim the only no-hitter thrown here, while Roberto Alomar won an All-Star Game MVP award here in 1998 during the highest scoring All-Star Game in history.  Featuring a clock tower at the center of its brick facade and noted for its homer-friendliness due to air density and elevation, for ten points, name this home of the Colorado Rockies.

Voiced by Frank Welker on the big screen, he participates in a fiddle contest with his primary antagonist in an episode of Robot Chicken.  At his death, he was decapitated by Angela's blade and leaves the series' protagonist as ruler of the Eighth Circle of Hell.  For ten points, name this demon created by Todd McFarlane, the enemy and creator of Spawn.

10.	She got her first big acting break in 1983 when she originated the character of Sabrina Hughes while simultaneously playing Sabrina's half-sister Frannie on As the World Turns.  She was murdered by a mummy in 1990’s Tales From the Dark Side: The Movie and recently made an appearance in Funny or Die's "The Ballad of G.I. Joe" as Scarlett.  She has been a favorite of P.T. Anderson, appearing as Earl Partridge's remorseful, gold-digger wife Linda in Magnolia and getting her first Academy Award nomination for playing the motherly Amber Waves in Boogie Nights.  Also appearing in films such as The Hours, Far From Heaven, and Hannibal, for ten points, name this red-headed actress.

Its author was inspired to write this work after trip to get a motorcycle repaired, somewhat mirroring a major plot point.  In spite of the positive momentum of winning the lottery, the suffering business of Ad Worx partially sets up the ultimately tragic events to come for the Trenton family in the fictional town of Castle Rock.  Featuring a significant amount of time spent by two characters inside a Ford Pinto.  For ten points, name this Stephen King novel turned movie about a rabid Saint Bernard.

They worked with Stevie Wonder on the song "True to Your Heart" for the Mulan soundtrack, while they made their debut with the single "Invisible Man."  With major hits including "Hardest Thing," "Because of You," and "Give Me Just One Night (Una Noche)," for ten points, name this boy band whose most notable member was once married to Jessica Simpson.

He emerged victorious at SummerSlam 1993 in Ted DiBiase's final WWF match and defeated Rick Martel in September 1993 to earn his first WWF Intercontinental Championship.  A member of the Kliq, he was known for his finishing move, a Crucifix powerbomb, and the catchphrase "say hello to the bad guy."  For ten points, name this Latino-persona played by Scott Hall whose signature move was his namesake Edge.

The lyrics describe a story that every knows about, "from the Queen of England to the hounds of hell."  Rolling Stone noted in its "Greatest Guitar Songs of All Time" how much the main riff sounds like a "bass line" while its distinctive video features a number of constantly growing triangles-within-triangles.  The first track and single from the album Elephant, for ten points, name this song by the White Stripes about a multi-party military alliance.
