The awarding of the 1997 winner caused the winning entry's director to literally jump over seats.  Most recently won by Departures, the films No Man's Land, Cinema Paradiso, and Life is Beautiful are all winners of, for ten points, what Oscar category usually dominated by films from Italy and France?

2. Crosley Field serves as a model for this ballparks 90 foot center incline, known as Tal's Hill, and it was the site of an eighteen inning postseason victory of the visiting Braves, the longest in playoff history.  The first stadium in Texas to host a World Series game and once known as Enron Field, for ten points, name this home of the Houston Astros nicknamed "The Juice Box."
