1.	Their best season came in 1948 when Bill Henderson led them to the NCAA title game and they fell to Adolph Rupp's first championship Kentucky squad.  Alums such as Brian Skinner and Vinnie Johnson were never able to get this school to the NCAA tournament, but the team recently made its first appearance in two decades in 2008 when they fell to Purdue in the opening round.  The darkest time in their program's history came in 2003 when head coach Dave Bliss resigned in the wake of the murder of new transfer Patrick Dennehy.  For ten points, name this Waco, Texas institution, the only private school affiliated with the Big 12.

2.	He played against Ivan Rozmirovich in a chess match that ended with him chasing Ivan around the room and a double-disqualification.  He suffered a case of stage fright on a televised quizbowl competition while competing for Harding High.  He taught a freshman-level economics course at Leland college, the school at which he enrolled after he passed up an Princeton interview to be with his sister.  He eventually becomes a conservative congressman, as implied in the write-off of Mike Flaherty's character on Spin City.  For ten points, name this son of Elyse and Steven Keaton portrayed on Family Ties by Michael J. Fox.

3.	The music video for this track concludes with Hittman performing the first verse of the song "Last Dayz."  Featuring a sample of DJ Quik's "Born and Raised in Compton," the song emphasizes the title subject's importance, inquiring "who you think brought you the o' G's: Eazy-E's, Ice Cube's, and D.O.C's, and Snoop D O double G's."  As the song's featured artist, Eminem denounces those who want to talk by saying "nothin' comes out when they move their lips" and claims that such people have performed the title action.  For ten points, name this Grammy-winning rap song from the album 2001 that serves as a reminder of the song's artist, Dr. Dre.

Both Madeleine and Judy Davis are involved in separate chases up Mission San Juan Bautista's bell tower in, for ten points, what Alfred Hitchcock movie in which Jimmy Stewart is a man with a case of acrophobia?

5.	In an early MadTV skit, "breakfast" is one of the words that replaces another word in this popular phrase.  Its creator utters it in the episode of South Park which introduced Damien.  This phrase's creator almost to lose the ability to speak this catchphrase after recently being diagnosed with throat cancer, but thankfully made a full recovery.  Early alternatives included "man your battle stations" and "fasten your seat belts," but its creator was ultimately inspired by the words of Sal Marchiano and Muhammad Ali.  For ten points, name this five-word phrase often said by Michael Buffer at the start of a boxing match.

Intrigue, Warming, Intense, Yours and Mine, Sensual Mist, and the original Jelly are among the products in, for ten points, what line of personal lubricants?

7.	He played Scott Kelly in a 1987 guest role on a sitcom that featured one of his most famous co-stars.    He first gained notoriety for appearing the 1950's CBS western Trackdown.  His notable brief roles include playing three different murders on Columbo and playing the lead in the Harlon Ellison-penned "Demon with a Glass Hand" episode of The Outer Limits.  More recently, he played the father-in-law of Ray Barone on Everybody Loves Raymond.  For ten points, name this actor who would gain international fame for his role as FBI agent Bill Maxwell on The Greatest American Hero and his role opposite Bill Cosby on I Spy.

8.	Levels in the first game in this series include the castle-like Orion's Barricade as well as Facing Worlds, an area set on a pair of towers on a floating island.  The most recent entry introduced Field Lattice Generators which serve as a sort of checkpoint when captured.  Vehicles such as the Raptor and the Hellbender and a melee weapon called the Impact Hammer are all unique to this series, but it does take some weapons like the Bio Rifle and the Flak Cannon from its more single-player minded parent series.  With sequels including the 2003 and 2004 versions, for ten points, name this series of competitive, multiplayer first-person shooters by Epic that use the engine of the same name.

Tragedy occurred when this team lost nearly a dozen associates in an October 2004 plane crash and controversy surrounded the 2008 acquisition of Dale Earnhardt, Jr.  For ten points, name this racing team whose most successful vehicles are likely the #48 and #24 cars that have been driven by Jimmie Johnson and Jeff Gordon.

Mackenzie Astin starred in a 1987 film flop based on this franchise, a film that still excites Family Guy's Adam West who plans to watch the film with the "lights off."  Adam Bomb was seen on the cover of most series of these cards that featured disfigured and/or suffering characters whose names were puns.  For ten points, name these Topps-produced trading cards that were designed to be a parody of the Cabbage Patch Kids.

11.	Kevin Costner was originally slated to be the father in this song's video, but couldn’t due to scheduling conflicts.  A key moment in the video comes when the daughter texts 7-7 to the father who knew the daughter's location was due to a picture where both wear baseball uniforms with those numbers. 


Co-written with the band's new producer Mutt Lange, the singer states that "I can’t believe I said I'd lay our love on the ground."  The singer also wants the addressee to "forgive me now" and states that the title claim applies to "no one but you."  For ten points, name this single from the album Dark Horse by Nickleback.
