America’s Next Top Model half packet by Margo Emont

1. At the beginning of cycle 6 Jade made it clear to her fellow contestants that the show was called “America’s Next Top Model,” not “America’s next” this. The American Sociological Review published a study in 2006 claiming that Americans have suffered a loss in the quantity and quality of these in the last two decades. Some sociologists theorize that these have declined in the modern west because men fear being perceived as homosexual. Cicero believed that these end because one of the people involved becomes evil. For 10 points, cycle 12’s Sandra was one of many to declare that she wasn’t here to make these.

ANSWER: Best Friends [accept equivalents]

2. In a fourth season episode the girls are asked to portray these, a task that proved difficult for one of them as the photo shoot took place at a cemetery. Kendall Geers created signs that spell out the names of these in ultraviolet light. Paul Cadmus created a series of paintings of these that include a man depicted with spaghetti coming out of his stomach. A painting by Hieronymus Bosch portrays these in a large circle that is surrounded by “four last things.” Kahlen was able to translate her sadness into one of these to pull off a picture that the judges were impressed by while Keenya’s weight was commented on in her portrayal of another. For 10 points, name this set of actions that includes anger and gluttony.

ANSWER: The Seven Deadly Sins
3. A contestant with this disease calls her son her “miracle baby”. While it has no relationship to a similarly named cancer, it has been associated with cancers such as Hodgkin’s lymphoma and ovarian cancer. Different stages of the menstrual cycle usually affect this disease’s symptoms because the cells associated with this disease respond to estrogen. In this disease, cells like those normally found in the uterus grow in areas outside the uterine cavity, commonly on the ovaries. Because it can lead to anatomical distortions it is often linked with infertility. For 10 points, name this disease that cycle 4’s Noelle discussed frequently on the show.

ANSWER: Endometriosis

4. In a photoshoot at this location, each contestant posed with voguer Benny Ninja who portrayed their husbands. This location was opened on January 1, 1892 and was closed on November 12, 1954. Following World War II it was used to intern German Merchant Mariners and enemy aliens and it was used as a processing center for returning sick or wounded US soldiers. Millitary surgeons here were best known for unusual techniques such as using buttonhooks to examine for eye disease and the use of the chalk mark code to classify the potentially sick. For 10 points name this location where contestants were shot with an 8 by 10 camera in an attempt to recreate the photos taken by immigrants coming to America.

ANSWER: Ellis Island

5. In cycle 7 Melrose broke down in tears after she made a mistake while doing this, which caused her to lose a challenge to Eugena. It has a Moorish influence and was first mentioned in literature is the book Cartas Marruecas. The “pure” form of this dance is performed solo and is improvised rather than choreographed. The more popular commercial style was developed for tourists and relies on choreographed dances and frilly dresses. It is known for its emotional intensity, expressive use of the arms, and rhythmic stomping of the feet and some dancers use props such as shawls or castanets. For 10 points name this dance that was taught to the girls by an instructor named Nacho while they were in Spain.

ANSWER: Flaminco dancing
6. In cycle 3 a contestant was worried about a runway show because, as she revealed to Mr. Jay, she had this condition. This condition is actually a spectrum of diseases, combined with progressive deafness it is known as Usher’s Syndrome and it can also be associated with diseases like neurosyphilis and toxoplasmosis. Genetically it can be caused by mutations of the gene rhodopsin, a pigment that is important in the visual transduction cascade. This disease is characterized by mottling of the retinal pigment epithelium and early signs include defective dark adaptation and tunnel vision. For 10 points, name this condition that Amanda from cycle 3 says will cause her to become blind by the time that she is 30.

ANSWER: Retinitis Pigmentosa

7. Although Tyra was inspired by a girl who said that she didn’t let this disease hold her back, that contestant was eliminated on the first episode of cycle 12. She shares her disease with the lawyer from the Jodi Picoult novel My Sister’s Keeper as well as Thom Jones, an author who often writes about characters with this disease. It is suspected that this disease is what Socrates referred to as his daimonion and Harriet Tubman is thought to have developed it as a result of a brain injury. Symptoms of this disease can be induced by drugs and alcohol, as was the case with Edgar Allan Poe and Shantanu Jha. For 10 points, name this disease that Isabella was worried would be triggered by the strobe lights at a runway show.

ANSWER: Epilepsy 

8. A contestant’s portrayal of one of these produced a picture that Tyra deemed the worst photo in the history of America’s Next Top Model. The book Tetrabiblos, written in the second century AD, laid the basis for this. Some scholars have linked these to the tribes of Israel while others relate them to creatures appearing in Ezekiel and Revelation. These are now commonly used to forecast future life events based on a person’s birthday. For 10 points, when posing as these Brittany was able to redeem herself with her portrayal of an archer while Lluvy’s portrayal of a fish was strongly derided.

ANSWER: Signs of the Zodiac

9. The cycle 12 girls had a challenge where they had to find the favorite flower of this woman. She is a model and businesswoman who owns a clothing botique and is a playboy playmate. However, she is most famous for being the subject of a song that was written by Antonio Carlos Johim that he famously sung and played on the Andy Williams Show in 1965. The Muzak version of that song is popularly incorporated into films such as The Blues Brothers and Finding Nemo. The song describes this girl, who would walk past the Veloso bar everyday, never acknowledging the catcalls from the patrons and instead looking straight ahead. For 10 points, name this woman who the girls met when they went to Brazil.

ANSWER: The Girl from Ipanema (accept Helô Pinheiro)
10. At this location cycle 9’s Jenah said that she wants to get to know herself in response to Tyra asking her what wall she wants to climb. Performance artists Ulay and Marina Abramovic performed their last piece together when they met to say goodbye on this structure. A notable part of this structure appears to be silver because the stone used to build it contained a high metal concentration, however the color is fading because the stones have worn down considerably in the centuries since the structure was originally built. In English the name of this structure literally translates as “long fortress” as it was used to protect the northern borders of the country that it is located in. For 10 points name this structure, where the girls dressed as Mongols who are attempting to invade China.

ANSWER: The Great Wall of China
Bonuses

1. Answer some questions about a kind of bacteria for 10 points each:

[10] Cycle 4’s Michelle developed facial blemishes that one contestant described as a "deadly and contagious flesh-eating bacteria that would cause certain death.” They were actually a result of this disease.

ANSWER: Impetigo

[10] Name either of the types of bacteria that normally cause Impetigo. They are also responsible for diseases such as necrotizing fasciitis and toxic shock syndrome.

ANSWER: Staphylococcus aureus or Streptococcus pyogenes
[10] This strain of S. aureus has developed a resistance to beta-lactam antibiotics like penicillin. It notably caused Jack Mackenroth to withdraw from Season 4 of Project Runway.

ANSWER: Methicillin-Resistant Staphylococcus aureus

2. Answer questions about paintings portrayed by girls in cycle 5 for 10 points each:

[10] When Jayla learned that she was going to portray this mostly monochromatic painting she reasoned that she did not have to practice posing because the subject of the painting is just sitting and she knows how to sit.

ANSWER: Arrangement in Grey and Black: The Artist’s Mother (I haven’t yet decided if “Whistler’s Mother” is acceptable, decide for yourself)

[10] When discussing her portrayal of this painting by Vermeer, Noelle says “I haven’t read the book but I’ve seen the picture.”

ANSWER: Girl with a Pearl Earring
[10] In her portrayal of this painting Kim stands on an open orange suitcase that is supposed to represent a shell.

ANSWER: The Birth of Venus

3. Answer some questions about animals that various contestants have interacted with for 10 points each:

[10] In cycle 1 all of the girls had to pose with this kind of animal, a challenge that excited Adrianne because she has one of them as a pet. Robin was very frightened of these animals even though she admits to wearing boots made out of their skin.

ANSWER: Snakes
[10] In cycle 6 the girls had to do a runway show with this type of animal that was covered with gems and attached to a leash. Jade tried to get a terrified Gina to kiss one of them, and then does so herself at the end of the runway.

ANSWER: Cockroaches
[10] Also in cycle 6 the girls pose on this kind of animal while in Thailand. Joanie is unhappy when she sees Sarah copying her poses, like one where she balanced on the foot of the animal.

ANSWER: Elephants

4. Answer some questions about disorders featured on the show for 10 points each:

[10] Elyse of cycle 1 denied having this eating disorder while Cassie from cycle 3 confided to Amanda that she had this disorder but later denied it.

ANSWER: Bulimia Nervosa

[10] Heather from cycle 9 has this disorder. Her relative detachment as a result of this disorder originally helped her photos but she was eventually eliminated because of her problems with communication.

ANSWER: Asperger’s syndrome

[10] Laura from cycle 13 suffers from this disorder, which hindered her when she needed to memorize lines for her covergirl commercial.
ANSWER: Dyslexia

5. Answer some questions about gender in America’s Next Top Model for 10 points each:

[10] Although ANTM had a “born female” policy for the first few cycles; cycle 11 featured this transgendered contestant who shares hwe name with the Egyptian goddess of motherhood.

ANSWER: Isis
[10] Cycle 7 featured a photoshoot where the models dressed as men and posed with drag queens, one of whom is this runner up of season 2 of RuPaul’s Drag race who is named after a bird.

ANSWER: Raven
[10] Drag was also featured in cycle 6 when one of the show’s makeup artists, Sutan, met the girls dressed as this supermodel who is a producer of the show.

ANSWER: Tyra Banks

6. The girls are not allowed to bring books into the top model house. Answer some questions about the exception to that rule for 10 points each:

[10] This book caused conflict in cycle 1 when Robin used it as an excuse to shun fellow contestants Elyse and Ebony.

ANSWER: The Bible
[10] The cycle 1 contestants had to pose with a male model who Shannon was obsessed with after reading a profile of him in which he states that his favorite book is the bible. Amusingly, this photoshoot involved wearing this type of risqué clothing.

ANSWER: Lingerie 

[10] Both Robin and Shannon used the bible as a reason for refusing to do this in a photoshoot for diamonds, causing Robin to be sent home.

ANSWER: Pose Nude (accept equivalents)

7. Answer some questions about various political issues that cycle 11 contestants portrayed in a photoshoot for 10 points each:

[10] Although she understands that they have damaging effects, Hannah isn’t sure how she feels about these things that were responsible for approximately 80,000 deaths in World War II.

ANSWER: Nuclear weapons
[10] Clark isn’t entirely sure what this is, and she wonders if communists have it. She portrays this concept by posing on a set that is full of red tape.

ANSWER: Bureaucracy 
[10] Samantha portrays this concept by posing in front of a bunch of dollar bills, piggy banks, charts, and graphs.

ANSWER: Economy
8. Answer some questions about a common theme for 10 points each:

[10] Cycle 12’s Allison tells Tyra that she is jealous that Tyra has sometimes experienced this, a hemorrhage that medically is called epistaxis.

ANSWER: a nosebleed

[10] In cycle 14 the girls need to pose in a bathtub filled with blood, a prospect that doesn’t faze Tatiana because she does embalming in her job as an assistant this.

ANSWER: Mortician 
[10] The girls were posing in bathtubs filled with blood because they were portraying these creatures, examples of which are Lestat and Lord Ruthven.

ANSWER: Vampires

9. Answer some questions about bodily imperfections for 10 points each:

[10] Cycle 12’s Thalia has these on her torso that are a result of her mom leaving her in a room with a carafe of coffee when she was 18 months old.

ANSWER: Burns

[10] Cycle 7’s Caridee feared that she would never be a model because she had this chronic autoimmune disease that affected her legs and thighs.

ANSWER: Psoriasis

[10] Brita was eliminated in the first episode of cycle 4 because of these too reasons.

ANSWER: She was too old and too fat (accept equivalents)

10. Answer some questions about fairy tale characters the girls in cycle 6 portrayed for 10 points each:

[10] Brooke wears a nude body suit to portray a character from this story.

ANSWER: The Emperor’s New Clothes
[10] Nnenna foreshadowed a Disney movie of this story by portraying a character that would become the most recent Disney princess.

ANSWER: The Princess and the Frog

[10] Furonda got extensions in order to play this character and when trying to get into character she explained that she grew out her hair in order to get a man.

ANSWER: Rapunsel
