Penn Bowl Trash 2010 Round 3

1. Two of his early roles were as Nick Feliki in The Easiest Way and as Carl Luckner in The Secret Six. Robert Wagner was his golf caddy and got his start when this man introduced him to MGM casting. Joan Crawford appeared with him in eight films and was his favorite actress with which to work. Boyd Holister, Larry Pennell, and James Brolin have all portrayed him in movies and his final role was alongside Marilyn Monroe in the 1961 film The Misfits. He was married to Carol Lombard before her death in 1942, and one of his most notable roles was alongside Claudette Colbert in 1934’s It Happened One Night. He is best known for a movie in which his character says, “frankly, my dear, I don’t give a damn”. FTP, name this actor most famous for playing Rhett Butler in Gone with the Wind.

A: Clark Gable

2. Julia Roberts appeared as a character having a crush on Frank in one episode of this show. Characters on this show often commented that the title character became grouchy due to PMS at around the 18th of every month. In this show’s final season, celebrities including Paul Reubens and Don Rickles played the secretaries.  In one episode of Seinfeld, Jerry and George discover that Elaine is writing a script for this show. Characters on this show included Jim Dial, Phil the Bar owner, and Miles Silverberg. In a 1992 speech, Dan Quayle criticized this character’s choice to become a single mother. That said, she still received plenty of support from her colleagues at FYI. FTP, name this sitcom, which ran from 1988 to 1998, and which starred Candice Bergen in the title role.

A: Murphy Brown
3. One resident of this place is an editor for Sparkle magazine and is named Ginger Lopez. Another resident of this place is Nancy Woods, the girlfriend to aspiring artist Chuck Clayton. Educators in this place are the history teacher Miss Haggly, the science teacher Professor Flutesnoot, and the English teacher Miss Grundy. The pretty Midge Klump is the girlfriend to the dimwitted Moose Mason, who lives here with the awkward Big Ethel.  Nearby cities to this place include Pembrooke, where Cheryl Blossom lives, and Midvale, where Josie and the Pussycats live. For 10 points, name this wholesome small town where Archie, Betty, and Veronica all live. 

A: Riverdale 

4. Once at the U.S. Olympic Trials, he broke a Pietro Mennea record that had stood for 17 years. He was coached by Clyde Hart before graduating in 1990 from Baylor University. His own sport management company called Ultimate Performance serves as the agent for many track and field athletes including Jeremy Wariner. Despite contracting food poisoning in Spain before the 1992 Olympics, he still won a gold medal as part of the 4X400-meter relay team.  In June 1997, he ran a 150-meter race against Donovan Bailey to determine who was the world’s fastest man. Usain Bolt broke his world record by winning the 200-meter run at the Beijing Olympics, and when he retired in 2000, this man also held the world record for the 400-meter run. FTP, name this American sprinter with an upright running style, who won the 200-meter and 400-meter runs at the 1996 Atlanta Olympics.

A: Michael Johnson

5. Two of their later and less successful albums include Search and Nearness and The Island of Real. On the television program Hullabaloo, they performed their debut single “I Ain’t Gonna Eat Out My Heart Anymore”. Several members of this band had previously been members of Joey Dee and the Starliters, including main songwriters Eddie Brigati and Felix Cavaliere. One of their most famous songs asks the question “Why can’t you and me learn to love one another?”. Another song by them includes the line “I was feelin’ . . . so bad, I asked my family doctor just what I had”. They had successful U.S. hits with “How Can I Be Sure?” and “A Beautiful Morning”. FTP, name this primarily 1960s band famous for hits like “Good Lovin’” and “Groovin’”.

A: The Rascals or The Young Rascals
6. H.L. Mencken once called this “the only American invention as perfect as the sonnet”, while E.B. White referred to it as “the elixir of quietude”. One potential origin of this lies in the story of a newly rich California Gold Rush miner, who was unable to find champagne at a bar. One variation of this named after famous novelist Graham Greene contains a dash of crème de cassis, while another version including a splash of Scotch whisky can be called a “Silverbullet” one of these. Relatively recent variations on this have included anchovies, marinated capers, or sundried tomatoes rather than the slightly more common onion or lemon twist garnish. James Bond famously prefers this to be “shaken, not stirred”. FTP, name this cocktail made with gin and vermouth, which is usually garnished with an olive. 

A: Martini

7. This movie includes a scene where Matt and his wife leave the house to go out for ice cream at Mel’s Drive-in. One conflict in this film causes Christina to sever ties with her work associate Hilary. The viewer finds out that John plans to fly to New York later in the night and then on to Switzerland for a work assignment. Future Louise Jefferson portrayer Isabel Sanford played the maid Tillie Binks in this movie. Spencer Tracy died seventeen days after the end of filming this movie, and Katharine Houghton made a notable film debut as she played Joanna Drayton.  This movie was loosely remade in 2005 with a cast including Ashton Kutcher and Bernie Mac, but with the race roles reversed. FTP, name this film with Katharine Hepburn and Sidney Poitier, in which a white young lady brings home a black doctor to meet her parents.

A: Guess Who’s Coming to Dinner  

8. John Gallagher Jr. and Tony Vincent starred in a stage musical adaptation of this album in the fall of 2009. One of the songs on this album contains the lyric “what’s in love is now in debt, on your birth certificate”. This album was made only because of the cancellation of the originally intended studio album Cigarettes and Valentines. A track on this album includes the line “Zieg Heil to the president gasman, bombs away is your punishment”. It’s final single was named after the album’s protagonist “Jesus of Suburbia”. One of the album’s more famous songs says “I’m walking down the line, that divides me somewhere in my mind”. Two of this album’s most notable songs are “Holiday” and “Wake Me Up When September Ends”. FTP, name this extremely successful 2004 album by Green Day.

A: American Idiot

9. Year and event required: Game 3 included six home runs between the two teams, including one by Cesar Geronimo. Game 1 was a shutout victory for the home team, in which the losing pitcher was Don Gullett and in which Rick Burleson and Cecil Cooper had RBIs. In this series, Rawly Eastwick won two games and saved a game. In game 2, a stellar pitching performance by Bill Lee was wasted as Ken Griffey doubled in the go-ahead run. In game 5, Reggie Cleveland gave up two home runs to a slumping Tony Perez. The winning run in game 7 scored on a bloop single by Joe Morgan, but a home run off of Pat Darcy in the 12th inning of game 6, which hit the foul pole over the green monster, is the iconic moment of this series. FTP, name this series between the Cincinnati Reds and the Boston Red Sox, in which Carlton Fisk hit a walk off home run in game 6.

A: 1975 World Series

10. Papa Doo Run Run, Joan Jett & The Blackhearts, and The Carpenters have all covered this song. This song was inspired by the true story of someone, who ended up getting a bite to eat, despite promising to study. It was a hit single, which appeared on the album Shut Down Volume 2. It talks about a girl, who leads the guys that “try to catch her” on “a wild goose chase”. At one point, the words include “but you can come along with me cause we got a lot of things to do now”. The song contains several background vocal refrains including “You drive like an ace now you drive like an ace” and “You shouldn’t have lied now you shouldn’t have lied”. It centers around a young woman’s ability to access and drive a certain model of Ford car. FTP, name this Beach Boys song, which refers to a state of enjoyment prior to when “daddy takes the t-bird away”.

A: Fun, Fun, Fun

11. During a bout of amnesia, he once believed that he was an insurance salesman named Wayne Schlegel. He has at least 30 relatives, including Tinkle, Goomer, and a brother named Curtis. This figure also attended high school for 122 years and was captain of a Bouillabaisseball team. Children Lynn and Brian quickly develop close relationships with him. He was created and voiced by Paul Fusco, and his real name is Gordon Shumway. After landing in a suburban garage, Willie Tanner gave him his better-known name. He hails from the planet Melmac and loves to eat cats, and his nickname refers to the fact that he is an alien life form. FTP, name this long-snouted brown furry creature, the titular character of a 1980s sitcom.

A: ALF (Accept Gordon Shumway (either part) before it is said)

12. This movie’s director admits to calling Al Pacino in order to reach the film’s star actor. One character in this movie remarks, “I guess every girl goes through a photography phase. You know, horses. . . taking dumb pictures of your feet”. Scary Movie franchise favorite Anna Faris has a small role in this film as Kelly. The narrator of the director’s only previous film, Giovanni Ribisi, played the role of John in this film. John has dragged his new wife Charlotte along on his photography business trip, while aging movie star Bob is filming an advertisement for Suntory whisky. At the conclusion of this movie, Bob sees Charlotte on the street and whispers inaudible words to her before finally departing for the United States from Japan. FTP, name this 2003 Sofia Coppola film starring Scarlett Johansson and Bill Murray.

A: Lost In Translation

13. The season 2 finale of this program was the top rated non-sports cable show of 2007.  Saaphyri Windsor was disqualified in the first episode of this show’s second season after fighting with another contestant. The protagonist of this show is greatly helped by his chauffeur and bodyguard “Big Rick”, and people on this show have included Serious, Toastee, and Bootz. A notable event on this show was when Brooke Thompson spit on Tiffany Pollard shortly after her elimination.  This show was the result of a failed relationship on the show Strange Love involving Brigitte Nielsen. This program has spawned a chain of spinoffs including I Love New York. FTP, name this program on which a clock-wearing member of Public Enemy searches for the perfect woman.

A: Flavor of Love

14. In November 2006, she visited India for three weeks as an ambassador for the charity Global Angels. That same month, she recorded the song “Still Here” for the movie Rocky Balboa. In 2004, she appeared on the Girls of FHM cover of Rod Stewart’s “Da Ya Think I’m Sexy?”. One of her singles, which did not chart in the U.S. was 2007’s “I Wanna Have Your Babies”. One of her songs claims “try to focus my attention, but I feel so A-D-D”. Her brother had a huge hit with the 2001 song “Gotta Get Thru This”. A platinum single off of her latest album features Sean Kingston and is entitled “Love Like This”. A recent hit of her’s implores “Take me away, a secret place, a sweet escape, take me away”. FTP, name this British artist of “Unwritten” and “Pocketful of Sunshine”.

A: Natasha Bedingfield
15. He won a scholarship to the University of Dayton and then proceeded to play his entire career with the same team. In August 2007, the field at St. Vincent College was dedicated and renamed after him. After retiring from playing, he served from 1960 to 1965 as a defensive assistant for the Chargers. Tony Dungy got his start in the NFL as a defensive backs coach working under this man. This man took a job turned down by Joe Paterno and coached the same team from 1969 to 1991. In 1974, he drafted Hall of Famers Jack Lambert and Mike Webster along with two receivers that would help him win four Super Bowls in the 1970s. Lynn Swann and Terry Bradshaw both played under, FTP, what legendary Pittsburgh Steelers coach?

A: Chuck Noll
16. The enemies in this game have set up the research labs Aether and Hydra, and from log entries it is learned that their attempts to copy some aspects of the protagonists technology led to several accidents. The final boss in this game is defeated by stepping into pools of a certain substance and entering "Hyper-Mode". One boss in this game is fought in the Phendrana drifts and can later be simply obliterated by using the Flamethrower, the Sheegoth. The Spider Ball allows the protagonist to climb walls, and among the powerups recieved in this game include the Varia Suit and Ice beam. The final level is a mine in which Phazon is being mined, and venturing into it leads to the final battle with the title creature, but not before defeating Meta Ridley. For 10 points, name this GameCube first person shooter with sequels entitled Echoes and Corruption, which stars Samus Aran. 17. Notable actor Timothy Busfield directed the fourth episode of this program, which dealt with a U.S. soldier and Iraqi artifacts. James Rebhorn plays Reese Hughes in four episodes of this show, and in one episode, the main figure must complete his assigned task by playing Pai Gow poker. In the pilot, the main figure catches the elusive Dutchman after trying to find his ex-girlfriend Kate. Characters also include Lauren Cruz and Agent Peter Burke, who originally captures the protagonist. Burke’s wife is played by Tiffani Thiessen and often assists as protagonist Neal helps Peter and the FBI to solve certain cases. FTP, name this USA drama, on which ex-con Neal Caffrey helps bring to justice the titular type of criminals, often forgers and thieves similar to himself.

A: White Collar

18. When she was ten years old, her father was shot when responding to a robbery. Much of the rest of her childhood was spent in a Lutheran Orphanage, and she later graduated from the University of Virginia at the top of her class. Even while in her thirties and highly qualified, her vengeful superior Paul Krendler largely held her back. In her younger years, she was mentored by Jack Crawford and hoped to work at the Behavioral Science Unit. At one point, she descends into a basement to find Catherine Martin screaming for help. One figure calls on the phone and tells her “I’m having an old friend for dinner”. She has sought that man’s assistance in order to track down the dangerous “Buffalo Bill”. FTP, name this FBI agent played by both Julianne Moore and Jodie Foster, who appears in Hannibal and The Silence of the Lambs.

A: Clarice Starling (Accept either answer)

19. This university’s basketball team won national championships in both 1918 and 1926. Their 1926 team was coached by Lew Andreas and featured future Hall of Famer Vic Hanson. Late 1970s basketball teams at this school were sometimes called the “Louie and Bouie Show”. In the late 90s, they received NCAA bids because of such talent as guard Jason Hart and center Etan Thomas. They lost the 1987 national championship on a shot by Keith Smart after a missed free throw by their own Derrick Coleman. This team won the 2003 NCAA championship over Kansas after a timely block by Hakim Warrick and behind such stars as Gerry McNamara and Carmelo Anthony. FTP, name this Big East school, whose basketball team is coached by Jim Boeheim.

A: Syracuse University

20. This company’s foundation hosts an annual conference called Boot Camp, which partly focuses on inspiring greater community involvement. In 2003, Michael Farris Gibson filmed a documentary called 24 Hours on “this entity”. Its current CEO is Jim Buckmaster, and in 2006, a San Francisco Bay Guardian editorial criticized this company for “threatening to eviscerate” local alternative newspapers. In May 2009, they replaced their “erotic services” section with an “adult services” section, while other major sections within this entity include ones devoted to discussion forums, housing, jobs, and personals. FTP, name this centralized network of online communities, featuring free online classified advertisements, which was not founded by weight loss guru Jenny.

A: Craigslist
1. She is well known for her role on Caroline in the City. FTPE:

[10] Name this actress also known for playing Lorraine Baines McFly in the Back to the Future movies.

A: Lea Thompson

[10] Thompson also appears in this 1993 film as the mother of the title character. It is an adaptation from a comic strip, which also includes Walter Matthau as the neighbor George Wilson.

A: Dennis the Menace
[10] Thompson starred in this film as singer Beverly Switzler, who strikes up a relationship with the titular anthropomorphic billed animal.

A: Howard the Duck

2. This song repeatedly says “I’m your fire, at your desire”. FTPE:

[10] Name this song, which is also the name of a planet, and which has been used in recent years on commercials for a certain type of razor.

A: Venus

[10] “Venus” was a 1969 single by this Dutch Rock band, which included members Robbie van Leeuwen and Cor van der Beek.

A: Shocking Blue

[10] “Venus” was covered by this English female trio with a “fruity” name, which was highly active in the 1980s and famous for the songs “Robert De Niro’s Waiting” and “Cruel Summer”.

A: Bananarama

3. The 1980s was the golden age of the slam-dunk contest. Name some men who won the competition in the 80s FTPE:

[10] This Atlanta Hawk won the 1986 Slam Dunk Contest. He is only 5 feet 7 inches tall and was the only man under six-feet tall to win the contest before Nate Robinson pulled off the feat in 2006.

A: Spud Webb
[10] This other Atlanta Hawk won the dunk contest in both 1985 and 1990. He was born in Paris and earned the nickname “The Human Highlight Film”.

A: Dominique Wilkins
[10] He won the first ever NBA Slam Dunk contest. This man played thirteen seasons from 1981-1994 with the Phoenix Suns and Cleveland Cavaliers.

A: Larry Nance

4. Their lineup includes Jaret Reddick and Chris Burney. FTPE:

[10] Name this American pop-punk band famous for the hit “Girl All the Bad Guys Want”.

A: Bowling for Soup
[10] Bowling for Soup is also famous for this 2004 song about Debbie, which claims “she was gonna be an actress, she was gonna be a star, she was gonna shake her ass on the hood of White Snake’s car”. This is because “she’s still preoccupied” with the titular mid-decade year.

7. This film includes Chris Cooper, Jennifer Garner, and many other notable stars. FTPE:

[10] Name this 2007 film about FBI agents investigating a terrorist attack on an American housing compound in Riyadh, Saudi Arabia.

[10] The Kingdom includes this man as character Adam Leavitt. He played announcer Pepper Brooks in Dodgeball and also played Joel Reynolds in Extract. He may be best known for playing Michael Bluth on Arrested Development.

A: Jason Bateman
[10] This actor also appeared in The Kingdom. He was nominated for a Best Actor Oscar for his performance in the 2008 film The Visitor.

A: Richard Jenkins
8. 2,632 games are a lot. Name these players who have accomplished lengthy consecutive games played streaks in Major League Baseball besides Cal Ripken FTPE:

[10] Ripken eclipsed the consecutive games played mark of this legendary Yankee, who died of the illness, which bears his name in 1941.

A: Lou Gehrig
[10] This former Athletics shortstop and AL MVP had his streak of 1,152 consecutive games snapped in 2007. He played 2009 with the Houston Astros.

[10] This pair is the titular unlikely duo of a 1981 animated film. One is adopted by the Widow Tweed, and the other is brought home by Amos Slade. The title pair in this film are voiced by Mickey Rooney and Kurt Russell and are named Tod and Copper respectively.

A: The Fox and the Hound
[10] These two are the titular pair of a Jimmy Johnson comic strip, which was first published in 1985. [10] Levy also had a small role as Vic in this 1996 Michael Keaton and Andie MacDowell movie about a man who clones himself to save his marriage.

A: Multiplicity

[10] Name this 2009 New York Times #1 bestselling memoir subtitled “An American Life”.

It was released on the same day as Palin’s memoir and contains this similar title along with the subtitle “Sarah Palin, An American Nightmare”. Maybe this title refers to the red top Palin is wearing on the cover.

[10] The Good Wife stars this veteran TV actress, who appeared as Morgaine in the 2001 mini-series The Mists of Avalon.

A: Julianna Margulies
[10] Margulies is probably best known for her role as Nurse Carol Hathaway on this show, which went off the air in 2009, and which at different times starred Eriq La Salle, Noah Wyle, and George Clooney.
