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Tossups
1. Wendy Malick makes a cameo in this film as the mother of the protagonist's best friend, while the protagonist is hounded by his own mother after she learns that one of his high school acquaintances, Chet, now has an electrical engineering degree. The protagonist's coworkers include Bishop, who gives the protagonist(*), Dean, advice on the deeper meaning of the "penis game," introduced to Shenaniganz through the chef, Radamus, played by Luis Guzman. For ten points, name this movie named for an occupation that features Chi McBride as Bishop and Anna Faris as the vulgar Serena and that stars Ryan Reynolds and Justin Long.

ANSWER: Waiting...
2.  This band’s “Too Young," along with "If I Ever Feel Better," were both singles off their debut album, United, five years after Laurent Brancowitz, the older brother of the lead singer, joined the band. Their most recent album has spawned singles such as "Love Like a Sunset" and(*) "Lisztomania," which have both been used in numerous TV appearances. Both songs also appear on their most recent album, Live in Sydney, which the band released for free online. Perhaps best known for a partially eponymous 2009 album titled Wolfgang Amadeus "them", for ten points, name this band famous for "1901."

ANSWER: Phoenix 

3. On the April 12 episode of American Idol, "Big Mike" Lynch performed this piece for his redemption attempt. Though it was recorded at the American Sound Studio in Memphis, the main action takes place on "a cold and gray" morning in Chicago with snow coming down.  Originally titled "The Vicious Cycle,” this song tells of a man who(*) "starts to roam the streets at night" in the titular location, where he "buys a gun, steals a car/ tries to run, but he don't get far." Recorded as a duet in 2007, name, for ten points, this Elvis hit about poverty and violence in an urban setting.

ANSWER: “In the Ghetto”
4. In one minor TV role, this actress received several nipple tweakings before becoming obsessed with the author of the "Caged Wisdom" series. In addition to her work as Cindi Lightballoon on Arrested Development, she appeared last year in the first eight episodes of a show created by Rob Thomas and Paul Rudd that saw her give advice to Kyle Bradway. She was replaced by Jennifer Coolidge on(*) Party Down after she took a role as the coach of the Cheerios cheerleading squad. Also known for her work as Joyce Wischnia on The L Word, for ten points, name this actress who stars as Sue Sylvester on Glee.

ANSWER: Jane Lynch
5. Early in this man's career, he met failure in a run for Congress in Pennsylvania's 4th District, and later served as a top aide to former Speaker of the House Tip O'Neill. He covered the Good Friday Peace Talks in Northern Ireland and the fall of the Berlin Wall for the San Francisco Chronicle. He faced criticism in the wake of the(*) 2008 New Hampshire primary for claiming that Hillary Clinton owed her win to her husband's indiscretions, and this pundit later drew fire for comments that seemed to indicate a strong bias toward Obama.  Joining Keith Olbermann as one of the faces of MSNBC, for ten points, name this opinionated host of Hardball.

ANSWER: Chris Matthews
6. A graduate of Duke Law School and former intern at the law firm Fenwick & West, he founded the now defunct Rudius Media, and is the son of a prominent Miami restaurateur. He faced a legal battle over an account he posted about his relationship with(*) Katy Johnson, a former Miss Vermont, which he won on appeal after receiving help from the ACLU. Michael Czurchy starred as this man in a film based on his third book, I Hope They Serve Beer in Hell, an adaptation of his road trip to Austin. For ten points, Identify shock blogger known for vulgar stories like "Sushi Pants" posted to his eponymous blog.

ANSWER: Tucker Max
7. This franchise’s difficulty replacing a star center in 1979 was documented in David Halberstam's The Breaks of the Game. Despite making the playoffs nine times in the 1980s, this team never advanced past the second round due in part to the Showtime Lakers. More recently, this team famously blew a(*) 15-point fourth quarter lead in Game 7 of the 2000 Western Conference Finals, falling to the Lakers. Currently deploying a patchwork lineup with Juwan Howard and Marcus Camby taking the place of the injured Greg Oden and Joel Pryzbilla, for ten points, name this starstruck franchise famous for the play of Bill Walton, Clyde Drexler and Sam Bowie.

ANSWER: Portland Trailblazers (accept Blazers)

8.  This WNBA player helped start a brawl between her team and the Detroit Shock when she pushed Shock forward Plenette Pierson to the ground after Pierson boxed her out on a free throw. Last year, she appeared on the cover of ESPN Magazine while pregnant with her first child with husband(*) Shelden Williams. The pregnancy followed a season during which she became the second WNBA player to dunk in a regulation game, following former teammate Lisa Leslie. A standout under Pat Summitt and a current Los Angeles Sparks star, for ten points, name this former Vol who led Tennessee to back-to-back titles in 2007 and 2008.

ANSWER: Candace Parker
9. A film featuring a character by this name sees him recruited to be the playmate of Princess Camille, and he follows the poor advice of Flip in opening a door with a dragon symbol, allowing the Nightmare King to kidnap King Morpheus. Another character with this name, born Armitage Ranjit Dakkar, , built a submarine on a deserted island along with Trevor Komarynsky, then used the sub to hunt(*) warships in a novel featuring Professor Pierre Arronax. Yet another character with this name is the son of Coral, and is aided by Gill while Marlin and Dory search for him. For ten points, give the common name of the protagonist of a comic strip and animated movie, the captain of the Nautilus, and the world's most famous clown fish.

ANSWER: Nemo
10. In an fake advertisement for a video based on this product, Bobby Moynihan is shown giving his children an angry glance when an ad for this product comes on the T.V.  This product was featured on an NBA segment on TNT in which Kenny Smith told(*) Charles Barkley, "It seems like you had a lot of practice with this." Marketed toward women as a means of strengthening their arms and triceps in "just 6 minutes a day," for ten points, name this piece of exercise equipment frequently lampooned for its videos showing women performing the titular "exercise."

ANSWER: Shake Weight
11. As a sophomore, this player led his team to a victory over Kansas State in the inaugural Texas Bowl, where this running back took home MVP honors. The following year, following the departure of backfield mate Brian Leonard, this player led his team to victory in the International Bowl. A second round draft pick in 2008, he was named starting running back by his team before the 2009 season, shifting(*) Le'Ron McClain to fullback, a decision that would bear fruit in his team's first round playoff game vs. the Patriots, when he ran for an 83-yard TD on the Ravens' first offensive play. For ten points, name this former Rutgers star and Pro Bowl backfield mate of Willis McGahee.

ANSWER: Ray Rice
12. On the show, "My Name is Earl," this song provides Catalina with her signature dance at the Club Chubby strip club. This song samples Johnny Cash's "Daddy Sang Bass," and takes its distinctive horn-filled intro from Bob & Earl's "Harlem Shuffle." Early on, the singer declares that, "I won't tear the sack up/punk you'd better back up," and the singer later informs listeners that(*), "Word to your moms I came to drop bombs/I got more rhymes than the Bible's got psalms." A hit song for a group consisting of Danny Boy, DJ Lethal and Everlast, for ten points, name this song named for the title action, recorded by House of Pain.

ANSWER: Jump Around
13. First and last name required. A 1939 film by this name featured Tyrone Power in the titular role, with Henry Fonda playing his brother. This name also provides the English translation of Musashi, who failed out of a nursing school, and Kojiro, who left home after his parents tried to force him to marry Jezebel. A 2007 film saw Casey Affleck portray(*) Robert Ford, who kills a character with this name played by Brad Pitt. Also the name of a philandering mechanic and husband of Sandra Bullock and the members of Pokemon’s Team Rocket, for ten points, give this name of an outlaw from the Old West.

ANSWER: Jesse James
14. Season two of this show introduced Colin Hanks in a recurring role as a youthful priest, who occasionally comforts a former graduate of Miss Deaver's Secretarial School. Despite a romantic trip to Italy in the third season, the protagonist's relationship with his wife slowly deteriorates after she meets Henry Francis at a Kentucky Derby party that sees its host(*), Roger Sterling, put on blackface and sing. Sterling and his partner, Cooper, end the third season of this show by joining former PPL employee Lane Pryce and the show's protagonist in forming a new business. For ten points, name this AMC drama that follows Korean War veteran Don Draper’s work in the field of advertising.

ANSWER: Mad Men
15. Early in this movie, the protagonist's father argues with her over his insistence that she needs to attend Oxford in order to be a success. Her father, played by Alfred Molina, is later convinced by her suitor that she be allowed to stay out late to attend a jazz concert, and then later still that he should take her to Paris.  The protagonist slowly realizes that her love interest, David, and his business partner, Danny, engage in shady real estate practices and steal from wealthy homes to supplement their income. For ten points, name this Oscar-nominated 2009 film Starring Peter Sarsgaard as David and Carey Mulligan as the precocious Emily that focuses on an older man seducing a teenager in 1960s London.
ANSWER: An Education
16. This actor was pushed out of the film What's New, Pussycat? after a conflict with Woody Allen. He first worked with writer Elaine May in producing an updated version of Here Comes Mr. Jordan called Heaven Can Wait. His second collaboration with May featured him and Dustin Hoffman as a pair of lounge singers who travel to Morocco. Ishtar marked this man's return to film after his prior film, which saw this man play journalist and Russian Revolution chronicler(*) Jack Reed, garnered Oscar nominations for Best Actor, Director, Screenplay and Picture, among others. The lead actor in Reds and Bulworth, for ten points, name this actor and director who first shot to stardom opposite Faye Dunaway in Bonnie and Clyde.

ANSWER: Warren Beatty
17. This album, its band's third studio release caused controversy over lyrics offensive to the mentally disabled; that song was re-written with new lyrics and was later introduced to a club of party goers in 1986 in Hot Tub Time Machine. The first single off this album was this band's first top-10 hit, and featured(*) Justin Timberlake singing the lines, "Father, father father help us/need some guidance from above/'Cause people got me, got me questioning" this song's title. Also featuring songs like "Smells Like Funk" and "Hey Mama," for ten points, name this 2003 Black Eyed Peas album that includes the singles "Shut Up," "Let's Get it Started" and "Where is the Love?"

ANSWER: Elephunk
18. In a blockbuster deal prior to the season, this team traded four minor leaguers, including Cristian Guzman and Eric Milton, for a second baseman from a team that David Wells later pitched a perfect game against, the Minnesota Twins. Wells would start and win the first game of the ALDS, ALCS and World Series for this team, with the new second baseman(*), Chuck Knoblauch, hitting a key home run in Game 1 of the World Series. Finishing the regular season with 114 wins despite starting 0-3, for ten points, name this team whose 1998 season saw David Cone, Scott Brosius and Derek Jeter help knock off the San Diego Padres to win the franchise's 24th World Series title.

ANSWER: New York Yankees (Accept either underlined part)
19. In 2006, The Who’s Pete Townshend admitted that a recent song was heavily inspired by the theme song to this show, which had been written by Mike Post.  In its fourth season, this show marked the real life death of actor Michael Conrad with the episode "Grace Under Pressure," the final featuring his character(*), Sgt. Esterhaus.  This show also saw Daniel Travanti win an Emmy for Best Leading Actor in a Drama Series in its first season for his portrayal of Captain Frank Furillo. For ten points, identify this NBC drama that followed the exploits of a police precinct in the titular location.
ANSWER: Hill Street Blues
20. Originally developed and distributed for free as an online game download by students in Utrecht, it was created to demonstrate how a railroad station being redeveloped in the city would look a decade later. The game's development rights were acquired by THQ, which developed it through its Blue Tongue Entertainment division. In the game, the player swings the(*) Wiimote up and then swiftly down to defeat leechbots and Inkies, employees of the nefarious INKT Corporation.  For ten points, name this Wii game that follows the title character try to defeat Comrade Black by restoring color to Chroma City and the Raydians.

ANSWER: De Blob
Tiebreakers

TB 1.  In one scene in this film, one of the main characters hides from a ship officer in a Punch and Judy show, and later uses a phonograph playing "You Brought a New Kind of Love to Me" to try to disembark from the ship using the stolen passport of Maurice Chevalier. That character had earlier teamed with another stowaway to provide muscle for(*) "Big Joe" Helton, who fears a conflict with fellow gangster Alky Briggs. Featuring four brothers stowing away on a cruise line, for ten points, name this 1931 film, the third collaboration of Zeppo, Chico, Harpo and Groucho Marx.

ANSWER: Monkey Business
TB2.  Prior to the creation of this band, two of its members had feuded as members of the Graham Bond Organisation, causing one of them, bassist Jack Bruce, to leave the group. Bruce's former rival in GBO, Ginger Baker, recruited this band's lead guitarist, who had previously been a member of John Mayall's(*) Bluesbreakers and had played guitar on the song "For Your Love" for the Yardbirds. This band's second album, Disraeli Gears, launched the single "Strange Brew.”  For ten points, name this 1960s UK supergroup responsible for the album Wheels of Fire as well as songs like “Crossroads” and “Sunshine of your Love” that featured Eric Clapton on the guitar.

ANSWER: Cream
TB3. It began with teams coached by Jack Reynolds in the 1940s, and its use depends largely on dominating possession of the ball following a turnover, limiting an opponent's ability to contain a counter-attack. In its most famous use, the team employing this strategy knocked off Argentina, East Germany and Brazil to advance to the World Cup final against(*) West Germany, falling 2-1 due to close man-to-man defense against the team's star, Johan Cruyff. Used by Ajax to capture three straight European Cups, for ten points, name this system created by Rinus Michels that emphasizes the use of space and adaptability on the pitch, famously deployed by the Dutch in the 1974 World Cup

ANSWER: Total football or Total soccer

ANSWER: Marv Levy
[10] This former Chargers coach forgot a key to playoff success in the early 90s - don't play San Francisco. This man coached Junior Seau and to a 49-26 defeat to the 49ers in Super bowl XXIX.

ANSWER: Bobby Ross
2. It featured Jack Warden as a baseball fan itching to get to a game. For ten points each,

[10] Name this 1954 film that saw Henry Fonda slowly convince Martin Balsam and Jack Klugman, among others, of a young man's innocence.

ANSWER: 12 Angry Men
[10] The toughest juror to turn was this man, playing Juror No. 3. This actor originated the part of Willy Loman on Broadway, and played Johnny Friendly in On the Waterfront after naming names during the HUAC investigations.

ANSWER: Lee J. Cobb
[10] This man directed 12 Angry Men, for which he was nominated for an Oscar. He also directed Network, Dog Day Afternoon and The Wiz, as well as the more recent Find Me Guilty.

ANSWER: Sydney Lumet
3. Everyone loves to eat, and people seem to enjoy watching others eat. For ten points each:

[10] On this Food Network show, annoying TGI Friday’s pitchman Guy Fieri visits the titular establishments in search of traditional American-style comfort food.

ANSWER: Diners, Drive-ins and Dives
[10] This show, currently hosted by Claire Robinson and formerly Keenan Gerhard, sees top chefs and bakers given a limited amount of time to prepare a given food, ranging from wedding cakes to chili.

ANSWER: Food Network Challenge
[10] This show sees chef Ina Garten prepare meals for her friends and family using ingredients found in her garden or in specialty shops near her home in the Hamptons on Long Island.

ANSWER: The Barefoot Contessa
4. It samples the Isley Brothers' song "Between the Sheets." For ten points each:

[10] Name this Notorious B.I.G. hit that asked listeners "If you got a gun up in your waist, please don't shoot up the place," in which Biggie stated that he's "got more Mack than Craig."

ANSWER: Big Poppa

5. It opens with a reference to drinking in the back of an El Camino. For ten points each:

[10] Name this song that sees the singer state, "I don't want to waste my time/Become another casualty of society," before later singing, "The doctor said my mom should have had an abortion."

ANSWER: Fat Lip
[10] "Fat Lip" was a hit for Sum 41, led by this frontman and lead singer who later worked with Tommy Lee on Tommyland: The Ride and  married fellow Canadian pop punk star Avril Lavigne.

ANSWER: Deryck Whibley
[10] Sum 41 remixed this rapper’s “Get Back” into a rock song. He had a small role in The Fast and the Furious, but is better known for “Roll Out,” “Stand Up” and “How Low.”

ANSWER: Ludacris (accept Chris Bridges)

6. For ten points each, answer some questions about a Negro League team owned by Effa Manley.

[10] This team shared Ruppert Stadium with the minor league Bears, and boasted stars such as Ray Dandridge and Monte Irvin. They upset the Kansas City Monarchs in the 1946 Negro League World Series.

ANSWER: Newark Eagles

[10] Name this CBS show that sees a team of FBI profilers track down serial killers, referred to in the show as UnSubs, which currently stars Joe Montegna as David Rossi, Gideon's replacement on the team.

9. For ten points each, answer a few questions about young literary detectives.

[10] Using a photographic memory that would have been dynamite in quizbowl, this female elementary school detective would say "Click" while closing her eyes to memorize scenery around her to solve mysteries surrounding a Babe Ruth card and dinosaur bones.

ANSWER: Cam Jansen

10. Its mascot is a squat, green robot. For ten points each,

[10] In January, 2010, Google released this smartphone, developed in-house, to compete with Apple's iPhone. In February, Google added pinch-to-zoom capability for this phone.

[10] Chesney's 2004 album featured this title track, a duet with Uncle Kracker that sees Chesney croon the stalkerish lyrics, "watchin you sleep in the evenin light/ restin up for a long, long night."

ANSWER: When the Sun Goes Down
[10] Chesney inserted himself into a rap beef when he released his Just Who I Am: Poets & Pirates album the same days as this rapper’s album Curtis, which includes “Ayo Technology” and “I Get Money”

ANSWER: 50 Cent
13. Portraying the meaner streets of the Windy City, it first ran on Oct. 4, 1931. For ten points each:

[10] Name this Chester Gould-created comic strip that saw the title character chase down criminals like Selbert Depool and Pruneface.

ANSWER: Dick Tracy
[10] Tracy married this long-time girlfriend in 1949, eventually having Junior and Bonnie Braids with her. She had been kidnapped by Big Boy Caprice after his crew killed her father.

ANSWER: Tess Truehart

[10] The comic strip was distributed by this newspaper syndicate, which went into Chapter 11 bankruptcy a year after being purchased by Sam Zell. It owns the Los Angeles Times as well as its titular Chicago-based paper.

ANSWER: Tribune Company

14. This group first hit it big with the single "Sherry," written by guitarist Bob Gaudio. For ten points each:

[10] Name this band that also recorded "Big Girls Don't Cry" and "December, 1963 (Oh, What a Night)," both of which feature prominently in the musical Jersey Boys, based on this band.

ANSWER: The Four Seasons
[10] Frankie Valli, the band's lead singer, released this hit that included, "You'd be like Heaven to touch/I wanna hold you so much," lyrics Heath Ledger also sang to Julia Styles in Ten Things I Hate About You.

ANSWER: “Can't Take My Eyes Off of You”
[10] Prior to joining The Four Seasons, Gaudio wrote this hit about a titular piece of clothing, which Homer dances to in his underwear in the Simpsons' episode "Homer the Heretic."

ANSWER: “Short Shorts”
15. Patricia Clarkson plays Dagmar, the town's resident doctor and psychologist in this film. For ten points each:

[10] Dagmar tells Gus and Karen Lindstrom to accept Gus's brother's new girlfriend, a plastic sex doll, as real, since his brother, played by Ryan Gosling, believes her to be.

ANSWER: Lars and the Real Girl

ANSWER: The League
[10] Pete gets bad advice about LaDainian Tomlinson from this real life sportscaster in one episode. A former Steelers quarterback, he appeared as Matthew McConaughey's father in Failure to Launch.

ANSWER: Terry Bradshaw
[10] This comic actor plays Andre, an unfortunately gullible plastic surgeon who won the Shiva Bowl in season one. A member of Human Giant, he created the sketch Illusionaters with Aziz Ansari and appeared in Year One as a grape presser.

ANSWER: Paul Scheer
18. Her album She's So Unusual garnered six Grammy nominations. For ten points each:

[10] Name 1980s pop star who also released the hit album True Colors, and sang "The Goonies 'R' Good Enough" and "Change of Heart."

ANSWER: Cyndi Lauper
[10] Anna Kendrick sings this hit off of She's So Unusual in a karaoke scene in Up in the Air. The song includes the lyrics, "Sometimes you picture me/I'm walking too far ahead."

ANSWER: Time After Time
[10] This other She's So Unusual hit landed on the “Filthy Fifteen" for lyrics that included "Hey, hey they say I better get a chaperone/ Because I can't stop messin' with the danger zone."

ANSWER: She Bop
19. For ten points each, answer some questions about everyone's favorite Irishman, Colin Farrell.

[10] In this film, Al Pacino plays a duplicitous CIA operative who convinces Farrell, a programmer from MIT, to join the organization before later double-crossing him.

ANSWER: The Recruit
[10] Farrell also played law enforcement in this film that also starred Michelle Rodriguez and Samuel L. Jackson. In it, Farrell and his titular team are tasked with bringing a wealthy foreigner to prison.

ANSWER: S.W.A.T.
[10] Farrell also starred as a cop, Crockett, alongside Jamie Foxx's Tubbs in this 2006 film, a movie version of a popular 80's T.V. show about a pair of detectives who fight drug traffickers in the titular Florida city.

20. Its original host was Max Kellerman, who left after a contract dispute with ESPN. For ten points each:

[10] Tony Reali, the host of Around the Horn, is Stat Boy on Pardon the Interruption, which stars Michael Wilbon and this former Washington Post columnist who left Monday Night Football due to a "fear of flying," 

ANSWER: Tony Kornheiser
21. Its first season focused on a giant pit that helped Andy Dwyer break his leg. For ten points each:

[10] Name this NBC show that follows the employees of the titular component of the Pawnee, Indiana, government, including Jerry Gergich, April Ludgate and Tom Haverford.

ANSWER: Parks & Recreation
[10] This actress portrays Leslie Knope, the conscientious Deputy Director of the Department. She costarred with Tina Fey in Baby Mama and starred in Blades of Glory with husband Will Arnett.

ANSWER: Amy Poehler
[10] Knope's boss is this man, played by Nick Offerman, is a big fan of Chuck E. Cheese, and he moonlights as a jazz musician under the name "Duke Silver."

ANSWER: Ron Swanson
22. This game's plot focuses on abilities developed via ADAM cells grown in slugs placed inside Little Sisters. For ten points each:

[10] Name this 2007 game that sees Jack venture around Rapture, a dystopian underwater city.

ANSWER: BioShock
[10] Jack is advised by this doctor, who discovered the ADAM stem cells after World War II. She periodically helps Jack throughout the game.

ANSWER: Dr. Bridgette Tenenbaum (Accept either underlined part)
[10] This mobster and businessman helped Tenenbaum market ADAM.  He serves as the antagonist for much of the game and as the final boss.
