Tossups

1. The soundtrack to Every Which Way But Loose contains a Mel Tillis song about a cowboy named for this company.  An executive of this company working in West Germany is tasked with babysitting Scarlett Hazletine in the James Cagney comedy, One, Two, Three.  In a Dusan Makavejev film, a man named T. George McDowell markets a popular local competitor to this company’s main product, much to the chagrin of Eric Roberts’ Becker, who is sent to (*) Australia to expand its market share.  Besides that movie about a namesake “Kid”, in a calypso song, the Andrews Sisters described how “down Trinidad” people were drinking a non-alcoholic product from this company.  The discovery of a disposed product from this company sets the plot in motion in The Gods Must Be Crazy.  For 10 points, name this Atlanta-based soft drink company.
ANSWER: The Coca-Cola Company

2. One episode of this show centers on the murder of Andrew West.  Its first episode opens with one character sitting in a psychiatrist’s office being told to update his blog; that character suffers PTSD from Afghanistan.  In one episode, the protagonist of this show is able to determine that the presence of the Van Buren Supernova in the sky means that a (*) Vermeer painting is a forgery.  The third episode of this show saw people forced to read text messages to the protagonist while wearing explosive vests; those messages and other written communication on this show are often visually displayed on screen.  Supporting characters on this show include Una Stubbs, who plays Mrs. Hudson, and its pilot was titled “A Study in Pink”.  The title character is played by Benedict Cumberbatch, while its co-creator, Mark Gatiss, plays Mycroft.  For 10 points, name this recent BBC series based on the writings of Arthur Conan Doyle.
ANSWER: Sherlock

3. Bruce DeHaven was fired following this game, and coach Alan Lowry apparently stole the idea for the winning play in this game from a 1982 contest between Southern Methodist and Texas Tech.  The losers in this game went up 16-15 on a 41-yard field goal by Steve Christie.  The player who scored the winning touchdown in this game was a last-minute replacement for the injured (*) Derrick Mason.  After winning two additional games, the victors in this game lost on a famous last-second play where Mike Jones tackled Kevin Dyson. The winning team in this game successfully engineered a version of the “Home Run Throwback” they had practiced, allowing Anthony Dorsett to score.   This game featured a famous call by Mike Keith, who yelled “there are no flags on the field!” at its conclusion.  For 10 points, name this January 8, 2000 game where a last-minute return allowed the Titans to beat the Bills.
ANSWER: The Music City Miracle Game [accept equivalents that mention things like the Titans Playoff Victory Against the Bills in the 2000 Wild Card Game until the end]

4. This man’s string of box-office successes ended in a role as General Tanz, a Nazi who ends up killing prostitutes as well as a Warsaw investigator played by Omar Sharif.  In a comedic role, he enlists the help of a psychiatrist named Dr. Fassbinder, played by Peter Sellers, to keep him faithful to his wife.  He played a king alongside Richard Burton in an adaptation of a Jean Anoulih play that ends with the death of (*) Thomas Becket.  In another historical role he has a mistress named Princess Alais and tries to reconcile his sons, played by actors like John Castle and Nigel Terry.  He starred in What’s New Pussycat, and in another film was married to Queen Eleanor, played by Katharine Hepburn.  He begins his best known film on a motorcycle; that film was directed by David Lean.  For 10 points, name this man who played Henry II in The Lion in Winter and the title role in Lawrence of Arabia.
ANSWER: Peter (Seamus Lorcan) O’Toole

5. An artist from this country had an early hit with a song that notes, “You know when you’re talkin’ to the Lord, to the Lord / The world will look better than before” titled “Speak to the Sky”.  One group from this country stumbled with their 1986 album Hearts in Motion which only produced the minor hit “Lonely is the Night”, but are better known for a track off of Now and Forever that states, “I used to think I was tied to a heartache” but now (*) “Even the nights are better”.  Another group from this country proclaimed, “I want to stand with you on a mountain / I want to bathe with you in the sea” on their hit, “Truly Madly Deeply”.  Another artist from this country described how his buddy’s “got himself a girl and I want to make her mine” on “Jesse’s Girl”.  For 10 points, name this country home to Savage Garden, Air Supply and a band who sang about a place where “women glow and men plunder” in “Down Under”.
ANSWER: Australia

6. One character in this novel, Byrn Thomas, is assisted in his investigation by a rugby buddy from the Secret Intelligence Service.  A Polish character in this novel is lured out of hiding in an Italian hotel on the false pretense that his daughter is ill; that character, Kowalksi, was serving as a body guard for men like Marc Rodin.  Until the end of this novel, it’s believed that the title character was a man involved in a mission in the Dominican Republic to kill President Trujillo named (*) Charles Calthrop.  That title character dresses as a wounded old man and disguises a specially made sniper rifle as a crutch to get past security on Liberation Day near its climax.  In 1973, Fred Zinnemann adapted it into a film starring Edward Fox as the title character and Michael Lonsdale as Commissioner Claude Lebel.  For 10 points, name this thriller by Frederick Forsyth about a plot to assassinate Charles de Gaulle.
ANSWER: The Day of the Jackal

7. This man lends his name to an establishment where people like Ray Sefo, Tyson Griffin and Amir Sadollah train.  A judging error led to this man being booed as he was unanimously proclaimed the victor in something of a comeback fight against Brandon Vera.  One of his first titles came by decision after spending 21 minutes engaged with Maurice Smith in a match in Japan, while this man’s final bout to date was an April loss to (*) Lyoto Machida.  At the age of 43, this man moved up in weight class to defeat heavyweight champion Tim Sylvia in 2007.  This athlete announced his retirement after he was knocked down by a quick right hand blow in the second round of his third and final match against rival Chuck Liddell.  For 10 points, name this UFC light-heavyweight and heavyweight champ whose extra-curricular activities include playing Toll Road in The Expendables.
ANSWER: Randy (Duane) “The Natural” Couture

8. One of the chief foils for these characters is brothers with Dwight Howard and proposed to Emma Tutweiller in the graduation episode.  A TV movie sees these characters captured by an evil relative of Dr. Spaulding and used to harness their latent psychic powers.  One of these characters ends up making out with Barbara after she gets high on sugar, while these characters sometimes interact with the British girls (*) Jessica and Janice.  One show titled for these characters sees them occasionally interact with Wilfred, the father of Brenda Song’s character.  Wilfred also employs their mother, Carey, as a lounge singer.  They are joined on that show by Esteban, a bellboy, and a gift store-clerk-cum-babysitter named Maddie.  For 10 points, name these characters who have lived on a cruise ship and in a hotel on a show on the Disney Channel, played by Cole and Dylan Sprouse.
ANSWER: Zack Martin and Cody Martin [or stuff like The Martins or the Martin Twins; don’t accept “Cole and Dylan Sprouse”, since they’re the actors not the characters]

9. The second track of Punk Goes Classic Rock was a cover of this song by VersaEmerge, and, along with CCR’s “Fortunate Son”, it was a B-Side to U2’s “Who’s Gonna Ride Your Wild Horses”.  Early versions of this song were jokes about the job that Eric Easton, the group’s first manager, had as a cinema organist.  This song ended up replacing “Mother’s Little Helper” on the American version of the album so that it now followed “Stupid Girl”.  That album was titled (*) Aftermath.  A visit to George Hamilton inspired the sitar riff on this song performed by Brian Jones.  The singer of this song compares people turning their heads to being “like a newborn baby, it just happens every day”.  Elsewhere, the singer wishes to “see the sun, blotted from the sky” by performing the title action.  For 10 points, name this Rolling Stones song in which the singer wants to change the color of a red door.
ANSWER: “Paint it Black”

10. Near the end of this film, the hero forces contaminated milk down the throat of the chief villain.  One character in this film can’t get help from Senator Jim Pine, so she gets involved in Night Flower and records a video that is eventually sent to a TV reporter.  Near the end, the hero keeps asking, “what’s it feel like” while pointing a gun to the head of the CEO of Northmoor, a company responsible for murdering the three people shown floating in the Connecticut River in the film’s opening shot.  This film was based on a mini-series of the same name by director Martin Campbell.  A consultant named Jedburgh is played by (*) Ray Winstone in this movie.  Early on this in film, the protagonist’s daughter vomits from radiation poisoning before opening the door and being shot by a masked man.  For 10 points, name this film wherein a Boston cop played by Mel Gibson investigates his daughter’s murder.
ANSWER: Edge of Darkness

11. Hall of Fame Latino broadcaster Eloy Canel went by this nickname.  Two Hall of Famers who used this word as their primary nickname included a Negro League teammate of Josh Gibson’s called “The Black Lou Gehrig” as well as the top hitter on the 1880s New York Giants, who later became the first catcher in the Hall.  In addition to being the common name for Walter Leonard and William Ewing, this is the surname of an announcer whose exuberant walk-off home-run calls include “I don’t (*) believe what I just saw!,” “We’ll see you tomorrow night!” and “Go crazy folks!”  A manager of this nickname left both the Yankees and Diamondbacks one season before they won championships, and is currently attempting to get better performances from Nick Markakis and Matt Wieters.  For 10 points, give this nickname of William Showalter, also the surname of Joe, FOX’s go-to guy for boring baseball play-by-play.
ANSWER: Buck

12. In the Earth-494 universe, this man is cast as a British admiral who sells out to the Spanish before being exiled by Leatherwing.  In an animated series, he was sometimes helped by the masked Kabuki Twins.  This man once broke out of prison after being put into a death-like coma by Mortimer Kadaver.  In 2010’s Brightest Day arc, he faked injuries from White Canary to steal computer files from superheroes.  In a more famous role, he hatched a plan to kill “1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th-born” children.  In that same film role, he got businessman (*) Max Shreck, played by Christopher Walken, to help track down the identity of the parents who threw him into the sewer as a baby.  Portrayed by both Burgess Meredith and Danny DeVito, for 10 points, name this Batman villain known for his umbrella and monocle.
ANSWER: The Penguin [or Oswald Chesterfield Cobblepot; accept any underlined answer]

13. “You’re Pretty When I’m Drunk” follows a Bloodhound Gang cover of this song from their album Use Your Fingers.  A parody of this song asks, “should we catch the bus to Newcastle?  We can’t be bothered with the hassle”.  Besides that track about some people in Tyne & Wear by the Toy Dolls, the original artist behind this song also found success with a 1987 cover of The Supremes’ “You Keep Me Hangin’ On”.  One verse in this song states, “You know life is (*) cruel, life is never kind”, and a boy is warned, “don’t check on your watch, not another glance / I’m not leaving now, honey, not a chance”.  It was covered for the Clueless soundtrack by the Muffs.  The final verse declares, “New York to East California / There’s a new wave coming I warn you”.  For 10 points, name this new wave song by Kim Wilde about the youth of the United States.
ANSWER: “Kids in America”

14. A film directed by a man with this surname has an end credits sequence where actors like Bull Murray suggest baby names.  One director with this last name cast the “very American” Ben Lyon and James Hall as Oxford students who drop out to serve in the British Royal Flying Corps. during World War I.  Jada Pinkett played a single mother named Ronnie in a film directed by (*) two men with this last name; that film starred Tyrin Turner as Watts resident Caine and was titled Menace II Society.  Another director with this surname made a film where Tia, Miazy and Miles are put in the care of the titular babysitter played by John Candy; that man also cast John Candy in Planes, Trains and Automobiles.  A director with this surname directed the 1930 war film, Hell’s Angels.  For 10 points, give this surname shared by the director of Uncle Buck and The Breakfast Club.
ANSWER: Hughes

15. A canceled 3D fan remake of this game shared a subtitle with a song that could be used to cause Pols Voice enemies to self-destruct in this game.  A ribbon is exchanged for dog food and then a banana in one side-quest.  A remake of this game added a new area accessible by pushing a tombstone in Koholint’s Cemetery known as the (*) Color Dungeon and also added Camera Shops.  NPCs in this game often justify breaking the fourth wall by stating “I don’t know what that means, I’m just a kid”, and the player is referred to as “THIEF” if he steals from the shop.  The sidescrolling sections in its dungeons feature cross-universe enemies like Cheap-Cheaps and Goombas.  The player is tasked with finding the Instrument of the Sirens to summon the Wind Fish.  It begins with the hero waking up on Koholint Island and lamely ends by revealing it’s all a dream.  For 10 points, name this Zelda game for the original Game Boy.
ANSWER: The Legend of Zelda: Link’s Awakening

16. The title character of one song in this musical is not comparable to anything at F.A.O. Schwartz and should not be fondled and dandled or playfully handled.  Another song sees Mr. Twimble declare “I have no point of view” and “I haven’t had [any ideas] in years”.  Its big love song sees the protagonist sing, “You have the cool, clear / Eyes of a seeker of wisdom and truth” while shaving.  People chant “gotta stop that man” in that song, which is titled (*) “I Believe in You”.  This musical is based on a book of the same name by Shepherd Mead.  The protagonist of this work pretends he attended the same alma mater as J. B. Biggley.  A recent revival of this musical cast Daniel Radcliffe in the title role of a man who starts as a window washer at the World Wide Wickets Company.  For 10 points, name this musical based about getting ahead in the corporate world.
ANSWER: How to Succeed In Business Without Really Trying

17. Two beats play at once in this group’s guest appearance on the High Priest track, “Keep Time”.  This group ostensibly attacked George W. Bush as having a “gold cross cross, jock skull and bones, mocking smile” in a freely-released response to Hurricane Katrina titled “Dry Drunk Emperor”.  This group borrowed from Radiohead for the title of their first release, and the Yeah Yeah Yeahs’ Nick Zinner played guitar on an album of theirs featuring the songs (*) “Blues from Down Here” and “I Was a Lover”.  That 2006 album by this group also featured David Bowie delivering backing vocals on “Province”.  Their next album contained the song “Dancing Choose”, once performed on the Colbert Report by band members like Kyp Malone and Tunde Adebimpe.  Known for “Wolf Like Me”, for 10 points, identify this Brooklyn-based indie band behind albums like Dear Science and Nine Types of Light.
ANSWER: TV on the Radio

18. One actress from this country played a promiscuous woman alongside Charlotte Rampling’s mystery writer in Swimming Pool.  An actor and director from this nation played a toymaker named Robert who also happens to be skilled in disarming explosives in Steven Spielberg’s Munich.  That actor from this country awakes paralyzed from a coma and starts writing a novel by (*) blinking in another film.  An actress from this country falls in love with Jesse, played by Ethan Hawke, in Richard Linklater’s Before Sunrise.  This is the nationality of the Night Fox, a man who steals the world’s first stock certificate ahead of Danny Ocean in Ocean’s Twelve.  A director from this country created films like Doulos: The Finger Man and 1967’s The Samurai.  For 10 points, name this country home to the directors of The Terrible Children, Jules and Jim and The 400 Blows.
ANSWER: France

19. One of these animals wore a towel around his waist on the British kid’s show Rainbow and was named Bungle.  Another one of these animals hung out with Mark Wedloe, played by Clint Howard, on a show set in the Florida Everglades. Yet another of these animals shared a house with a mouse named Tutter and would conclude episodes by talking with Luna, the moon.  Another of these animals is the mother of (*) Raymond and went on a honeymoon to Israel with her husband, Tim; that character is voiced by Arianna Huffington and is a neighbor of Cleveland Brown.  Other TV examples of these animals have names like Wish, Grumpy, Cheer and Funshine, all of whom had designs on their stomachs.  One of these animals was the companion of a man played by Dan Haggerty.  For 10 points, Gentle Ben was what type of animal?
ANSWER: Bear [accept more specific answers]

20. As a kid, this athlete was forced to dribble through “The Gauntlet”, a dark church in Queensbury where his friends jumped out of doors trying to steal the ball from him.  His breakout game arguably took place when he put up 23 points his sophomore year in a 94-87 loss to a Jeff Teague-led Wake Forest.  In his most recent season, he was the leading scorer on a team that also featured (*) Charles Abouo.  He sunk two three pointers in double overtime to help put away Florida in the opening round of the 2010 NCAA tournament.  This man put up 39 points in his team’s first win since 2005 over UNLV.  His team ultimately lost to Florida in last March’s Sweet Sixteen, a game in which teammate Brandon Davies did not play.  “Even Vegas sinners” put their money on this man according to a popular Youtube song where people are taught about his first name.  For 10 points, name this BYU phenom.
ANSWER: (James Taft) “Jimmer” Fredette

21. Local news anchors in this state were followed in the TV Guide Channel program Making News.  Johnny Lee and Lane Brody had a hit with a theme song for a short-lived ‘80s show set in this state.  According to the theme song of another show, a character with this first name, “made ‘em do what they ‘oughta, ‘cause if they didn’t they die”; that was a certain Mr. (*) John Slaughter.  A soap opera set in this state chronicled families like the Marshalls, Dekkers and Cookes.  Judge Larry Joe Doherty held court in this state, while characters like Alex Cahill and lawman Jimmy Trivette appeared on one scripted show titled for this state.  One of the most popular shows set in this state cast Patrick Duffy as Bobby alongside Larry Hagman’s patriarch.  For 10 points, name this setting of a show that once featured the “Who Shot J.R.?” mystery.
ANSWER: Texas

Bonuses

1. On one track, a member of this group stated he was “black to the bone, my home is your home / But welcome to the Terrordome”.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this group which also rapped about how paramedics “don’t never come correct / You can ask my man right here with the broken neck”.
ANSWER: Public Enemy
[10] Although this Public Enemy member did lay down solo recordings on tracks like “911 is a Joke”, he’s better known for being the group’s hype-man.  Hype is apparently generated by him wearing a giant clock necklace.
ANSWER: Flavor Flav [or William Jonathan Drayton, Jr.]
[10] This Public Enemy album contained tracks like “You’re Gonna Get Yours” and “Too Much Posse”.
ANSWER: Yo!  Bum Rush the Show

2. Originally called the Oakland Oaks and owned by Pat Boone, this team moved to a new location and got to the playoffs before being eliminated by the Kentucky Colonels in 1971. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this team, once home to Rick Barry, who caused an uproar by insulting the accent of the team’s local fans.
ANSWER: Virginia Squires [accept either underlined answer]
[10] The Squires made perhaps one of the best basketball decisions ever by signing this undrafted free agent. He is the 5th highest scorer in post-merger history and did crazy shit like dunk from the free throw line and win a title with the 76ers in 1983.
ANSWER: Julius (Winfield) Erving [or Dr. J]
[10] Erving only played one season together with this shooting guard, whom the Squires later sold to the San Antonio Spurs.  He notably engaged in a race for the scoring title with David Thompson in 1978, winning it by several hundredths of a point.
ANSWER: Geogre “The Iceman” Gervin

3. Episodes in the first season of this show included one where the identity of a killer was discovered thanks to a dead parrot, and three featuring the protagonist’s original partner, Ben Romero.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this TV series co-starring Herb Ellis and Jack Webb.
ANSWER: Dragnet
[10] A 2003 revival of Dragnet cast this man as Joe Friday.  He gained fame playing Al Bundy on Married... with Children and currently stars on Modern Family.
ANSWER: (Edward) “Ed” O’Neill, (Jr.)
[10] Dragnet creator Jack Webb created this other LAPD procedural with a number in its title, which had several crossover episodes with Emergency!  One such cross-over episode saw officers Reed and Malloy from this series bring a diabetic kid to Rampart Hospital.
ANSWER: Adam-12

4. Identify the following about the Wachowski Brothers, for 10 points each.
[10] They’re of course best known for The Matrix trilogy, which saw Carrie-Anne Moss play this love interest of Neo.
ANSWER: Trinity
[10] They also directed this 2008 film, which cast Emile Hirsch in the title role.  John Goodman played Hirsch’s father, Pops, in this movie.
ANSWER: Speed Racer
[10] Larry and Andy Wachowski did an uncredited rewrite of this film.  Officially directed by Oliver Hirschbiegel, it co-starred Jeremy Northam as a disease control expert and opens with a space shuttle crashing down to Earth.
ANSWER: The Invasion

5. This game features cameos from characters like VVVVVV’s Captain Viridian and lets the player play “Dark World” versions of completed levels.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this hardcore pixel-perfect platformer featuring antagonist Dr. Fetus, not be confused with N+.
ANSWER: Super Meat Boy
[10] One of the places to purchase Super Meat Boy is this PC digital downloading platform operated by the developers of Half-Life.
ANSWER: Steam
[10] You can purchase this cult-favorite on Steam for under $10.  Designed by Tim Schafer, this trippy 3D platformer originally released for the Xbox sees Raz attempt to become one of the title agents when he sneaks into Whispering Rock Psychic Summer Camp in the beginning of the game.
ANSWER: Psychonauts

6. A track on this band's most recent album states, "Youth ain't gonna change the way you die" and is titled, "Dear Rosemary", and that album ends with the singer yelling "I don't wanna die!" on "Walk".  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this group behind a 2011 album which contained the single, “Rope”.
ANSWER: The Foo Fighters
[10] The Foo Fighters are fronted by this man, who previously served as the drummer for Nirvana.
ANSWER: (David Eric) “Dave” Grohl
[10] The Foo Fighters' 2009 Greatest Hits album ends with an acoustic version of this song.  Apparently the favorite song of David Letterman, near the end of this song Grohl sings, “Breathe out / So I can breathe you in.”
ANSWER: "Everlong"

7. Identify the following about some winners of the Hugo Award for Best Novel, for 10 points each.
[10] This author, who originally planned to use Jews With Swords as the title for his 2007 novel about Amram and Zelikman, won the Hugo in 2008 for The Yiddish Policeman’s Union, an alternate history where Jews resettle to Alaska.
ANSWER: Michael Chabon
[10] Besides winning the 1986 Hugo Award, this sci-fi author has written books like Seventh Son from the Tales of Alvin Maker and Shadow Puppets from the Shadow Saga.
ANSWER: Orson Scott Card
[10] This British author of The Ladies of Grace Adieu and Other Stories won the award in 2004 for a work involving the return of magic to Napoleonic era Europe, Jonathan Strange & Mr. Norrell.
ANSWER: Susanna (Mary) Clarke

8. The down and out director at the center of this film is joined by sidekicks Dom Bell and Marty Eggs, played by Dom DeLuise and Marty Feldman, respectively.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this comedy featuring cameos from actresses like Anne Bancroft and Liza Minelli, which also cast Bernadette Peters as a sexy agent of the Engulf and Devour conglomerate.
ANSWER: Silent Movie
[10] Silent Movie was the brainchild of this director, whose other films include Blazing Saddles and Spaceballs.
ANSWER: Mel Brooks [or Melvin Kaminksy]
[10] One of the stars that Brooks is able to convince to be in his film in Silent Movie is this actor.  He is probably most famous for playing Sonny Corleone in The Godfather.
ANSWER: James Caan

9. The history of baseball in this country is traced in Alan M. Klein’s 1991 book Sugarball.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this country home to Miguel Tejada and Alex Rodriguez.
ANSWER: The Dominican Republic
[10] This Dominican player hit a grand slam in the final ever at-bat at Exhibition Stadium in Toronto.  His other exploits include hitting three home runs on opening day in 1988 and clashing with Blue Jays manager Jimy Williams over being forced to be a DH.
ANSWER: (Jorge Antonio) “George” Bell (Mathey)
[10] This player’s Dominican roots earned him the nickname, “The Dominican Dandy”.  A statue of him doing his famously high leg kick can be found outside AT&T Park in San Francisco.
ANSWER: Juan (Antonio) Marichal (Sanchez)

10. Identify the following about the former PAX network, for 10 points each.
[10] In the ‘90s, PAX aired the New Adventures of this character, which cast a young Jessica Alba as Maya.  This animal’s original theme song described him, “Flying there-under, under the sea.”
ANSWER: Flipper
[10] For a spell, PAX produced new episodes of this game show.  Hosted by David Ruprecht, contestants could earn bonus money in the Snack Attack Movie Game or by getting the Manager’s Special.
ANSWER: Supermarket Sweep
[10] Among the slate of boring ‘80s re-runs PAX aired was this series, whose only amusing episode, “I Was a Middle-Aged Werewolf” revisited star Michael Landon’s earlier film role.  Protagonists Jonathan and Mark got various assignments from “The Boss” on this NBC drama.
ANSWER: Highway to Heavan

11. This group recorded the proto-metal song “Happenings Ten Years Time Ago” in 1966.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this band whose members included Jeff Beck and who had their first stateside smash hit with “For Your Love”.
ANSWER: The Yardbirds
[10] A few decades after the Yardbirds split up, guitarist Jeff Beck contributed to this man’s solo album, Blaze of Glory.  He’s better known for being the lead singer of the band behind 1986’s “Wanted Dead or Alive”.
ANSWER: Jon Bon Jovi [or John Francis Bongiovi, Jr.]
[10] One of the Yardbirds’ final singles was a song of this name which described members of the title group “all thinking they gotta be free”.  A different song with this title from the Beach Boys’ album Surfin’ Safari describes a man who tells his lover, “You’re my Kemosabe”.
ANSWER: “Ten Little Indians”

12. Answer some questions about Razzie shenanigans, for 10 points each.
[10] This actor had to be removed from the stage because he wouldn’t stop playing a harmonica.  He “won” Worst Actor for what Roger Ebert called a “neo-Surreal” role as Gord Brody, who at one point puts on a coat of bleeding deer skin after an animator tells him to “get inside his animals”.
ANSWER: Tom Green [or Michael Thomas Green]
[10] This man demanded his award for his spy film, Leonard Part 6, be made out of solid gold before he’d accept it.  He also appeared in A Piece of the Action with Sidney Poitier and James Earl Jones.
ANSWER: (William Henry) “Bill” Cosby, Jr.
[10] This actress brought copies of All About Steve for the Razzie audience after wondering if they really watched the film she won a Worst Actress for.  Shortly thereafter, she won an Oscar for The Blind Side.
ANSWER: Sandra Bullock

13. Identify the following about some winners of the Draddy Award, the so-called “Academic Heisman”, for 10 points each.
[10] This fullback won the award in 2006.  Although an ad aired prior to that season advocating this man’s case for the real Heisman, he ended up taking a back-seat role to teammate Ray Rice that year.
ANSWER: Brian Leonard
[10] This Rhodes Scholar finalist and QB failed to win the Division I-AA Championship Game against Montana following the 1995 season.  This Marshall alum was released from the Jets when they signed Brett Favre, and he’s most recently started for the Dolphins.
ANSWER: Chad Pennington
[10] This dude won the award while at Ohio State in 1995.  He was the starting QB for the Eagles at the beginning of Ray Rhodes’ final dreadful season coaching the team.
ANSWER: Bobby Hoying

14. This phrase was briefly inserted whenever someone wrote the number seven on 4Chan.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this phrase, which also describes how many penises a troll on the Oprah forums was using to rape children.
ANSWER: “It’s Over 9000”
[10] The “It’s Over 9000” meme originates from a clip from this anime featuring characters like Nappa and Goku.
ANSWER: Dragon Ball Z [or DBZ or Doragon Boru Zetto]
[10] This DBZ character is a bald-headed short companion of Goku.  He’s known for his Destructo Disk move.
ANSWER: Krillin [or Kuririn]

15. Identify the following about some Hollywood adaptations of Shakespeare, for 10 points each.
[10] Although director Kenneth Branagh was known for film adaptations of plays like Henry V and Love’s Labour’s Lost, he was strangely given the reins of this recent comic book film.  It starred Chris Hemsworth and Natalie Portman.
ANSWER: Thor
[10] This actress starred as Kelly Woods in Get Over It, an adaptation of A Midsummer Night’s Dream.  She also played Lux Lisbon in The Virgin Suicides.
ANSWER: Kirsten (Caroline) Dunst
[10] Based on a Jane Smiley novel itself based on King Lear, this 1997 picture sees Jason Robarbs’ farmer character disinherit his oldest daughter, played by Jessica Lange.
ANSWER: A Thousand Acres

16. Events in this competition have included the Keg Toss and the Airplane Pull.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this annual athletic competition whose past champions have included Phil Pfister and Mariusz Pudzianowski.
ANSWER: World’s Strongest Man Competition
[10] The final event in the World’s Strongest Man competition is traditionally this one, where contestants have to lift five of the title objects on to small platforms.
ANSWER: Atlas Stones [or McGlashen Stones]
[10] This four time World’s Strongest Man winner once appeared in a Coors Light commercial where he did things like lifted a car and pulled out a door.  He’s from Iceland.
ANSWER: Magnús Ver Magnússon

17. Some versions of the Deluxe sequel to this game added a screen overlay, while all versions of the sequel added additional enemies in the form of satellites.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this vector graphics game, programmed by Ed Logg, which could be exploited by leaving only one of the title objects on screen and picking off UFOs.
ANSWER: Asteroids
[10] Asteroids was one of the classic arcade games developed by this company, which also brought us Centipede, Pong and the 2600 console.
ANSWER: Atari, Inc.
[10] A year before Asteroids was released, Atari published this title, its first vector graphics game.  As the title object nears the mountains below, the screen zooms in and the player is shown the multiplier awarded for not crashing on a particular surface.
ANSWER: Lunar Lander

18. Identify the following about some artists who have recorded live albums at the Apollo Theater, for 10 points each.
[10] This man recorded four separate Live at the Apollo albums.  The first such album saw this “Godfather of Soul” backed by the Famous Flames and playing songs like “I’ll Go Crazy” and “Lost Someone”.
ANSWER: James (Joseph) Brown
[10] This group’s Live at the Apollo included a cover of Isaac Hayes’ “When Something Is Wrong with My Baby” as well as original hits like “One on One”, “Everytime You Go Away” and “Adult Education”.
ANSWER: Hall & Oates
[10] A man with this first name recorded songs like “11th Commandment” with The Blind Boys of Alabama on a 2005 Live at the Apollo album.  Another artist with this first name is known for singles like “Bastard” and “Jesusland”.
ANSWER: Benjamin {as in Ben Harper and Ben Folds}

19. She got her longest running gig after replacing Sarah Lane, and also played Leigh on the very short-lived Perfect Couples.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this actress, criticized by Jezebel’s Irin Carmon for landing a Comedy Central gig for her looks alone.
ANSWER: (Lisa) Olivia Munn
[10] Olivia Munn is probably best known for appearing on Attack of the Show, which airs on this cable network.  Besides broadcasting Cheaters re-runs, it also airs Ninja Warrior and used to air a videogame tip-show called Cheat!
ANSWER: G4
[10] You may have also seen Munn hosting the “Bing-a-Thon” on Hulu back in 2009 with this comedian.  He was Cameron Diaz’s ex-fiance Mason in What Happens in Vegas and played a subordinate of a drug-addicted Colin Farrell character in a 2011 comedy.
ANSWER: (Daniel) Jason Sudeikis

20. The two protagonists of this book steal wishing coins from the fountain which they use to fund a trip to see the title character in Farmington, Connecticut.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this novel by E. L. Konigsburg centering on siblings Claudia and Jamie.
ANSWER: From the Mixed-Up Files of Mrs. Basil E. Frankweiler
[10] Jamie from Mixed-Up Files routinely cheated in this card game.  Ties in this deterministic game are resolved by placing three cards face down and then seeing which of the fourth cards is the highest value.
ANSWER: War
[10] In this other kid’s cards game, players simultaneously pass cards to the left until they have four cards of the same rank, at which point a finger is placed on one’s nose.  Fictional examples of the namesake animal of this game include Freddy from a series of books by Walter Brooks.
ANSWER: Pig

21. Answer some questions about some non-green football fields, for 10 points each.
[10] Of course, the most famous example is Broncos Stadium in Boise, which has hosted a few rivalries with this team for the Milk Can trophy.  Derrick Ward, Trent Dilfer and Ryan Mathews all played college football at this school.
ANSWER: Fresno State University Bulldogs [or California State University, Fresno; accept anyunderlined answer]
[10] The Eagles, a college team from the eastern portion of this state who won the NCAA Division I Football Championship in 2010, play on a red field.  Another school in this state is where Jake Locker played college ball.
ANSWER: Washington
[10] It’s not Idaho, but a DII team from this state plays on a blue field.  A large public university in this state found success in their first ever bowl game when Dan Orlovsky led them to victory over Toledo in 2004’s Motor City Bowl.
ANSWER: Connecticut
