1. 4, 7, 10, 16, 28, 52, 100, 196, 388. Ceres, part of the asteroid belt, orbits the Sun at a distance 2.77 astronomical units. Pluto orbits the Sun at a distance of 39.3 astronomical units, but ought to be the eighth planet according to this law. For ten points, name this law published in 1772 that describes the distance of the planets to the Sun.

Answer: Titus-Bode law
2. (Literature) Before enrolling at the University of Mississippi in 1919, this author briefly served in the Royal Air Force, an experience which he routinely exaggerated, but which also provided the inspiration for his first published novel, Soldiers’ Pay. After dabbling in poetry, he finally turned to his well-known genre, and in a series of short stories and novels, he created the diverse characters of Jackson in Yoknapatawpha County. FTP, what Southern writer penned the 1930 As I Lay Dying and the 1929 The Sound and the Fury?

Answer: William Faulkner
3. Dean Acheson claimed that, “like apples in a barrel infected by one rotten apple, the corruption of Greece would infect Iran, and all to the East.” For ten points, name this declaration on March 12, 1947 that stated, “I believe it must be the policy of the United States to support free peoples who are resisting subjugation by armed minorities or by outside pressures.”

Answer: Truman doctrine
4. He was both a father and a mother in Norse mythology. He fathered three monsters with the giantess Angrboda. He is the shape shifter in Norse mythology, transforming himself into a horse on one occasion and a fish on another occasion. For ten points, name this member of the Aesir who was captured and chained under the Earth with a serpent dripping venom over his face.

Answer: Loki

5.  Born in 1889, he was educated in England at Harrow and Cambridge and passed the English bar in 1912, after which he returned to his native India to practice law. Following the massacre at Amritsar, he became extensively involved in the Indian struggle for freedom. Though he later disagreed with Ghandi in choosing an industrialized India over an agrarian one, FTP what man, who worked with Ghandi following independence to create the Indian National Congress, became its first president in 1929?

Answer: Jawaharlal Nehru
6. The main character of this novel is born to a mother who married beneath herself and a sailor father who is an alcoholic. At a young age, she is taken in by the more affluent side of her family, the Bertrams, and becomes a resident of the titular estate, where the bungling of courtships expected of Victorian literature ensues, although the heroine does eventually find true love and happiness. This course of events describes, FTP, what 1814 novel following the life and times of Fanny Price, the third published book by Jane Austen?

Answer: Mansfield Park
7. This rare genetic condition is caused by the body's inability to
produce hexosaminidase A enzymes.  The lack of these enzymes causes a build
up of fatty compounds, called gangliosides, which gradually damage brain and
nerve cells.  Symptoms normally start 3-6 months after birth and include
twitchy eyes, a loss of motor skills, an abnormal increase in head size.  FTP
name this disease which is always fatal.

Answer: Tay-Sachs

8. This philosopher was born on February 2nd 1905.  She immigrated to the
US in February of 1926 and she describes her philosophy as "a
philosophy for living on earth."  FTP name this founder of Objectivism,
whose fiction writings include works such as Anthem and We The Living.


Answer: Ayn RAND (Note: Ayn rhymes with mine, not Ann)

9. One day while watching television he saw a man standing on top of his apartment, planning to commit suicide. He said that this inspired him to write a song that became a 1984 hit, although the album was released in 1983. For ten points, name the lead singer of Van Halen who advised the suicidal man, “might as well jump”.

Answer: David Lee Roth
10. This novel took on many forms as it developed; initially conceived as an anthem to spirituality and aestheticism, the onset of World War II led him to reconsider the novel as a story of existentialism and personal engagement with the world.  The work focuses on the three major dominions of the world: church, state, and culture, and the ways in which Pater Jacobus and Joseph Knecht interact with that world through the medium of the title event.  FTP, name this final work of Hesse, sometimes known as Magister Ludi.

Answer: The Glass Bead Game or Das Glasperlenspiel
11. These reagents used in chemistry react vigorously with compounds
containing active hydrogens, such as OH and NH groups.  In fact they are so
reactive that they are known to react with the moisture in the air.  They are
generated by combining a alkyl halide magnesium metal with an ether.  FTP name
these reagents that behave as carbanions.

Answer: Grignard Reagents

12. When Thomas Jefferson resigned as Washington's Secretary of State, he cited this event and its causes. In order to help pay war debts from the American Revolution, Alexander Hamilton had implemented a very unpopular tax, and farmers in were already chafing under its weight. Localized violence escalated, and when negotiations failed to produce results, Washington once again donned his Revolutionary War uniform and, in the greatest display of federal governmental might to date, led 12,000 troops into Pennsylvania and quickly dispersed, FTP, what 1794 conflict?

Answer: The Whiskey Rebellion
13. Built on reclaimed land along the New Meuse River, today it is home to the Feyenoord football club as well as the Erasmus University and the Zestienhoven airport.  Chartered in 1328, it was almost completely destroyed during World War II, at which point the entire city centre was replanned and rebuilt.  Today the city’s economy is almost completely based on shipping, with its location near the mouth of the Rhine making it one of the world’s largest ports.  FTP, name this city, second-largest in the Netherlands.

Answer: Rotterdam

14. The Red Sox are World Series champions and the New England Patriots are Super Bowl champions. The last time the NFL and MLB champions were from the same city was 1979. While this city may be the Super Bowl champion in 2005, it is unlikely it will be the World Series champion. For ten points, name this city, which features black and gold teams in hockey, football, and baseball.

Answer: Pittsburgh, PA
15. This equation first introduced by a scientist of the same name sought to help correct the ideal gas law’s inaccuracy at high/low temperatures and pressures by attempting to take into consideration both the volume of individual gas particles and their attraction to one another by incorporating 2 constants a and b. Name this equation. 

Answer: Van der Waals’ Equation

16. "He lived with his mother and the torments of Christ." Born in 1860, he spent virtually his entire life in Ostend, influenced early by Hieronymus Bosch, among others. His most popular works, among them Christ's Entry Into Brussels in 1889, often featured highly negative views of the human race contrasted with images of Jesus, who is typically depicted as looking eerily like his painter. For ten points, name this 

turn-of-the-century Belgian artist, a predecessor of Dadaism and the titular protagonist 

of a song by They Might Be Giants.

Answer: James ENSOR
17. Its full version runs to 120 chapters in length; there is controversy over whether the final 40 chapters were actually written by the same author as the first 80.  Considered to be among the best and most important works of its literary tradition, it is generally held to be a faithful treatment of the upper-class life in Qing-dynasty China.  The novel details the decline of the Chia family, especially through events surrounding the family’s heir apparent, Pao-Yu.  FTP, identify this masterpiece of Chinese literature, written by Ts’ao-Chan.

Answer: The Dream of the Red Chamber
18. Notable bosses in this game include Master Belch, the Evil Mani Mani statue, and the criminal Everdred who lives in Burglin Park.  In this game you are fulfilling the prophecy in which three boys and a girl will emerge to defeat the forces of evil which have overrun Eagleland.  Along the way you meet the Runaway Five, deprogram the Happy Happy Village, and become increasingly irritated with the antics of Pokey.  FTP, name this classic Super Nintendo game in which Ness, Paula, Jeff, and Poo save the world from Giygas.

Answer: Earthbound
19. The Name's The Same: One signed the Articles of Confederation as a Virginian delegate, and another predicted the existence of Neptune, using only mathematics, at the same time as Le Verrier. One shaped the fields of modern photography and environmentalism, and one, Michael, became Britain's youngest ever national chess champion in the early 1990s. FTP, name the last name these men have in common, shared by the American author of Democracy--and his grandfather and great-grandfather, both early presidents of the United States of America.

Answer: ADAMS

20. From it and the peaks surrounding it flow many of the rivers in the southeastern portion of its country, including the Snowy and the Murray.  A prime location for winter sports, it was first ascended and named in 1840 by Paul Strzelecki and is situated near the border between New South Wales and Victoria, 240 miles southwest of Sydney.  FTP, name this mountain, smallest of the Seven Sisters at 2,228 meters, the highest point in Australia.

Answer: Mount Kosciuszko
21. It is composed of an indefinite--and perhaps infinite--number of hexagons, which stretch 

in all directions. Its contents have been analyzed, pored through, reproduced (both 

intentionally and unintentionally), glorified, demeaned and burned. Its existence 

tantalizes those that live in it with the answer to their every desire, yet this solution 

is never found. FTP, name this imaginary structure, a massive compendium of 

randomly-created books and the common English title of a Jorge Luis Borges short story.

Answer: The LIBRARY OF BABEL (accept "Biblioteca de Babel" before "English" is read)

[10] This historian called the Gilded Age the most “thoroughly ordinary” period in American politics since Columbus. He contrasted the low political tone of his own age with the exalted political morality in the days of his grandfather and great-grandfather.

Answer: Henry Adams
[10] His allegorical tale was written in support of the populist movement. Dorothy and Auntie Em represent traditional American values, the tin man industrial workers, the scarecrow farmers, and of course, Dorothy only returns home when she realizes the power of her silver shoes.

Answer: L. Franklin Baum
4.  For you bonus, identify the anthropologist for ten points each.
[10] This French anthropologist founded structural anthropology and his works
include The Raw and the Cooked, The Savage Mind, Structural Anthropology and
Totemism.
Answer: Claude LEVI-STRAUSS
[10] This French anthropologist was the nephew of Emile Durkheim.  His most
influential work, The Gift, focuses on many aspects of giving, receiving and
repaying indifferent cultures.
Answer: Marcel MAUSS
[10] This anthropologist was born in Kenya and discovered things such as the first
Proconsul skull complete with a face, which was a missing link between monkey
and ape, and the skeleton of a man who created tools on Rusinga Island.
Answer: LOUIS LEAKEY


5. Name the following about the French Revolution FTSNOP.

[10] This reverse in the radical policies of the Revolution resulted in the 

guillotining of 83 of its own members.

Answer: The Thermidorean Reaction
[10] This head of the Jacobins and member of the Committee of Public Safety presided over the Reign of Terror, but his popularity waned as his power increased, and he was eventually guillotined himself during the Thermidorean Reaction.

Answer: Maximilien Robespierre
[10] The Thermidoreans also ratified a new constitution designed to keep a balance 

between dictatorship and democracy. Power would be invested in a five-man 

Directory chosen by one house of Parliament from a list provided by the other 

house of Parliament. FFPE and in either order, name these two houses.

Answer: The Council of Ancients and The Council of Five Hundred
6. Identify the following works and authors of the Sturm und Drang movement in Germany FTPE.

[10] The best-known work of Sturm und Drang is this semi-autobiographical work of Goethe about a man searching for identity and place in a world into which he does not easily fit.

Answer: The Sorrows of Young Werther or Die Leiden des jungen Werthers
[10] This play by Schiller, concerning the machinations of brothers Karl and Franz and their desire for power, is considered to be one of the “genius works” of Sturm und Drang.

Answer: The Robbers or Die Räuber
[10] The Sturm und Drang movement took its name from a play written by this author.

Answer: Friedrich Maximillian Klinger
7. In Calvin and Hobbes, Calvin refers to rocks as “ballistic missiles from God”. Let’s see how well you know your rocks, for ten points each.

[10] The rock halite is an example of this type of sedimentary rock. It forms when material precipitates out of water.

Answer: Chemical sedimentary rock

[10] This type of igneous rock cools at higher temperatures, and thus forms crystals, making the rock much more coarse than obsidian, which has a familiar glass texture.

Answer: Intrusive igneous rock

[10] Coal is made from plant matter that accumulated in swamps eons ago and lithified into rock. Coal is one of this type of sedimentary rock, which formed from plant and animal matter.

Answer: Organic sedimentary rock

[10] This defense, created by Buddy Ryan, involved a blitzing and attacking style. It was named after the Chicago safety that he brought up to the line of scrimmage.

Answer: 46 defense

[10] In this defense, the safeties play deep and cover half the field while the corners play up on the receivers. This defense was developed by Tony Dungy and employed in Tampa Bay.

Answer: Cover Two
[10] This defense is used frequently by Bill Cowher. In this play, blitzers overload one side of the formation, while defensive linemen on the other side of the formation drop back into coverage.

Answer: Zone Blitz
