TOSSUP

The origin of its name is in the Greek for “water people”, and its source is in Germany’s Black Forest.  It flows through or touches eight countries: Ukraine, Bulgaria, Serbia and Montenegro, Slovakia, Romania, Hungary, Austria and Germany. It also runs by four capital cities: Vienna, Bratislava, Budapest and Belgrade. FTP, name this river, the second longest in Europe after the Volga.

FTP, name this mountain pass, famous for the 87 Illinois pioneers who were snowbound here, and of whom only 47 survived after starving and resorting to cannibalism.

In 1775, it was extracted from bones, and has since been shown to be an essential part of living systems, found in nervous tissue, bones, and cell protoplasm.  FTP, name this chemical element, with atomic number 15, whose Greek name means “luminous”
