Toss Ups: 

1) He’s not Thomas Dewey, but the Literary Digest erroneously predicted he would be elected from a badly sampled poll. He became a progressive Republican after attending the 1912 Bull Moose convention, and was elected Governor of his native state in 1932. His presidential campaign, however, was a failure, as he won only the eight electoral votes of Maine and Vermont. FTP, name this Kansas politician who lost in a landslide to Franklin Roosevelt in 1936.
ANSWER: Alfred Mossman Landon
2) On the left, animals like an elephant and a white giraffe stand on the grass, above a depiction of Adam being introduced to a pale Eve. This scene’s austerity is contrasted with the action portrayed in the center, as a circle of naked people riding animals appears along with symbolic images of eggs, owls, and strawberries, which stand for worldly lust. Most famous for its right panel showing people crucified on musical instruments and suffering in hell, for ten points, identify this triptych by Hieronymus Bosch.
ANSWER: The Garden of Earthly Delights
3) Each day, he fought the monsters Sebau, Nak, and the snake god Apep with the help of Heka and Geb. Ironically, he separated Geb and Nut in one creation myth, causing the creation of the oceans from Geb’s tears. He voyaged nightly through the underworld on a barge pulled by Set, and the failure of other gods to protect him was supposed to be the cause of eclipses. Symbolized by a golden or reddish disk, FTP, identify this sun god from Egyptian mythology.
ANSWER: Ra or Re
4) This work contains a description of the homosexual relationship between the violinist Charles Morel and the Baron de Charlus, who meet in a railway station in Balbec in the section titled “Sodom and Gomorrah.” Its main character spends time being enthralled by Gilberte Swann and the Duchesse de Guermantes before becoming infatuated with Albertine Simonet. Beginning with a description of Combray recalled by a bite of a tea-soaked madeleine, FTP, identify this seven-part work by Marcel Proust.
ANSWER: In Search of Lost Time or Remembrance of Things Past or A la recherché du temps perdu (prompt on “Sodom and Gomorrah” before said)

5) This concept was first deduced after an experiment requiring students to perform tasks and then lie about them for money, as students paid one dollar exhibited stronger attitude changes than students paid twenty dollars. Originally defined as a negative drive state, it is commonly used to explain why people keep smoking even when they know it is harmful. First proposed by Leon Festinger, for ten points, identify this theory which states that attitude change arises from inconsistencies between two cognitions.
ANSWER: Cognitive dissonance
6) In 1986, Gerhard Frey showed that this could be proved by proving the Taniyama-Shmura conjecture. Sophie Germain proved it for cases of any odd prime p where 2p+1 is also prime, expanding on Euler’s proof for n = 3. Its formulator used the method of infinite descent to prove that it holds true for n = 4, which also proved it for all the even numbers. FTP, Andrew Wiles proved this theorem which states that there are no solutions to the equation x^n + y^n = z^n (“x to the n plus y to the n equals z to the n”) for n > 2.
ANSWER: Fermat’s Last Theorem
7) Major rivers that feed this body of water include the Barguzin and the Selenga, while its major outlet is the Angara. It surrounds Olkhon Island, and geologists estimate it to be over 25 million years old, making it one of the oldest freshwater lakes in the world. Located near the cities of Angarsk and Irkutsk, it has the largest volume of any fresh-water lake, and contains twenty percent of the world’s fresh water. An obstacle to the construction of the Trans-Siberian Railway, FTP, identify this lake, the world’s deepest.
ANSWER: Lake Baikal
8) This conflict was inspired by the burning of Vincent Ogé on a stake after his rebellion outside of Cap Français was thwarted. One year later, it began when Dutty Boukman gathered many of its leaders in a voodoo ceremony at Bois Caïman [Cayman]. One side’s most famous leader was kidnapped and jailed in France after drafting a constitution that abolished slavery and made him dictator for life. Ending in 1804 under Jean-Jacques Dessalines and inspiring a series of slave revolts in America, FTP, identify this war, where Toussaint L’Ouverture and his generals secured the independence of Haiti.
ANSWER: Haitian Revolution (accept clear-knowledge equivalents, but not “Haiti”)

9) Willis Ijams reveals that this character’s middle name is Follansbee after this character becomes a member of the Good Citizen’s League. Although he is outwardly happily married to Myra, he checks whether his secretary Theresa McGoun, whom he identifies with the “fairy girl” of his dreams, is approachable. His discontent then finally manifests itself after the arrest of his friend Paul Riesling. Known for his loyalty to the Republican Party, his intense boosting of Zenith, and his conformity, FTP, name this title character of a novel by Sinclair Lewis.
ANSWER: George Follansbee Babbitt

[repeat] 10) Its instability strip contains both RR Lyrae variables and Cepheid variables. The uppermost branch on it contains class I-a supergiants, which also have very low absolute magnitudes. The relationship it expresses is based on the equation L = 4?R²?T4 (“four pi R squared sigma T to the fourth”), where R stands for the radius of a star, L for its luminosity, and T for its temperature. White dwarfs are in the lower left corner and red giants on the right in, FTP, this graph that places most stars on the main sequence.
ANSWER: Hertzsprung-Russell diagram (prompt on H-R diagram)

11) His early essays like “The Barbarian Status of Women” and “Why is Economics Not an Evolutionary Science?” criticized classical economics for being merely taxonomic. The essays inspired his best-known work, subtitled “An Economic Study of Institutions”, which focuses on how people gain status with pecuniary emulation, conspicuous leisure, and conspicuous consumption. Separating society into a productive class and a wasteful class, FTP, name this American economist who wrote The Theory of the Leisure Class.
ANSWER: Thorstein Bunde Veblen
12) In his early naturalistic period, he produced works based on his experiences at sea like In the Zone and The Moon of the Caribbees. In his later expressionistic period, he experimented with using masks onstage in The Great God Brown and spoken thoughts in Strange Interlude, while he also wrote about characters on the fringe of society like Brutus Jones in The Emperor Jones and Yank in The Hairy Ape. FTP, name this American dramatist of The Iceman Cometh and Long Day’s Journey Into Night.
ANSWER: Eugene Gladstone O’Neill
13) The last two winners of this “sport’s” MVP, the Callahan Award, met in the 2005 finals, as Josh Ackley’s team, the Colorado Mamabird, lost to Josh Ziperstein’s team, Brownian Motion. Games are played on fields measuring 70 yards by 40 yards with 25 yard-deep end zones; teams win by scoring 15 points. Long throws are called hucks, and others include scoobers, hammers, and flicks, while the throw most familiar is the backhand. FTP, identify this activity played by two teams of seven with a 175 gram disc.
ANSWER: collegiate ultimate frisbee (only need “ultimate”, prompt on frisbee) 

[playoff?] 14) The protagonist of this work whistles “The Teddy Boys Picnic” to keep himself warm before he robs a bakery with his friend Mike. The crime is discovered when the buried stolen money washes up during the rain, causing him to be placed in a reform school called Borstal. There, he trains to win the Borstal Prize Cup, but pauses a hundred yards before the finish line and lets Gunthorpe pass him in order to lose. Focusing on the protagonist’s defiant action during a cross-country race, FTP, identify this short story by Alan Sillitoe.
ANSWER: “The Loneliness of the Long-Distance Runner”
15) The illegitimate son of Senzangakhona and Nandi, as a youth he joined the army of Dingiswayo, who gave him his most famous position in 1816. Revolutionizing continental warfare by replacing throwing spears with assegai, he ruled until 1828, when he was assassinated by his half-brothers Mhlangana and Dingane. He is better known for organizing regiments, divided into sections called the “chest”, “horns”, and “loins”, which could cover up to 25 miles per day. Creating an African military empire with his impi, FTP, identify this 19th century Zulu leader.
ANSWER: Shaka Zulu (or Tshaka)

16) He rose to prominence after serving as choregos for Aeschylus’ prizewinning play The Persians in 472 BCE, and helped Ephialtes topple the Aeropagus approximately ten years later. Tutored by Anaxagoras, he used money from the treasury of the Delian League to finance the building of the Parthenon on the Acropolis, but is better known for instituting a law that paid citizens for jury duty and for helping to start the Peloponnesian War after refusing an ultimatum from Sparta. FTP, name this leader of Athens famed for his democratic reforms, mistakenly called “Prince of Tyre” in a Shakespeare play.
ANSWER: Pericles
17) This movie includes a scene where a man tests a “bulletproof cup”, and another scene where Foster plays the “cat game” with an unsuspecting driver. Set in Spurbury, Vermont, another scene depicts the enthusiastic reply of a German couple after being asked “Who wants a moustache ride?” Opening with a contest between people chugging maple syrup, its plot centers around the hijinks of Mac, Rabbit, Ramathorn, and Farva. Produced by Broken Lizard, this is, FTP, what 2001 comedy about highway patrolmen?
ANSWER: Super Troopers
18) Book five of this work, “Pro and Contra”, contains a section describing the arrest of Jesus during the Spanish Inquisition called “The Grand Inquisitor”. The narrator of that section adheres to the philosophy that “Everything is lawful”, which inspires Smerdyakov to kill Fyodor Pavlovich. Fyodor’s son, Dmitri, is tried for the crime, while the intellectual Ivan is beset by brain fever during the trial. Centering on the religious Alexei, FTP, name this novel about four siblings by Fyodor Dostoyevsky.
ANSWER: The Brothers Karamazov
19) Its eleventh movement, “Pianists”, is a humorous portrayal of students practicing scales, while its twelfth movement, “Fossils”, quotes extensively from its composer’s most famous work. Sometimes accompanied by a series of poems by Ogden Nash, its composer delayed its publication until after his death, fearing that its lack of seriousness, present in the movements “People With Long Ears” and “Aviary”, would hurt his artistic reputation. Also including “Aquarium”, “Tortoises”, and “The Swan”, FTP, name this musical suite by Camille Saint-Saens, subtitled “Grand Zoological Fantasy”.
ANSWER: Carnival of the Animals or Le Carnaval des Animaux
20) Osmium and uranium were the original catalysts for this reaction, but it now uses a cheaper iron oxide catalyst. It usually occurs at 200 atmospheres of pressure and 400-450 degrees Celsius, conditions which produce only a 15 percent yield, albeit in a very short span of time. Developed into an industrial process by Carl Bosch, it requires a ratio of three volumes of hydrogen gas to one volume of nitrogen gas. First used industrially during Germany in World War I, FTP, identify this reaction that produces ammonia.
ANSWER: Haber process
Bonuses: 

1) Identify these cell organelles FTPE.
[10] Made up of two subunits called 50-S and 30-S, these organelles match mRNA codons with tRNA anticodons during protein synthesis.
ANSWER: Ribosomes
[10] This organelle is manufactured by the Golgi apparatus and breaks down products of cellular ingestion.
ANSWER: Lysosomes
[10] Shaped like cylinders, they duplicate during the S phase of cell division then migrate toward opposite ends of the cell and organizing the mitotic spindle during metaphase.
ANSWER: Centrioles
2) Answer these questions about an Asian empire FTPE.
[10] Bindusara ruled this empire after his more well-known predecessor, Chandragupta, unified India.
ANSWER: Mauryan Empire
[10] Reigning after Bindusara, this most famous Mauryan leader converted to Buddhism after realizing the suffering he caused by declaring war on Kalinga.
ANSWER: Ashoka or Asoka or Devaanaampriya
[10] This empire originated in the fourth century C.E. and encompassed the poet Kalidasa, the astronomer Aryabhatta, and the creation of the Kama Sutra.
ANSWER: Gupta Empire

3) His autobiographical novel The Genius was removed from bookshelves after the New York Society for the Suppression of Vice declared it to be “a riot of eroticism.” FTPE:
[10] Name this author who also wrote a trilogy of novels about Frank Cowperwood: The Financier, The Titan, and The Stoic.
ANSWER: Theodore Dreiser
[10] In this Dreiser novel, Clyde Griffiths is tried and executed for the death of Roberta Alden, but society, which corrupts the naïve Clyde, is the real culprit.
ANSWER: An American Tragedy
[10] George Hurstwood is contrasted with the successful title character in this first novel by Dreiser, which outraged genteel critics with its realistic portrayal of sexuality.
ANSWER: Sister Carrie
4) Answer the following about a sociologist FTPE.
[10] This French author of The Division of Labor in Society and The Rules of Sociological Method believed that sociology should be the study of social facts.
ANSWER: Emile Durkheim
[10] In this Durkheim work, the title phenomenon is divided into egoistic, altruistic, anomic, and fatalistic types.
ANSWER: Suicide
[10] Durkheim’s empirical view of sociology was influenced by this earlier thinker, who argued that society could be studied scientifically, an idea he termed “positivism”.
ANSWER: Auguste Comte
5) Answer these questions about football players or coaches who have made dumb, embarrassing statements FTPE.
[10] In a nationally televised 2003 game, this ex-quarterback told reporter Suzy Kolber “I want to kiss you,” while being drunk, a far cry from beating the Colts in Super Bowl III.
ANSWER: Joe Namath
[10] He proved himself right when he said, “Nobody in football should be called a genius. A genius is a guy like Norman Einstein.” He also changed the pronunciation of his name to try to win the Heisman Trophy, but still finished second to Jim Plunkett.
ANSWER: Joe Theismann
[10] Although he said, “I don't think there's anybody in this organization not focused on the 49ers... I mean Chargers” while coach of the Cleveland Browns, this current coach has turned it around, as he now boasts the best postseason record in NFL history.
ANSWER: Bill Belichick
6) FTPE, name these American third parties from clues.
[10] This party, whose platform includes the plank “Ecological Wisdom”, ran David Cobb for president in 2004, four years after nominating Ralph Nader.
ANSWER: Green party
[10] With the slogan “Segregation Forever!”, this short-lived third party ran Strom Thurmond for president in 1948.
ANSWER: States’ Rights Democratic Party or Dixiecrats
[10] This third party nominated Millard Fillmore to run in the election of 1856, and won 21 percent of the vote as well as the state of Maryland. However, their national power quickly dissipated and they became inconsequential by the election of 1860.
ANSWER: American party or the Know-Nothing party

7) Identify these British romantic poems from some of their lines FTPE.
[10] “He prayeth best, who loveth best / All things both great and small; / For the dear God who loveth us / He made and loveth all.”
ANSWER: “The Rime of the Ancient Mariner”
[10] “What immortal hand or eye/ Could frame thy fearful symmetry?”
ANSWER: “The Tiger”
[10] “Five years have past; five summers, with the length / Of five long winters and again I hear / These waters, rolling from their mountain-springs / With a soft inland murmur.”
ANSWER: “Lines Composed a Few Miles Above Tintern Abbey, on Revisiting the Banks of the Wye During a Tour July 13, 1798” 

8) Identify these gods or goddesses of fire FTPE.
[10] The husband of Aphrodite, this crippled blacksmith is the Greek god of fire.
ANSWER: Haephestus (not Vulcan)
[10] The daughter of Haumea, this resident of the volcano Kilauea is the Hawaiian goddess of fire and eruptions.
ANSWER: Pele
[10] This butter-covered Hindu deity serves as a messenger between the gods.
ANSWER: Agni
9) Answer the following about Internet phenomena FTPE. You’ll get 5 points if you need a more academic clue.
[10] In the last several years, image macros of these animals containing phrases like “O RLY?” and “YA RLY” have exploded in popularity.
[5] From the order Strigiformes, these nocturnal birds, who use echolocation to hunt their prey, are associated with the goddess Athena.
ANSWER: Owls
[10] Also popular are images showing a laughing man of this religion with the words “HA! HA!” on either side of him. 
[5] Founded by George Fox, this religious branch of Christianity promotes plainness in dress and speech and is known for meetings where its members sit in silence until someone is moved to rise and speak.
ANSWER: Quakers or Religious Society of Friends
[10] Thirteen-year-old Robert Hamburger hypothesizes that members of this occupation are mammals, fight ALL the time, and flip out and kill people, on his website Real Ultimate Power.
[5] In feudal Japan, they were commonly used as spies, and used weapons like the shuriken and bo. NASWER: _Ninja_ 

10) Answer the following about a European leader FTPE.
[10] President of Prussia from 1862 to 1890, this man unified Germany in 1871 and was nicknamed the “Iron Chancellor”.
ANSWER: Otto van Bismarck
[10] Bismarck’s issuing the Ems Dispatch helped cause this war, which resulted in France ceding the territories of Alsace and Lorraine to the German Empire.
ANSWER: Franco-Prussian War
[10] In this unofficial conflict, Bismarck fought against the power of the Catholic Church by giving the state direct control of Prussian schools and monitoring the education of the clergy.
ANSWER: Kulturkampf 

11) Answer the following about phases of matter FTSNOP.
[5] This phase of matter maintains a fixed volume and shape.
ANSWER: Solid
[10] Found in the sun’s corona, these hot ionized gases are the fourth state of matter.
ANSWER: Plasma
[15] Deborah S. Jin created the first example of this in 2003, by subjecting potassium-40 atoms cooled to 5x10-8K and a time-varying magnetic field..
ANSWER: Fermionic condensate
12) It criticized the “fetishism of commodities” caused by the separation of use-value and exchange value. FTPE:
[10] Name this 1867 work which also presented the idea of surplus value created by a cycle of money transformed into commodities and back into a larger amount of money.
ANSWER: Capital or Das Kapital
[10] This German philosopher, who wrote in Theses on Feuerbach that “the philosophers have only interpreted the world…the point, however, is to change it”, also wrote Das Kapital.
ANSWER: Karl Heinrich Marx
[10] Marx took his theory of the dialectic from this German philosopher, who wrote that individuals approach the state of “Absolute Consciousness” in Phenomenology of Spirit.
ANSWER: Georg Wilhelm Friedrich Hegel
13) Identify these art-related terms all beginning with the letter M FTPE.
[10] This stylistic movement rejected the naturalism of the High Renaissance, replacing it with distorted and elongated figures in works such as Madonna With the Long Neck.
ANSWER: Mannerism
[10] Inspired by Marcel Duchamp’s “readymades”, this art form was first made using objects balanced on wire arms created by Alexander Calder.
ANSWER: Mobiles
[10] This person appears in the center of the Maesta by Duccio, is paired with the words "of the harpies" in the title of a painting by Andrea del Sarto, and sits in a rocky landscape in a 1485 painting by Leonardo da Vinci.
ANSWER: the Madonna (prompt on “the virgin Mary”)

14) Consisting of an “octopus-like head” and a “scaly, rubbery-looking body”, this entity ran for president in 2004 under the Elder Party. FTPE:
[10] Identify this leader of the Great Old Ones who lies “dead but dreaming” in R’lyeh, sunken below the depths of the Pacific Ocean.
ANSWER: Cthulhu (pronounced kuh-THOOL-hoo or kuh-LOO-loo, if someone says “THOO-lu” ask them to spell it to see whether or not they’re making the C silent)
[10] This early 20th century writer of horror stories like “At the Mountains of Madness” and “The Shadow Over Innsmouth” created Cthulhu.
ANSWER: Howard Phillips Lovecraft
[10] Many of Lovecraft’s characters are professors at this fictional university, which has one of the few extant copies of the Necronomicon in its occult library.
ANSWER: Miskatonic University
15) Answer these questions about the discovery of DNA FTSNOP.
[5/5] F5PE, identify the two scientists who created the first model of DNA as two chains of nucleotides connected by base pairs shaped like a double helix.
ANSWER: James Dewey Watson and Francis Harry Compton Crick
[10] This scientist, who formulated the concept of electronegativity in his magnum opus The Nature of the Chemical Bond, incorrectly proposed that DNA had a triple-helical structure in 1953.
ANSWER: Linus Carl Pauling
[10] Along with Raymond Gosling, this scientist produced x-ray diffraction images of DNA, which confirmed the helical structure of DNA and inspired Watson and Crick’s model.
ANSWER: Rosalind Elsie Franklin
16) Identify these people important to Mexican history FTPE.
[10] Napoleon III installed this European archduke as the president of Mexico in 1863. Unpopular with most Mexicans, he was killed by a firing squad in 1867.
ANSWER: Archduke Ferdinand Maximilian I von Habsburg
[10] Maximilian overthrew this Mexican president, who introduced the liberal Constitution of 1857 and was reelected as president in 1867, serving until his death in 1872.
ANSWER: Benito Juarez
[10] This Mexican dictator seized power after losing to Sebastian Lerdo de Tejada in the election of 1876. He cut down on crime by establishing the rurales, and ruled until 1911 when Francisco Madero forced him to leave the country.
ANSWER: Porfirio Diaz

[playoff?] 17) Identify these 20th century European playwrights from plays they wrote FTPE. You’ll get 5 points if you need two better-known works.
[10] Eleutheria, Happy Days, Krapp’s Last Tape
[5] Endgame, Waiting For Godot
ANSWER: Samuel Beckett
[10] Old Times, The Caretaker, The Room
[5] The Birthday Party, The Dumbwaiter
ANSWER: Harold Pinter
[10] Deathwatch, The Screens, The Balcony
[5] The Blacks, The Maids
ANSWER: Jean Genet
18) Name these things related to the Standard Model of particle physics FTPE.
[10] Symbolized by gamma, these particles are the quantum of electromagnetic energy, and were first postulated in Einstein’s 1905 paper on the photoelectric effect.
ANSWER: Photons
[10] Baryons and mesons are made up of these elementary particles, which are divided into six categories, including charm, strange, and top.
ANSWER: Quarks
[10] This theoretical particle, which would explain how other particles acquire mass, is considered to be the missing piece of the Standard Model. Physicists hope that the Large Hadron Collider at CERN will discover it.
ANSWER: Higgs boson
19) Answer the following about a novel FTSNOP.
[10] Containing characters like Chief White Halfoat, Doc Daneeka, and chaplain A. T. Tappmann, this humorous novel set in Pianosa contains a sobering chapter called “The Eternal City”, detailing murder and destruction.
ANSWER: Catch-22
[5] This author of Something Happened and Good as Gold wrote Catch-22.
ANSWER: Joseph Heller
[5] This Assyrian-American protagonist of Catch-22 refuses to fly more combat missions after Snowden dies during a bombing run. At the end of the novel, he runs away to Sweden, mimicking his friend Orr.
ANSWER: Captain John Yossarian
[10] Born with the first name Caleb, this officer in Catch-22 is promoted by an IBM machine with a sense of humor and only sees people in his office when he is unavailable. 
ANSWER: Major Major Major Major (prompt if they only say Major once)

20) Identify these South American countries from features located within them FTPE. You’ll get five points if you need their capitals.
