Round X Questions by Mike Bentley 

1. It contained fifteen resolutions that each specified a different function of its author's proposed government. Like the plan eventually adopted, it divided government into three branches, but it also divided the executive into a three man team with one each from New England, the Mid-Atlantic and the South and heavily emphasized proportionality in representation. FTP, identify this plan proposed by Edmund Randolph, but drafted mainly by James Madison, that became the framework for drafters at the Constitutional Convention and was opposed by the New Jersey Plan. 
ANSWER: Virginia Plan (Accept Randolph Plan before Randolph) 

2. This structure was designed in just 10 days, a remarkable achievement given that it reportedly measured 1,851 feet in length and was up to 400 feet wide. It consisted of over 3,000 mass-produced iron columns and was surrounded by an impressive garden containing some 2,500 water jets. Eventually burning down in 1936, FTP, identify this building designed by Joseph Paxton for the Great Exhibition in London which originally contained over 25 acres of glass. 
ANSWER: The Crystal Palace (accept Great Exhibition Building before Great Exhibition is said) 

3. A healthy level of this in humans ranges from 70 to 110 milligrams per deciliter, and it plays a role in regulating fat metabolism. Its name comes from the Latin word for island, referring to the Islets of Langerhans where it is produced. Replacements for it often come from pigs, since their version of this hormone varies in only one residue from that found in humans. FTP, identify this hormone that regulates carbohydrate metabolism, is created in the pancreas, and is deficient in patients with Type I Diabetes. 
ANSWER: Insulin 

4. It was launched in hope that it would spark an urban rebellion before the death of its backing organization’s leader. Although the U.S. Embassy was secured in only a few minutes, thus quashing the uprising, it proved to be a major propaganda accomplishment for the aggressors in that it demonstrated the reliance of the southern government on U.S. support, and is widely seen as a turning point in the conflict. FTP, identify this massive Viet Cong campaign of the Vietnam war, launched in January 1968 and named for the New Year’s holiday. 
ANSWER: Tet Offensive 

5. Its 2006 acquisition by the Chinese company Cornerstone Overseas Investment Limited followed previous acquisitions by the Kransco Group and Mattel. It started making sling shots, but by the 1970s it was creating Bubble Thing and Silly String. Its use of a material known as Marlex in Australian bamboo hoops led to the hula hoop craze of the 1950s. FTP, identify this toy company most famous for introducing the Super Ball and the Frisbee. 
ANSWER: Wham-O 

6. After graduating from Yale and fighting in the First World War, this character moves to his new location to learn the bond business. Quiet mannered and a good listener, he is the only person other than Owl-eyes or Mr. Gatz to attend the title character's funeral. He returns to Minnesota at the end of the novel after realizing that the fast-paced lifestyle of West Egg, symbolized by love interest Jordan Baker, is too much for him. FTP, identify this narrator of F. Scott Fitzgerald’s The Great Gatsby. 
ANSWER: Nick Carraway (accept either name) 

7. They can be created by extending a class in the Swing or AWT libraries, and their code is transferred to the end user from a web server. The recommended way to include them in HTML files is by using the "object" element. They provide easy-to-program graphical output, and run in a sandbox which cannot access data outside of that sandbox’s limits. FTP, identify these browser extensions that were developed by Sun and allow Java programs to run in a self-contained browser. 
ANSWER: Java Applets (Do not accept any variations on Applets besides Java) 

8. A 2006 version of this work features a pregnant woman who is kidnapped by robots and then forced to perform this 1890 play set in Kristiania. The original version takes place entirely in the title character’s living room, where she informs Judge Brack of her boredom in Act 2. Her life is thrown into disarray after the return of her former lover Ejlert Lovborg, whose death causes her to shoot herself in Act 4. FTP, identify this play about the title character’s strained relationship with her husband Jorgen Tesman, a work by Henrik Ibsen. 
ANSWER: Hedda Gabler (Accept Heddatron on the first line). 

9. It was originally a dried up lake with volcanic deposits on its banks. About 500,000 years ago an earthquake diverted a stream into the region which began to cut through layers of sediment, eventually creating a 295 foot deep, 30 mile long ravine. It is also the where the first monolith in 2001: A Space Odyssey teaches hominids to use stone tools. FTP, identify this region in the eastern Sergenti Plains of Tanzania, divided into a number of beds, most famous for the containing the remains of an Australopithecus boisei. 
ANSWER: Olduvai Gorge (Prompt on Great Rift Valley) 

10. It emphasized lowering the marginal income and capital gains taxes since they inhibit trade, disrupting economic growth. Joseph Schumpeter’s theories on monetarism greatly influenced it. It split from Keynesian theory, advocating Say’s Law which states that demand is principally determined by the amount of goods in a market. FTP, identify this economic philosophy used to counter stagflation, popular in the 1970’s and 80’s, that emphasized the build up of production. 
ANSWER: Supply-Side Economics 

11. In contrast to many of his contemporaries, he tried to find naturalistic explanations of the world without referencing the supernatural, and was one of the Seven Sages of Greece. Some believe that Anaximander was one of his pupils which accounts for the similarity of their cosmological doctrines although Anaximander believed everything was composed of air. FTP, name this pre-Socratic Greek philosopher who believed that everything originated from water. 
ANSWER: Thales of Miletus (or the Milesian)

12. Their original name is unknown, but historians use the Nahuatl word for “rubber people” to describe these residents of Veracruz and Tabasco because they were probably the first civilization to play the ball game. Their most famous artifacts may have originally been altars, and one was given as a gift to the Simpson family by Mr. Burns after as thanks for Bart’s blood donation. FTP, identify this ancient Mexican civilization lasting from 1200 to 400 B.C., most famous for its colossal heads. 
ANSWER: Olmec 

13. This poem's title character is described as being "shorn and shaven", and is twice associated with "Night's Plutonian shore". The narrator, who is initially amused by the title character, asks it to "take thy beak out from my heart" after it informs him that his beloved "rare and radiant maiden" will not enter heaven. Set in "the bleak December" and beginning "Once upon a midnight dreary," FTP, identify this Edgar Allan Poe poem about an "ominous bird of yore" that only says "Nevermore."
ANSWER: The Raven 

14. Their effectiveness is proportional to the surface area of the plates that compose some varieties of them and inversely proportional to the distance between those plates. They are represented as two parallel lines on a circuit diagram, with the lines representing the conducting plates separated by an insulator called a dielectric. Their effectiveness is measured in Farads, and cheaply available 1-farad varieties ofthem allow electronics to save data even when the batteries are removed. FTP, identify this electrical component used to hold an electrical charge. 
ANSWER: Capacitors (do not accept batteries) 

15. In some versions of the myth, she is married to Theseus who eventually leaves her for Phaedra. She tries to enact revenge on Theseus by leading an army to his wedding, but is thwarted by either Theseus's men or her sister. Her most famous item of clothing was given to her by her father Ares, and she may have been killed by Heracles in her attempt to rescue Antiope. FTP, identify this Queen of the Amazons whose magic girdle was taken by Heracles for his ninth labor.
ANSWER: Hippolyta (also accept Hippolyte)

16. (Moderator’s Note: Make sure to pronounce “Report” without the t in the last line [to sound as rapport]). Last Name’s The Same. Jean-Baptiste was responsible for increasing France’s manufacturing and saving the country from bankruptcy as financial minister to Louis XIV. Keary set a record for pass receptions with USC and currently is the number two receiver for the Carolina Panthers. FTP, Stephen is afraid of bears but has the gravitas to admit it on his namesake Report that follows Comedy Central’s The Daily Show.
ANSWER: Colbert
17. This poet, who lampooned Colley Cibber in his mock epic The Dunciad, predominantly wrote in heroic couplets. His many epigrams include “Nature and nature’s laws lay hid in night; God said ‘Let Newton be’ and all was light”, “The proper study of Mankind is Man”, “Fools rush in where angels fear to tread”, “A little learning is a dang’rous thing”, and “To err is human; to forgive, divine”. FTP, identify this English poet most famous for writing Essay on Criticism and The Rape of the Lock. 
ANSWER: Alexander Pope 

18. Bright Eyes used its tune on a song in I’m Wide Awake, It’s Morning. It was adopted as the anthem of the European Union in 2003, although the German language poem that it was originally based on was not included. The composer altered that original poem to be more universal by changing the line “beggars become brothers” to “all people become brothers.” Four solo voices sing this altered version of Schiller’s poem backed by a chorus and orchestra in, FTP, this last and most famous movement of Beethoven’s Ninth Symphony.
ANSWER: Ode To Joy (accept An die Freude)

19. With the death of Nur ad-Din, he rose to sultan and became the first member of what would become the Ayyubid dynasty. After taking power, he invaded Syria and then turned his attentions on the Latin State. A defeat at the hands of Baldwin IV, Raynald of Chantillion and the Knights Templar set him back, but he was eventually able to conquer Jerusalem in 1187. FTP, identify this Egyptian sultan known for offering his opponents ice water, the primary opponent of Richard I and the Third Crusade. 
ANSWER: Saladin (also accept Selahadînê Eyûbî and Salah ad-Din Yusuf ibn Ayyub) 

20. It is dark blue in solid and liquid phases. Discoverer Christian Friedrich Schönbein named it after the Greek word for odor due to the smell it gives off during thunder storms. It is sometimes used as a substitute for chlorine in water sanitation, but it can cause lung damage when inhaled from lower atmospheric smog. FTP, identify this molecule consisting of three oxygen atoms that makes up a namesake protective layer in the earth’s atmosphere. 
ANSWER: Ozone
1. Identify these theorems from introductory calculus FTPE: 
[10] If f is differentiable on the interval from a to b and f of a equals f of b, then there is a point c in that interval such that f-prime of c equals zero. 
ANSWER: Rolle's Theorem 
[10] If f is differentiable on the interval from a to b, then there is a point c in that interval such that f-prime of c is equal to the average slope of f. 
ANSWER: Mean Value Theorem 
[10] The integral of f-prime from a to b is equal to f of b minus f of a. 
ANSWER: The First Fundamental Theorem of Calculus 

2. Answer the following relating to a certain literary family, FTPE. 
[10] Ma, Pa, Winfield, and Tom are members of this main family of The Grapes of Wrath. 
ANSWER: The Joads 
[10] This Joad is an extremely competent mechanic, and ends up staying with Agnes Wainwright rather than moving on with his family at the end of the novel. 
ANSWER: Al 
[10] After her baby is stillborn, this female Joad breastfeeds a starving man in the novel's final scene. 
ANSWER: Rose of Sharon or Rosasharn 

3. Answer the following questions about a certain war, FTSTOP. 
[5] Sparked by yellow journalism and imperialistic desires, this war began in April of 1898 after William McKinley petitioned Congress for a War Declaration. 
ANSWER: The Spanish-American War 
[10] Later investigations revealed that this ship was likely destroyed by a coal bunk fire, but sensational journalism at the time placed the blame on a Spanish naval mine. 
ANSWER: U.S.S. Maine 
[15] This addition to the Teller amendment established a permanent U.S. military presence in Cuba and created a favorable situation for U.S. sugar interests. 
ANSWER: Platt Amendment 

4. Given a description of a goddess, give her Roman name for ten points. If you need its Greek name, you’ll get five points. 
[10] This mother of Mars was the queen of the gods. 
[5] Hera 
ANSWER: Juno 
[10] The Romans believed she was born fully armed from the brain of Jupiter. She was the goddess of crafts and wisdom 
[5] Athena 
ANSWER: Minerva 
[10] She was the virgin goddess of the hunt and twin brother of Apollo. 
[5] Artemis 
ANSWER: Diana 

5. Statues of David are frequent in Western Art. Identify the sculptor from a description of his work, FTSNOP. 
[10] He sculpted the best known statue of David from a single, enormous block of marble. The statue is unusual in that it depicts David before the battle. 
ANSWER: Michelangelo di Lodovico Buonarroti Simoni 
[10] David can be seen standing on the head of Goliath in this this sculptor's slightly effeminate bronze statue of David, the first free-standing nude sculpture since antiquity. 
ANSWER: Donatello (also accept Donato di Niccolò di Betto Bardi) 
[10] His Baroque version of David breaks from the previous two sculptures by showing the figure in a dynamic position, about to the release the fatal rock from his sling. 
ANSWER: Gian Lorenzo Bernini 


6. Like seeing how sausage is made? Then you’ll love these questions about laws are made in the U.S. Congress, FTPE. 
[10] This powerful committee in the House of Representatives originates all bills related to tariffs, taxes, and all other revenue raising measures of the U.S. government. 
ANSWER: Ways and Means Committee 
[10] This position is usually reserved for the most senior member of the majority party in the Senate. He casts the tiebreaking vote in the vice president’s absence. The current holder of this position is Ted Stevens of Alaska. 
ANSWER: President pro tempore 
[10] This is the body made up of members of both houses that resolves the differences between House and Senate versions of a bill. 
ANSWER: Conference Committee 

7. Answer the following about the reign of a certain monarch, FTPE. 
[10] If not for the miracle birth of this monarch during a smallpox epidemic in the royal court, Phillip V of Spain would have likely rejected the Treaty of Utrecht and taken the French throne for himself. 
ANSWER: Louis XV 
[10] This minister of Louis XV from 1726 to 1743 served as a regent in the king’s early years, sought peace at all costs, and contributed to the recovery of the French economy. 
ANSWER: Fluery 
[10] This mistress of Louis XV was publicly blamed for the king’s entrance into the Seven Years War, but may be better known for lending her last name to a popular hair style. 
ANSWER: Madame de Pompadour (also accept Jeanne-Antoinette Poisson) 

8. Answer these questions relating to evolutionary biology, FTPE. 
[10] This effect occurs when a large percentage of a population is killed or prevented from reproducing, resulting in genetic drift since only a few sets of genes are passed on. 
ANSWER: Population Bottleneck 
[10] A special case of a Population Bottleneck, this effect occurs when an isolated area is populated by only a small portion of an external population, causing a sharp loss of genetic variation in the new area. 
ANSWER: Founder Effect 
[10] The Founder Effect can lead to this type of speciation, as the new population undergoes genetic drift from the parent population due to different selective pressures to such an extent that the two populations can no longer reproduce with each other. 
ANSWER: Allopatric Speciation -OR- Geographic Speciation 

9. Sony garnered a great deal of flak and lawsuits last fall for including rootkit technology in many of their music CDs since they made Windows both unstable and prone to viruses. FTPE, identify these albums that contained this sinister software. 
[10] This singer and songwriter’s 12 Songs “featured” Sony’s DRM technology. His earlier work includes writing I’m A Believer for The Monkees and his own Sweet Caroline. 
ANSWER: Neil Diamond 
[10] Her On ne Change Pas has not proved as popular as her 1997 album Let’s Talk About Love with the smash single My Heart Will Go On. 
ANSWER: Celine Dion 
[10] This southern rock band’s album Z also had Sony’s copy protection on it. Earlier works include It Still Moves, At Dawn and a cameo as the band Ruckus in Elizabethtown. 
ANSWER: My Morning Jacket 

10. Identify the country from its geographic features, on a 30-20-10 basis. 
[30] Its highest point, Hoverla, is part of the Carpathian Mountains which extends into the Western portion of this country. 
[20] The Dnieper River serves as a border with Belarus for this country before emptying into the Black Sea. 
[10] The fertile soil of the steppe of the Black Sea gave this second largest European country the reputation of being the Breadbasket of the Soviet Union. 
ANSWER: Ukraine 

11. FTPE, answer these questions about the history of chemistry. 
[10] The birth of modern chemistry is often dated to this Frenchman's discovery of the conversation of mass. 
ANSWER: Antoine Lavoisier 
[10] Hilaire Rouelle synthesized this organic compound in 1773, making it the first to be artificially synthesized. Ammonia is converted into this substance before it is released from the body as waste. 
ANSWER: Urea (also accept Carbamide) 
[10] While Carl Bosch commercialized the process, it was this man who created the first artificial method of generating ammonia from nitrogen and hydrogen using an iron catalyst in 1908. 
ANSWER: Fritz Haber 

12. Identify these literary terms, FTPE. 
[10] Bret Harte’s The Luck of the Roaring Camp and many works by Mark Twain make use of this literary style of using native dialects and slang of the location where the action took place. 
ANSWER: Local color 
[10] This term refers to an artificial device used to resolve the plot of a work, and comes from the Greek for “god from the machine ”. 
ANSWER: Deus ex machina 
[10] This figure of speech is a poetic term substituted for the usual name of a person or an object, and was often used in early English and Anglo Saxon literature. 
ANSWER: Kenning 

13. Identify these Roman Emperors, FTPE. 
[10] He released prisoners accused of treason and involved the Senate in his rule, establishing him as the first of the Five Good Emperors. 
ANSWER: Marcus Cocceius Nerva 
[10] This emperor, reigning from 41 to 54 AD, spearheaded the first expansion of the empire since Augustus, most notably conquering Britania. 
ANSWER: Claudius (also accept Tiberius Claudius Caesar Augustus Germanicus and Tiberius Claudius Drusus Nero Germanicus) 
[10] He is regarded as the last emperor of the Western Empire, with his rule ending in 476. 
ANSWER: Flavius Romulus Augustus (also accept Romulus Augustulus) 

14. Answer some questions about the Geoffrey Chaucer’s Canterbury Tales, FTPE. 
[10] The twenty-nine pilgrims in the Canterbury Tales gather together with the Host in this inn before departing for Canterbury. 
ANSWER: Tabard Inn 
[10] This worldly woman tells a tale about a knight sent on a quest by King Arthur to determine what women truly want, in order to atone for raping a maiden. 
ANSWER: Wife of Bath 
[10] Another female pilgrim tells this anti-Semitic tale of a seven year old boy who is murdered by a group of Jews, but is able to sing his way to justice. 
ANSWER: The Prioress 

15. Those central Europeans sure love their classical music. Identify the composer from the region, FTPE. 
[10] This Austrian composer of Pierrot Lunaire is remembered today for developing the twelve-tone row, one of the first techniques of producing atonal music. 
ANSWER: Arnold Schoenberg 
[10] This Austrian composer of the Trout Quintet famously left one of his nine symphonies unfinished. 
ANSWER: Franz Schubert 
[10] This Romantic German composer broke away from the restrictive classical forms and structures with works such as the suite "Scenes From Childhood" and the Rhenish and Spring Symphonies. 
ANSWER: Robert Schumann 

16. Answer the following questions about Maslow’s Hierarchy of Human Needs, FTPE. 
[10] The lowest level of Maslow’s pyramid consists of these needs, which include the need to breathe, the need to drink and the need to eat. 
ANSWER: Physiological Needs 
[10] These needs arise from a human’s need to earn respect and recognition from others. 
ANSWER: Esteem Needs 
[10] Maslow based his Hierarchy of Human Needs off of the lives of people like Albert Einstein, Eleanor Roosevelt, and Frederick Douglas, that he referred to as these types of people. 
ANSWER: Exemplary People 

17. Identify these ideas of Linguistics, FTPE. 
[10] This refers to patterned relations or rules that regulate how words come together in a language. 
ANSWER: Syntax 
[10] While syntax studies the structure of sentences, this division of linguistics is concerned with the meaning of words. 
ANSWER: Semantics 
[10] This division studies the sound and formation of words, but not the context in which words are used. 
ANSWER: Phonology (do not accept phonetics) 

18. Answer these questions relating to the physics of fluids, FTPE. 
[10] This is the term used to describe a fluid’s resistance to flow, a measure of its internal friction. 
ANSWER: Viscosity 
[10] This quantity results from molecular forces inside of a fluid causing a net inward force which makes the fluid resistant to compression. It allows insects to walk on water. 
ANSWER: Surface Tension 
[10] This is the term used to describe a type of fluid flow in which flow occurs in parallel layers with no disruption between those layers. 
ANSWER: Laminar 

19. Identify these things relating to a certain period of Indian history, FPTE. 
[10] This Muslim empire lasted from 1526 to 1857 and replaced the Dehli Sultans. 
ANSWER: Mughal Empire 
[10] His name comes from a corruption of the Persian name for leopard, and he was the founder of the Mughal Empire. 
ANSWER: Zahir-ud-din Mohammad Babur 
[10] This Mughal emperor is most famous for building the Taj Mahal in Agra as a mausoleum for his wife, Mumtaz Mahal. 
ANSWER: Shahbuddin Mohammed Shah Jahan 

20. Okonkwo accidentally kills Ezeudo’s son at a funeral and is subsequently banished to his mother’s homeland for seven years. On returning to Igboland, he and his family must deal with the challenges of European colonialism. 
[10] For ten points, name this work. 
ANSWER: Things Fall Apart 
[10] This author of An Image of Africa: Racism in Conrad’s Heart of Darkness and Arrow of God wrote Things Fall Apart. 
ANSWER: Chinua Achebe 
[10] The title of Things Fall Apart comes from "The Second Coming", a work by this Irish poet who also wrote "Easter 1916". 
ANSWER: William Butler Yeats
