Tossups:

1) It was formed from a collection of several revolutionary groups, including the Tongmenghui, and gained a majority in the First National Assemby. In 1913 Yuan Shikai dissolved the body, and assasinated one of its leaders, Sung Chiao-Jen. It currently participates in the pan-blue coalition along with the People First Party and supports the reunification of Taiwan with China. FTP, name this movement and political party that was formed in 1912 and led by Sun Yat-Sen.
ANSWER: Kuomintangor National People's Party of China or KMT
4) One of them was derived using quantities called the true, mean and eccentric anomalies to determine a distance. Newton’s form of another one of these uses a corrective value of four times pi squared divided by the product of the gravitational constant and the sum of the two interacting masses. Having been deduced from the observations and data of Tycho Brahe, FTP, name these astrophysical laws of motion – the first of which states that every planet orbits in an ellipse with the sun at one focus.
ANSWER: Kepler’s laws of planetary motion

8) Calx is the true form of all flammable substances under this theory. Quantitative experiments began raising serious questions about this theory within 60 years of its naming by Georg Stahl. When magnesium was burned openly the resulting product had in fact gained weight, however the theory was still commonly held until Antoine Lavoisier proved that burning was a result of combustion with oxygen. FTP name this defunct theory that states that all flammable objects contain an eponymous substance that is odorless, colorless, tasteless and weightless, and is liberated upon burning.
ANSWER: Phlogiston Theory

10) In this work, the author rejects the notion that there is a universal morality, instead ranking moralities on a scale from plebian to noble depending on the person employing the moral. The author of this work also criticized other philosophers for embracing the concepts of self-consciousness and free will as givens. The ideas presented in it were expanded by the author in his subsequent work, On the Genealogy of Morals. FTP, identify this 1886 work by Friedrich Nietzsche about moving past the two title concepts. 
ANSWER: Beyond Good and Evil Prelude to a Philosophy of the Future or Jenseits von Gut und Böse. Vorspiel einer Philosophie der Zukunft

11) The final scene of this play sees a group of players convincing the title character to become part of their grand finale, however, this finale involves being engulfed in flame. The second act involves the title character in a variety of careers including priesthood, art and usurping his father, Charlemagne to be king. Featuring such songs as “Morning Glow”, “War is a Science”, and “Corner of the Sky”, FTP, name this Broadway musical set in 8th century France with music by Steven Schwartz and choreography by Bob Fosse.
ANSWER: Pippin
14) One of her songs, “Slam” consists of the same line sung for four minutes. Another song instructs women to “shake that booty now / 'Cause your booty is the way into his heart.” Besides her latest hit, “Entering Bootytown,” (`) her dancing in the video to “Buddha's Delight” is also provocative. She asks Alex Fletcher to try to write her next song, "Way Back Into Love" while she records said video. FTP, identify this music sensation from Music & Lyrics, a young pop-tart portrayed by Haley Bennett whose customary greeting is “Shanti Shanti”.
ANSWER: Cora Corman (either name acceptable, prompt on “Haley Bennett”)

15) Born in Jamaica, he grew up in Cambridge, Massachusetts. He was among the first basketball players to star at the college level as a freshman, leading his team to the 1982 NCAA championship game, where they lost to Michael (`) Jordan-led North Carolina. The game would be a prelude to a rivalry between his NBA team and Jordan's during the early 1990s, with Jordan's Bulls always getting the upper hand. FTP, name this former Georgetown Hoyas and New York Knicks center, an original Dream Team member.
ANSWER: Patrick Ewing Sr.

16) Adolf Hitler's is four. Elisabeth Shue, Kyra Sedgwick, Matt Dillon, Denise Richards, Bill Murray, and Neve Campbell all have 1. In an episode of Will and Grace the only man with one of 0 talks to Will about Tom Cruise and Val Kilmer. Only 2.3% of the actors on IMDB have an infinite one, with the average being around 3. If you have been on It's Academic, than in some looser adaptations of the game based on this, you will have one of 2, since Sandra Bullock once appeared on the show as a cheerleader. FTP, what is this number, an extension of the Small World Theory, which links actors to the star of "Wild Things" by connecting movies in which mutual costars have appeared?
ANSWER: Degrees of Kevin Bacon (accept anything that includes degrees and Kevin Bacon)

18) The latest variation of it was released in Time Spiral where one would have to wait three turns before its effects take place. A superlative version of it appeared in the Unglued joke set where it gave a player one additional mana in comparison to the original but then required the player to rip the card to shreds. The original version, when sacrificed, gives the player three mana of any color with no penalties or costs. FTP, name this rarest card in Magic: the Gathering depicting the title dark-colored flower.
ANSWER: Black Lotus
21) Harlan Elison’s 1975 collection, Deathbird Stories, includes a short story inspired by her entitled “The Whimper of Whipped Dogs.” Pluralistic influence is occasionally cited as the reason why no one took the initiative to help her; however the more common explanation for her death is the bystander effect. FTP, who is this woman, who in 1964 was brutally stabbed by Winston Mosely, but likely would have survived if any of the 38 neighbors who heard her screams called the police?
ANSWER: Catherine “Kitty” Genovese
22) San Francisco’s desire to dam a river in the Hetch Hetchy Valley at this place inspired John Muir to form the Sierra Club, mainly to fight for the conservation of this place. In 1903, Muir camped at Glacial Point with Teddy Roosevelt, which inspired him to transfer control of the region from California to the National Government. FTP, what is this national park, famous for its Half Dome and El Capitan rock formations?
ANSWER: Yosemite National Park

23) It is generally seen to have happened in eight steps, and it also occurred in German and Dutch languages. It occurred due to the tongue moving higher up in the mouth and the fact that standardized spelling was established before this phenomenon took place accounts for many of the peculiarities in the system. FTP, name this phenomenon coined by linguist Otto Jespersen that identifies a change in the way that the non-consonants in the English language were pronounced in the 14th and 15th centuries.
ANSWER: Great Vowel Shift
24) It was first surveyed in 1951 by its namesake ship using echo sounding. The manned vehicle that reached its greatest depth did so in 1960 and it was the Bathyscaphe Trieste which observed that the floor consisted of diatomaceous (`) ooze. The surrounding area is named for a nearby island group. The depth record for unmanned probes was broken here in 1995 by the Japanese probe, Kaiko. With a maximum surveyed depth of 10,923 meters and located in the Mariana Trench FTP, identify this deepest known point in the oceans.
ANSWER: Challenger Deep (prompt on “Mariana Trench” before mentioned)

26) The inspiration for Germaine Taillefer's opera “For the Exiles” and for Michael Hjortsberg's novel “Fallen Angel,” it tells the story of two lovers separated during the exile of their people. After much travail, the title protagonist, who has waited all her life to be reunited with her lover, Gabriel Lajeunesse, finds him dying during an epidemic in Philadelphia. FTP identify this long poem set against the backdrop of the British expulsion of Acadians from Nova Scotia, a work of Henry Wadsworth Longfellow.
ANSWER: Evangeline
30) It can destroy red blood cells in humans, and its vapors are highly flammable, sometimes acting to accelerate fires that begin in rooms adjoining storage closets. This substance manufacture from coal tar whose most well-known application is as an insecticide. Its formula is C10H8, and its structure consists of 2 benzene rings joined at one vertex. Also known by the names “white tar” and “albocarbon” is, FTP, what active ingredient of mothballs?
ANSWER: Naphthalene or naphthene (accept albocarbon or white tar before mentioned)

31) Initially theorized in 1924 by its two namesake scientists, it was not actually constructed until 1995, when Eric Cornell and Carl Wieman finally created one. In 1997, stable ones were created through the use of the laser cooling technique, which won the 1997 Nobel Prize in Physics. Made of rubidium atoms a millionth of a degree above absolute zero, its properties are all heavily quantized. For ten points, identify this construct which traps light passing through it.
ANSWER: Bose-Einstein condensate
32) Entering the St. Petersburg Conservatory in 1904, this Russian composer had attempted to compose an opera at the age of 9. He traveled to the U.S. and to Paris, but returned to Russia in 1936, where he later became the target of a direct censure. The composer of the Cinderella Suites, this man died the same day as Stalin. FTP, identify this composer best known for such operas as Love for Three Oranges and War and Peace.
ANSWER: Sergey Prokofiev
34) This conflict included the battles of Oudenarde and Blenheim, and saw the rise of such military commanders as Eugene of Savoy, Louis de Villars and John Churchill, better known as the Duke of Marlborough. Commencing due to Philip d'Anjou's inheritance from Charles II, FTP, name this war, which ended with the treaties of Rastatt and Utrecht.
ANSWER: Accept either War of the Spanish Succession or Queen Anne's War
35) Since 1967, International System of Measurements defined its units of time based on the cycles of radiation corresponding to the transition between two electron spin energy levels of the ground state of the 133 isotope of this element. It is a silvery-gold alkali metal with a melting point of 28 degrees Celsius, meaning it is liquid at room temperature. FTP, name this element, which was used in the first atomic clock in 1955, as well as the recent NIST F-1 model, which has an atomic number of 55.
ANSWER: Cesium
36) He earned a PhD in astronomy from the University of Berlin in 1904, and published a textbook on meteorology entitled The Thermodynamics of the Atmosphere. An accomplished balloonist, he pioneered the use of weather balloon usage. However, his biggest accomplishments came in the field of geology, where he proposed the theory of continental drift and postulated the existence of the supercontinent Pangaea. FTP, name this interdisciplinary German scientist, who wrote The Origin of Continents and Oceans.
ANSWER: Alfred Wegener
37) Its existence was originally theorized in 1932 by Estonian astronomer Ernst Öpik. The theory was revised and proposed again by the namesake Dutch astronomer to explain the continued presence of comets in the solar system despite each comet being destroyed after several journeys through the inner solar system. This group of comets is situated roughly one light year from the Sun. FTP, name this grouping of comets that is believed to be the source of most of or all comets that enter the inner solar system.
ANSWER: Oort Cloud
38) This disorder, which occurs in between 1 in 800 to 1 in 1000 births, is strongly correlated to the age of the mother at conception. 88 percent of all observed cases are a result of a nondisjunction in the maternal gamete, while 8 percent come from the paternal gamete. It is named after the British doctor who first described it in 1866. FTP, name this condition caused by a meiotic nondisjunction, where a gamete with an extra copy of a chromosome is produced.
ANSWER: Downs Syndrome or Trisomy 21
40) This work was probably started by the author while he was imprisoned, and was first published by William Caxton in 1485. Caxton separated the work into 21 books and 507 chapters, though the author originally divided it into eight tales. Many events in the work take place in Britain and France, though characters do travel to Rome and Sarras. FTP, name this work of Sir Thomas Malory, which included the book of Gareth, brother of Gawain, as well as the story of Tristan and Isolde.
ANSWER: Le Morte D'Arthur 

43) A native of Susquehanna County, Pennsylvania, he graduated from Hamilton College. One of this psychologists early experiments examined superstition in pigeons by feeding them at regular intervals to see if they modified their behavior according to when they were fed. FTP, name this behavioralist who wrote the controversial book Walden Two, which looked at social planning and operant conditioning in raising children.
ANSWER: B.F. Skinner
45) A painter, printmaker and woodblock printing maker, he was born in Edo in 1760. He painted into his old age, remarking in the postscript of one of his works, “At one hundred and thirty, forty or more I will have reached the stage where every dot and every stroke I paint will be alive.” FTP, name this Japanese artist, famous for his near-obsession with Mount Fuji and for his print The Great Wave off Kanagawa.
ANSWER: Hokusai
46) According to the Beatles Anthology, part of the painting was emulated for the logo for the logo of their record label. The artist wrote about the painting, “Everything we see hides another thing, we always want to see what is hidden by what we see, but it is impossible. Humans hide their secrets too well.” FTP, name this painting, a favorite of Boston Legal character Alan Shore, which was painted by Rene Magritte and pictures a man in a bowler hat with an apple obscuring his face.
ANSWER: The Son of Man
47) The god of both war and the sun, his name comes partly from the Nahuatl for hummingbird. He shares a temple with Tlaloc, with whom he is considered to have equal power. According to legend, he was so bright that warriors had to use their shields to protect their eyes, and could only glance at him through arrow holes. FTP, name this Aztec god, son of Coatlicue and patron of Tenochtitlan.
ANSWER: Huitzilopochtli

1) Answer these questions about the events of August 14, 1947, FTPE.
[10] Warning: two answers required. This country with a Muslim majority was created out of the territory of this other sub-continental country with a Hindu majority.
ANSWER: Pakistan, India
[10] This man, who helped to found Pakistan, served as its first Governor-General.
ANSWER: Muhmmad Ali Jinnah (also accept Quaid-e-Azam, Baba-e-Quam, and Mahomedali Sullaahbhai)
[10] Jinnah’s differences with the tactics of this pacifistic Indian leader who used civil-disobedience, led to Jinnah resigning from the Indian National Congress.
ANSWER: Mohandas Karamchand Gandhi (also accept Mahatma Gandhi)

2) Identify these battles of the American Civil War FTPE:
[10] This 1863 battle was a resounding Confederate victory, despite the Confederates being outnumbered over two to one and the loss of a certain lieutenant general to friendly fire, which Robert E. Lee stated was "like losing my right arm."
ANSWER: Battle of Chancellorsville
[10] Also known as Pittsburg Landing, this battle saw troops under Don Carlos Buell arrive in time to help Ulysesses Grant fend off a surprise attack from Confederate forces under Albert Sydney Johnston and P.G.T. Beauregard.
ANSWER: Battle of Shiloh
[10] CSS Virginia rammed USS Cumberland and totaled two other blockading ships before being fought to a draw by USS Monitor on March 9th, 1862.
ANSWER: Battle of Hampton Roads
4) Answer the following about the American short story, FTPE.
[10] Taking place in Puritan New England, it concerns the title character's journey into the woods to meet a mysterious stranger and his wife Faith's presence at a satanic ritual.
ANSWER: “Young Goodman Brown”
[10] First published in Twice-Told Tales, it concerns the happenings around Reverent Hooper and his new article of clothing.
ANSWER: “The Minister's Black Veil”
[10] Both “Young Goodman Brown” and “The Minister's Black Veil” are works by this author.
ANSWER: Nathaniel Hawthorne
5) Identify the phylum from several classes from the phylum, FTPE.
[10] Bivalvia, Cephalopoda, Gastropoda
ANSWER: Mollusca
[10] Trematoda, Cestoda, Monogenea
ANSWER: Platyhelminthes (prompt on “flatworms”)
[10] Diplopoda, Arachnida, Insecta
ANSWER: Arthropoda
8) Answer these questions about the 12 labors of Hercules, FTSNOP.
[10] Hercules' first task was to slay and skin this beast whose hide was impenetrable. He finally killed it by choking it, and skinned it with its own claws.
ANSWER: Nemean Lion
[5,5] For five points each, what were the two original labors for which Hercules was not given credit. For one he received help from his nephew Iolaus, and for the other he received help from a couple of diverted rivers. ANSWERS: Slaying the Lernaen _Hydra_ and cleaning the _Augean Stables_ in a day
[10] Hercules' ninth task was to obtain a magical girdle from this queen of the Amazons. Some versions say that he killed her to obtain it, while others say that he wooed her into giving it up.
ANSWER: Hippolyta or Hippolyte 

9) Answer some questions about 19th century art, FTPE:
[10] Gustave Courbet may be best known for this monumental 1848 painting of a middle class funeral in France. 
ANSWER: A Burial at Ornans
[10] A contemporary of Courbet, this artist is best known for his depictions of life among the Parisian working class, such as "The Heavy Burden" and "The Third Class Carriage".
ANSWER: Honore Daumier
[10] Both Courbet and Daumier were among the forefront of this artistic movement, which raised the horizon line, flattened the canvas, and chose everyday topics in order to depict life more accurately.
ANSWER: Realism
10) Answer the following about Chuck Norris, FTPE. That’s right, a bonus on Chuck Norris facts.
[10] All or nothing. Chuck Norris apparently only has two speeds. Name both.
ANSWER: Walk and Kill
[10] This polygonal area of the Atlantic Ocean used to have an extra side and vertex until Chuck Norris decided to roundhouse kick it reducing it to its current shape.
ANSWER: Bermuda Triangle
[10] A while back, Chuck Norris beat this seven time Tour de France winner in a “Who Has More Testicles Contest”. BY FIVE.
ANSWER: Lance Armstrong
14) Identify the following about a place in Norse myth, 5-10-15.
[5] This great ash tree, located at Utharbrunn, is the habitation of Ratatosk. Its roots extend to Niflheim and Muspell.
ANSWER: Yggdrasil
[10] This dragon or serpent, when not busy eating the skulls of the dead, gnaws on the roots of Yggdrasil
ANSWER: Nidhogg
[15] Odin gave one of his eyes to this Vanir (sometimes called a giant) in exchange for the right to drink from his well of wisdom at Yggdrasil's base.
ANSWER: Mimir
16) FTPE, answer the following questions about a poet.
[10] This Mexican poet and literary theorist is known for his dramatic version of Hawthorne's "Rappaccini's Daughter" as well as the essays "Configurations" and "The Labyrinth of Solitude"
ANSWER: Octavio Paz (PAHS)
[10] Perhaps the second most famous Paz essay is this one, which argues that truly literary work expresses the inexpressible in the form of allusory semiotics. It takes its name from a weapon of war and a similarly shaped musical instrument.
ANSWER: El Arco y la Lira or The Bow and the Lyre
[10] "The Bow and the Lyre" takes its name from a quotation by this Pre-Socratic philosopher, who believed that “attunement is opposing tension; as of the bow and the lyre, and so ariseth harmony from contradiction” He also thought that fire was a good metaphor for the universe.
ANSWER: Heraclitus of Ephesus

17) Questions about a certain playwright, 10 points each.
[10] Although this absurdist playwright was born in Rumania, most of his plays, such as “The Music Lesson,” were written in French. 
ANSWER: Eugene Ionesco
[10] Ionesco's most famous play records Berenger's ennui with the fact that everybody else in Paris is mysteriously changed into the title animal. 
ANSWER: Rhinoceros
[10] This other Ionesco play, constructed entirely out of sentences from a learning English phrase-book, “climaxes” when a couple meet one another and discover that they are in fact already married
ANSWER: The Bald Soprano or La Cantatrice Chauve
22) Answer these questions about optics FTP each.
[10]It is the ratio of the speed of light in a vacuum to the speed of light in a medium under consideration.
ANSWER: index of refraction or refractive index
[10] This relationship states that the product of the refractive index and the sine of the angle of incidence of a ray in one substance is equal to the product of the refractive index and the sine of the angle of refraction in the next substance
ANSWER: Snell's Law 
[10] At this value, the refracted ray makes a right angle with the perpendicular and travels along the boundary between the two substances.
ANSWER: critical angle

24) FTPE, identify each of the following from thermodynamics.
[10] This law states that if 2 things are in thermal contact, then heat will be emitted from the hotter one to the cooler one until they are the same temperature.
ANSWER: Zeroth Law of Thermodynamics
[10] This quantity, appearing in the Nernst Equation, is the change in the energy of a system when an additional constituent particle is added, with entropy and volume fixed.
ANSWER: chemical potential
[10] A consequence of the Zeroth Law of Thermodynamics, it states that the total enthalpy change in a reaction is the sum of the changes of each step of the reaction.
ANSWER: Hess' Law
1) FTPE, name these Chinese rulers from clues
[10] He was the first to unify China and introduced a national road system. However, he is best known for starting the Great Wall and for his Terracotta Army.
ANSWER: Shih Huang-Tih or Qin Shi Huang or Ying Zheng
[10] During his reign from 141 to 87 BC, he expanded the Han empire while ushering in the Golden Age of Confucianism.
ANSWER: Wu or Liu Che
[10] Born in 1906, he became the final leader of the Qing Dynasty as emperor from 1908 through 1924, though he officially abdicated in 1912.
ANSWER: Puyi
30) FTPE, name these chemistry laws.
[10] It was first stated by Benoit Paul Emile Clapeyronin 1834. It describes the relation between the state of an amount of gas and its pressure, volume and temperature.
ANSWER: Ideal Gas Law
[10] This law, named after an English physicist, states that the internal energy of an ideal gas is dependent only upon its temperature, not its volume or pressure.
ANSWER: Joule's Second Law
[10] The first publishing of this law occurred in 1802 even though it was discovered in 1787. It relates the volume of a gas to its temperature.
ANSWER: Charle's Law
32) Answer these questions about classical thermodynamics FTPE.
[10] In 1824, this French scientist wrote, On the Motive Power of Fire, describing the relationships between heat, power and engine efficiency.
ANSWER: Sadi Carnot
[10] Developed in the 1870s by it's namesake American physicist, it describes the amount of work obtainable from an isothermal, isobaric thermodynamic system.
ANSWER: Gibbs Free Energy
[10] This concept is central to the second law of thermodynamics. It is described as a change to a more disordered state at a molecular level.
ANSWER: Entropy
33) Name these stories from the Arabian Nights FTPE.
[10] Contrary to the film, the story takes place in a Chinese city, where a young man is tricked by a sorceror into retrieving a magical item from a booby-trapped cave.
ANSWER: Aladdin's Lamp
[10] This story cycle followed a seaman from Basrah during the Abbasid Caliphate, whose voyages took him to the seas of Africa and South Asia.
ANSWER: Sinbad the Sailor
[10] This story follows a poor woodcutter who steals treasure from a cave after overhearing bandits talking about it in the woods.
ANSWER: Ali Baba and the Forty Thieves.

35) FTPE, answer these questions about Thermopylae (not the Frank Miller version)
[10] After Xerxes asked the Greeks to surrender their weapons, this Spartan leader sent back the message “Come and get them.”
ANSWER: Leonidas
[10] This Malian betrayed the Greeks, informing Xerxes of a path around Thermopylae.
ANSWER: Ephialtes
[10] This group of Greeks, left to rear guard duty, faltered, allowing Persian forces to encircle the main force under Leonidas.
ANSWER: Phocians
36) FTPE, answer these questions about African rivers.
[10] This river flows through Zambia and Zimbabwe, where it forms Victoria Falls, before emptying into the Indian Ocean.
ANSWER: the Zambezi River
[10] It serves as the border between South Africa and Botswana. Australopithecus fossils dating to 3.5 million years ago have been found on its banks.
ANSWER: Limpopo
[10] This river is 2500 miles long, the third longest in Africa. It flows through Mali before turning south at Timbuktu and emptying into the Gulf of Guinea.
ANSWER: Niger
37) FTPE, name these artists of the Hudson River School.
[10] Artists associated with the school emulated this British artist, most famous for his paintings Dedham Vale and The Hay Wain.
ANSWER: John Constable
[10] One of the seminal figures of the Hudson River School, he is best known for his series' The Course of Empire and The Voyage of Life.
ANSWER: Thomas Cole
[10] Born in Solingen, Germany, he was famous for his paintings of the American West, especially of the Rocky Mountains.
ANSWER: Albert Bierstadt
39) FTPE, answer these questions about a certain book of the Bible.
[10] This books authorship is disputed, as the author claims to be John, though it is unclear whether this is the apostle, the evangelist or a different John.
ANSWER: Revelations
[10] This third horseman of the apocalypse carries scales and rides a black horse.
ANSWER: Famine
[10] When the world reaches the last of these, the world will end. The last one shares its name with an Ingmar Bergman movie.
ANSWER: the Seven Seals
40) FTPE, answer some questions about star cameos on the TV show Entourage.
[10] This Aristocrats and Full House star plays himself, the new neighbor of Vincent Chase and frequent patron of a nearby madam in the second season.
ANSWER: Bob Saget
[10] This actress of Saved fame dates Vincent Chase and costars with him in Aquaman in the second season.
ANSWER: Mandy Moore
[10] This acclaimed director of Aliens and Titanic directs Vincent Chase in Aquaman.
ANSWER: James Cameron
