Tossups
1) The title event took place on the 16th of January of the year that it was painted, and it marks the first time its artist’s initials appear in a work. A large open textbook occupies the lower right (*) hand corner of this painting, while only one of the eight men wears a hat. The central figure in this work, Aris Kindt, was hanged the day before the title event takes place. FTP, identify this 1632 painting commissioned by the surgeon's guild and painted by Rembrandt that depicts a group of men watching a public dissection.
ANSWER: The Anatomy Lesson of Dr. Nicolaes Tulp

2) The poet Abu Ishaq as-Sahili built a mosque of burnt bricks at this empire's capital, and this empire reached its zenith when one of its generals, Sagmandia, captured Gao, the capital of its rival. This empire’s founder, a man who defeated Sosso (*) in a namesake epic, was named Sundiata. Its most famous ruler, Mansa Musa, ruined the Egyptian gold market on his famous haaj. FTP, identify this medieval empire in Western Africa rooted at Timbuktu that shares its name with a modern day country with capital at Bamako.
ANSWER: Mali Empire
3) It implies that the angular momentum of a planet about an axis through a star and perpendicular to the orbital plane does not change. It can also be expressed as a line drawn from the Sun to any planet sweeps out equal areas (*) in equal time periods. FTP, identify this physical law discovered by a student of Tycho Brahe that shares a number with a Newtonian law stating that force equals mass times acceleration.
ANSWER: Kepler's Second Law of Planetary Motion (accept Law of Equal Areas before said)

4) In a book commissioned by Alonso the Tenth, a variation of it called “the four seasons” was described that involved a conflict between the four humors. Ardashir the First was said to have invented the Persian form of it, chatrang (*), which contained a vizier and a shah as well as chariots and elephants. Modern experts of this game have included Wilhelm Steinitz, and it was played in a giant setting in Through the Looking Glass. FTP, identify this strategic board game played by IBM’s Deep Blue and America’s Bobby Fischer.
ANSWER: Chess
5) This document, delivered as part of a message to Congress, nullified the claims made in the Drago Doctrine issued two years before it, and was directly precipitated by a credit crisis in the Dominican Republic (*). Although it began “It is not true that the United States feels any land hunger”, this document was used to justify interventions in Cuba and Haiti. FTP, identify this 1904 extension to the Monroe Doctrine proclaimed by the United States president who served as second in command for the Rough Riders.
ANSWER: Roosevelt Corollary (prompt on Big Stick Policy)

6) Gustav Mahler's one of these contains the well known fourth movement, Adagietto, and Alexander Glauzunov's is nicknamed Heroic. Felix Mendelssohn's was a piece commissioned by Frederick William III to celebrate the three hundredth (*) anniversary of Martin Luther's Augsburg Confession and is known as the Reformation Symphony. FTP, identify this symphony number that also identifies a Beethoven work also called the Fate Symphony that contains a famous four note opening.
ANSWER: Fifth Symphonies or Symphony Number Five
7) They are primarily extracted from Ioparite, monazite, and bastnasite, and achieved greater demand when three of these elements were used to make the red phosphors in color televisions. The most abundant of these elements is cerium (*), but none of them can be found on the surface in free form. Consisting of scandium, yttrium and every lanthanide except promethium, FTP, identify this group of sixteen elements originally named for their perceived scarcity in the planet's crust.
ANSWER: Rare Earth Metals or Rare Earth Elements
8) An earlier poem about this woman was originally titled A Paean, but was renamed for her when it was republished in The Pioneer in 1843. In that poem, she is described as being the queenliest dead that ever died so young (*), and is mourned over by her former fiancé, Guy de Vere. In another work where this woman appears, her name is the only whispered word spoken by a narrator disturbed by a visitor tapping on his chamber door. This is, FTP, what rare and radiant maiden, the subject of sorrow in The Raven.
ANSWER: Lenore
9) Name's the same. Peyton Manning tells a woman with this name to shake off dropping her tray in a ubiquitous Mastercard commercial. The Beach Boys devote a song to a woman of this name on a track on All Summer Long (*), and the name is also shared by the only female member of the Koopa Kids. Made popular as a first name by a female protagonist in Peter Pan, FTP, identify this name that identifies Stan's first girlfriend on South Park and a fast food chain started by Dave Thomas.
ANSWER: Wendy
10) This man may have died by being suffocated by hats and cloaks thrown on him at an Aeginian theatre. He was responsible for establishing the Council of Four Hundred, an institution that would later become a major democratic (*) foundation in Athens. Plutarch remarked that the reason that the penalties he imposed for minor offenses were so strict was that he could not think of harsher penalties for more severe crimes. FTP, name this first lawgiver of Athens, known for his adjective-worthy legal code.
ANSWER: Draco or Dracon
11) Wadati-Benioff zones, part of these regions, are areas that often develop beneath volcanic islands. These regions are home to the deepest residing life forms on Earth since they are responsible for creating warm trenches (*) on the sea floor. They form when lithosphere mantle is denser than asthenospheric mantle, and can be thought of as the opposite of divergent boundaries. FTP, identify these areas where one tectonic plate slides under another tectonic plate.
ANSWER: Subduction Zones
12) Located within the Canaima National Park, its base spans 150 meters wide and it is nested on the Auyán-Tepuí plateau, a land feature sometimes referred to as Devil’s Mountain. It is powered by the Churún (*) River and remains only accessible by air. It was named for its American discover who crash landed his plane in 1937 in a mesa located near it. Dropping some 979 meters, FTP, identify this highest freefalling waterfall in the world, which is located in Venezuela.
ANSWER: Angel Falls or Salto Ángel or Kerepakupay Vená or Salto Churún Merú
13) His daughter’s children were killed by Apollo and Artemis because of his daughter’s pride, and this man's transgressions prevented his son from enjoying a relationship with Poseidon (*). One account of this figure has him stealing ambrosia and nectar from the gods and giving it to men, while another description of his crime sees him killing his son Pelops and a severed shoulder to the gods. FTP, name this figure from Greek Mythology who, in Hades, was tormented with water he couldn't drink and fruits he couldn't eat.
ANSWER: Tantalus
14) One of this philosopher's most well known works addresses the difference between a priori and a posteriori concepts in one's understanding of the outside world. This man also analyzed aesthetic and teleological (*) judgment in a 1790 work also known as his third critique. He proposed four cases of ethical action and spelled out the categorical imperative in The Groundwork of the Metaphysics of Morals. FTP, name this German philosopher who wrote critiques of Practical and Pure Reason.
ANSWER: Immanuel Kant
15) In one of this author's plays, Karen Andred is placed on trial for the attempted murder of the corrupt investor Bjorn Faulkner, a work titled Night of January 16th. She also wrote the screenplays You Came Along and Love Letters (*), as well as an adaptation of her novel containing the architects Howard Roark and Peter Keating. Her final work of fiction, whose protagonist John Galt lives in Galt's Gulch, would greatly influence Objectivism. This is, FTP, what author of The Fountainhead and Atlas Shrugged.
ANSWER: Ayn Rand or Alisa Zinov'yevna Rosenbaum
16) Believing his most famous discovery to not be connected to the mainland, this man named the region most associated with him the Island of the True Cross. That territory, reached by an envoy of thirteen ships (*) commanded by this man and sailing for King Manuel I, notably lay east of the Alexander the Sixth-established Line of Demarcation described by the 1494 Treaty of Tordesillas. FTP, identify this Portuguese explorer who, on April 23, 1500, became the first European to reach the country of Brazil.
ANSWER: Pedro Álvares Cabral
17) A 15th century depiction of this building can be seen in the background of the October painting in the Very Rich Hours of the Duke of Berry. Its Denon Wing was started by Catherine (*) de Medici, and a collection donated by Baron Edmond de Rothschild occupies an entire exhibition room in this building. A design to expand this building by Bernini was turned down by Louis XIV, while its controversial Pyramid was constructed in 1989 by I.M. Pei. FTP, identify this Parisian home of the Mona Lisa.
ANSWER: The Louvre Museum or Musée du Louvre
18) This playwright gained financial success with his five-act lyric drama about a namesake priest who takes his religion quite seriously, Brand. Another of his plays sees Doctor Stockmann, a public bath inspector in An Enemy of the People (*), condemned for speaking the truth. A later play has a truth teller named Gregers Werle descend on Hjalmar Ekdal's family to shatter their moral foundations, a work titled Wild Duck. FTP, identify this Norwegian playwright who wrote Heda Gabler and A Doll's House.
ANSWER: Henrik Johan Ibsen
19) The seeds of these types of plants contain iron, B Vitamins, and consist of high percentages of protein. Classified as being members of the Fabaceae family, they are divided into forage and grain types. Because of their symbiotic (*) relationship with the rhizobia bacteria, these plants are often used to enrich soil without the use of fertilizer. Consisting of members that have soybeans, peanuts, and peas as seeds, FTP, identify these types of plants that are notable for their nitrogen fixation abilities.
ANSWER: Legumes (prompt on Pod)

20) Mr. Snell owns the tavern that the title character goes to in order to share his grief, bringing him to the attention of Dolly Winthrop who encourages him to go back to church. The title character was excommunicated (*) from Lantern Yard after being accused of burglary, returning years later with his adopted daughter, Eppie. Sixteen years after the title character's gold is stolen, it is found along with the dead body of Dunsey Cass in a stone pit in, FTP, this George Eliot novel about a namesake weaver of Raveloe.
ANSWER: Silas Marner: The Weaver of Raveloe

Bonuses
1) Identify some of these contemporary political figures, FTPE.
[10] This woman, Germany's current chancellor, has sought to reconcile her country's relationship with the United States, damaged after her predecessor would not support the invasion of Iraq.
ANSWER: Angela Dorothea Merkel
[10] Although technically the first president of Afghanistan, this Kahdahar native has been criticized for not being able to control his country beyond Kabul.
ANSWER: Hamid Karzai
[10] This former South Korean politician and current UN Secretary General is the first man to hold the position to not speak fluent French.
ANSWER: Ban Ki-Moon

2) Answer these questions about a certain composer, FTPE.
[10] This German Romantic composer was responsible for composing works like the Academic Festival Orchestra and a series of variations of previous composers' works.
ANSWER: Johannes Brahms
[10] One such Brahms variation is this piece in B-Flat major for either two pianos or an orchestra that was based on an Austrian composer known for the Surprise Symphony.
ANSWER: Variations on a Theme by Joseph Haydn
[10] This longest original Brahms piece was based on the text from Martin Luther's Protestant Bible. Its seventh and final movement is titled “Blessed are the dead which die in the Lord”.
ANSWER: A German Requiem or Ein duetsches Requiem, Op. 45

3) Answer some questions about a particular Greek drama, FTPE.
[10] The title heroine of this play twice tries to bury her fallen brother Polynices against the direct orders of her uncle, the King of Thebes.
ANSWER: Antigone
[10] This was the King of Thebes that decreed that Polynices should not be buried. Antigone had already killed herself by the time Tiresias convinced this man to let Polynices be buried.
ANSWER: Creon
[10] Antigone was the first of a trilogy of Theban plays by this prolific Greek playwright who dominated the Athenian dramatic competitions during much of the 5th century BCE.
ANSWER: Sophocles
4) Name some of these figures from the Epic of Gilgamesh, FTPE.
[10] Created from clay and raised by animals, he would be tamed by a harlot from Gilgamesh's court and eventually become that king's companion.
ANSWER: Enkidu
[10] Gilgamesh and Enkidu work together to slay this monster and guard of the great cedar forest.
ANSWER: Humbaba or Huwawa
[10] Enkidu is sentenced to death after the killing of the Bull of Heaven, sent to earth as punishment for Gilgamesh denying the advances of this goddess of love and fertility.
ANSWER: Ishtar or Inanna
5) Answer these questions about the subject of the doctoral dissertation of Henry Kissinger, the Congress of Vienna, FTPE.
[10] The Congress was orchestrated by this Austrian diplomat, a firm believer in the doctrine of balance of power.
ANSWER: Klemens Wenzel Nepomuk Lothar Fürst von Metternich-Winneburg-Beilstein
[10] One of the contentious issues at the Congress of the Vienna was the allocation of land from this Polish state created by Napoleon from Prussian lands by the Treaty of Tilsit.
ANSWER: Grand Duchy of Warsaw
[10] Alexander I, whose Russian state gained most of the lands in the Duchy of Warsaw, was able to persuade the other powers at Vienna to agree to this coalition whose mission was to promote Christian values throughout Europe.
ANSWER: Holy Alliance
6) Identify the following about a certain novel, FTPE.
[10] Told by multiple narrators in stream of consciousness, this work sagas the Bundren family's quest to bury their dead mother, Addie.
ANSWER: As I Lay Dying
[10] This author of As I Lay Dying took the title of the novel from a line spoken by Agamemnon in the Odyssey.
ANSWER: William Cuthbert Faulkner
[10] The Bundrens attempt to bring Addie's corpse from their home in this fictional country to the town of Jefferson. The Sound and the Fury is also set here.
ANSWER: Yoknapatawpha County

7) Identify some of these related concepts from Mathematics, FTPE.
[10] The classical case of this theorem states that a sum or average of an infinite sequence of equally distributed, independent experiments converges towards a normal distribution.
ANSWER: Central Limit Theorem
[10] This law describes the tendency that the average of a sizeable portion of a population is very close to the average of the entire population.
ANSWER: Law of Large Numbers
[10] This set of assumptions includes the incorrect belief amongst risk takers that if an outcome of an independent random event has not occurred in a long time, it is more likely to appear in the future.
ANSWER: Gambler's Fallacy
8) Answer the following about a certain ancestor of man, FTPE.
[10] Discovered in a namesake Chinese city in the 1920's, Davidson Black identified this hominid as an ancestor of homo sapiens based on the analysis of a single tooth.
ANSWER: Peking Man or Beijing Man
[10] The Peking Man belonged to this species whose name literally means “upright man”.
ANSWER: Homo Erectus
[10] An earlier member of the Homo erectus species was this specimen, whose thighbone and skullcap was found by Eugene Dubois on a namesake Pacific island.
ANSWER: Java Man or Pithecanthropus Erectus
9) Name some of these superficially related groups, FTPE.
[10] Rooted in northern German towns like Lubeck, this late Middle Ages trading organization secured trade monopolies throughout Central Europe.
ANSWER: Hanseatic League or Hansa or Hanse
[10] Formed in 1945, this Cairo centered organization was set up by the British to rally Middle Eastern countries against German aggression.
ANSWER: Arab League
[10] This body was officially replaced at the Yalta Conference, six years after it was made clear that it failed its Treaty of Versailles mandate to prevent all future wars.
ANSWER: League of Nations
10) This novelist became the first Mexican author to reach bestseller status with his 1985 work, Old Gringo. FTPE:
[10] First, name this author.
ANSWER: Carlos Fuentes Macias
[10] The titular character in this Fuentes novel is on his deathbed. He tells of his fall from a revolutionary into a greedy tycoon after marrying the daughter of a hacienda owner.
ANSWER: The Death of Artemio Cruz or La muerte de Artemio Cruz
[10] Fuentes has often been compared to this Argentinean author who wrote works like The Garden of the Forking Paths, Labyrinths, and The Library of Babel. 
ANSWER: Jorge Luis Borges
11) Show how much you know about the workings of the digestive system by answering these three questions about the system, FTPE.
[10] In one of the first processes of digestion, the salivary type of this enzyme breaks starches into maltose and dextrin.
ANSWER: Amylase or Ptyalin
[10] This enzyme present in the stomach acts to break down proteins after its inactive form becomes active with addition of hydrochloric acid.
ANSWER: Pepsin
[10] Parietal cells in the stomach produce intrinsic factor which is needed for the absorption of this essential vitamin that is often lacking in vegetarian diets.
ANSWER: B12 (also accept Cyanocobalamin)

12) Identify these things related to a certain school of philosophy, FTPE.
[10] This is the general term given to the philosophy espoused by Christian academies and universities that sought to reconcile philosophical doctrines with Christian theology.
ANSWER: Scholasticism
[10] This Scholastic thinker laid out five arguments for the proof of God's existence in his extremely influential work, Summa Theologica. 
ANSWER: Saint Thomas Aquinas (prompt on Dr. Angelicus or Dr. Universalis)
[10] Summa Theologica references this early saint who argued that the sacking of Rome was not a result of abandoning paganism in The City of God. He is probably best remembered for his Confessions.
ANSWER: Saint Augustine of Hippo

13) Identify some of these off season baseball maneuvers, FTPE.
[10] The Red Sox waited until just before the deadline to sign this MVP of the 2006 World Baseball Classic and pitcher for the Seibu Lions nicknamed The Monster. 
ANSWER: Daisuke Matsuzaka
[10] The Giants signed this former A's pitcher for a seven year deal worth 126 million dollars, the most expensive contract ever paid to a pitcher.
ANSWER: Barry William Zito
[10] The Diamondbacks, who will be getting rid of their old jersey's over the off season, also traded this popular left fielder to the Dodgers.
ANSWER: Luis Emilio Gonzalez (prompt on Gonzo)

14) Identify the following about some female American artists, FTPE.
[10] While this artist painted many depictions of New Mexico, she is best known for her close up depictions of flowers in works like Black Iris.
ANSWER: Georgia O'Keeffe
[10] This impressionist painter depicted a mother washing her child's feet in her 1893 oil on canvas, The Bath.
ANSWER: Mary Stevenson Cassatt
[10] Working in the field of photography rather than painting, this employee of the Farm Security Administration chronicled the Great Depression in works like Migrant Mother.
ANSWER: Dorothea Lange
15) Identify the following about a particular Chinese dynasty, FTPE.
[10] Lasting from about 200 BCE to 200 CE, this dynasty lends its name to the dominant ethnic group in China.
ANSWER: Han Dynasty or Han Chao Dynasty
[10] This celebrated seventh emperor of the Han period established China as a centralized Confucian state and greatly expanded his kingdom's territorial boundaries.
ANSWER: Emperor Xiao Wu or Han Wudi
[10] The fall of the Han Dynasty gave way to this period of contention between the Wei, Shu, and Wu kingdoms before the rise of the Jin Dynasty.
ANSWER: Three Kingdoms or Sanguó
16) Identify the following about a certain group of poets, FTPE.
[10] Featuring members such as Thomas Carew and Sir John Suckling, this group of seventeenth century British poets associated with Charles I often wrote of honor and war.
ANSWER: Cavalier Poets (prompt on “Sons of Ben” or “Tribe of Ben” or “Sacred” Poets)
[10] This poet's “To Lucasta, Going to the Wars” famously ends, “I could not love thee, dear, so much / Loved I not honor more.”
ANSWER: Richard Lovelace
[10] This cleric published his collection Hesperides in 1648. He is probably best remembered for his line from To The Virgins, To Make Much of Time, “Gather ye rosebuds while ye may.”
ANSWER: Robert Herrick
17) Answer some questions about solubility, FTPE.
[10] One example of this type of solution is a carbonated water bottle that, due to the high pressure in the bottle it is contained in, contains more carbon dioxide gas in the water than the equilibrium value of carbonated water.
ANSWER: Supersaturated
[10] This gas law states that a gas's solubility is directly proportional to the gas's pressure. The law is also represented as p equals k times c.
ANSWER: Henry's Law
[10] One compound that is extremely soluble in water is this compound with formula C2H6O. ANSWER: Ethanol (also accept Ethyl Alcohol, Hydroxyethane, Drinking Alcohol, and Grain Alcohol) 

18) Identify the following about wave motion, FTSNP.
[10] If two waves that are one hundred eighty degrees out of phase with each other meet they undergo this type of interference that results in a complete cancellation of the magnitude of the two waves.
ANSWER: Destructive Interference
[10] The behavior of the two described waves is guaranteed by this principle that states the resulting magnitude of a wave can be found by adding together the magnitudes of each of the colliding waves.
ANSWER: Superposition Principle
[5, 5] The Superposition Principle applies to both of these common types of waves on a string. One disturbs the string by causing a move perpendicular to the wave motion, the other disturbs the string parallel to direction of the wave motion.
ANSWER: Transverse and Longitudinal
19) Identify these African countries from clues, FTPE. If you need the country's capital, you'll only receive 5 points.
[10] One of the major rivers in this country is the Benue, which combines with this country's other principle river to flow into an oil-rich delta on its coast. 
[5] Lagos.
ANSWER: Nigeria
[10] In the 1970's, this country enacted a line of death across the Gulf of Sidra off of its coast. The US shot down several of this country's fighter jets in conflicts over the line in the '80s.
[5] Tripoli.
ANSWER: Libya
[10] This landlocked country of southeastern Africa makes use of both the Zambezi River to its north and the Limpopo River to its south to define its borders.
[5] Harare.
ANSWER: Republic of Zimbabwe
20) Identify these things relating to the territorial expansion of the United States, FTPE.
[10] This 1862 act that provided free government land to men willing to develop a house and live on the land for five years was integral in promoting settlement of the West.
ANSWER: Homestead Act
[10] This agreement, that added almost 30,000 square miles to the United States, provided southern territory for a transcontinental railroad and compensated Mexico for lands taken in the Mexican-American War.
ANSWER: Gadsden Purchase
[10] This Secretary of State was responsible for negotiating a treaty with Panama's ambassador to the United States, Philippe-Jean Bunau-Varilla to secure the U.S.'s rights to the Panama Canal Zone.
ANSWER: John Milton Hay
