FIEND PACKET

Questions by the Poetic Fiend
The Jim Jarmusch film Only Lovers Left Alive suggests this event was a fake and its main participant was actually a vampire. Questions about what happened during it were fueled by revelations that Robert Poley and Nicholas Skeres were notorious liars. The man who perpetrated this action may have envied a man's relationship with Thomas Walsingham. It was carried out by Ingram Frizer in a house if Deptford. Sir Sidney Lee wrote that this event was the result of a drunken fight. For 10 points, name this 1593 death of the author of The Jew of Malta.
ANSWER: death of Christopher Marlowe
The Nepalese Rishikesh Shana was elected to investigate this event. Harry Truman deliberately used the phrase "they killed him" when describing it. According to General Bjorn Egge, a hole in a man's forehead was airbrushed after photos were taken of this event. Conspiracy theories claim this event was a murder meant to benefit Union Miniere and other African mining companies. This event took place as a man was on his way to negotiate a cease-fire in Katanga. For 10 points, name this 1961 plane crash which killed an UN Secretary General.

ANSWER: death of Dag Hammarskjold
Immediately prior to this, the main person involved was interviewed by reporter Jim Laurie. An AVESCOM van involved in it has been labeled "the death van." Communist hitman Rolando Galman was blamed for it and killed shortly afterwards. The Agrava Board was pressured into not blaming this event on the military or President. It took place as a man was being escorted to a vehicle after ending a 3-year exile by landing at Manila International Airport. For 10 points, name this 1983 death of a Filipino Senator and husband of Corazon.

ANSWER: murder of Benigno Aquino Jr.
A novel about this man features him allied with his adoptive sister, the half-Moor Monina de Faro. That novel, which according to Wikipedia repeatedly uses the word "fiend," is a "romance" written by Mary Shelley about this man's "fortunes." T.S. Eliot said John Ford's best play was named for this man. The Baron Daubeney was sent to stop this man after his attempt to start the Second Cornish Uprising using the title "Richard IV." For 10 points, name this man who claimed to be Richard of Shrewsbury in a failed threat to Henry VII's reign.
ANSWER: Perkin Warbeck
The criminal known as the "Laser Man" was originally blamed for this event. Another early suspect was a man known as the "33-year old," who was a member of the European branch of Lyndon LaRouche's movement. Christer Pettersson was convicted for it but was acquitted on appeal. Most conspiracy theorists allege this event was either linked to the Bofors scandal investigation or it was carried out by South Africa after the target denounced apartheid a week before his death. It took place while a man was walking home from the movies on the central street Sveavagen. For 10 points, name this 1986 assassination of a prominent Swedish politician.

ANSWER: assassination of Olof Palme
This stuff was handed off to Larry Devlin by a man known as "Joe from Paris." This stuff was not used in Cuba but was the brainchild of Project MKULTRA leader Sidney Gottlieb. Allen Dulles approved of its usage, although it lost its potency quickly and was never actually used.  Donald Taylor gets really angry if you don't buzz on clues mentioning this thing. This stuff was thrown into the Congo River before it could get into the target's bathroom. For 10 points, name this stuff that the CIA intended to use to kill Patrice Lumumba in 1960.

ANSWER: The toothpaste poison
A note found after this event read "The Ushers Office plotted to have excessive costs incurred" and "The WSJ editors lie without consequence," before concluding "I was not meant for the job." Christopher Ruddy's claims about this event were even dismissed as nonsense by Ann Coulter. The note found after it insists there was no illegal "action in the travel office." Richard Mellon Scaife funded investigations into this event as part of a broader overview of events like Troopergate. This event was labeled a suicide and not a cover-up by the Starr Report. For 10 points, name this 1993 suicide of a Deputy White House Counsel.

ANSWER: death of Vince Foster
After this man was fatally wounded, a note was found reading "I will even tell you the name: M.L.O." This man's story was the subject of a 1908 novel by St. Anselm's graduate Jakob Wassermann. A fanciful story claims the Countess of Hochberg kidnapped him and that his real father was the Grand Duke of Baden. Apparently fatally stabbed in the Ansbach Court Garden, he showed up in Nuremberg where he continually repeated the phrase "I want to be a cavalryman, as my father was." For 10 points, name this German youth discovered in 1828 and who claimed to be raised entirely in a darkened cell.

ANSWER: Kaspar Hauser
A somewhat goofy website about this event run by Tom Grant offers a link to a website "CREATED BY AN ATTORNEY." The author of Dispatches from the Culture Wars and founder of Gold Mountain Entertainment insists that most theories about it are "crazy Internet rumors." Theories of murder often claim that the high level of heroin in the bloodstream would have made shooting oneself impossible, and also allege that the "suicide note" was simply a manifesto about leaving the music business. For 10 points, name this 1994 death of the lead singer of Nirvana.

ANSWER: death of Kurt Cobain
Shortly before this event, a person's stepson called during the seventh inning of the Orioles/Angels game. A 1973 Norman Mailer book cited no evidence other than his giant intellect to claim this was actually murder. Psychiatrist Ralph Greenson hired housemate Eunice Murray to watch over the person who died in this event, a fact relayed in Anthony Summers' book Goddess. According to a 48 Hours report, before it happened, a woman told Peter Lawford, "Say goodbye to Jack." Conspiracy theories claim this event was carried out to silence one of President Kennedy's mistresses. For 10 points, name this mysterious 1962 death of an American sex symbol.

ANSWER: Death of Marilyn Monroe
A report claimed that shouts of "Blank! Blank!" were heard during this event, which lends some credence to a widow's claim that blanks were used during it. An undercover agent code-named "Champagne" was blamed for inciting it by appearing at rallies with posters of a man dressed as a Nazi. The Kempler video documents this event, which was investigated by the Shamgar Commission. Carmi Gillon, the head of the Shabak, resigned shortly afterwards. This event was carried out by Yigal Amir, who opposed the signing of the Oslo Accords. For 10 points, name this 1995 assassination of an Israeli Prime Minister.

ANSWER: assassination of Yitzhak Rabin
4. While fleeing this event, a man shouted "I'm mad! I'm mad!" and stabbed messenger Emerick Hansell. A man bluffed his way into a house by claiming to have medicine from Dr. Verdi, and a target survived partially because he was wearing a jaw splint due to a carriage accident. The man who carried this event out was abandoned by David Herold, and it was meant to take place around the same time as George Atzerodt's attack on the Vice-President. For 10 points, name this April 1865 attempted assassination carried out by Lewis Powell on the Secretary of State.

ANSWER: attack on William Seward
A man claiming to be this figure said he was simply mocking support for Neville Chamberlain. That man, Louie Steven Witt, said he was #1 in the category of "people who were at the wrong place at the wrong time," and said he was carrying a symbol used to represent Chamberlain and mock the author of Why England Slept. Conspiracy theorists believe this man was signaling "go ahead" and "fire a second round" by opening something or was even firing a paralyzing dart. For 10 points, name this conspicuous person in the Zapruder film of the Kennedy assassination, whose name refers to what he is oddly holding on a sunny day.

ANSWER: The Umbrella Man
5. Robin Gardiner claimed this event was merely an elaborate insurance fraud. Legendarily, the "Unlucky Mummy" caused this event because Pall Mall Gazette editor William Thomas Stead possessed it. Stead had earlier "predicted" this event with 1886 and 1892 stories, the latter of which was about a location called the Majestic. J.P. Morgan may have planned this event to kill such opponents of the Federal Reserve Bank as Benjamin Guggenheim and John Jacob Astor. For 10 points, name this 1912 event in which an "unsinkable" ocean liner sank.

ANSWER: The sinking of the Titanic
A eulogy after this event proclaimed a man to be a "stormy, controversial, and bold young captain." An apparently planned distraction right before it began with someone shouting "Get your hand outta my pocket!" Talmadge Hayer was beaten by a crowd and convicted for it, although he later reasserted his innocence. After this event, Ruby Dee established the Committee of Concerned Mothers, and Ossie Davis delivered the famous eulogy. It occurred at the Audubon Ballroom in Manhattan during a meeting of the Organization of Afro-American Unity. For 10 points, name this February 1965 murder of a former Nation of Islam leader.

ANSWER: assassination of Malcolm X
C.P. Scott tactfully noted after this event that the main participant was "a great impediment lately" anyway. Frank Power claimed to possess a man's body after this event, but when the coffin was opened, it only contained tar. The Boer spy Frederick Duquesne claimed to carry out this event while posing as a Russian Duke. Winston Churchill sued Lord Alfred Douglas for claiming Churchill and Jews plotted this event, which destroyed the Hampshire, as part of a conspiracy involving Russians and the recent Battle of Jutland. For 10 points, name this 1916 death of a British Earl when his ship hit a German mime.

ANSWER: Death of Herbert Kitchener
For reasons unclear to me, theories consistently claim that Lockheed plumber and Ace Guard Service agent Thane Cesar was involved in this event. Sandy Serrano claims to have seen a polka dot dress wearing girl shouting "We shot him!" after fleeing this event. Miami CIA chief David Morales reportedly claimed "we got the little bastard" in an interview about this event. Some evidence suggests there were actually two guns being fired during this event at the Ambassador Hotel. Conspiracy theorists allege that the man who carried it out was brainwashed and was not actually a Palestinian militant. For 10 points, name this June 1968 assassination of a New York Senator and brother of a president.

ANSWER: assassination of Robert Kennedy
Wikipedia says this thing's heart is the most often visited object at the National Museum of Australia. A persistent theory says that American gangsters used arsenic to kill it to avoid suffering losses. Tommy Woodcock persistently denied this thing used any sort of stimulants and drugs. This thing's high water mark was dominating the Agua Caliente Handicap and winning the 1930 Melbourne Cup. For 10 points, name this extremely popular New Zealand racehorse during the Great Depression.

ANSWER: Phar Lap
Like Wayzata High School, this man infamously proclaimed a "Goals' plan" that promised "fifty years of progress in five." The Cuban-American ballet star Fernando Bujones married this man's daughter, Marcia. Leonel Brizola alleged this man's 1976 death in a car crash was actually part of Operation Condor. Persistent rumors about his wealth obtained through corruption led to his defeat by Janio Quadros. This man is best known for commissioning Lucio Costa and Oscar Niemeyer to design a new capital for his country. For 10 points, name this President of Brazil from 1956 to 1961.

ANSWER: Juscelino Kubitschek
The 1968 play Soldiers depicts the death of a leader of this country as being caused by axe-wielding British commandos, a crackpot theory based on David Irving's writings. The event that killed a leader of this country led to only Czech officer Eduard Prchal surviving and claiming amnesia. Its Prime Minister-in-exile mysteriously died in 1943 during a B-24 crash in Gibraltar, an event that Nazi propagandists said was carried out by his own countrymen due to his collusion with Stalin, a claim that may have been tied to the Katyn Forest massacre. For 10 points, name this country led in exile during World War II by Wladyslaw Sikorski.

ANSWER: Poland
Lucien Gregoire claimed that the "murder" of Avro Manhattan was connected to this event. A Thief in the Night alleges this event was the subject of a "gentle conspiracy" to cover up health problems. David Yallop's In God's Name claims it was murder, and many theories question why Vincenza Taffarel's discovery of a body was excluded from official reports. This event was perhaps connected to the later death of Roberto Calvi, a member of P2 and chairman of Banco Ambrosiano, as claimed in the film The Godfather: Part III. For 10 points, name this mysterious 1978 death of a pontiff.

ANSWER: Death of Pope John Paul I
The Figgess report was meant to rule out claims that this man survived. He met his wife Emilie Schenkl while in Germany and abandoned Hitler shortly after the invasion of the Soviet Union.  Like Jerry Vinokurov, he proclaimed "Give me blood and I will give you freedom." Numerous conspiracy theories claim he survived his 1948 plane crash in Formosa. His army, which used the slogan "Jai Hind," was the brainchild of Major Iwaichi Fujiwara. For 10 points, name this Indian National Army leader who allied with the Axis to fight the British in World War II. 

ANSWER: Subhas Chandra Bose
After this event, a former CIA agent, Jose Perdomo, asked the perpetrator "do you know what you've done?" Before describing this event, a man reminded his audience to "remember this is just a football game." A photograph related to this event features a half filled glass of water, a pair of bloodstained glasses, and Central Park in the playground; that image appeared on the cover of Season of Glass. The man who carried it out was found holding the book Catcher in the Rye. This took place in the archway of The Dakota and was carried out by the disturbed Mark David Chapman. For 10 points, name this 1980 murder of a former Beatle.

ANSWER: death of John Lennon
An alleged 1972 death of a ruler of this country while hunting with CIA associate John Coapman is the subject of conspiracy theories. The Maoist Party here alleged that a man and his son Prince Paras took power here with the help of RAW or the CIA. After a man in this country had been sent to his room for "misbehaving" with a guest, he returned with three rifles and began firing at his family. A popular rumor asserts the perpetrator of events here wished to marry a daughter of the Rana clah, the old enemies of the Shah dynasty. For 10 points, name this country where Prince Dipendra killed nine members of the royal family in 2001.

ANSWER: Nepal
Immediately before this event, a man was found wearing clothes soaked in stale urine and mumbling "Dzhhhhh." It occurred after a typical all-night dinner and movie watching session, and double Felix Dadaev was told to "stand in" if needed. Jonathan Brent proposed it was due to warfarin being dropped in a man's wine glass. It was perhaps anticipated by a letter warning "Stop sending people to kill me" by Tito. Beria reportedly boasted "I took him out" in describing this event. For 10 points, name this 1953 death of the leader of the Soviet Union.

ANSWER: Death of Joseph Stalin
James Andanson's death a few years after this event was deemed to be a suicide by Operation Paget. A Stella Vine painting shows a participant with a title referring to servant Paul Burrell. Tracey Emin's painting "It makes perfect sense to know they killed you" refers to this event. Henri Paul, who also died during it, is frequently alleged to be a national security agent, and Richard Tomlinson claimed that Trevor Rees-Jones, who survived it, was a Mi6 contact. Mohamed Al-Fayed maintains that it was the murder of his son, an Egyptian not respected by the royal family. For 10 points, name this 1997 death of a Princess of Wales in a car crash.

ANSWER: death of Princess Diana
John Loftus claimed this event was caused due to AIDS and was welcomed by enemies who believed it would connect a man to homosexuality. Attalah Quiba claimed this event was carried out by a "high-tech laser." It officially took place in a Parisian suburb, with an official statement citing a "mystery blood disorder." Al Jazeera's claims this event was caused due to polonium poisoning led to an exhumation of the body, as approved by Suha, the widow of the deceased. Bassam Abu Sharif alleged it was caused by thallium administered by Mossad. For 10 points, name this 2004 death of a Palestinian leader.

ANSWER: death of Yasser Arafat
A popular conspiracy theory claims that a government official from this country was killed because he had documents about the October Surprise theory. Evidence for that theory hinges on the fact that the lower ranking official killed here was actually the one who rented the plane. After the 15 year statute of limitations was up, several people from this country confessed to planting explosive devices in order to stop investigations of weapon sales. A 1980 crash here killed both the Prime Minister and first civilian Defense Minister. For 10 points, name this country where the Camarate air crash killed Prime Minister Francisco de Sa Carneiro.
ANSWER: Portugal
After this event, Steve Doocy noted information about it was "just numbers on a piece of paper." Cindy Sheehan said if you believed this event happened, "you're stupid," while Steve Pieczenik said that Marfans Syndrome was actually responsible for it. One theory states that this event was timed to interrupt a showing of Celebrity Apprentice to embarrass Donald Trump. Conspiracy theories about it center on the lack of any physical evidence provided by the U.S. government and the decision to quickly bury a corpse at sea. For 10 points, name this 2011 death of an al Qaeda leader.

ANSWER: death of Osama bin Laden
Wolfram Pobanz said this object's owner didn't really care about it because there was no photograph of himself besides it. Nearly the size of a Volkswagen car, this object, or at least something similar to it, was collected by Private John Barsamia and eventually sold for $100,000. A parody of it is smashed over Moe Hailstone's head in the short I'll Never Heil Again. Its most notable feature is that it included "Italian East Africa," not "Abyssinia." It is most famously parodied when Hynkel dances with it in the Charlie Chaplin film The Great Dictator. For 10 points, name this spherical thing designed specifically for a certain Fuhrer.
ANSWER: Columbus Globe or Hitler's Globe
