Questions by Touchdown Nelson Unbelievable
1. This film's screenplay was the collaboration of the unique team of Damn Yankees author George Abbott and playwright Maxwell Anderson. Its Oscar winning producer, Carl Laemmle Jr., is perhaps better known for beginning the Universal horror film series by producing Dracula and Frankenstein. This film is frequently cited by historians as the first Best Picture winner to actually remain a classic today. The director, Lewis Milestone, provides the hand for the protagonist at the end of this movie, as he reaches out for a butterfly and is killed by a sniper. For 10 points, name this movie, an anti-war classic based on a novel by Erich Maria Remarque.

ANSWER: All Quiet on the Western Front 
2. I won this movie at a VCU Open a few years ago. This movie only really films about 100 pages of its source novel, and it was the only Oscar win for Blackboard Jungle filmmaker Richard Brooks. The Catholic Legion of Decency insisted the line "see you in hell, brother" be cut from this movie. It is not From Here to Eternity, but an actress best known for playing a TV mother won an Oscar for playing a prostitute in this film, in this case, Shirley Jones in the part of Lulu Bains. For 10 points, name this film which features characters based on Aimee Semple McPherson and Billy Sunday, an adaptation of a Sinclair Lewis novel.
ANSWER: Elmer Gantry
3. This film amusingly casts Eileen Herlie as the mother of the protagonist even though she was thirteen years younger than the actor playing her son. A very young Peter Cushing appears at the end of this movie as a messenger. Its star claimed that the production company refused to allow Vivien Leigh to be cast in this film. This film was the first Best Picture to be made in Great Britain. Peter Ustinov noted that its star "is the most difficult to imagine as one who has not made up his mind." For 10 points, name this Laurence Olivier film, an adaptation of a great Shakespearean play.
ANSWER: Hamlet
4. A legendary and probably untrue story is that Joan Crawford dropped out of this film because she didn't like the wardrobe. Eli Wallach dropped out of this movie to appear in Tennessee Williams' play Camino Real. The cinematographer and editor of this film won Oscars, partly for impressively hiding the fact its star couldn't really box. A later movie's scene featuring Jack Woltz receiving a horse head in his bed references supposed behind-the-scenes wrangling for casting this movie. This movie won Frank Sinatra an Oscar as Private Maggio. For 10 points, name this James Jones adaptation set at Pearl Harbor.
ANSWER: From Here to Eternity
5. Vanessa Redgrave has an unbilled, silent cameo in this film as a character's future wife. Two Oscar nominees for this film—cinematographer Ted Moore and actor Robert Shaw—had previously teamed two years before for the Bond film From Russia With Love. Shaw was nominated for this film by playing the same part that also earned Charles Laughton and Richard Burton Oscar nominations. The writer of the work this film is based on won an Oscar by adapting it himself, although he eliminated the role of the Common Man. For 10 points, name this Robert Bolt adaptation of the story of Thomas More and Henry VIII.
ANSWER: A Man for All Seasons
6. A record twelve people were Oscar nominated for the music for this film. Its director was the only director of a Best Picture nominee not to get nominated himself that year, instead being replaced by that hack Akira Kurosawa; the film itself lost all eleven nominations in a dubious record. Margaret Avery was cast as a jazz singer in this film after Tina Turner bowed out. SJW's of the 1980's were furious that Steven Spielberg directed this film, which was also the debut movie for both Whoopi Goldberg and Oprah Winfrey. For 10 points, name this film adaptation of an Alice Walker novel.
ANSWER: The Color Purple
7. Bicycle Thief director Vittorio De Sica was only nominated for an Oscar for acting in an adaptation of this novel. That adaptation of this novel ruined David Selznick's career after he got into a fistfight with the production designer and John Huston quit as director after he wasn't allowed to dump star Rock Hudson. An earlier version of this novel was filmed with two endings, in one of which its female lead doesn't die. The writer of this novel hated the first version, but befriended star Gary Cooper, who plays an ambulance driver. For 10 points, name this Ernest Hemingway novel set during World War One.
ANSWER: A Farewell to Arms
8. This movie was the first in a series of adaptations of an author's works by producer Gabriel Pascal. The author wrote the screenplay himself and was furious at winning an Oscar for it, claiming the Academy had never heard of him before. He would also probably be furious that his win for this film means he is the only Oscar and Nobel Prize winning author. Star Leslie Howard co-directed this film. This movie is much lesser known than a 1964 movie based on the same source material, which won Rex Harrison his only Oscar and is a musical. For 10 points, name this acclaimed 1938 adaptation of a George Bernard Shaw comedy.
ANSWER: Pygmalion
9. A film version of this work was the first film score by Patrick Doyle. David O. Selznick refused to let Vivien Leigh appear in an adaptation of this work because he thought her part was too small. A director of a version of this work admitted to ripping off the opening shot of Orson Welles' Touch of Evil for a scene in which the hymn "Non Nobis" plays as a character played by Christian Bale is carried across the battlefield. An earlier version of this play begins by recreating the Globe Theater. The two most famous versions of this play star Laurence Olivier and Kenneth Branagh. For 10 points, name this Shakespearean play set during the Hundred Years War.
ANSWER: Henry V
10. Composer Leonard Rosenman contemplated rejecting his Oscar for this film because he found the director's use of his music "patchy and vulgar." Cinematographer John Alcott utilized NASA designed camera lenses to capture state-of-the-art candlelit interior shots in England. This movie was jokingly called by one critic "a twentieth-century film of a nineteenth-century novel about eighteenth-century characters." This is the closest thing the director of this movie achieved to making his promised film about Napoleon. Martin Scorsese says this is his favorite Stanley Kubrick film. For 10 points, name this film adaptation of a Thackeray novel.
ANSWER: Barry Lyndon
11. Ben Hecht supposedly contributed ideas to this film's script even though he had never read the source novel. Its credited screenwriter died in a tractor accident shortly before the film premiered. A rumor claims that its original director was fired because he was aware that its star was once a male prostitute. Partly directed by both George Cukor and Sam Wood, this film's "main" director, Victor Fleming, had a breakdown during production and also directed The Wizard of Oz that same year. This film featured the first African-American Oscar nominee—Hattie McDaniel as "Mammy." For 10 points, name this adaptation of a Margaret Mitchell novel.
ANSWER: Gone with the Wind
12. Television fans usually are amused that this film features Perry Mason's Raymond Burr as a prosecutor. Censors insisted that a character's pregnancy be removed from this film; that character was instead made "shrill and clinging," much to actress Shelley Winters' dismay. For no reason, this film is sometimes said to be part of a trilogy of the director, joining Shane and Giant; that director got a major boost from this film and is former quizbowl player George Stevens. In this film, Montgomery Clift plays a man who loves a rich woman played by Elizabeth Taylor. For 10 points, name this film adaptation of Theodore Dreiser's novel An American Tragedy.
ANSWER: A Place in the Sun
13. While filming this movie, Frank Lloyd Wright, the grandfather of an actress, visited the set and was appalled at the movie's designs. As late as 1970, this film's director was insisting he would bring surviving cast members together to film a new ending. Editor Robert Wise cut the film down to less than 90 minutes from an original two hour plus running time. At WELD, Ike Jose noted a tossup on the book this film is based on was a prototypical "Mike Cheyne buzz." This film is considered the great "lost opportunity" of Orson Welles. For 10 points, name this adaptation of a Booth Tarkington novel.

ANSWER: The Magnificent Ambersons 
14. This movie's lead role was given to unknown Millie Perkins after a hyped "star search" campaign. Critics of this movie noted the utter inappropriateness of filming in CinemaScope, which ruins the effect of the supposedly cramped set. Audrey Hepburn was considered for the lead, but she was too old and the part supposedly brought back too many painful memories. This was the return to films of Shelley Winters, who began her second wave career of playing very annoying women. It was based on a play by Frances Goodrich and Albert Hackett, which itself adapts an oft-read book that features such supporting characters as Mr. Dussell and the Van Daans. For 10 points, name this film that adapts a journal of a young girl during World War II.

ANSWER: The Diary of Anne Frank
15. Vera Zorina was fired from this film after she was deemed insufficient as the female lead. At one point in this film, the female lead says she would like to kiss the protagonist but asks "where do the noses go?" Martha Gellhorn, the wife of the author, insisted that another actress be cast in the part, but she almost missed it because she was busy filming Casablanca. This movie ends with the protagonist firing his Lewis machine gun directly at the camera. For 10 points, Ingrid Bergman and Gary Cooper play the leads in what adaptation of an Ernest Hemingway novel set during the Spanish Civil War?
ANSWER: For Whom the Bell Tolls

16. This film features what has been called "an embarrassing cameo" by Alec Guinness, who was angry that his part was severely trimmed down and refused to speak to the director for years. It resulted in the oldest winner of the Best Supporting Actress Oscar. The director of this movie described a character's central scene as: "She can't cope with her own sexuality—she just freaks out." This was the last film for director David Lean, and it was inexplicably tossed up at the 2009 CO Trash. It features Peggy Ashcroft as Mrs. Moore. For 10 points, name this adaptation of an E.M. Forster novel set in Asia. 
ANSWER: A Passage to India
17. A much-disliked film version of this novel updates the action so that the female lead is a music hall performer and dies during a World War II air raid. That movie version features Petula Clark as the protagonist's wife. The more famous film version of this novel shockingly won Best Actor for its star over both Clark Gable's Rhett Butler and Jimmy Stewart's Mr. Smith. Both Peter O'Toole and Robert Donat have played the title character of this novel. For 10 points, name this James Hilton novel about a beloved teacher.
ANSWER: Goodbye, Mr. Chips
18. Cary Grant was reportedly shocked that he was even considered to star in this film. Performers who went on to play Miss Moneypenny and Felix Leiter, Lois Maxwell and Cec Linder, play a nurse and doctor in this film. Advertising campaigns asked "how did they ever make a movie out of" the novel this movie is based on. A very long Wikipedia section notes that a character posing as a psychologist named "Dr. Zempf" is very similar to the actor's later role of Dr. Strangelove. The title character's age is advanced to her teens, as opposed to the original novel. For 10 points, name this Stanley Kubrick adaptation of a Vladimir Nabokov novel.
ANSWER: Lolita
19. Burt Lancaster was the first choice for a lead in this movie, but had to pull out because of heart surgery. This film earned an Oscar nomination for Paul Schrader's brother, Leonard, and its director went on to adapt William Kennedy's novel Ironweed. Kander and Ebb created a 1993 musical based on the source novel. The first Hollywood venture of Brazilian director Hector Babenco, this film won William Hurt an Oscar, although his co-star, Raul Julia, was not nominated. For 10 points, name this film set in a South American prison, an adaptation of a Manuel Puig novel.
ANSWER: Kiss of the Spider Woman
20. This film earned composer Victor Young his 21st Oscar nomination; he finally won but died before the ceremony took place. The producer of this film attempted to remove the -credit for screenwriter John Farrow, the father of Mia Farrow, and only credit the more "prestigious" S.J. Perelman. Its producer, the egomaniacal Michael Todd, wanted no refreshments to be served in the theater when this film played. I would suspect this is the best known film of the Mexican clown Cantinflas. It was an early film for Shirley MacLaine playing an Indian princess, Aouda. For 10 points, name this film starring David Niven as traveler Phileas Fogg.

ANSWER: Around the World in 80 Days
21. During the making of a film version of this novel, editor Harold Kress was fired by the producer, who was then fired himself and Kress rehired after director Victor Fleming protested. In that film version of this novel, Ingrid Bergman insisted on switching parts with Lana Turner. An earlier film version of this novel resulted in a tie for Best Actor between its star and Wallace Beery. That film version of this novel featured the author's namesake nephew, Robert Louis Stevenson, in a small role. Both Spencer Tracy and Fredric March played the title character in, for 10 points, adaptations of what film about a good scientist and his evil counterpart?
ANSWER: Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde
22. The director of this film was inspired to make it after being given the source novel by Barbara Hershey and his first attempt at filming it cast Aidan Quinn as the title character before Paramount pulled the plug. Franco Zeffirelli took his film Young Toscanini out of the Venice Film Festival to protest this film's entrance. This movie's soundtrack by Peter Gabriel was released as the CD Passion. I assume this is the only movie to feature both David Bowie and Willem Dafoe in the cast. This Martin Scorsese film featured numerous protests from evangelicals and Catholics. For 10 points, name this adaptation of a controversial Kazantzakis novel.
ANSWER: The Last Temptation of Christ
23. The lead actress in this film infamously staged a three-week sick-out to protest director William Wyler. Samuel Goldwyn, the producer of this film, only got the female star because Jack Warner owed him a sizable gambling debt. The writer of the play this film is based on is credited with the screenplay, but it is believed Dorothy Parker contributed various rewrites. A famous scene in this movie involves a deep-focus shot of a woman sitting on a sofa as her husband collapses on the stairs behind her. For 10 points, name this Bette Davis film, an adaptation of a Lillian Hellman play.

ANSWER: The Little Foxes
24. This movie was the last ever collaboration of the team of Lerner and Loewe. It features both Bob Fosse and Gene Wilder in supporting roles as animals. Like most quizbowl tournaments, critics thought this film "foundered under the weight of its own overproduced whimsy." Richard Burton turned down the lead in this movie, which went to Richard Kiley. Featuring Fosse as a snake and Kiley as a pilot, for 10 points, name this film, an adaptation of an Antoine de Saint Exupery book.
ANSWER: The Little Prince
25. Laurence Olivier only agreed to appear in a film with this title to be close to his wife Vivien Leigh while she was filming Streetcar Named Desire. That film with this name has an alternate title than the novel it is based on because the producers thought audiences believed the book was about a nun. A better known film with this title was the comeback film after a decade-long retirement from film for Piper Laurie. That movie has an early role for John Travolta as a teenage bully of the title character. For 10 points, give the title of a 1952 adaptation of a Theodore Dreiser novel and a movie starring Sissy Spacek as a telekinetic teen.

ANSWER: Carrie
