Questions by Mrs. Gupta

1. Name or description acceptable. A man describes this scene with the phrase "don't blame me if your wife is not satisfied je suis la solution et non le problem." That character in this scene notes that he sometimes "weeps uncontrollably for hours." This scene begins with a man smoking while watching a black and white movie. It ends with a woman shouting "You are alone, you pathetic psychopath!" after her husband falls in the pool while trying to attack Fabien LaRouche. After this scene, Michael De Santa meets up with his son and ends up having a drug induced hallucination. For 10 points, name or describe this scene from a mission in Grand Theft Auto V, in which the player has to complete such poses as "Warrior" and "Praise the Sun."
ANSWER: The yoga scene from Grand Theft Auto V [or "Did Somebody Say Yoga?"; you don't need the second part if it's already mentioned]

2. Matt Striker would use this video game as a way to reference Batista's heel turn. In the arcade version, the end credits confusingly featured the cast "out of costume," raising a beer as if to celebrate "finishing production." The villain of this game would hilariously say "WELCOME TO YOUR DOOM" before each boss battle. Because the sound file sounds vaguely like Elmer Fudd, this game is the inspiration for the TVTropes entry "Wise Fwom Youw Gwabe," which is what Zeus tells the protagonist. The hero is sent to rescue Athena from the demon Neff. For 10 points, name this Sega game in which the hero is a centurion who turns into a werewolf.

ANSWER: Altered Beast
3. The Encyclopedia Dramatica uses this fact to suggest that a character has "the miraculous power of the Internet hate machine" and that "his girlfriend is the only other one who'll believe in him." When informed of this fact, a man said "It's interesting that such a phenomenon is happening in a different country. Thank you for your time!" That man, Yasunori Mitsuda, maintains he was unaware of a certain American performer. This fact applies to a character whose real name is Prometheus and is found at the Proto Dome. For 10 points, name this factual coincidence involving a Chrono Trigger character and the biggest hit of Rick Astley.

ANSWER: The fact that "Robo's theme" sounds just like "Never Gonna Give You Up" [or Robo-rolling]

4. According to the back story of one game, this character once disguised herself as a "Thallian thorax dancer." She employs the obese military commander Big Blag. In this character's first appearance, her special power is to spin rapidly and turn into a tornado to attack the players. She has allied with the jealous computer programmer Silas Volkmire and generally is served by villainous pigs and rats. The arch-enemy of Professor T. Bird and Princess Angelica, she is perhaps best known for dressing like a dominatrix. For 10 points, name this sexy villainess in the Battletoads series of games.
ANSWER: The Dark Queen
5. This character's college roommate is now an out of shape cop who is jokingly referred to as "Mostly." An infamous Old Man Murray article mocks this character's ridiculous gyrations he undertakes in order to fool a clerk into renting him a motorcycle. This character's ancestral home is in Rittersberg, Germany, and his faithful companion is a woman named Grace Nakimura, who is amusingly played by Leah Remini in the first game. Much humor is made about Tim Curry's outrageous Southern accent in voicing this character. This man is first seen solving the "Voodoo Murders" in New Orleans. For 10 points, name this Sierra adventure hero who appeared in such point and click games as Sins of the Fathers and The Beast Within.

ANSWER: Gabriel Knight
6. After failing to remember this phrase at a 2012 tournament, I was mockingly chided by Andrew Hart and loudly shouted "FUCK!" The man who is credited with creating this phrase's father wrote the first God and Country handbook for the Boy Scouts of America. A parody of this phrase appears on the Game Over screen in the Futurama episode "Law and Oracle." This phrase was always accompanied with the name "William S. Sessions." By law, it was mandated to appear on arcade games beginning in 1989. For 10 points, name this "Just Say No"-esque catch phrase that appeared at the beginning of many such games during the 1990's.

ANSWER: "Winners Don't Use Drugs"
7. In a game produced by this company, the player can die of an aneurysm if his blood pressure becomes too high, possibly from incorrectly using credit cards. In another game by this company apparently meant to appeal to Rob Carson, the player can only resolve a riot at a grocery store by utilizing various homonym based puns. In a better known game by this company, the player begins on the S.P.S. Feinstein, crash lands on Resida, and meets up with the robot named Floyd. This company's best known game opens near a white house and has the player constantly in danger of being attacked by grues. For 10 points, name this company behind the Planetfall and Zork games, an innovator in the "text adventure" genre.
ANSWER: Infocom
8. Outside this character's house, there is a wishing well, where if the player puts money in it, he will wish for the game to be over, resulting in a (temporary) Game Over screen. This character enjoys playing a state of the art virtual reality game which is simply a crudely animated game involving a knight and dragon. This character hails from Brighton and says he is the "King of the Creatures" and "Lord of the Odd." Inside his house, this employer of Lee Harvey owns a portrait of naturalist John Muir. This man is obsessed with finding a Bigfoot and ends up frozen in a block of ice. For 10 points, name this diminutive, English country singer, the antagonist from Sam and Max Hit the Road.

ANSWER: Conroy Bumpus
9. When I played this game as a kid, I got pissed at a section, with no explanation, that required you to use the same TAKE SKIN command five times in a row. That occurs after you use a bomb to blow up Bananda in a cave. The second level in this game features an amusingly convoluted sidequest to find a donut for a man in a park, which can only be found in the trash of a cabaret. The hero of this game is served by a sidekick named Percy and at one point is imprisoned by Sergeant Pepper. This game is probably best known for having you beat opponents by playing rock-paper-scissors with them. For 10 points, name this simplistic NES RPG in which the characters are vegetables.
ANSWER: Princess Tomato in the Salad Kingdom
10. In the Japanese version of the game this character appears in, he gives the protagonists a statue in their honor. In the more familiar American version, he infamously states "Let's go for a burger…Ha! Ha! Ha!" This character falls victim to "rampant ninja related crimes." He is saved by Blade and Striker, who responded to a man's poignant question, "Are you a bad enough dude to rescue [this character]?" For 10 points, name this character from Bad Dudes, who resembles the leader of the free world at the time.

ANSWER: President Ronnie [or the President from Bad Dudes before mention; accept President Bush I guess, too, because that's what the NES version looks like]

11. An object with the same name as this thing can be found in the Ice Forest level in the action game Too Human. During the aborted "Tournament of Awesome—Video Game Edition" thread, I mentioned this object when saying "newfangled games confuse me," only to be mocked by Matt Lafer. Originally known as the Spyder, this object was erroneously described by the game's wiki as being named to mock "a boisterous, opinionated man." For legal reasons, it was not named after the real-life Skorpion VZ/61, which it resembles. Fans' dislike for this object is tempered by its astonishing effectiveness in "Licence to Kill" mode. For 10 points, name this useless gun in the N64 game Goldeneye.
ANSWER: The Klobb
12. After this work concludes, a character can be seen saying "Put up your fists, you evil crusaders!" at two men who end up fainting. If this work is completed especially successfully, a character tells the player "I am so proud of you. Congratulations," accompanied by cheers from students in the background. Near the end of this work, a character tells the player "we're almost done, I'll make it easy at first." This work is performed after the player leaves a fast food joint where Joe Chin is busy giving his simple introduction to two bullies harassing the protagonist and Sunny. This work's title phrase is followed by "It's all in the mind" and it takes place at Chop Chop Master Onion's dojo. For 10 points, name this first song from PaRappa the Rapper.

ANSWER: "Kick! Punch!" [prompt on "I Need to Become a Hero!", accept "Chop Chop Master Onion's rap until mentioned]

13. A wiki page says this character was introduced "as an almost happy go lucky seeming fellow, always shown with a funny looking grin on his face and positive remarks coming from his mouth." He likes listening to heavy metal and opera to remind him of his parents, who were killed in a drive by shooting. This man formed a group in the city of Angelopolis on Mandrill 4. This man, "a tough-as-nails gangbanger," usually wears shades and a wifebeater and drives the Wild Boar. For 10 points, name this F-Zero character, the leader of the Bloody Chains, whose name happens to resemble your question writer's.

ANSWER: Michael Chain 

14. In one of this character's games, he must contend with an old man who asks him "what was the name of Roy Rogers' dog?" In his final appearance, he runs through Dr. Hamerstein's mansion in what appears to be a rip-off of the Wolfenstein series; that game was Nitemare 3D. In his second appearance, he is incapacitated for much of the game, forcing the player to play as his girlfriend, Penelope. In his first game, this character must annoyingly avoid being killed by bats and a mummy, as well as overcome being shrunk by a mad scientist. For 10 points, name this character who ventures into his namesake House of Horrors in a series of games vaguely similar to Maniac Mansion.
ANSWER: Hugo
15. If you mention this character's name to The Leshy, the Leshy will shudder violently. He appears as an enemy in the Ms. Astro Chicken arcade game and can be seen eaten by vultures in Freddy Pharkas: Frontier Pharmacist. This character inspired his own fan created game in which he must remove a curse in order to attend a birthday party in the Land of the Green Isles. The servant of Crispinophur, this character is perhaps best known for his extremely weird way of saying "Look out! A POISONOUS snake!" Wearing a blue vest and sporting a monocle, this character is reviled for providing almost no assistance whatsoever for Graham. For 10 points, name this owl, a sidekick in King's Quest V: Absence Makes the Heart Go Yonder!
ANSWER: Cedric
16. The title character in the film D.A.R.Y.L. demonstrates his abilities by doing exceedingly well in this game. An infamous commercial for this game begins with the narrator shouting "HEY! YOU LOOK LIKE A REAL JERK!" at a man who smirks "Well, I am a corporate executive." In that commercial, which aired on MTV, the man tells the narrator he's going on his Sunday drive, but the narrator shouts "OH NO, YOU AIN'T! YOU'RE GOING TO PLAY [this game]!" before a giant hand grabs the family and throws them out of their car. Players must avoid crashing into billboards in this game and must win a time trial in order to qualify for the Grand Prix at the Fuji Racetrack. For 10 points, name this early Atari racing game.
ANSWER: Pole Position
17. In a particularly annoying mini game in this game, the player must suddenly win several rounds of high-stakes poker at the Hotel Delphoria in order to advance the game. In an infamously stupid segment, the player discovers his boss, Dooley, has been pranked by someone putting a chicken in his office. At another point in this game, the player can call the number of Helen Hots in order to obtain sex, but will be stunned to discover he has accidentally called the mayor's wife, ending the game. The protagonist of this game, Sonny Bonds, ends up marrying a prostitute, "Sweet Cheeks" Marie. Critics have pointed out how  this game and its follow-ups placed inordinate emphasis on apparently minor tasks, like always walking around your car before entering it, or making sure a gun is placed in a locker, not on your person. Follow-ups to this game were written by Daryl Gates, former head of the LAPD. For 10 points, name this obsessively realistic Sierra game not to be confused with Space Quest.
ANSWER: Police Quest
18. This character's mentor was The Colonel, whom this man reported to the Licensing Board, earning him a suspension. In one game appearance, this character can choose to become evil by completing the "Boulevard of Broken Dreams" path. Once married to the golddigging Sylvia, this man can be killed by the Margot Kidder played bartender of the Broken Skull or by the Russell Means played shapeshifting assassin, the Chameleon. Played by his own creator, Chris Jones, this character first appeared in Mean Streets and Martian Memorandum and has recently appeared again in The Tesla Effect. For 10 points, name this private eye in a post-apocalyptic world, probably most famously seen in The Pandora Directive and Under a Killing Moon.

ANSWER: Tex Murphy
19. This character must stop the villainous Oinker P. Hamm from stealing information away from history. He owns the world's largest collection of yarn balls, which causes him to take on the "Woolies," fabric-stealing aliens who appear in his first game. This character was invented by Michael Berlyn, who was inspired after playing Sonic the Hedgehog for 14 hours a day during one week. Reviewers concluded his last appearance, the 3-D Furbitten Planet, was one of the worst games of all time. He first appeared in the humorously named Claws Encounters of the Furred Kind. For 10 points, name this much reviled bobcat character in a series of '90s platformers.

ANSWER: Bubsy
20. According to one backstory, this group was founded by a woman named Agnes who strongly resembles its current leader. This group's important members are Chase Devineaux and the arrogant Shadow Hawkins. It has a branch of photographers, who include F-Stop Freddy and Candid Cammie. Based in San Francisco, this group employs such people as "Dee Plomassy" and "Herman Nootix," who are its "Good Guides." In a cartoon series, it was led by a wise cracking hologram and its top agents were the teenagers Zack and Ivy. A former member of this group now leads the villainous V.I.L.E. and commits various thefts around the world. For 10 points, name this group dedicated to catching Carmen Sandiego.

ANSWER: ACME Detective Agency [prompt on Crimenet or Timenet]

21. In one appearance, this character wins a knowledge contest by asking "How do you get out of this place?" In his final appearance, he is told by his son Max that he managed to obtain "100% completion." After the departure of his original partner, he was seen holding a bow tie and remarking how it was a clip-on. In this character's first appearance, this character thinks "I should be president!" and jokes that he's just "messing around," even though he really does not know how to find levels 8 and 9 of The Legend of Zelda. A rare video game appearance for this character was titled for his Funky Bowling. For 10 points, name this Nintendo Power mascot and one-time partner of Howard Phillips.
ANSWER: Nester
22. It's not Zelda or Street Fighter, but Wikipedia suggests that this game inspired the naming of one of Robin Williams' children. At the beginning of this game, one of the protagonists tells a caller "You fiend!" after rejecting a villainous group's "regular monthly bonus" to his salary. The final villain in this game appears to be in a wheelchair and holds a hostage on his lap as he shoots at you with a shotgun. The Super NES version of this game changed the name of one villain from Sodom to Katana and made female characters males. The hero of this game is a former pro wrestler whose daughter is abducted by the Mad Gear gang, forcing him to temporarily leave his mayor's office. For 10 points, name this beat em up gang featuring Cody and Haggar.

ANSWER: Final Fight
23. The look of this character was created by former talk show host Les Crane, who was inspired by a cosmetics counter employee at a Saks Fifth Avenue who had "extremely long fingernails." In a humorous 1995 article, Brent Bynum insists that he read that this character "won a contest" or "ran a school." This character's first name came from the lead singer of the Staple Sisters and she was "played" by Renee L'Esperance, a refugee from the Duvalier regime. At one point, Wikipedia claimed this character was the "Betty Crocker of cyberspace." For 10 points, name this woman who has taught typing to various American students in a namesake series of games.
ANSWER: Mavis Beacon [or Mavis Bacon]

24. A green suited "trooper" in this game wears a bulletproof vest, meaning he will come back to life shortly after being "shot." The player's default weapon is a silent "auto charge pistol," which has no ammo but simply recharges for a few seconds. The player in this game must advance through various floors of the STAR Institute using a red access card to operate an elevator. The villain of this game occasionally teleports in to attack the player and is named Dr. Goldfire. The protagonist is an agent of the British Intelligence and a sequel to this game was subtitled Planet Strike. This game is basically identical to the similar Wolfenstein 3D, except it's set in space. For 10 points, name this obscure Apogee game named for its title character.

ANSWER: Blake Stone: Aliens of Gold
25. Name or description acceptable. A character in this location has acquired a cold from "the evil air," while other characters run a simplistic game in which the player's health is boosted by running a fence maze in fifteen seconds. An older man is found sleeping here, wishing to hear the sound of his son playing the flute again. In this location, a weathercock secretly contains a magic duck that can transport the player anywhere. The player obtains the Book of Mudora in this location by using the Pegasus Boots to knock it down off a shelf. In the Dark World, the equivalent to this place features the secret location of Blind the Thief and is home to "Thieves' Town." For 10 points, name or describe this location, a place south of the Lost Woods in a SNES game featuring Link.

ANSWER: The village from The Legend of Zelda: A Link to the Past [or Kakariko Village]

26. A Destructoid column labeled this character a "dreaded, horrible, massive asshole." A wiki entry suggests that perhaps he is a reference to a character from the obscure game Wrecking Crew. Toru Osawa drew this character as "celebration of having received his summer bonus." In a cartoon, this person was frequently teamed with King Hippo as the agent of Mother Brain. If he succeeds in attacking the player, the player has to annoyingly find a nurse in order to attack again. This character guards fortresses on behest of Medusa and is considered the most feared nemesis of Pit. For 10 points, name this villainous vegetable from the Kid Icarus series.

ANSWER: Eggplant Wizard
27. In a cartoon series, this character owns a cowardly mountain lion named Quickclaw. An incredibly young Jack Black appears in a commercial where he talks about working alongside this character. His namesake son was voiced by Bruce Campbell in a PlayStation game and appeared to rescue his father in a game set in the Mayan jungles. His second appearance was a game subtitled Lost Caverns. In his most famous appearance, he attempts to obtain 32 treasures in 20 minutes, occasionally being required to swing on vines over quicksand and avoid scorpions. For 10 points, name this main character from the Pitfall! series.

ANSWER: Pitfall Harry
28. The first villain in this game says "Come to Arms, my beauties." The final boss of this game takes direct action after denouncing his agents as "dopey duncebots," and the second to last villain resembles a chicken. The plot of this game involves a villain seizing a diminutive population of Mobius and trying to turn them into robot slaves. This game is effectively a competitive version of Tetris, in which the player goes head to head with villains like Scratch and Grounder. For 10 points, name this weird-ass Sega puzzle game featuring the villain but not the hero from Sonic the Hedgehog.

ANSWER: Dr. Robotnik's Mean Bean Machine
29. This group was responsible for killing many members of the Thunderfoot tribe. A subgroup of this organization was S.I.N., which was led by the villainous Seth. This group was temporarily led by an idiot who led it into the ground, forcing him to take jobs as a casino security guard. Its "Four Heavenly Kings" include a boxer and a man with a scar on his chest and an eye patch. This group's leader was once slain by Akuma. In a film, this group, which is usually based in Thailand, is now its own country led by a Raul Julia played madman who really hates Guile. For 10 points, name this villainous group led by M. Bison in the Street Fighter series.

ANSWER: Shadaloo
30. A fictional audio clip from this game features the final boss saying "I HAVE BECOME THE HARBINGER OF WINTER." It was introduced to many people with a thread subtitled "Give it a try if you want but be prepared to rage quit." It's unclear what the ending truly signifies because it has never been translated into English. A notorious Reddit thread featured posters describing this game and saying things like "How the fuck can Rabbit speed up a ball mid-flight? YOU DON'T HAVE THUMBS." For 10 points, name this incredibly hard Flash game featuring a Disney bear and baseball.

ANSWER: Winnie the Pooh's Home Run Derby
31. The background for this work is a lone castle tower with a rainbow in the right side of the screen. The creator of this work also produced the 2008 entry "awesome leaf blower prank." This work solely consists of a trumpet blowing, a boy walking up to deliver the title phrase, and another character walking from the left, who points and shouts "YOU FIEND!" This work was painstakingly created by Andrew Hart using the underrated game Opening Night, which allows users to create plays. For 10 points, name this 39 second work of art whose title character was a notorious University of Chicago player and whose title refers to a hilarious expression written by an English quizbowler.

ANSWER: "Hark! The Omniscient Marshall"
