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1. One of this deity’s offspring killed Nanaki, a sacred pheasant, with an arrow, which this deity promptly threw back down to earth, killing him. The largest shrine to this deity is torn down and rebuilt every 20 years, and its interior is thought to house the “eight-hand mirror,” sacred to this deity. Born when her father washed his left eye, this creator of the “inada,” or fields of rice, was tricked by the dancing Ame-no-Uzume into leaving a cave into which she had fled after being offended by the flayed horse thrown at her by her brother Susanoo. FTP name this kami, the Shinto sun goddess.


ANSWER: Amaterasu Omikami

2. This effect alters Breit-Wigner resonance at high temperatures, and the random motion of the atoms in a gas leads to this effect's namesake broadening of spectral lines. Accelerated excited hydrogen ions were used in the Ives-Stillwell experiment to measure the second order, or transverse, type of it. In astronomy, an application of the relativistic form of this effect is the redshift observed from distant galaxies. FTP name this effect that results in the frequency of a wave of light or sound appearing to be higher if the source is moving toward the observer and lower if the source is moving away.


ANSWER: Doppler effect or shift

3. This city sided with the Persians during their second invasion, sending auxiliaries to the Battle of Plataea, an action for which it was punished afterward.  One of these punishments was depriving it of its leadership over the Boeotian League, which it had founded.  Later it became an ally of Sparta against Athens, its southern neighbor. At the Battle of Mantinea, its hegemony over Greece was secured by its most talented general, Epimanondas.  FTP identify this city centered around the Cadmea that shares its name with an ancient Egyptian city.


ANSWER: Thebes or Thebai
4. A futuristic version of this American city was the home of Rick Deckard in Philip K. Dick’s novel Do Androids Dream of Electric Sheep. Dave Eggers moves himself and two siblings from Illinois to this city in his somewhat exaggerated memoir, A Heartbreaking Work of Staggering Genius. This city’s namesake “Renaissance” included the poets Lew Welch and Philip Whalen, with author/teacher Kenneth Rexroth at the forefront. Those poets were joined by Gary Snyder at the famous 1956 reading at the Six Gallery in this city, at which Allan Ginsberg’s “Howl” was first read. Also the setting of The Maltese Falcon and Lawrence Ferlinghetti’s City Lights bookstore is, FTP, what California city featured in Randy Shilts’s The Mayor of Castro Street, a biography of Harvey Milk, and Vikram Seth’s The Golden Gate?


ANSWER: San Francisco
5. "Subway Jam" is a movement from his composition Music for a Great City, and "The Promise of Living" is the finale of his opera The Tender Land. A solo trumpet plays the tune "El Mosco" in his orchestral work El Salon Mexico, and lines from the Gettysburg Address conclude his Lincoln Portrait. This author of What to Listen for in Music included the section "The Open Prairie" in his ballet about a titular outlaw. In addition to composing Billy the Kid, he was commissioned by Martha Graham to write the music for a ballet that features the "Simple Gifts" melody. For 10 points, name this composer of Fanfare for the Common Man and Appalachian Spring.


ANSWER: Aaron Copland

6. In an early poem by this author, the persona states that “The force that through the green fuse drives the flower/Drives my green age.” Another poem concludes, “After the first death, there is no other.” Along with “A Refusal to Mourn the Death, by Fire, of a Child in London,” he also wrote a radio play, Under Milk Wood, and an autobiography, A Portrait of the Artist as a Young Dog. His best known work is a villanelle addressed to the speaker’s father arguing that “Old age should burn and rave at close of day.” FTP name this Welsh author of “Do Not Go Gentle into That Good Night.”


ANSWER: Dylan Thomas
7. Xanthane is an intermediate in a reaction in which these compounds are treated with a base and carbon disulfide, and converted to alkenes. Corey developed the reagent PCC to oxidize these compounds, which can be formed from the reaction between carbonyl compounds and Grignard reagents. Other methods for converting these compounds to alkenes include oxymercuration-reduction reactions and hydroboration–oxidation reactions. Sodium borohydride can be used to reduce aldehydes into the primary type, and they dissociate into alkoxide ions in aqueous solution. FTP name these compounds in which carbon is bonded to a hydroxyl group, examples of which include methanol and ethanol.


ANSWER: alcohols

8. Zachary Taylor created this governmental position, selecting Thomas Ewing of Ohio to be the first one to hold it. The man who first served in this cabinet position under Reagan drew ridicule for banning the Beach Boys from a July 4th concert on the mall for bringing along an “undesirable element” and had to resign after saying his staff included “a black, a woman, two Jews and a cripple.” That was James Watt, and an earlier tenant of this position used it to hand over oil reserves in Wyoming to oilman friends, leading to the Teapot Dome scandal. Once held by Albert Fall, FTP what is this cabinet position currently held by Ken Salazar and in charge of maintaining public lands?


ANSWER: Secretary of the Interior
9. Found in the English traditions since the reign of Henry II and recognized in the Magna Carta, this type of body was abolished in Britain in 1933.  In Hurtado v. California, the Supreme Court refused to use the Fourteenth Amendment to require that states use it.  States that do not use it typically have a preliminary hearing wherein a judge decides if there is enough evidence for trial.  Typically during it, prosecutors are the only ones that can call witnesses and enter evidence which lay people on this body evaluate to determine if the case should proceed to trial.  FTP what is this body that hands down indictments?


ANSWER: grand jury
10. Lake Umatilla was created by the opening of the John Jay Dam on this river.  Its namesake Bar prevented early explorers from sailing up it.  Lewis and Clark looked for a passage between it and the Missouri River, but none was found.  Had it been found, a passage from New Orleans to the Pacific would have been opened up.  The Snake River drains into, FTP, what large river which forms part of the border between Oregon and Washington, named for an early explorer of the Americas.


ANSWER: Columbia River

11. In its final form, this collection included a description of the narrator’s tour of Westminster Abbey and a Gothic tale of a cavalier, Herman von Starkenfaust, who pretends to be a goblin to wed the daughter of a baron. The stories are connected by the titular gentleman-narrator, whose visits with the Bracebridge family were eventually incorporated into this work. Its two most famous parts claim to have been told to the narrator by a New York Dutchman, one describing the contest for Katrina between Brom Bones and Ichabod Crane, and the other the 20-year sleep of a Patroon. FTP what is this collection, including “The Legend of Sleepy Hollow” and “Rip Van Winkle,” written by Washington Irving?


ANSWER: The Sketchbook of Geoffrey Crayon
12. A quantum algorithm that performs this operation in Big O of N to the one half time is called Grover's Algorithm.  Heuristic approaches to these algorithms include the Beam type, and one of the simplest examples recursively divides the dataset into two along a median and is known as the binary type.  Examples of this type of operation on a graph include Breadth-First and Depth-First.  FTP name these types of algorithms, famous examples of which include those that power Bing and Google to help you find things.


ANSWER: Search Algorithms [accept equivalents like Lookup Algorithms]

13. Picasso’s painting of this title is from his “Blue Period” and depicts a woman cradling her chin in her left hand while regarding a blue bottle and glass. Edouard Manet’s shows a man wearing a cape and top hat standing with a discarded bottle by his right foot, with a glass of a light-green liquid visible to his right. The most famous painting of this title depicts the inebriated-looking actress Ellen Andree. FTP what is the shared title in English of these paintings of people imbibing a powerful alcohol distilled from wormwood?


ANSWER: The Absinthe Drinker (accept “L’Absinthe” prior to “in English”)
14. Along with Sukarno in Indonesia and Nasser in Egypt, this leader was a founder of the Non-Aligned Movement in 1955.  On his watch, the region of Assam was invaded by China, though he later antagonized the Chinese by granting asylum to the Dalai Lama. Under his prime minstership, his forces took Goa back from the Portuguese. FTP identify this leader who oversaw the partition of India and Pakistan, the father of Indira Gandhi and first prime minister of an independent India.


ANSWER:  Jawaharalal Nehru
15. The orator Isocrates wrote a work titled “Against” this group, attacking their methods and propounding his own. The “Encomium to Helen” and “Defense of Palamedes” are works of one thinker of this bent, while the idea that “justice is nothing but the advantage of the stronger” is an idea attributed one of them named Thrasymachus. Another man associated with this group is famous for claiming that “man is the measure of all things”: Protagoras. Also including Gorgias, FTP who were these traveling thinker-teachers much reviled by Socrates and Plato, the name of which now connotes flowery speech covering deception?


ANSWER: Sophists 

16. In one literary work, a giant one of these animals enlists the collections officer Katagiri to help battle Worm and prevent an earthquake. That creature is a "Super" type that "Saves Tokyo" in a story by Haruki Murakami. This animal is the namesake of a comedy in which Xanthias is forced to wear Heracles' lion skin, and Dionysus brings back Aeschylus from Hades. In addition to naming that work by Aristophanes, this type of animal is owned by the gambler Jim Smiley, but has lead pellets poured down its throat to prevent it from being "celebrated" for its "jumping" in "Calaveras County." For 10 points, name this type of amphibian found in a Mark Twain story.


ANSWER: Frogs

17. One early film role of this actor was MC Gusto in the fake documentary he wrote, CB4. His voice work has included Mooseblood the Mosquito in Bee Movie and Marty the Zebra in the Madagascar films.  With Louis C. K., he remade Chloe in the Afternoon in 2007's I Think I Love My Wife, and he also hosted the recent documentary, Good Hair.  This "thirteenth apostle" in Dogma has hosted comedy specials like "Never Scared" and "Bigger & Blacker".  He also fictionalized his youth in a CW show titled "Everybody Hates [Him]".  For 10 points, name this African-American comedian.

ANSWER: Christopher Julius "Chris" Rock III

18. Celebration of this observance by adherents in Iran includes the kiddush levana, or blessing of the moon, and on it pregnant women offer two hens to the schochet for killing. Instituted by Leviticus 23:26 et passim, common observance includes a reading from Jonah, and it features the Shimon Edrei, or communal confession of sins. Its prohibitions include the wearing of cosmetics or leather, and it begins with the evening prayer known as Kol Nidre. Ending with the blowing of the tekiah gedolah on the shofar. FTP what is this tenth of Tishri holiday, the Jewish “Day of Atonement”?


ANSWER: Yom Kippur
19. The rising type is often represented by the Pochhammer symbol, and Stirling's approximation gives a value for this function, which is equivalent to the gamma function for positive integers. This function appears in the denominator of each term in the Taylor series, and appears thrice in the binomial coefficient. Used in calculating combinations and permutations, this function, for a non-negative integer n, is defined as the product of all positive integers less than or equal to n. FTP name this function that is represented by an exclamation mark.


ANSWER: factorial

20. At age 57 this man attempted to enroll in the army as a private upon the breakout of a war that he had resigned from his post as Secretary of State in an attempt to avoid. For the twelve years before his brief stint as Secretary of State he had delivered his popular speech “The Prince of Peace” on the Chatauqua circuit, expounding the evangelical and populist values he put forward in his magazine The Commoner, playing on one of his nicknames. He died in Dayton, Tennessee, just a few days after opposing Clarence Darrow in the Scopes Trial. FTP name this populist orator and politician best known for delivering the 1896 “Cross of Gold” speech.

ANSWER: Cuchulainn (koo-kuh-layn)

ANSWER: Cattle Raid of Cooley
C. Oddly, Cuchulainn has this many pupils in each eye and fingers on each hand.


ANSWER: 7
19. This diagram includes the near-vertical downward-directed Hayashi track. For 10 points each:

A. Name this diagram that plots the relationship between luminosity and temperature of stars.


ANSWER: Hertzsprung-Russell diagram [accept HR diagram]

B. On the Hertzsprung–Russell diagram, this portion runs diagonally from the upper left to the lower right, and contains about ninety percent of all known stars.


ANSWER: main sequence
C. The asymptotic branch rises from this branch that is located to the left of the red-giant branch. Members of it are about a hundred times brighter than the Sun, and include the RR Lyrae variables.


ANSWER: horizontal branch

20. Answer these questions about Jewish holidays FTPE.
