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Round 3: Washington University Folks

1. In one scene in this novel, Agustín punches one character in the face several times and calls him a “horse lover” in an attempt to provoke him into a fight. After that character, Pablo, goes out to check on his horses, a group including the main character and Pilar plan to kill him. Pablo later steals dynamite from the main character, who reflects angrily on the theft while lying in bed next to Maria. However, Pablo returns later with the dynamite, which allows the main character to proceed successfully with his plot to blow up a bridge. Robert Jordan breaks his leg and awaits death at the hands of Fascists at the end of, FTP, what Hemingway novel with a title taken from John Donne?

ANSWER: For Whom the Bell Tolls
2. This city’s metropolitan area includes such towns as Oshawa, Pickering, and Oakville. Rivers to intersect it include the Humber River from the west and the Don River from the east. This city was home to the world's tallest free-standing structure decades until the construction of the Burj Dubai in the United Arab Emirates, and its First Canadian Centre is the tallest occupied building in the country. Located on the shores of Lake Ontario, FTP, identify this largest city of Canada.

ANSWER: Toronto
3. They are only found in masses between the Tolman-Oppenheimer-Volkoff limit and the Chandrasekhar limit.  Their existence was proposed by Walter Baade and Fritz Zwicky in 1933 to explain how their formation could release the energy necessary to power supernovas.  The first was discovered in 1965 as a bright radio source in the Crab Nebula, the remnants of the supernova of AD 1054.  For10 points, name these massive, extremely dense stellar remnants created as massive stars collapse, a process only stopped by the degeneracy pressure of their nuclear particles.

ANSWER: Neutron stars
4. He ordered the construction of two massive ships on Lake Nemi, whose wrecks were retrieved under Mussolini's orders.  Taking over from Juba II's son Ptolemy, he formally made Mauretania into a Roman province, and he also had the tetrarch Herod Antipas put to death.  His Praetorian guard Cassius Chaerea led the conspiracy to assassinate him just three years after his execution of Macro, the prefect whose support guaranteed his succession of Tiberius.  Described as insane by both Philo and Suetonius and followed by Claudius, for 10 points, what third emperor of Rome who ruled from 37 to 41 AD?

ANSWER: Caligula
5. The favorite food of one character on this show is milksteak, and that character also lists his hobbies as “magnets.”  Another character’s mother disinherited her in her will by calling her a “disappointment and a mistake,” despite the fact that she was a twin, and the mother left her house to her son Dennis.  Another time the gang was all in a production of The Nightman Cometh which was a ruse so Charlie could publicly propose to the waitress.  For 10 points, what is this show about the owners of Paddy’s Pub set in the titular location that airs on FX and also stars Danny DeVito?

ANSWER:  It’s Always Sunny in Philadelphia
6. This work anticipates Patrick Henry when it condemns “prophets who say … 'Peace, peace!' and there is no peace,” suggesting that “peace” be replaced with “cross.”  It downplays the Pope's ability to forgive on his own as opposed to interceding for forgiveness, questions whether all the souls in Purgatory even wish to be released, and calls for St. Peter's Basilica to burn rather than have its rebuilding financed by “the exactions of the pardon-preachers.”  For 10 points, what reaction to Johann Tetzel's commission to sell Papal indulgences was famously nailed to the door of Wittenberg's Castle Church by Martin Luther?

ANSWER: 95 Theses on the Power and Efficacy of Indulgences (or Disputatio pro declaratione 
virtutis indulgentiaru; accept other equivalent translations)
7. On the first day of the main character’s trip in this novel, he stays in a guesthouse in Salisbury and remembers an incident in which his father drove around two drunken houseguests with the greatest of courtesy until they started insulting his employer, at which point his father pulled over the car until they apologized. In this novel, the main character’s new employer, Mr. Farraday, makes him take a weeklong road trip vacation through England. The main character sets out to find Miss Kenton, the former housekeeper of Darlington Hall, in an attempt to bring her back to the house. For 10 points, the butler Stevens narrates what novel by Kazuo Ishiguro?

ANSWER: The Remains of the Day
8. Dr. Valentine McGillicuddy and John Gregory Bourke disagree over whether a guard's bayonet or his own knife killed this individual, and Touch the Clouds saved this man from assassination by No Water.  A witness of the Grattan Massacre, this man initiated the Fetterman Massacre, and suffered losses at Slim Buttes and Wolf Mountain before surrendering at Camp Robinson, Nebraska.  Victor of the Battle of the Rosebud, which prevented George Crook from bringing his troops to aid George Custer against this man and Chief Gall at Little Bighorn, for 10 points, name this Oglala Sioux war hero who fought alongside Red Cloud and Sitting Bull.

ANSWER: Crazy Horse (the younger) (or His Horse is Crazy, or Thašúŋke Witkó)
9. Rustad and Yin studied the distribution of iron isotopes in the lower portion of this region. Wadsleyite and ringwoodite are likely found in its transition zones. Its lowest portions likely contain post-perovskite, and its upper portion likely consists of peridotite, a rock composed of the silicate minerals olivine and pyroxene. The bottom portion of this layer is home to the D double prime region, and upwellings of magma are its namesake plumes. This layer is separated from the liquid outer core by the Gutenberg discontinuity and from the crust by the Mohorovicic discontinuity. For 10 points, name this layer of Earth's interior.


ANSWER: mantle
10. Vi sings "Has Anyone Seen My Joe?" in this composer's opera Blue Monday. Orchestral works by this composer include Concerto in F and the Cuban Overture. One piece by this composer was featured in a 1951 movie starring Leslie Caron and Gene Kelluy, and has a score that calls for four taxi horns. His most famous piece was commissioned for a concert at Aeolian Hall by Paul Whiteman, was orchestrated by Ferde Grofe, and begins with a low trill in the clarinet followed by a glissando. For 10 points, name this American composer of An American in Paris and Rhapsody in Blue.


ANSWER: George Gershwin
11. Carados accomplished this feat while Tristram and Iseult were traveling to Cornwall, and took a prisoner.  Bors de Ganis and Percevale also pulled it off, “as the book rehearseth in French.”  Tristram and Gareth both did this at the Dame of Liones' tournament, and Marhaus came back from a morning disadvantage to accomplish it in the evening.  After doing it at Arthur's Christmas joust, Launcelot did this twice more while he was being sought out for slaying Gareth.  According to Malory, for 10 points, what achievement common to all these knights consisted of a combat over a son of Lot and Morgause, the brother of Agravaine and Mordred who, in another text, had some business with a Green Knight?

ANSWER: defeating Sir Gawain
12. Its first chairman was Charles Diggs, who promptly ended up on Nixon’s enemies list for chairing it.  In 2004, a tense meeting between its members and Ralph Nader ended up in a shouting match with Nader saying Met Watt used a racial epithet against him twice.  In 2009, all 41 of its members voted for the seating of Roland Burris and Burris would go on to be the only Senate member of this group.  Originally founded by Charles Rangel, William Clay Sr., and Shirley Chisholm, among others, this is, for 10 points, what organization of African American representatives?

ANSWER:  Congressional Black Caucus
13. He gets up amid the carnage of the battle of Shrewsbury and claims to have killed the rebellious Hotspur.  In an earlier scene, he imagines a chair cushion as a crown, a dagger as a scepter, and a chair as a throne to impersonate the king of England before he switches roles with Hostpur's true killer, Prince Hal.  A different play culminates with this character roaming around the woods at midnight with deer horns attached to his head. For 10 points, name this fat, lusty knight of Shakespeare's Henry IV and The Merry Wives of Windsor.

ANSWER: Sir John Falstaff
14. Electron Spin Resonance Spectroscopy is a technique that only works on species that exhibit this property.  Molecular Orbital Theory correctly predicts this property in oxygen molecules, contrary to the Lewis dot structure of oxygen.  For 10 points, name this chemical property in which an unpaired electron causes the molecule to be weakly attracted to an external magnetic field.

ANSWER: paramagnetism (accept paramagnetic)
15. This author is credited with the origins of the “Second Wave” of the movement she is associated with. Her most famous work addresses the "problem with no name" and came about as a result of surveying her Smith College classmates. She went on to found the National Organization for Women after publishing a book suggesting that the modern world forces women to define themselves through their husbands and children. For 10 points, name this feminist author of The Feminine Mystique.


ANSWER: Betty Friedan
16. In the MSW effect, they experience coherent forward scattering in the presence of electrons, and their production in nuclei is governed by the Gamow-Teller selection rules, including no change in nuclear parity.  Despite their slower velocities, ones from Supernova 1987a reached Earth before photons from the same event because of their failure to interact electromagnetically on the way.  With intrinsic spin virtually always opposite their direction of travel, these “left-handed” candidate components of hot dark matter have been shown to change flavors between the Sun and Earth and thus must have nonzero mass.  Proposed by Pauli to make beta decay satisfy conservation laws, for 10 points, what are these weakly-interacting low-mass lepton cousins of the tau, muon, and electron?

ANSWER: neutrinos (accept antineutrinos up to “opposite” and do not prompt thereafter: 
antineutrinos are right-handed, or with spin pointing in the direction of travel)
17. In 1442, he and his brother Radu were sent as hostages to the Sultan of the Ottoman Empire.  The Ottomans under Murad II would put him on his father’s throne but it wasn’t until 1456 when he finally succeeded in overthrowing his cousin and rival Vladislav II.  One story goes that his subjects were so afraid of him that they did not disturb a cup of solid gold reserved for thirsty travelers in the Square of Targoiste.  His subjects were right to be intimidated, as he had many boyars slaughtered using his preferred method, impalement.  For 10 points name this Prince of Wallachia believed to have inspired Bram Stoker’s Dracula.

ANSWER: Vlad III or Vlad the Impaler
18. In addition to Van Gogh and Wyeth, Snoopy's doghouse has been graced by this artist’s work, and he created a real-life piece depicting the doghouse in 2003.  Masaaki Nakamura was electrocuted while helping to disassemble this man’s 1991 Japanese installation, “The Umbrellas”, and his first project, “Iron Curtain,” blocked a Paris street with oil barrels in 1962.  For 10 points, what conceptual artist is known for working with his wife, Jean Claude and has “wrapped” islands in Biscayne Bay, the Pont-Neuf, and the Reichstag in synthetic fabric, a technique he used in Central Park for 2005's “The Gates”?

ANSWER: Christo Vladimiroff Javacheff 
19. Near its end, Norman Arriaga calls it “deliberate” that the word “free” in the national anthem is too high to sing.  This work's second half opens with a speech by Alexei Antediluvianovich Prelapsarianov opposing progress, which is also the message one of the titular creatures delivers to Prior Walter.  It was the most recent work listed in Harold Bloom's 1994 The Western Canon, and it includes such memorable scenes as Ethel Rosenberg's ghost reciting the Kaddish for Roy Cohn, who has died of AIDS.  Appearing in two parts, “Millennium Approaches” and “Perestroika,” for 10 points, what “Gay Fantasia on National Themes” scored the 1993 and 1994 Best Play Tony awards for author Tony Kushner?

ANSWER: Angels in America: A Gay Fantasia on National Themes
20. This work’s basso ostinato has been parodied in works by Handel and Mozart.  Originally written for three violins and a basso continuo, it has since been arranged for various ensembles, although few modern performances include the gigue [zheeg] that originally accompanied the piece.  For 10 points, an eight note sequence in the bass repeats 28 times in this work frequently performed at weddings, the most famous piece of music by Johann Pachelbel.

ANSWER: Canon in D (accept Pachelbel’s Canon before Pachelbel is mentioned; prompt on 
“Canon”)
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1. A 1967 work by Ulric Neisser triggered the formation of a namesake school of psychology. For ten points each:
[10] Name that school, which studies mental processes and the acquisition, processing, and storage of information.

ANSWER: cognitive psychology or cognitivism
[10] Cognitive psychology is a reaction to this school associated with B. F. Skinner and operant conditioning that denied the usefulness of studying internal mental states.

ANSWER: behaviorism or behaviorist psychology (do not accept “behavioralism”)
[10] This Swiss psychologist posited “sensorimotor” and “formal operational” stages of cognitive development.

ANSWER: Jean Piaget
2. For ten points each, name some Aztec gods that have some cool havoc-wreaking qualities and that aren't named Quetzalcoatl.
[10] This Aztec rain god is said to be able to bring diseases, droughts and famine on the people.

ANSWER: Tlaloc
[10] Often said to hold a lethal magic mirror that gave off smoke, this Atzec god of all material things was a rival of Quetzalcoatl.

ANSWER: Tezcatlipoca
[10] The god of war, this patron of the city of Tenochtitlan was associated with a blue hummingbird.


ANSWER: Huitzilopochtli

3. Name these Russian poets, for ten points each.
[10] In Russia he is best known for his volumes of poetry such as My Sister Life and Over the Barriers, but elsewhere he is better known for his novel, Doctor Zhivago.

ANSWER:  Boris Pasternak
[10] Considered the greatest Russian poet, he penned such works as “The Bronze Horseman” and the verse novel Eugene Onegin.

ANSWER:  Alexander Pushkin
[10] Known for attacks on Soviet bureaucracy, this man’s more famous poems include “Zima Junction” and “Babi Yar.”

ANSWER:  Yevgeny Yevtushenko
4. Answer the following about the Women’s Suffrage Movement for ten points each.
[10] In 1848, Elizabeth Cady Stanton, Mary Ann M’Clintock, and Lucretia Mott hosted this meeting of suffragettes and their supporters in upstate New York.

ANSWER: Seneca Falls Convention
[10] The Seneca Falls Convention attendees drafted this document calling for equal rights for women which was based on the Declaration of Independence.


ANSWER: Declaration of Sentiment

[10] Stanton and this woman would found in 1869 the National Woman Suffrage Association which opposed passage of the Fifteenth Amendment.  This woman would later be the first to be enshrined on an American coin in 1979.

ANSWER: Susan B. Anthony
5. They consist of both a magnitude and direction.  For ten points each:
[10] What are these mathematical entities, examples of which include velocity and force.

ANSWER: vectors
[10] This binary operator on vectors in three-space has a numerical value equal to the product of the magnitudes of two vectors and the sine of the angle between them.

ANSWER: cross product (accept vector product)
[10] Vectors are the fist-rank subclass of these entities, which are represented by matrices.  Second-rank examples include stress and thermal expansion.

ANSWER: tensors
6. Name these Thornton Wilder works, for ten points each.
[10] Seven actors contract ptomaine [toh-main] poisoning in this play's third act, which opens with the Antrobus's maid Sabina announcing that the war is over.

ANSWER: The Skin of Our Teeth
[10] Wilder won a Pulitzer Prize for this novel about a friar studying the lives of five people killed at the title location.

ANSWER: The Bridge of San Luis Rey
[10] In this play's third act, Emily Webb sits in a chair with the other ghosts after being buried in the cemetery of Grover's Corners.

ANSWER: Our Town
7. Identify the following English Plantagenet monarchs, for ten points each.
[10] He founded the House of Plantagenet in 1154 after the death of Stephen of Blois. His knights would later kill the Archbishop of Canterbury.

ANSWER: Henry II
[10] This third son of Henry succeeded him in 1189.  While this man was taking part in the third crusade, his throne was nearly usurped by his younger brother.

ANSWER: Richard I (accept Richard the Lionhearted)
[10] Henry IV would overthrow this Plantagenet monarch in 1399 thus establishing the House of Lancaster, which would in turn be overthrown by the House of York.

ANSWER: Richard II
8. They can be classified as stereotactic or isotactic, among other types, based on the stereochemistry of their subunits. For ten points each:
[10] Name these long molecules, examples of which include Kevlar and nylon.

ANSWER: polymers
B. Typically consisting of titanium chloride with an aluminum compound co-catalyst, these compounds are used in the production of polymers from alpha-olefins.

ANSWER: Ziegler-Natta catalysts
C. Ziegler-Natta catalysts were first used to create the linear form of this common polymer made from C2H4 units.

ANSWER: polyethylene or polyethene or polythene
9. Answer the following about the Obama Cabinet for 10 points each.
[10] The only holdover from the Bush cabinet was this Secretary of Defense since 2006.

ANSWER: Robert Gates
[10] The most recently created Cabinet position is this one which follows the Secretary of Veterans Affairs in the order of presidential succession and is currently held by Janet Napolitano.

ANSWER: Secretary of Homeland Security
 [10] Following the implosion of Tom Daschle’s cabinet nomination, this former Kansas governor was successfully named Secretary of Health and Human Services.

ANSWER: Kathleen Sebelius
10. Identify the following terms from economics for 10 points each.

[10] Once a sin in the Catholic Church, this is the practice by which one charges exorbitantly high rates of interest on a loan.


ANSWER: usury
[10] These are production costs that do not change even though the quantity of output has changed.


ANSWER: fixed costs

[10] This type of tax takes up less of a percentage of one’s income as one makes more money as opposed to a progressive tax which takes up a larger portion as one makes more.


ANSWER: regressive tax

11. Answer the following about medieval France for ten points each.
[10] This father of Pepin the Short was nicknamed the Hammer and is remembered for halting Muslim expansion into northern Europe.

ANSWER: Charles Martel
[10] Martel’s aforementioned defeat of the Muslims came at this 732 battle also called the Battle of Poitiers.

ANSWER:  Battle of Tours
[10] Martel was the Mayor of the Palace in Austrasia to this line of rulers known for their long hair and which ended when Martel’s son Pepin the Short deposed Childeric III in 751.

ANSWER: Merovingians
12. Identify these composers who wrote works based off the Orpheus myth for ten points each.
[10] This early Baroque Italian composed L’Orfeo in 1609, which opens with the personification of Music praising the Gonzaga family.

ANSWER: Claudio Monteverdi
[10] This Austrian composer's Orpheus and Eurydice exists in a 1762 Italian version and a 1774 French version, and is considered the first of his “reform” operas.

ANSWER: Christoph Willibald von Gluck
[10] This German-born composer's Orpheus in the Underworld depicts Orpheus as a cuckolded husband and Eurydice as almost happy to die.  

ANSWER: Jacques Offenbach (or Jacob Offenbach)
13. For ten points each, identify these American short story writers given descriptions of their works.
[10] In his most famous story, John Oakhurst, a professional gambler, is exiled from the town of Poker Flat along with three others for being “immoral.”

ANSWER: Bret Harte
[10] This author’s collected stories, including “The Swimmer” and “The Enormous Radio,” won the 1979 Pulitzer Prize. He also wrote the novels Falconer and The Wapshot Chronicle.

ANSWER: John Cheever
[10] Her most recent short story collection, Honored Guest, features dark and unsettling stories like “Congress,” although she is better known for novels such as The Quick and the Dead and State of Grace.  

ANSWER: Joy Williams
14. For ten points each, name these 20th-century philosophers.
[10] In his Philosophical Investigations, this Austrian attacked many of the views he had expounded in his Tractatus Logico-Philosophicus.

ANSWER: Ludwig (Josef Johann) Wittgenstein [VITT-guhn-shtyne]
[10] This British Nobel Prize winner, who co-authored the Principia Mathematica, penned the introduction to Wittgenstein's Tractatus.

ANSWER: Bertrand (Arthur William) Russell
[10] Both Wittgenstein and Russell were influenced by the views of this German author of The Foundations of Arithmetic, who tried to make logic the central subject of philosophy.

ANSWER: Friedrich Ludwig Gottlob Frege
15. Its namesake based it on the idealized progression of minerals as produced by cooling magma. FTPE:
[10] What is this method of classifying minerals which has continuous and discontinuous branches?


ANSWER: Bowen’s Reaction Series
[10] At the lowest end of Bowen’s Reaction Series is this second-most abundant mineral with the lowest relative crystallization temperature.


ANSWER: quartz
[10] This better known scale rates minerals based on their scratch resistance with talc on one end and diamond on the other.

ANSWER: Mohs Scale

16. She first gained prominence with a set of three stories that would be collectively published as Scenes of Clerical Life.  For ten points each:
[10] Name this writer, whose fame rests on novels, including Felix Holt, Romola, and Middlemarch.

ANSWER: George Eliot (or Mary Ann Evans)
[10] In this George Eliot novel the titular penurious weaver of Raveloe loses his stash of wealth but is redeemed by Eppie, the young girl he finds and adopts.

ANSWER: Silas Marner
[10]By the end of this Eliot novel Tom and Maggie Tulliver have drowned in each other’s arms due to the flooding of the titular river.  

ANSWER: The Mill on the Floss
17. For ten points each, answer the following about the Bank of the United States.
[10] This 1819 Supreme Court case upheld the constitutionality of the Bank.

ANSWER: McCulloch v. Maryland
[10] This man served as president of the Second Bank beginning in 1823 and opposed Andrew Jackson to keep the Bank in existence.

ANSWER: Nicholas Biddle
[10] As attorney general, this future Supreme Court Chief Justice drafted Jackson's veto message against the Bank's charter. 

ANSWER: Roger Taney
18. Identify these mountains of the southern hemisphere for ten points each.
[10] Located in the Mendoza province of Argentina, it is the highest peak in the southern hemisphere.

ANSWER: Mount Aconcagua (or Cerro Aconcagua)
[10] Named for a former Georgia congressman, this is the highest peak on the continent of Antarctica.

ANSWER: Vinson Massif
[10] This mountain of Indonesia, located just south of the equator, is the highest island peak in the world.

ANSWER: Puncak Jaya
19. Answer the following about the kidneys for ten points each.

[10] This functional unit of the kidney consists of the glomerulus and a long tubule.


ANSWER:  nephron
[10] This cup-shaped structure surrounds the glomerulus.


ANSWER:  Bowman’s capsule

[10] This hairpin turn in the tubule plays a key role in water reabsorption from urea.


ANSWER:  loop of Henle
20. Name some Vermeer paintings given descriptions, for ten points each.
[10] The hair of this title figure of this painting is covered by a headwrap of deep blue on her forehead below which the title accoutrement can be seen.


ANSWER: Girl with a Pearl Earring
[10] The title character of this painting, housed in the Rijksmuseum, stands alone in a kitchen making bread pudding.


ANSWER: The Milkmaid
[10] Vermeer created this painting by viewing the titular city through an inverted Galilean telescope situated in a house on the river Schlie.

ANSWER: View of Delft
