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1. The founder of the colony that became this US state left his settlement of Avalon on Newfoundland to move south to this location. After that founder’s death, his son Cecilius fought the London Company in court to retain the colony, sending his brother Leonard to become this colony’s first governor. Leonard used military force to take Kent Island from William Claiborne, the man who later repealed the “Act Concerning Religion” passed in this colony to protect the rights of the minority who practiced the religion of its founder, George Calvert. Established as a haven for Catholics in the New World, FTP name this colony named for the wife of Charles I, Henrietta Maria, and established by Lord Baltimore.


ANSWER: Maryland
2. The 17th of September is the feast day of this concept in Catholicism, commemorating its occurrence at the mountain retreat of La Verna in 1224 on a noted saint. One common thread in all occurrences is the lack of an associated fetid odor, and that of Juana of the Cross and some others actually gave the smell of perfume, a scent known as the “odor of sanctity.” When it was visited on Catherine of Siena, she showed humility by praying for it to be hidden. Comprising the visible evidence of wounds or invisible pain associated with them, FTP what is this manifestation of Christ’s wounds on ecstatic followers?


ANSWER: stigmata
3. They are not diodes, but the light emitting type of these devices produce electro-luminescent light. A dynamic RAM stores data on these devices and a Marx generator consists of several of them. A net torque was not observed on a suspended one of these devices in the Trouton-Nobel experiment. A method for keeping the power smooth involves adding the decoupling type of this device, and the smoothing out of voltage pulses produced by a rectifier is performed by the reservoir type. They consist of two conductors with opposite signs separated from each other by a dielectric, such as glass or mica, and an example of one is the Leyden jar. FTP name these circuit elements used to store electric charge, and whose characteristic property is measured in farads. 


ANSWER: capacitors [accept condensers]

4. This author popularized the idea of seeing pink elephants as a symbol of drunkenness in an autobiographical novel detailing his own problems with drink called John Barleycorn. His socialist outlook is evident in the novels The Cruise of the Snark and his tale of the eventual overthrow of the fascist Oligarchy by the Brotherhood of Man, titled The Iron Heel. He’s best known for one novel in which Kiche’s offspring is eventually domesticated, and another in which the dog Buck eventually accedes to the title urge. FTP name this author of the Yukon-set novels White Fang and The Call of the Wild.


ANSWER: Jack London
5. The bronze man Talos was slain by an arrow to the heel fired by Poeas, a member of this group. Poseidon’s son, King Amycus, was killed in a boxing match by another member, while yet another member was Autolycus, grandfather of the expedition’s leader. That leader was tasked with yoking two bronze bulls that breathed fire in order to have an opportunity to obtain the group’s goal. Also including Hylas, who was abducted by nymphs, leading to Heracles abandoning the group’s quest, FTP what was this group of heroes who chased the harpies away from Phineus en route to its goal of obtaining the Golden Fleece with the their leader, Jason?


ANSWER: Argonauts
6. The national rugby team of this country is nicknamed Los Pumas and features Felipe Contepomi. In 1986, this country defeated England thanks to the Hand of God goal scored by its current coach, Diego Maradona. A stocky golfer from this country nicknamed El Pato won the 2009 Masters, and a 6'6'' tennis player from this country won the 2009 US Open. A basketball player from this country recently caught a bat in the middle of a game and plays with Tony Parker and Tim Duncan on the San Antonio Spurs. FTP name this South American country, the homeland of Angel Cabrera, Juan Martín del Potro, and Manu Ginobili.


ANSWER: Argentina
7. One ruler of this country ended the Zamana Masafent, or Age of the Princes, but later committed suicide after being defeated by the British at the Battle of Magdala. In addition to Tewodros II, this country was ruled by Yekuno Amlak, who deposed the Zagwe dynasty, claimed descent from the Queen of Sheba, and established the Solomonic dynasty. Italian invaders were forced out of this country following the Battle of Adowa, and Eritrea became independent of this country in 1993. FTP name this African country whose rulers have included Menelik II and Haile Selassie. 


ANSWER: Ethiopia

8. His etchings include series of illustrations for an edition of Gogol's Dead Souls, the Bible, and the Fables of La Fontaine, and he designed sets and costumes for 1945 and 1970 stagings of Stravinsky’s The Firebird. The Art Institute of Chicago is home to this man’s painting The White Crucifixion and his America Windows. He also created a set of twelve stained glass windows for the synagogue of Hebrew University's Hadassah Medical Center but is more well known for his gouache paintings, including Cow with Parasol and The Green Violinist.FTP name this Russian-Jewish artist of  I and the Village.


ANSWER: Marc Chagall

9. Marcus theory concerns their transfer, and Slater's rules are used to determine the amount they are shielded. In the Davisson–Germer experiment, they were scattered off nickel targets, and Enrico Fermi is the namesake of a "sea" of them that can be present in the conduction band. Plates were set up to oppose the Earth's gravitational field and measure the charge of these leptons in Robert Millikan's oil drop experiment. Free radicals have an unpaired one of these particles, and the p subshell holds a maximum of six. FTP name these negatively charged particles that orbit around the nucleus of an atom.


ANSWER: electrons

10. The contemporary Peruvian novelist Mario Vargas Llosa devoted his book, The Perpetual Orgy, to this 19th century writer.  One of this author’s short stories is about a poor peasant girl who at the moment of her death sees her beloved pet parrot as the Holy Spirit waiting for her in heaven.  That story, “A Simple Heart” along with “The Legend of St. Julian the Hospitalier “ and “Herodias” make up this Frenchman’s Trois Contes, or Three Stories. Other works of his include the posthumously published Bouvard et Pecuchet and a historical novel about Carthage, Salammbo.  FTP name this influential Realist writer of  A Sentimental Education and Madame Bovary.


ANSWER: Gustave Flaubert

11. The so-called “Rim Canal” is built around the edge of this body of water.  It has a series of dikes, levies, and locks to prevent catastrophic flooding, like it saw with two consecutive hurricanes in the 1920’s, which were the inspiration for an event described in There Eyes Were Watching God.  Along the southern shore is the town of cabbage-growing town of Belle Glade, a cradle of college football stars.  With a name meaning “big water” in Hitchiti, FTP identify this enormous lake in South Florida. 

ANSWER:  Lake Okeechobee
12. This president was the recipient of the “Rhea Letter,” urging occupation of East Florida, sent by Andrew Jackson. He presided over the addition of Mississippi and Maine as states, and in his re-election bid he won all electoral votes save one, cast solely to keep this man from joining Washington as unanimously elected. He vetoed Henry Clay’s bill for further development of the Cumberland road and wrote to Simon Bolivar that the US would not allow European interference in the creation of his new government. Presiding over the “Era of Good Feelings,” FTP name this US president who defended the US sphere of interest in North and South America in his namesake “doctrine.”


ANSWER: James Monroe
13. In flp mutants, a continuation of divisions results in these structures having extra cells, and in too many mouths mutants, extra of these structures are produced. More prevalent on the abaxial surface, these structures are affected by a proton gradient that drives the accumulation of potassium ions. The diacytic type of these structures is found in some dicots, and their structure is similar to hydathodes, which are responsible for guttation. Promoted by cytokinins, but inhibited by abscisic acid, these structures are opened and closed by changes in turgor pressure, and each of them are flanked by a pair of guard cells. FTP name these pores in the epidermis of leaves where transpiration and gas exchange occurs.


ANSWER: stomata [accept stoma; or stomate; or stomatal apparatuses]

14. One essay that critiques traditional understandings of this concept uses a series of propositions about “Jones owning a Ford” and whether Brown lives in Boston, Barcelona, or Brest-Litovsk to reject Chisolm’s and Ayer’s formulation of this concept. That essay by Edmund Gettier critiques a theory of this concept first put forth in the Socratic dialogue the Theatetus. Foucault suggests that this concept reproduces power and vice-versa, and Quine rejected the distinction between the analytic and synthetic forms of this concept. Coined by James Frederick Fourier, the name of the study of this concept is epistemology. FTP name this concept whose definition as “justified true belief” is in doubt.  


ANSWER: knowledge
15. A memoir of this author’s earliest youth is titled Ake: The Years of Childhood. Another autobiography, comprising notes written while he was in prison, is titled The Man Died, though it is primarily for works in another genre, including Madmen and Specialists and A Dance of the Forests, that he was awarded the 1986 Nobel in literature. Perhaps best known for a play in which the tribal big man Baroka wins Sidi from Lakunle, FTP name this author of Death and the King’s Horseman and The Lion and the Jewel, a Nigerian playwright.


A. Wole Soyinka
16. Developed in 1950 by two employees of the RAND Corporation, its end result is the reason why, in several countries with civil legal codes, plea bargaining is not allowed.  In “Metamagical Themas,” Douglas Hofstadter describes “superrational” players in this game who either know that they are playing with other superrational players or with those who are only rational or of unknown description.  The equilibrium in this game is Pareto-suboptimal as rational players tend to defect rather than cooperate.  FTP what is this game in which two players, usually described as criminals, either cooperate or betray one another to get a better payoff from captors?


ANSWER: prisoner’s dilemma
17. A work by this composer was adapted into the finale of Brahms' Symhpony No. 4, and the magnum opus of Heitor Villa-Lobos is a nine piece collection named for this man. Wendy Carlos popularized the Moog synthesizer in the album titled Switched-On this composer. One work of his was based on a theme by Frederick the Great, and another contains 30 variations on an aria. In addition to The Musical Offering and the Goldberg Variations, he composed a cantata that contains the movement "Jesu, Joy of Man's Desiring.”The prefix BWV identifies this German's compositions, which include The Well-Tempered 

Clavier. For 10 points, name this Baroque composer of the Brandenburg Concertos.


ANSWER: Johann Sebastian Bach

18. This author examined French, and more generally, human complicity in the Holocaust in 1964’s Incident at Vichy. The lives of Italian-American dockworkers and the eventual stabbing of Eddie Carbone is the subject of this author’s 1955 work A View from the Bridge. The protagonist of another play, Joe Keller, kills himself at the end after revelations that he was aware he sold faulty parts to the US Air Force, leading to the deaths of 21 pilots, in this man’s All My Sons. FTP identify this American playwright best known for creating Biff and Happy, the sons of Willy Loman, in Death of a Salesman.

ANSWER: Arthur Miller
19. The one named Kleopatra is shaped like a dog-bone. The first moon discovered to orbit one was Dactyl, and Eros was the first near-Earth type to be discovered. The hypothetical vulcanoid ones could be found inside the orbit of Mercury, and Achilles is a member of the Trojan group of them. NASA's Dawn Mission is set to visit the only one bright enough to be seen with the naked eye, Vesta. The distribution of their orbits is modified by the Kirkwood Gaps, which are located between Mars and Jupiter in their namesake belt, which is home to Ceres. For 10 points, name these irregularly-shaped fragments of rock that are larger than meteoroids but smaller than planets.


ANSWER: Asteroids [accept Planetoids; or Minor planets]

20. A Hungarian, Orban, designed a massive one of these to help Mehmed II capture Constantinople.  Three were used at Crecy by Edward III, and some number were involved at Agincourt in 1415, though Chinese sources report them used in battle in the 12th century. Not to be confused with pyrotechnic weapons like Greek Fire, these were powered largely by saltpeter.  The Terrace Italienne and Vauban Fortresses were invented to combat them due to the fact that they could pound down old medieval fortifications and castles.  FTP identify these projectile weapons that used gunpowder to hurl large projectiles at enemy armies and walls.

ANSWER: Cannons or Bombards
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1. It includes works like The Wild Ass’s Skin and Eugenie Grandet. FTPE:

A. What is this series of works depicting mid-19th-century France that also includes Cousin Bette and Sarrassine?


ANSWER: The Human Comedy or Le Comedie Humaine
B. This Naturalist author wrote the novels in The Human Comedy.


ANSWER: Honore de Balzac
C. The recurring character Eugene Rastignac is a law student in this novel and is the only true mourner at the funeral of the title figure, a retired pasta maker whose daughters have abandoned him.


ANSWER: Father Goriot or Le Pere Goriot
2. An ebullioscope is used to measure this value, whose elevation occurs with the presence of a dissolved substance, such as salt. FTPE:
A. Name this temperature at which a liquid's vapor pressure is equal to that of the atmosphere.


ANSWER: boiling point
B. This lab technique is used to separate a liquid mixture when the components have different boiling points. Types of this technique include simple and fractional.


ANSWER: distillation
C. These types of nonideal solutions cannot be altered by simple or fractional distillation. Examples include methanol and chloroform, along with ethanol and water. 


ANSWER: azeotropes [accept azeotropic mixtures]

3. Show off your Odin knowledge FTPE.

A. These two ravens, with names meaning “thought” and “memory,” keep Odin apprised of the goings-on in the world.


ANSWER: Hugin and Munin (need both for ten points)

B. Created by the dwarf Dvalin, this spear of Odin’s will never miss its mark.


ANSWER: Gungnir
C. Odin threw his eye into the well of wisdom guarded by the severed head of this Aesir.


ANSWER: Mimir
4. Writing systems FTPE:

A. This Sumerian syllabic writing system consisted of a bunch of triangles pressed into wet clay.


ANSWER: Cuneiform
B.  This writing system was built on the old Phoenician alphabet.  Its creators invented vowels.


ANSWER: The Greek Alphabet

C.  This writing system preceded the Greek alphabet, was used by the Mycenaeans, and decoded by Michael Ventris in the 20th century.


ANSWER: Linear B
5. Its three parts are “Train,” “Trial,” And “Field/Spaceship.” FTPE:

A. What is this 1976 opera with libretto by Robert Wilson which includes poems by the autistic 17-year-old Christopher Knowles?


ANSWER: Einstein on the Beach
B. Einstein on the Beach features music by this modern composer of Satyagraha and Akhenaten.


ANSWER: Philip Glass
C. Einstein on the Beach utilizes these short musical interludes as framing devices; they also allowed for set changes.


ANSWER: knee plays
6. Answer the following about the glory that was the presidency of Jimmy Carter FTPE.

A. Carter and Leonid Brezhnev agreed to reductions in the manufacture and deployment of some nuclear weapons in second iteration of these arms negotiations.

              ANSWER: SALT II (or Strategic Arms Limitation Talks)


B. Carter broke this department out from one previously including “health” and “welfare” into a cabinet-level area in 1979. Its current secretary is Arne Duncan.

              ANSWER: Department of Education
C. In a 1979 incident which garnered much attention, Carter was fishing near his home in Plains, Georgia, when his small boat was approached by an angry, hissing one of these mammals, not normally known for swimming.  

              ANSWER: rabbit
7. Used as an indicator of fecal pollution in water, this bacterium is found in the human GI tract, but the O157:H7 strain can cause foodborne illness. FTPE:
A. Name this rod-shaped Gram-negative bacterium.


ANSWER: E. coli [accept Escherichia coli]

B. Jacob and Monod used E. coli to study this operon that contains three structural genes, one of which codes for beta-galactosidase.


ANSWER: lac operon [accept lactose operon]

C. E. coli grown in a medium containing nitrogen-15 was used in this experiment, in which its two namesakes discovered that DNA replication is semiconservative.


ANSWER: Meselson-Stahl experiment

8. William Faulkner modeled the character of Dawson Fairchild in his novel Mosquitoes on this author and friend from his New Orleans days. FTPE:

A. Who was this author who created characters like Wing Biddlebaum and Doc Reefy in his most famous work?


ANSWER: Sherwood Anderson
B. The previously referenced work by Sherwood Anderson is this collection named for a fictional town in a real state, which includes sections like “The Book of the Grotesque” and “Godliness.”


ANSWER: Winesburg, Ohio
C. Perhaps the most widely anthologized part of Winesburg, Ohio, is this tale of Doc Reefy’s eventual marriage and his reading of the title scraps to his wife.


ANSWER: “Paper Pills”

9. Identify the following about a certain island FTPE.

A. Including the cities of Jaffna and Kandy, this large island is separated from India by the Palk Strait.

ANSWER: Sri Lanka or Ceylon
B. This city is the modern capital of Sri Lanka.



ANSWER: Colombo

A. Name this conservationist and activist, whose work eventually led to the creation of the EPA, some of whose writings include The Sea Around Us and The Sense of Wonder. 


ANSWER: Rachel Carson
B. Rachel Carson’s most influential text discussed the detrimental effects of pesticides on the bird population, which left unchecked would lead to titular condition. 


ANSWER: Silent Spring
C. This particular pesticide received special opprobrium, and she claimed that it lead to thinner egg-shells and thus increased reproductive issues and death; it was eventually banned in the US in 1972. 


ANSWER: DDT [of course you can accept dichlorodiphenyltrichloroethane]

19. Stuff about an Iranian dynasty FTPE.
A. Shah Ismail I founded this dynasty around 1500. Other notable rulers include Shahs Tamasp and Abbas.

ANSWER: Safavid Dynasty
B. The Safavids were of the Twelver sect of this branch of Islam, also practiced in modern Iran.


ANSWER: Shi’a or Shi’ite
C. This Ottoman sultan,  father of Suleiman the Magnificent, smashed Shah Ismail at the Battle of Chaldiran and earned his nickname from his temper and cruelty.

ANSWER: Selim I or the Selim the Grim (or Yavuz)
20. This fairly recent world religion espouses the belief that Abraham, Jesus, Mohammed, and other prophets have been a series of messengers for the same deity. FTPE:
A. What is this faith, the primary messenger of which was Baha’ullah?


ANSWER: Bahai
