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1. Claude Debussy’s piano works Masques and L’Isle Joyeuse were inspired by this painting. Its creator produced two versions of this painting, in 1716 and 1718, the earlier of which is in the Louvre. The statue of Venus in the first version is armless and in profile, while in the latter she is intact and in contrapposto. The primary couple is pretty similar in both versions, the woman’s blue skirt fully visible under her long silken shawl, a man seemingly nuzzling at her right shoulder. Depicting a “fete galantes,” lovers in a pastoral setting, FTP name this classic Rococo set on the island  on which Venus was born, a work by Jean-Antoine Watteau.


ANSWER: The Embarkation for Cythera or The Pilgrimage to Cythera 
2. The existence of this property can be predicted using the Stoner criterion, and a material with this property changes under torsion according to the Matteucci effect. One model of this phenomenon was solved in two dimensions by Lars Onsanger and was generalized by Potts. One process in materials with this property occurs in many small discontinuous steps, and results in Barkhausen noise. This property occurs below the Curie point, and materials displaying it have a high positive susceptibility, and often retain their magnetization in the absence of an external magnetic field, which is known as hysteresis. FTP  name this type of magnetism possessed by cobalt and nickel, as well as iron, its namesake.


ANSWER: ferromagnetism

3. In one long poem by this author, the title man is “out of key with his time,” striving to “resuscitate the dead art/Of poetry.” Those lines open this man’s “Hugh Selwyn Mauberly,” while a much longer work of his includes sections titled “Leopoldine,” “Rock-Drill” and “Throne,” the last of which includes poems written while this author was incarcerated at St. Elizabeth’s, a hospital to which he was sentenced when found incompetent to stand trial for treason for making WWII radio broadcasts in favor of Mussolini. Also famous for his open translations of Chinese poems, FTP name this poet of “The River-Merchant’s Wife” and The Cantos who also edited Eliot’s “The Waste-Land.”


ANSWER: Ezra Pound
4. This man gave a lecture about psychology claiming that “Introspection forms no essential part of its methods.” His 1928 work Psychological Care of the Infant and Child is no longer considered a standard text, and ironically he himself later claimed he didn’t know enough to write it. With his assistant Rosalie Raynor, this man conducted an experiment in which he struck a metal pipe with a hammer to scare an infant into associating that fear with a pet rat. resulting in the child fearing all white fluffy things. FTP name this author of the book named for his psychological beliefs, Behaviorism.


ANSWER: John Broadus Watson
5. This author suggested that there is no other road to truth except through the “brook of fire,” referring to this philosopher’s admiration of the writings of Ludwig Feuerbach. This author satirizes Bastiat’s theory of credit as an “utter poverty of ideas under a cover of formal logic” in his Grundrisse. In addition to writing Notes on James Mill and The Civil War in France, this theorist in perhaps his most famous work claims that the constant revolutionizing of production leads to a constant disturbance of social conditions  thus “all that is solid melts into air, [and] all that is holy is profaned.” Also the author of the Critique of the Gotha Program, that quote comes from a work co-written by Friedrich Engels and warns of a specter haunting Europe.  FTP name this German philosopher who discussed the class struggle between bourgeoisie and the proletariat in the Communist Manifesto.

ANSWER: Karl Marx
6. This man used an almanac to prove William “Duff” Armstrong’s innocence in one case. In the House of Representatives, he demanded to know the exact location where blood had been spilled on American soil by the Mexican army in his “Spot Resolutions.” This man spoke out against the Kansas-Nebraska Act in his Peoria Speech. This man suggested advancing "With malice toward none, with charity for all” in his Second Inaugural Address. This politician debated Stephen A. Douglas during a 1858 senate race. FTP name this Republican who delivered the Gettysburg Address as president during the Civil War.


ANSWER: Abraham Lincoln
7. The Idler and The Rambler were two periodicals written by this man, and he popularized the term “Metaphysical Poets” in his series of biographies Lives of the Poets. The title prince travels with his mentor Imlac out of Happy Valley in search of true happiness in this author’s prose work, Rasselas, while his greatest accomplishment was an epic of over 115,000 entries, the standard of its type until the creation of the Oxford English version. Author of an 18th-century Dictionary of the English Language, FTP name this British writer whose own biography was written by his one-time companion James Boswell.


ANSWER: Samuel Johnson
8. The location of the maximum amount of this compound is explained by the Umkehr effect. In a reaction that follows the Criegee mechanism, this compound is used with dimethyl sulfide to cleave double bonds and form carbonyl compounds. This compound is produced in a series of reactions named for Chapman, and the amount of it is measured in Dobson units. This blue compound is produced during a thunderstorm, and it is best known for absorbing ultraviolet rays in a namesake layer in the stratosphere. FTP name this triatomic form of oxygen.


ANSWER: ozone

9. This mythological figure was the child of Menoeceus and sister of Hipponome. She married the son of Labdacus after he had raped Chryssipus and after he took power upon the deaths of Amphion and Zethus. When she was unable to conceive, her husband consulted an oracle, after which he refused to impregnate her, so she got him drunk in order to conceive her child, who was eventually raised by Merope and Polybus of Corinth. A sister also of Creon, she killed herself after the revelations of Tiresias. FTP who is this mother and wife of Oedipus?


ANSWER: Jocasta or Epikaste
10. One of the lasting effects of his reign was the complete and utter destruction of the Pecheneg nomads to the north of the Danube.  He also fended off an attack from the Normans led by Robert Guiscard, retook quite a bit of the Anatolian coastline, and founded a lasting Byzantine dynasty.  FTP identify this emperor, whose deeds were chronicled by his daughter Anna, who may be best known for sending a letter to Urban II that inadvertently invited the First Crusade.


ANSWER: Alexius I Comnenus

11. In 2007 15 British soldiers were captured by another nation for allegedly infringing on that nation’s claims in this body of water.  Cities lying on this body of water include Al Manamah and Busheher.  The body of water that drains it is named for Ahura Mazda.  The Shatt al-Arab empties two large rivers into it at the city of Abadan.  Islands in it include Tarout, Kish, and Bahrain.  FTP identify this body of water that drains into the Gulf of Oman via the Strait of Hormuz, along which lie the nations of Saudi Arabia, the UAE, Qatar, and Iran.


ANSWER: The Persian Gulf
12. This structure's namesake trafficking regulator gene is mutated in sufferers of Chediak–Higashi syndrome, in which these structures are both abnormally enlarged and reduced in number. Proteins targeted to this organelle have mannose 6-phosphate residues. Tay-Sachs disease is characterized by the accumulation of gangliosides in these organelles, which can fuse with phagosomes. Found only in animal cells, these organelles have a pH of approximately five, and are prone to storage diseases. FTP name this cell organelle that has digestive enzymes for breaking down certain cell parts.


ANSWER: lysosomes

13. The unnamed title female is brought to the title locale by Jack Potter after getting married in San Antonio in one of this author’s stories; when Potter is confronted by Scratchy Wilson wanting a gunfight, he walks away flabbergasted at news that Potter has wed. In addition to “The Bride Comes to Yellow Sky,” he described the oiler, the cook, the captain, and the correspondent surviving a boat’s capsizing and eventually coming ashore near New Smyrna, Florida in another story. Another famous story depicts a fight between Johnny and the Swede at the title inn, leading the Swede to wander off to another fight in which he is stabbed to death. FTP name this author of the stories “The Open Boat” and “The Blue Hotel” as well as the novel The Red Badge of Courage.


ANSWER: Stephen Crane
14. The lead singer of this band briefly dated Spike Jonze and collaborated with him on an Addidas Commercial with the song “Hello Tomorrow.” The lead guitarist has worked with Bright Eyes and Scarlet Johansson.  This band’s first album contained the songs “Pins” and “Y Control” and its second album contained the song “Gold Lion” to commemorate the award the aforementioned commercial won at the Venice Film Festival.  Their most recent album features “Heads Will Roll” and the lead singer, Karen O, has recently contributed to the soundtrack for Where the Wild Things Are, directed by Jonze.  FTP identify this affirmatively named band sadly known to most primarily for its song featured on Rock Band, “Maps.”


ANSWER: The Yeah Yeah Yeahs
15. The capital of Turkmenistan is named for the founder of this kingdom’s ruling dynasty.  They came to power after overthrowing the ruler of their eponymous satrapy, who had recently declared his independence from the Seleucid Empire.  Soon thereafter, they proceeded to conquer Seleucid Persia and Mesopotamia, founding their capital, Ctesiphon, across the Tigris from it.  Today, they are known for their horsemen’s tactics of firing arrows backwards at enemy infantry formations.  FTP identify this Persian dynasty that defeated Crassus at Carrhae largely by using that eponymous tactic.

ANSWER: Parthian Empire (accept Pahlava or Arsacid Empire)

16. This community descended from a schismatic faction of the Altasian church in 1693. One important theological concept of this denomination is Gelassenheit or absolute submission to the will of God and the set of rules established to help achieve that goal is known the Ordnung. During adolescence some members of this community go through the rumspringa, from the German word for “running around” they are allowed to hedonistically explore the “English” world before returning to be baptized and join the church. Founded by Jakob Ammann, for 10 points, name this sub-denomination of Christianity located mostly in Ohio and Pennsylvania, known for their rejection of modern technology. 

ANSWER: Amish [prompt on Mennonite until “Ammann” is spoken]

17. One opera by this composer ends with Death departing and Satyavan coming back to life. In addition to Savitri, he composed the opera At the Boar's Head. Orchestral works by this composer include the Thomas Hardy inspired tone poem Egdon Heath, and a work named for the school where he taught, St. Paul's Suite. The movements "Song of the Blacksmith" and "Fantasia on the Dargason" conclude his Second Suite in F for Military Band. His best-known work was inspired by astrology and contains seven movements, the first of which features an ostinato rhythm in 5/4, and is entitled "Mars, the Bringer of War." For 10 points, name this English composer of The Planets.


ANSWER: Gustav Holst
18. This man met with Eisenhower at Morningside Heights, and agreed to back him in the 1952 presidential election despite their different opinions on NATO.  He lost two nominations for president, the most contested of which went to his arch-rival Thomas Dewey.  His criticism of ex post facto application of laws at the Nuremburg Trials led to JFK’s “Profile in Courage” on this man, and he co-sponsored a labor relations law that replaced the Wagner Act, along with Fred Hartley.  FTP name this so-called “Mr. Republican,” a longtime Ohio senator and son of former president and Chief Justice William Howard.


ANSWER: Robert (or Bob) Alphonso Taft
19. To make this language easier to parse with LALR(1), the "Significantly Prettier and Easier Syntax" for it was developed. Created by Bell Labs employee Bjarne Stoustrup, Borland offers a popular "Builder" program for compiling this language.  Unlike a rival developed by Sun, this unmanaged language allows for multiple inheritance, and it builds on its predecessor by supporting operator overloading in its newly introduced classes.  FTP name this popular Object Oriented programming language, a rival of Java which built upon C.


ANSWER: C++ [prompt on "New C" or "C with Classes"]

20. The first work written after this author’s so-called “inferno period” of mental instability was a trilogy called To Damascus, a failure at the box office. In a better-known work, the student Arkenholz befriends Hummel, an old man who commits suicide after his attempts to reveal the secrets of the residents of a boarding house shows him to be a monster. An earlier play shows the title character flirt and finally sleep with the manservant Jean, leading her to suicide with a razor. Also the author of A Dream Play and The Dance of Death, FTP who was this Swedish author of The Ghost Sonata and Miss Julie?


ANSWER: August Strindberg
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1. This election year saw Woodrow Wilson win the first of his two terms. FTPE:

A. What was this election year which also saw sitting president William Howard Taft finish third?


ANSWER: 1912
B. Teddy Roosevelt finished second in the election after leaving the Republicans to run for the party commonly nicknamed the “Bull Moose Party,” but formally known as this.


ANSWER: Progressive Party

C. The split Republican Convention of 1912 was chaired by this former secretary of state under Teddy Roosevelt, who was a signatory to a treaty with Japan with Takahira Kogoro.


ANSWER: Elihu Root
2. This French dude wrote about the various historical treatments of the insane in his Madness and Civilization. FTPE:
A. Name this thinker who employed a genealogical method in such works as The History of Sexuality and The Archaeology of Knowledge.

ANSWER:  Michel Foucault
B. Subtitled “The Birth of the Prison,” this work by Michel Foucault discusses the evolving nature of the two title concepts, discussing such wonderful things as public executions.


ANSWER: Discipline and Punish
C. In Discipline and Punish, Foucault analyzes this hypothetical penal structure for enforcing good behavior, first elucidated by Jeremy Bentham. Coming from the Greek phrase for “all seeing,” Foucault suggests that the “visibility is a trap.”


ANSWER: panopticon
3. Despite its title in English, it really describes the conversion of a number of Great Auks. FTPE:

A. What is this 1908 novel about nearsighted Father Mael’s conversion of the title birds to Catholicism, forcing God to give them human souls, leading to a satire on human history?


ANSWER: Penguin Island
B. This French author of The Crime of Sylvester Bonnard and winner of the 1921 Nobel Prize for lit wrote the above-described Penguin Island.


ANSWER: Anatole France
C. A long section of Penguin Island satirizes this 1890s incident in which the namesake Jewish captain was unjustly sent to Devil’s Island for espionage.


ANSWER: Dreyfus Affair

4. Koshland developed the induced fit model that describes their binding with substrates. FTPE:

A. Name these biochemical catalysts, examples of which include pepsin and trypsin.


ANSWER: enzymes

B. In this type of reversible inhibition, a molecule contends with the substrate for the active site of the enzyme. 


ANSWER: competitive inhibition

C. The double-reciprocal Lineweaver–Burk plot is often used to analyze this doubly-eponymous equation describing enzyme kinetics.


ANSWER: Michaelis–Menten equation

ANSWER: kinship
C. His ethnographical study-cum-memoir of the Matto Grosso region of this country is contained in his work Tristes Tropiques.


ANSWER: Brazil
6. Enjoy this bonus on reservoirs! FTPE:

A. This reservoir was created following the completion of the Hoover Dam.


ANSWER: Lake Meade
B. The part of this reservoir that is in Sudan is technically called Lake Nubia, but the majority in Egypt is known by this name, that of the leader who initiated the Aswan High Dam project.

Answer: (James Ewell Brown) "J.E.B." Stuart
C. Some of the most crucial fighting in the battle's second day occurred on this rocky hill, where the Union's Joshua Lawrence Chamberlain led a downhill bayonet charge. This hill's "big" brother saw a skirmish between Brigadier Generals Farnsworth and Law.


Answer: Little Round Top
17. What kind of rock is better than Southern Rock? None! FTPE:
A. The great Athens band The Drive-By Truckers focused their double album Southern Rock Opera on this Jacksonville band which recorded classics like “Sweet Home Alabama” and, of course, “Freebird.”


ANSWER: Lynyrd Skynyrd
B. This great Southern band led by Denny Joe Brown is today chiefly remembered, if remembered at all, for its two hits “Gator Country” and “Flirtin’ with Disaster.”


ANSWER: Molly Hatchet
C. The original guitarist for this Tampa band joined what was left of Lynyrd Skynyrd in 1995; the band itself is best known for its one big hit “Green Grass and High Tides.”


ANSWER: The Outlaws
