Finals Round

1. This figure is described as “cajoling, scolding, screaming, cleverest of them all” in a poem which declares “all over Europe stood the horrible nurses / waiting to boil their children” written by W. H. Auden.  In one of his works, the protagonist becomes a popular vaudeville singer but is forced to seek help from his old school roommate when his father goes bankrupt, and in another, Ithuriel sends the title character to Persepolis to determine whether the Persians deserve destruction.  In addition to Jeannot and Colin and Babouc, in one of his plays, Zopire is murdered and revealed to be the father of the betrothed couple Palmire and Seide, and in another, Zamore is pardoned by Gusman and allowed to marry the titular Aztec princess.  In addition to Mahomet and Alzire, he wrote a novel following a Babylonian who serves King Moabdar and eventually marries Queen Astarte.  FTP, name this French author of Zadig.

ANSWER: Voltaire
2. One character in this work believes his home to be “the contempt center of the U.S.A.”, and another character goes into a seizure when the protagonist declares he loves her.  The protagonist is unable to interview a man accused of raping and murdering a housewife, Spofford Mitchell, and when he writes a series of politically charged articles for Harper’s, he draws the ire of his superior Alec Witt.  The protagonist gets help from his childhood friend Dewey Spangler in circumventing the colonel’s limitations on hospital visits to his mother-in-law, and he is publicly denounced by his nephew Mason and cousin Max during controversy surrounding a trial of a black man accused of murdering a student of the Chicago university where the protagonist works.  FTP, Valeria’s deathbed in Bucharest is attended by Minna and Albert Corde in what novel by Saul Bellow?

ANSWER: The Dean’s December
3. In one poem, this man compares a pagan fixation on incense to the taste of blood which he describes as filling him and irritating him, and in another, he declares that his childhood returns in the form of the titular phenomenon, causing him to drink seven glasses of water in vain.  In addition to Obsession and Hiccups, another of his poems asserts that “the days themselves have taken the shape of African masks”, Position.  The opening poem of one of his collections asks “How many of ME ME ME have died…since they came that night when the tom tom rolled from rhythm to rhythm”, and another of his collections opens with the line “Never will the white man be a black man”.  The author of the poetry collections Black Label and Pigments, FTP, name this author who helped found Negritude along with Aime Cesaire and Leopold Senghor.

ANSWER: Leon Damas
4. One character in this play recites a prose poem about the Edelweiss, and that character is given great attention at a later poetry reading when the gathered characters are attempting to cover up the comparison one character makes between his wife and Balaam’s ass.  Another character in this work crushes a flower after the woman who gives it to him states that it was meant for his former self as she remembered him giving a reading at her school.  Another character torments her husband by suggesting that they both commit suicide but insisting that he shoot himself first because she is afraid he will cheat.  Later, Ryumin shoots himself in the shoulder in a botched suicide attempt, and Dvoetochie agrees to take in Vlass, who wishes to leave Maria Lvovna.  FTP, name this Maxim Gorky play in which Suslov, Varvara, and Bassov are members of the titular group of people.
ANSWER: Summerfolk or Dachniki
5. The protagonist of this work is described as sometimes speaking through her long nose such soothing phrases as “Yes, my dear” and “No, my dear”.  One character in this work uses a mug of tea to toast the protagonist’s health and regrets that she has no porter.  The protagonist blushes when she is asked if she has come to buy wedding-cake while purchasing a slice of plumcake which she later forgets because she is distracted by a red-faced gentleman on the tram.  No one points out the mistake the protagonist makes when she sings the first verse twice of the aria I Dreamt that I Dwelt, the performance of which brings Joe to tears.  FTP, name this short story in which Maria plays a game in which she wears a blindfold and touches the titular substance in a saucer, a work of James Joyce.
ANSWER: Clay
6. In this play, one character answers another’s question “Can you make no use of your discontent?” with the reply “I make all use of it, for I use it only”.  That character asks “What is he for a fool that betroths himself to unquietness?” upon learning of the engagement of two characters.  Another character in this play demands that the audience “remember that I am an ass” and tells another “thou villain, thou art full of piety”.  Marriage is scoffed at by another character who declares “he that is more than a youth is not for me, and he that is less than a man, I am not for him”.  “Sigh no more, ladies, sigh no more, men were deceivers ever” is sung by Balthasar, a musician of the household of Leonato.  At the bidding of the villainous Don John, Borachio has sex with Margaret by a window where they are witnessed by Don Pedro and Claudio, causing the latter to accuse Hero of unfaithfulness on their wedding day.  FTP, name this Shakespearean comedy featuring Beatrice and Benedick.

ANSWER: Much Ado about Nothing

7. Two characters in this work play a game which suggests the exchange rate of “one Armenian genocide equaled the Ninth Symphony plus three Great Pyramids” and the goal is to retain the most human achievements.  Those characters play another game in which a defender is given clues and tries to quickly identify the described animal which was wiped out within the last fifty years, and one of the characters adopts his nickname from that game.  Those games, Blood and Roses and Extinctathon, are played by characters who surf the Internet for videos of live beheadings and the child pornography site HottTotts, where they discover one of the title characters.  Another title character attends Watson-Crick Institute and is hired by RejoovenEsense, where he creates the bubble dome of Paradice and develops technology designed to develop the perfect race known as his namesake Children.  FTP, name this novel in which Jimmy takes the name Snowman after a cataclysmic event, a dystopian work of Margaret Atwood.
ANSWER: Oryx and Crake
8. In one work by this author, one character sends a love letter to another after hearing her play Chopin and Liszt on the piano while living on his father’s coffee plantation.  In addition to that novel including Hilario Guanipa and Don Jaime, another of this man’s novels sees the protagonist insist on planting wheat instead of cane in the belief that cereal-producing countries are the most civilized and be discouraged from traveling to Spain by the lawyer Antonio Menendez.  This author of La Trepadora and Reinaldo Solar also wrote a novel in which Don Balbino is blamed for murdering the Wizard after stealing valuable heron plumes and the title character leaves the Barquero ranch to her daughter Marisela out of love for Santos Luzardo.  FTP, name this author of Dona Barbara.
ANSWER: Romulo Gallegos
9. One character in this work has an affair with Gonzague Maris, whom she leaves after being discovered together by her husband.  Another character in this work uses a catapult which causes a landslide driving back an attacking force, and that character is later executed for deserting and setting fire to buildings as he escaped.  Another character in this work is killed by an enemy scout while visiting his son’s grave.  After one character learns that officials went through his village collecting passports, a meeting is held where Pastor Nokhudian accepts exile, Ter Haigasun is elected leader of the resistance, and Stephan, Juliette, and Gabriel help fortify the titular mountain.  FTP, name this novel following the Bagradian family set during the Armenian genocide written by Franz Werfel.
ANSWER: The Forty Days of Musa Dagh or Die Vierzig Tage des Musa Dagh
10. The address in the third stanza of this poem alludes to the song to Sabrina from Milton ’s Comus, as it directly quotes the term “glassy wave” and echoes it in its description of a figure “disporting on thy margent green”.  The third and fourth stanzas of this poem makes allusions to the poet’s translation of a passage of the Thebaid dealing with the hero Crenaeus, who “scorns the power of fate” in the same way that this poem’s “bold adventurers disdain / The limits of their little reign” and whose protection by Ismenis is futile as the protection of this poem’s “sprightly race” by “Father Thames”.  The last stanza of this poem claims that “sorrow never comes too late” and asserts that “where ignorance is bliss / ‘Tis folly to by wise”.  FTP, name this poem which laments the fate of innocent schoolboys, a work of Thomas Gray. 

ANSWER: Ode on a Distant Prospect of Eton College
11. One character in this play sings a song featuring the lyrics “And so we have met again / The blood on this earth did not have time to dry”.  Another character in this play repairs another’s heating pad while another character cooks potato pancakes for breakfast.  One character demands ten thousand dollars in cash after discovering twenty-three thousand dollars in another’s briefcase and criminally linking him to Gotter.  Count Teck de Brancovis is murdered for threatening to inform on Kurt Muller to the Nazis, and the play ends with Kurt leaving for Germany from his mother-in-law Fanny Farrelly’s household.  FTP, name this play by Lillian Hellman.
ANSWER: Watch on the Rhine
12. This novel is dictated to the author by the protagonist after the author meets him the first chapter.  The protagonist of this work tricks a dwarf into eating cooked yams instead of raw ones and assures him that his gun only contains water before shooting him to death.  Attempting to reach the summit of Mount Langbodo, the protagonist must force a tiger back into its cage.  After battling with Agbako, the protagonist is saved by the spirit Iranlowo, with whom he falls in love.  Following the Fearless Hunter Akara-Ogun, this novel was first translated into English by Wole Soyinka while he was incarcerated.  FTP, name this first novel written in Yoruban, a work of Daniel O. Fagunwa.
ANSWER: The Forest of a Thousand Demons or Ogboju Ode Ninu Igbo Irunmale
13. Early in this work, it is stated that one character composed a song entitled Cruel Fate which she plays on her lute while in captivity much later.  Opening with the line “A hundred years – in this lifespan on earth / talent and destiny are apt to feud”, this work features the ghost of a courtesan whose abandoned grave inspires the protagonist to write a quatrain, Dam Tien.  The protagonist steals a silver gong and golden bell from Miss Hoan and has a stormy relationship with a man whom she lives with while his father is away, Thuc.  In the end, the protagonist continues to live as a nun even though she is reunited with her lover Kim Trong.  Early in the work, the protagonist is forced to sell herself as a concubine to Scholar Ma after the arrest of her father Vuong on spurious charges.  FTP, name this work written in luc bat meter by Nguyen Du, a national epic of Vietnam.

ANSWER: The Tale of Kieu or Truyen Kieu or Kim Van Kieu
14. In this work, the protagonist’s brother gives up a chance at being a concert violinist in favor of involving himself in the shipping industry.  Near the end of this work, the protagonist’s son becomes romantically involved with another illegitimate child, Bagga Snebiorg.  As the parish priest in Borg, the protagonist accuses his own father of impregnating Pall a Seyru’s daughter and marrying his son to her to cover it up.  Although this kills Orlygur, it does not do so before the truth arises that the protagonist is the true father of Runa’s child, driving his wife mad and causing him to be disowned by his brother Ormarr.  FTP, name this novel in which Ketill Orlygsson acquires the titular nickname by freeloading off of farmers and losing a body part saving a child from a burning farm, a work of Gunnar Gunnarsson.
ANSWER: Guest the One-Eyed or Borgslaegtens Historie
15. This poem uses the image of pink “with varnished flowers of paradise”, and the narrator wishes of his judgment, conscience, memory, words, and actions “that their shine may fill / My ways with glory”.  The ordinances of this poem’s addressee are compared to “fulling mills”, and this poem states that the Holy Spirit will “wind quills”.  The narrator of this poem uses the analogy of his affections as “swift flyers” and his soul as a “holy spool”, and this poem begins with the line “Make me, O Lord, thy spinning wheel complete”.  Written by the author of Preparatory Meditations and God’s Determinations, FTP, name this brief poem by American metaphysical poet Edward Taylor.

ANSWER: Huswifery
16. In one work by this author, a marriage ceremony is held with the groom absent and represented by a dagger.  That work also sees Mbok relate how her unborn child was killed when she was kicked by a foreman and the title character marry the aristocratic Bendoro.  This author of the memoir The Mute’s Soliloquy and the aforementioned The Girl from the Coast also wrote a novel in which social and legal challenges destroy the interracial marriage between the mixed-blood daughter of a concubine, Annelies, and her native husband Minke.  His most famous series consists of House of Glass, Footsteps, Child of All Nations, and This Earth of Mankind.  FTP, name this author of the Buru Quartet, a novelist from Indonesia.
ANSWER: Pramoedya Ananta Toer
17. In one poem in this collection, the poet states that he will gladly read the tracing of branches like “an alphabet of the absolute” and states that “Time has ripened in me…Power which must pour itself out”, and in another poem in this collection, the title group is pulled by “a force more ruthless than life”.  In addition to Almost a Fantasy and The Dead, another poem in this collection describes a boat of salvation arriving in the sultry noon and states “life in sudden waves / comes to this remote garden corner”, and the poet mentions poor boys hunting for food in half-dried puddles in a poem declaring that while most famous poets prefer walking among strangely named flora, he prefers the more modest title plants.  In addition to Chrysalis and The Lemon Trees, this poetry collection concludes with the poem Seacoasts and includes The Mediterranean.  FTP, name this poetry collection whose title entities are washed ashore by the waves written by Eugenio Montale.
ANSWER: Cuttlefish Bones or The Bones of Cuttlefish or Ossi di Seppia
18. One work in this series was based on its author’s play The Noble Jilt, and another work in this series, the American Isabel Boncassen is pursued by Silverbridge after he and the poor Frank Tregear are rejected by Mabel Grex.  In another work in this series, the protagonist marries Mr. Emilius after the maid Patience Crabstick conspires to steal the titular items.  In addition to that novel about Lizzie Greystock, another novel in this series sees the title character marry Mary Flood Jones and lose his job in parliament when the Irish Reform Bill abolishes his burrough.  Linked together by Lady Glencora and Plantagenet, FTP, name this series of novels including Can You Forgive Her?, The Duke’s Children, The Eustace Diamonds, and Phineas Finn, written by Anthony Trollope.
ANSWER: The Palliser Novels
19. One character in this collection recalls how he accepted his sudden paralysis and uses his eyes to ask whether anyone is in his store, and another character in this collection orders a listener to despise him after relating the story of how he got the crescent-shaped scar on his face.  One story in this collection ends as a drop of water rolls down the face of the protagonist before he is killed by a volley from a firing squad, and another describes a character that borrows a Latin dictionary and effortlessly reads the Historia Naturalis after falling from his horse and becoming a cripple.  One character in this collection walks into a wall of fire to discover that he cannot burn, and another character in this collection is driven by the approach of Captain Madden to shoot and kill the sinologist Stephen Albert.  FTP, name this short story collection including The Form of the Sword, The Circular Ruins, and The Garden of Forking Paths, a work of Jorge Luis Borges.

ANSWER: Ficciones or Fictions
20. The narrator of this poem feels “disdain…unlike Solomon Grundy” which he expresses by telling the poem’s addressee “I piss on your head, indeed”.  This poem’s addressee carries a cross because of “salvation being always at hand” for him and makes “an authentic pilgrim’s progress…on an undeserted island”.  The narrator of this poem accuses its addressee of having racist tendencies, asserting “It’s not just pidgin talk, but words”.  Beginning with the line “Up your arse, Robinson Crusoe”, this poem is written as a brief dramatic monologue delivered by Man Friday.  FTP, name this poem with a title suggesting a retort to the theory that Caribbean natives eat each other, a work of Cyril Dabydeen.

ANSWER: Post-Cannibalism 
21. When one character in this play is asked what he is whispering in another’s ear, he replies, “I’ve just been telling him about the life of bees”.  One character in this play puts on a puppet show depicting Adam and Eve which ends with a gunshot and the lights going out, and that character is later forced to button his fly.  When one character is sent with a revolver into his bedroom to kill the character committing adultery with his wife, the character that sent him enters a few minutes later to find all of them playing cards.  Early in this play, the household grandmother is forced to lie down on a catafalque where she later dies.  Eventually, Eugene returns to the side of Stomil and the formal wedding between Ala and Arthur never materializes.  FTP, name this play which ends with Eugene and the murderer Eddie dancing to La Cumparsita, a work of Slawomir Mrozek.
ANSWER: Tango
22. One character in this poem is described as oozing “the lethal sweat of crude self-satisfaction”.  This poem comments that great men who lack the capacity for suffering call women derogatory names in order to sound tougher and clever men can always get a response from women.  This poem describes a “hard-boiled” man who upsets his wife by ridiculing Cyrano de Bergerac, and the poet later states that Cyrano’s chivalry lives on.  Stating that we go about “discarding hearts as though they’re last year’s fashions”, FTP, name this poem that asks that “God grant us grace that we may know the pain of fruitless longing”, a work of Yevgeny Yevtushenko.
ANSWER: Unrequited Love
23. One character in this play delivers a soliloquy in which he states that “banquets, ease, and laughter can make great men, as greatness goes by clay” and “age, as in gold, in lust is covetous”, and another character in this play accuses a “blazing star” of committing treason.  One character in this play is outraged when his mother Gratiana encourages his sister Castiza to give in to another’s wooing, and that character spends most of the play disguised as the pander Piato.  Ambitioso, Supervacuo, and Spurio kill each other after discovering the already slain Lussurioso, and the Duke is poisoned when he kisses the skull of Gloriana, the murdered lover of Vindici.  FTP, name this play written by either Thomas Middleton or Cyril Tourneur.
ANSWER: The Revenger’s Tragedy
24. One of his poems states “You take me, set me on fire, and then leave me / in the vain path of the air” after asking “Where are you taking me my love, where?”  Another poem declares “I prepare my portrait for my woman to hang on a wall when I die” and asks “Can I reach the summit of this rugged mountain?”  In addition to The Pigeons Fly and Neighing at the Slope, this man asks “Oh watchmen! Are you not weary / Of lying in wait for the light in our salt” in a poem which states that during the titular condition, “time becomes space / Transfixed in its eternity” and “space becomes time / That has missed its yesterday and its tomorrow”.  Another poem proclaims “I walked this land before the swords / Turned its living body into a laden table”.  This man asserts “I do not hate people / Nor do I encroach / But if I become hungry / The usurper’s flesh will be my food” in a poem which repeats the phrase “Write down!”  FTP, Under Siege, I Come From There, and Identity Card are all works of what noted poet from Palestine?

ANSWER: Mahmoud Darwish
25. One play of this name concludes with the child Mary skipping gold coins into the sea after she inadvertently causes the bag of money to fall to the floor.  That play sees Luke conspire to torture his father after his father loses the power of rational speech and only offers him the title object as his inheritance.  In addition to that play by Eugene O’Neill, in another play of this name, one character pulls up in his fishing nets a chest full of another character’s riches including trinkets which identify a long-lost daughter to her father.  That play ends with Gripus and Ampelisca being freed, Labrax’s plots being foiled, and Palaestra being reunited with Daemones.  FTP, name this object which titles a comedy by Plautus.
ANSWER: The Rope [If someone says Rudens or The Slipknot off of the Plautus clues, be nice and accept it]
26. One character in this work is discovered in the ruins of a Dutch tile factory, sleeps in a child-sized coffin, and states that she is the only true proletarian in her company because she refused to be born until Lenin took power.  Kozlov and Safronov are murdered when they are sent to a village where the peasants liquidate the kulaks by launching them down the river on a raft.  After taking back his coat, the party activist is killed by a single blow from Chiklin, and other character in this work include the sadistic cripple Zhachev, the former factory worker Voshchev, and the engineer Prushevsky.  FTP, name this novel in which a collectivized village is enlisted to help dig the titular structure, a work of Andrei Platonov.
ANSWER: The Foundation Pit or Kotlovan
27. One of this character’s friends is hit by a military lorry while standing on the roadside after fighting in a war for a whole year unscathed.  In one scene, this character’s sexual intercourse is interrupted when the woman’s husband Takpo bangs on the door and demands to kill her, and that woman is later shot when returning to her village after fleeing the Ajegunle ghetto.  In a park, this character and Keme discover the desecrated corpse of a young girl which soon disappears, and this friend of Okoro and lover of Ifeyiwa is told by Doctor Okocha that it is a duty to manifest good visions, a lesson he learns after the prompt censorship of his realist painting Scumscape.  FTP, name this Nigerian painter who features in the novels Dangerous Love and The Landscapes Within created by Ben Okri.

ANSWER: Omovo
28. Dramas by this man include one in which Eckermann is the insignificant assistant of the titular poet, one following a street singer who fakes blindness to increase his donations, Jorg Graf, one in which Asti backs down on his threats to kill his father.  This playwright of In Goethe’s Hand, Pig’s Game, and Children’s Game wrote a novel in which the protagonist cannot bring himself to send the titular document to his rival working under Arthur Thiele.  That novel features this author’s recurring character Franz Horn.  This author’s other novels include one in which Kaltammer demolishes the title structure after it is lost by real estate agent Gottlieb Zurn and one in which Klaus Buch is inadvertently thrown into the sea during a stormy boating trip by Helmut Halm.  FTP, name this German novelist of Letter to Lord Liszt, The Swan Villa, and Runaway Horse.
ANSWER: Martin Walser
29. One character in this work issues a lawsuit over his wife’s inability to fulfill her “marital responsibilities” after a plane crash, and that character is later revealed to have been injured in the war when one of his own companions threw a fragmentation grenade under his bed.  Another character in this work is ridiculed for the apparent loss of his thumbs because compensation payments are only made for the loss of whole hands.  The protagonist is outraged when she discovers that the flowers sent to her friend in the hospital were arranged as a cross, and the protagonist’s brother is killed in a plane crash over South Africa along with Senator Teakell.  Controversy arises from a typhus outbreak when people drink the bottled water from the Pee Dee River, where Wayne Fickert was drowned while being baptized by Reverend Ude.  After being fatally struck on the head, the protagonist is unable to answer a phone call from McCandless.  FTP, name this third novel by William Gaddis.

ANSWER: Carpenter’s Gothic
30. One writer from this country wrote a poem addressing the title entity as the “cradle of my tears” and describes a free bird which will cry when imprisoned.  Another writer from this country wrote a poem consisting of three hundred ninety-nine quatrains in which one of the title characters is rescued from beasts in a jungle by the Moor Aladin.  In addition to the author of the patriotic poem My Country who used the pseudonyms Huseng Katuwa and Huseng Batute and the author of The Story of Florante and Laura in the Kingdom of Albania, another author from this country wrote a novel in which Maria Clara is barred from marrying her lover Ibarra because she is the daughter of a Spanish friar.  FTP, name this country which produced Jose Corazon de Jesus and Francisco Balagtas in addition to the author of El Filibusterismo and Noli Me Tangere, Jose Rizal.
ANSWER: The Philippines
31. One character in this work concocts liquors and tries to sell one called the “currantina” and is outraged when another character declares he is leaving town.  In addition to the Polish pharmacist Marowsko, near the beginning of this work, a group of characters go on a fishing trip where one character tries to out-row the character manning the other side of the boat.  That character eventually leaves to become a ship’s doctor on the Lorraine.  An offhand comment from a barmaid begins the psychological torment of the protagonist, and while on a shrimping trip, another character becomes engaged to Mademoiselle Rosemilly just as the protagonist suggests to his mother that all men are cuckolds.  FTP, name this novel in which Monsieur Marechal’s inheritance reveals the infidelity of Madame Roland, a work of Guy de Maupassant.

ANSWER: Pierre and Jean or Pierre et Jean
32. In Portnoy’s Complaint, Alex recites this poem to The Monkey as they sit in his car, and she responds by having him feel the moist spot on her pants resulting from it.  This poem mentions “The broken wall, the burning roof and tower / And Agamemnon dead” before asking if “she put on his knowledge with his power”.  This poem references a “strange heart beating where it lies” and “terrified vague fingers” of a figure who is “mastered by the brute blood” and held “helpless breast upon…breast”.  FTP, name this poem about a girl whose thighs are “caressed / By the dark webs” and has sex with a “feathered glory”, a work of William Butler Yeats.
ANSWER: Leda and the Swan
33. One character in this work is not recognized as the legitimate son of his father because he is a drunkard and is killed by his mother so that he cannot have a tribal mark removed from his skin.  In this work, the Spanish agent Dick Chorley appears and begins arming and inciting rebellion among the natives, who include the aforementioned Occonestoga and Matiwan.  In one scene, the dog Dugdale and the slave Hector save Gabriel Harrison after he tries to rescue the parson’s daughter Bess Matthews, whom he later marries.  A battle at the Salkehatchie River sees the final death of Sanutee and the final defeat of the titular tribe.  Subtitled “A Romance of Carolina”, FTP, name this novel by William Gilmore Simms.
ANSWER: The Yemassee
34. One character in this novel writes a work in which the protagonists discover their author’s grave while crossing the Mojave Desert.  This work begins with screenwriter Bob Briggs describing his financial troubles, and one group of characters in this work wear patches on their genitals bearing the word “NO”.  Early in this work, the narrator watches a truck loaded with unwanted scripts carry them off to the incinerator, and he retrieves one script falls from the truck which was written by William Tallis.  When New Zealand sends a group of scientists to rediscover America, a society is uncovered where Hots are the only class of society permitted to have sexual intercourse year round, and deformed babies are sacrificed by the dominant castrated priests on Belial Eve, where the gravedigger Loola attracts the botanist Alfred Poole.  FTP, name this novel by Aldous Huxley.
ANSWER: Ape and Essence
35. This poem references the hot summer when tempests kill the earth’s peace and “winds shriek through the clouds mad, opposing”.  Describing “standards gold, vair, purple, opposing”, this poem’s narrator declares “Better one hour’s stour than a year’s peace” and “there’s no wine like the blood’s crimson”.  Urging his minstrel Papiols to play music, the narrator begins by complaining of how the South stinks and cries “There’s no sound like to swords swords opposings…May God damn forever all who cry ‘Peace!’”.  Named for the castle of Bertrans de Born, FTP, name this poem by Ezra Pound.
ANSWER: Sestina: Altaforte
36. The protagonist of this story initially refuses a glass of rum after having his fur coat taken from him by a girl who believes he is dazed by the heat.  Near the beginning of this story, the narrator comments that there was a blizzard overnight and his horse had died.  After kicking open a pigsty, he discovers a groom who demands to rape his servant Rose in exchange for the use of two giant horses.  Once he is stripped of his clothes, the narrator lays on a bed beside a boy who has a worm-infested wound in his side, only minutes after he determined that the boy was only faking illness.  Earlier, a school choir sings a song suggesting that they will kill the narrator if he does not heal them.  FTP, name this short story by Franz Kafka.
ANSWER: A Country Doctor or The Country Doctor or Ein Landarzt
37. One of this man’s poems lists “life lived until death”, “the freedom of the present”, and “your battles without medals” as things having the titular quality, and one of his prose poems describes a man whose poem Time and the Bell eventually appears in English under the title Burnt Norton attributed to T. S. Eliot.  In addition to What is Useful and Translations, this man states “there are prayers, there are petals, there are rivers / there is tenderness like a damp wind” in his poem Only in the Meantime.  Another poem states “that hope that fit into a thimble / evidently doesn’t fit in this envelope / with dirty papers from so many dirty hands”.  That poem, Salary, was included in his collection Office Poems.  He described a soccer player who takes a bribe to throw a game but cannot resist the temptation to score a goal in his short story Left Wing, and Laura has an affair with an aging bureaucrat searching for happiness in his novel about Martin Santome.  FTP, name this author of The Truce and member of the Generation of ’45 who wrote the short story collection Montevideans, a native of Uruguay.

ANSWER: Mario Benedetti
38. One character in this play relates how another character was angered by someone whistling the opening of Beethoven’s Fifth Symphony in six/eight time, and another character points out that his special marmalade is being stolen when another accuses him of acting like a man stranded on an island refusing to admit he ate the last coconut.  One character in this play carves a sugar sculpture of a blind girl the central characters knew in Paris and who killed herself by jumping out of a window, Sophie.  The repeated phrase “Ah, there you are” is played repeatedly on a tape recorder as the two central characters accuse each other of murder.  In the end, it is revealed that the title character died while attempting to swat a fly, and neither Beauchamp nor Martello is responsible for killing Donner.  FTP, name this radio play by Tom Stoppard named for a work of Marcel Duchamp.
ANSWER: Artist Descending a Staircase
39. The protagonist of this novel enjoys a day off walking on the beach when a younger worker volunteers to substitute for him as traffic control clerk for the railway.  The protagonist is sexually repelled by his wife’s scar from a Caesarian section and listens to a long and depressing monologue delivered by Teacher.  His wife and her mother are used to secretly buy a boat for a government official who escapes from the military police with the protagonist covered in excrement.  As Joseph Koomson leaves the country, the protagonist finally gains the respect of his wife Oyo.  Following the creatively named The Man, FTP, name this novel by Ayi Kwei Armah whose title suggests that people in the future may be more attractive.
ANSWER: The Beautyful Ones Are Not Yet Born
40. One character in this play sits in a hotel room building a house of cards and claims that he has set aside the best room in it for his rival.  Lady Kathrin is seen as a perfect object to be molded into an ideal woman by La Feu, one of the companions of a character who eventually reunites with Jenny Caroline, Wild, and a Moorish cabin boy is the object of desire of Captain Boyet.  At the beginning of this play, one of the central families is sent into exile when their mansion is burned to the ground, but they unite peacefully when the other family’s patriarch proves his innocence in the matter.  Set during the American Revolution and centered on the rivalry between the Bushys and Berkleys, FTP, name this play by Friedrich von Klinger which lent its name to a literary movement advocated by Schiller and Goethe.

ANSWER: Sturm und Drang or Storm and Stress or Storm and Pressure or Der Wirrwarr or The Chaos
