1.This work appeared in the Crisis 5 years before the publication of its author’s first collection in 1926, in it the speaker is lulled to sleep, hears the singing, and sees the “muddy bosom turn all golden in the sunset” as Abe Lincoln goes down to New Orleans on one of the title entities—they are ancient, and older than the flow of blood. It ends with the declaration that the speaker’s soul has grown deep. FTP identify this poem about the Euphrates, the Congo, the Nile, and the Mississippi, a work by Langston Hughes.

Answer: _The Negro Speaks of Rivers_

2.A tryst between a sea nymph named Philrya and Cronos produced this mythological figure whose abode at the foot of Mount Pelion marked him as the Thessalian leader of his race, which was perpetually at war with the Lapiths. Often described as the teacher of Achilles, Asclepius, and Heracles, the latter accidentally killed him with one of his poisoned arrows. FTP identify this centaur whose refusal of immortality placed him among the stars as Sagittarius.

Answer: _Chiron_

3. In the early 1850's, 12 members of this party held the balance of power in the House of Representatives. Their 1852 presidential candidate, John P. Hale, received five percent of the vote. Made up of anti-slavery "Conscience" Whigs and Barnburners, in 1848 they held their convention at Buffalo and nominated a former president as their standard-bearer. FTP, name this anti-slavery party that ran Martin Van Buren in 1848.

A: _Free-Soil_ Party

4. The Glan-Foucault polarizer and the Wollaston prism employ both birefringence and this property in order to separate the two beams of light in a crystalline material.  The critical angle necessary for the use of such an event is 48.6 degrees for a water-air boundary, which can be calculated by setting the angle of refraction equal to 90 degrees and using Snell’s law.  FTP, identify this optical phenomenon in which an incident angle of a light beam greater than such a critical angle will lead to a successful strategy for engineering fiber optic cables.

Ans: _total internal reflection_

5. As the novel ends only twelve francs remain to raise the orphaned daughter. The family's economic downfall is predicated by a failed attempt at curing a clubfooted boy with the help of the chemist Homais, for in an attempt to hold Rodolphe Boulanger's interest the title character had begun to spend money recklessly. When this fails, she turns to the law clerk Leon Dupuis who loves her and grants her access to her husband's dwindling finances. FTP identify this 1857 work about Charles and his unhappy, ambitious wife Emma, written by Gustave Flaubert.

Answer: _Madame Bovary_

6. He spent his youth in a Welsh workhouse, and then secured passage to New Orleans as a cabin boy, eventually becoming the adopted son of merchant.  By 1868 he was a journalist for the New York Herald accompanying the British punitive campaign against the Ethiopian emperor Theodore II.   The Africans called him Bula Matari or “breaker of rocks,” and in 1888 he was sent on a mission to evacuate Mehmed Emin Pasha, the last of Chinese Gordon’s lieutenants holding out the Mahdi.  The modern-day city of Kisangani was once named for him, as he was instrumental in gaining the Congo for Leopold II of Belgium.  FTP, name this explorer most famous for finding a Scottish explorer and subsequently saying, “Dr. Livingstone, I presume?”

Answer: Henry Morton _Stanley_

7.When fully open, this work displays gilded and polychrome statues of the saints Anthony Abbot, Augustine, and Jerome. The exterior wings, likewise when opened, show four scenes - Annunciation, Angelic Concert, Madonna and Child, and Resurrection. When all the wings are closed, viewers are given four scenes - Lamentation is found on the work's predella, Saint Sebastian is on the left, Saint Anthony is on the right, and the middle part shows a very famous crucifixion scene. FTP, name this altarpiece made for a monastic hospital by Matthias Grunewald.

ANSWER: Isenheim Altarpiece 

8. The only member of the West Indies Federation to remain a crown colony, it was first settled in 1632 by British planters coming from the nearby island of St. Kitts. In 1995, its volcano, the Soufriere Hills, erupted, causing two thirds of the population to leave the island. Plymouth, the capital, was abandoned, and what was left of the population moved to Salem. FTP, name this Caribbean island which, in a bad '80's song, had a certain mystique.

A: Montserrat
9.He established the department of anthropology at Yale after his time at the Canadian National Museum in Ottawa, where his studies among Indians resulted in the suggestion that North American Indian languages could be grouped into 6 divisions. This was important because man’s perception of the world was mediated through language, this was the basis for the ethno-linguistic hypothesis he later studied with his student Benjamin Whorf. FTP identify this anthropologist most famed for 1921’s Language.

Answer: Edward _Sapir_

10. In humans there are eight, arranged in two rows. The proximal row includes the scaphoid, lunate, triangular, and pisiform, while the distal includes the trapezium, trapezoid, capitate, and hamate. These structures point towards the forearm and the fingers, respectively, and articulate with the radius and the meta-type of these bones. FTP identify this set of bones whose tunnel houses the median nerve which is pinched during a namesake syndrome affecting the wrist.  

Answer: the _carpal_s

11. First staged in Western Europe by Diaghilev in 1921, it's premiere was at the Mariinsky Theater in St. Petersburg three decades earlier. Choreographed by Marius Petipa, Carabosse curses the heroine to die at the age of 16. The Lilac Fairy changes her sentence to a hundred years slumber. After that time is up, the Lilac Fairy leads Prince Florimund to the princess, and his kiss restores her to life. FTP, name this Tchaikovsky opera about Aurora.

A: The Sleeping Beauty
12. The son of Romanus II and Theophano, he was crowned emperor with his brother Constantine at the age of three in 960. In 985, with the help of the Varangian Guard, he exiled a namesake rival known as the Eunuch, who had been ruling as regent. By marrying his sister Anne to Vladimir of Kiev, he was responsible for converting Kievan' Russia to Christianity. FTP, name this Byzantine emperor whose 1014 defeat of Tsar Samuel I earned him a reputation for killing a Balkan ethnic group.

A: Basil II or Basil the Bulgar Slayer
13. Conan O'Brien mercilessly mocked its namesake a few years back, though now it is a certified phenomenon and even a family size is available. It features a polarized plug and comes with a special Plastic Spatula to clean the double-sided grooves, it also has a Drip Tray, useful when making a strip steak in 5 minutes or as the manual suggests "The Champ's Sausage Without Guilt." FTP identify this product of Salton Inc. a fast-cooking, pod-looking thing endorsed by a gregarious former boxer.

Answer: George _Foreman_ Lean Mean Fat Reducing _Grill_ing Machine or 
14. In the Puccini opera "Gianni Schicchi," Lauretta threatens to hurl  herself off of this structure if she is not allowed to marry Rinnuccio.  Vasari designed the corridor above the shops, while in 1345 Taddeo Gaddi  designed its main structure, consisting of three great arches on massive  piers.  Albert Kesselring, the Nazi commander in Italy, thought it was so  beautiful that he did not have the heart to blow it up. FTP, name this bridge 

over the Arno at Florence.

A: _Ponte Vecchio_
15. His literary study, The Traps of Faith, introduced the poetry of Juana Ines de la Cruz to the World, while the essay collection Conjunctions and Disjunctions considers the relationship between sex and religion, but his exploration of these subjects is better known in his poetry which includes such volumes as A Drift of Shadows and Salamandra. He also wrote a long poem to the planet Venus called Sun Stone and other works focusing on his nation’s Indian heritage like Eagle or Sun and Luna Silvestre. FTP identify this Mexican author and nobel prize winner best known in America for his prose study The Labyrinth of Solitude.

Answer: Octavio _Paz_

16. Along with men like Thomas Bilney and Robert Barnes he was dubbed a “little German,” but a chance encounter at his father’s house at Waltham catapulted him out of academic obscurity. He resided at Durham Palace for a while and was named deacon of Taunton, but when Stephen Gardiner fell out of favor he was tapped for the position that made him famous. He was responsible for the Book of Homilies, a set of 42 articles, and drawing up the Book of Common Prayer. FTP identify this first protestant archbishop of Canterbury who was burned at the stake in 1556.

Answer: Thomas _Cranmer_

17. In a process for generating decaffeinated coffee, the solvent carbon dioxide is responsible for removing the caffeine from the beans by existing in this state.  Water can exist in this manner above 374.4 degrees Celsius and 217.7 atmospheres, and its abnormal behavior can be attributed to an increase in molecular kinetic energy and increased intermolecular forces.  FTP, identify this fluid state above the critical temperature and pressure of the substance brought about by liquefaction. 

Ans: _supercritical_ fluid or liquid  (prompt on _critical point_ or _liquefaction_ before “in this state”)

18. Warning, first and last names are the same: 

One man's novels include _Troubles_, set in Ireland during a Sinn Fein uprising, while his first work was 1963's _A Man from Elsewhere_, but he's best known for his Booker prize winning account of the Indian mutiny _The Siege at Krishnapur_. The other author wrote such works as _The Dunne Family_ but is more famous for a series of books about Danny O'Neill, and a trilogy that ends with the volume _Judgment Day_. FTP identify these literary men who share names, but are probably most associated with the latter's creation: Studs Lonigan.

Answer: James Farrell

19. Its namesake was elected after a resignation by Simon Cameron. William Yancey’s development of the “Alabama Platform” was formed in response to this amendment, which was ratified twice in the house, but the senate refused to impose its restrictions on President Polk’s Army appropriation bill for lands acquired from Mexico, which would have barred slavery in the new territory. FTP identify this congressional proposal of August 8, 1846, named after a senator from Pennsylvania.

Answer: _Wilmot Proviso_

20. One appropriate application of this technique is in the case of a bimolecular reaction, in which the reaction rate is characterized by R, times A minus Y, times B minus Y, where R, A, and B are all constants.  For a case in which the numerator is 1 and the denominator is the polynomial x squared minus 8x plus 15, the proportion must be transformed into two ratios of numerical value A over x minus 5, and B over x minus 3, and then solved for A and B.  FTP, identify this method of integration involving the splitting of complex polynomial fractions.

Ans: _partial fractions_

21.It was completed 17 years before the author’s death but never published because he hadn’t revised the second half. The last section focuses on Aunt Alethea’s rescue of the protagonist whose adulterous affair with the drunk Ellen results in disaster. The novel is narrated by the family friend, Overton, who tells the story of Old John’s descendants: men like George, and Theobald an Anglican clergymen who raises his children with little understanding of Christian charity. But it is the struggle of Ernest, a future writer, that this 1903 work is most concerned with. FTP, name this novel about the Pontifex family the last work by Samuel Butler.
