2. For some reason Pauly Shore makes a cameo in one of his recent videos. Though originally signed by Cash Money Records, he now promotes his own crew with producer Irv Gotti named Murder Inc. First making his name on a remix of Jay-Z's song _Can I Get A What, What_, his rough, sing-song style has been compared to Tupac's on albums like _Veni, Vetti, Vinci_ and his new _Pain is Love_. FTP identify this rap star best known for crossover songs like "Livin it Up," "Put it On Me" featuring Lil Mo, and, most famously, "I'm Real" with Jennifer Lopez.

Answer: _Ja Rule_ or Jamal _Atkins_

3. As the novel ends one of the central figures has been shot in a duel, while the other flees to Holland after smallpox leaves her disfigured for life.Their scheme hits high gear after an invitation to Madame Rosemonde's  country estate, where Sophie Carnay's friend begins to question her involvement with Chevalier Danceny. Both Cecile and Madame de Tourvel become involved with Valmont, whose letters eventually ruin, his partner and rival, the Marquise de Merteuil in FTP what 1782 work by Choderlos de Laclos.

Answer: _Dangerous Liaisons_ or Les Liaisons Dangereuses

4. His story is told in a text by Francis Parkman and he was assassinated by Black Dog, a member of the Peoria tribe, three years after the treaty at Oswego, New York. Establishing relations with the British upon meeting Robert Rogers, at first he acknowledged George III as an uncle, but decided to move against the new settlers by consolidating neighboring tribes. He managed to score a brilliant victory at Bloody Run, but When Detroit did not fall he retreated to the Maumee River. FTP identify this Ottawa Indian chief the namesake of a conflict fought between 1763 and 1764.

Answer: _Pontiac_

5. Pioneer 3, Explorer 4, and Explorer 1 all provided data that led to their discovery. The observation of helium ions in addition to protons suggests that the outer one is partly derived from solar wind, while the protons in the inner one are thought to originate from the decay of neutrons. FTP, identify these two zones of ionized particles, named for the man who discovered them by sending a Geiger counter on the space missions.

Answer: _Van Allen_ belts

6. It occupied a land made up by the valleys of the Hermus and Cayster Rivers and first rose to prominence after the Cimmerian destruction of Phrygia. Under Gyges this kingdom established a capital at the foot of Mount Tmolus and became well known for its invention of metallic coinage. Though it reached its zenith under Alyattes, who extended his rule into Ionia, it was brought low soon after by the Persians under Cyrus. FTP identify this ancient kingdom whose most famous ruler was chronicled met Solon in Herodotus’ writings and was named Croesus.

Answer: kingdom of _Lydia_

7.His second wife Valetta Swan accompanied him on his trip to Mexico to study peasant markets and later helped to publish his notes as the volumes Foundations in Faith and Morals and Scientific Theory of Culture.  During his time at the International African Institute where he met and wrote the introduction for his student Jomo Kenyatta, but he is best known for works like Sex and Repression in Savage Society, Coral Gardens and their Magic, and The Natives of Mailu. FTP identify this Polish anthropologist whose work in the Trobriand Islands resulted in his masterpiece Argonauts of the Western Pacific.

Answer: Bronislaw _Malinowski_

8. Initially published as a monograph composed while its author was a graduate student at Harvard, this book begins with an introduction stressing the role of history and arguing against Popper’s falsification principle. As it continues, the title phenomenon is identified as necessary, invisible, and a catalyst for progress. Chapter 7 discusses the crises that result from the emergence of new theories, while chapter 9 argues for the nature of paradigm shifts that will shatter the peaceful interludes before discovery. FTP identify this philosophical work written in 1962 by Thomas Kuhn.

Answer: The _Structure of Scientific Revolutions_

9. His _The Garbage Man_, _Airways Inc._, and _Fortune Heights_ were published in 1934 as _Three Plays_, that same year also saw the publication of _In All Countries_, a travel narrative that charted worldwide reaction to subjects like communism and the Sacco-Vanzetti case. Other works include _The Great Days_ and _Most Likely to Succeed_, but he is most famous for two separate series of novels, one of which begins with _Adventures of a Young Man_ and introduces the character of Glenn Spotswood, while the other begins with _The 42nd Parallel_. FTP identify this American author of _One Man's Initiation_ and the _District of Columbia_ and _USA_ Trilogies.

Answer: John _Dos Passos_

10. Composed during the artist’s stay in Nuenen, a village in Brabant, an extra teapot sits in the bottom right corner, while a clock is barely visible in the upper left. The two windows in the back tell us that night has arrived and the entire scene is lit by a single lamp that hangs above the five figures, who are all huddled around a small rectangular table in a dilapidated room. A young girl sits with her back to the viewer, while her father, in profile, picks at the titular food. FTP identify this drab painting meant to evoke the poverty of rural peasant families, an 1885 work by Vincent Van Gogh. 

Answer: _The Potato Eaters_

11. Formulated in 1819, it applies with fair accuracy at normal temperatures to elements within a simple crystal structure. Many atomic weights were originally derived using this law, although it was later discovered that the heat capacity of all solids tends toward zero at low temperatures. FTP, identify this empirical rule which states that the molar heat capacity of a solid element is approximately equal to three times the ideal gas constant, named after its two French discoverers.

Answer: _Dulong_ and _Petit_'s law or _Dulong-Petit_ law

12. Named after an unsuccessful Federalist candidate for vice-president, although Hector Carondelet had proved resistant, it was at last negotiated with Manuel de Godoy and guaranteed tax-free deposit of goods at New Orleans, a restraint of Indian tribes, and provided for commercial freedom of the seas. FTP identify this treaty that fixed the Southern boundary of the U.S. at 31 degrees North latitude a 1795 triumph for the U.S. minister to Britain and son of Charles Cotesworth.

Answer: Thomas _Pinckney’s_ treaty

13. The play begins with an embrace of Cornelius and Valdes' teachings, and a subplot involves the antics of Robin and Wagner. Act three features the setting free of the criminal Bruno and the theft of the Pope's food at a banquet in his honor. But in the next Act it goes too far, after calling up Alexander the Great the protagonist gives the emperor horns, and is promptly decapitated by Benvolio. Yet he rises again, and in a famous section summons Helen of Troy to be his lover before he is taken by Lucifer. FTP identify this play about a man who makes a pact with Mephistophilis written by Christopher Marlowe.

Answer: _Dr. Faustus_

14. The Tistian isthmus connects the volcanoes Concepcion and Madera which lie on Ometepe, the largest island in this body of water. Originally called “sweet sea” or “Mar Dulce (Dool-sey)” by the Spanish, its current name is derived from an Indian chief whose people lived on its shores. Linked to another large lake by the Tipitapa river, the San Juan drains out of it and forms a boundary with Costa Rica. FTP identify this only freshwater lake with sharks, the largest in Central America, which shares its name with a country that counts Managua as its capital.

Answer: lake _Nicaragua_

15. The story was revised and combined in the 15th century as part of the _Three Sorrows of Storytelling_, but the older version preserved in _The Book of Leinster_ is the one most scholars know today. Though this daughter of Fedlimid experiences a short time of happiness with the sons of Usnech, she returns to Ireland where her lover Noisi is treacherously killed by the jealous King Conchobar which not only precipitates her suicide, but also fulfils the Druid’s dire prophecy at her birth. FTP identify this mythological Irish figure whose tale was later retold in a play by John Millington Synge.

Answer: _Deirdre_ 

16. This scientist's works include the 1889 _Intracellular Pangenesis_, and he first described and interpreted cell plasmolysis. In 1885, he showed the plasmalemma bounding the vacuole in plant cells is semi-permeable, and a year later, noticed that the wild varieties of the evening primrose differed markedly from cultivated species. Identify this man that helped rediscover Mendel's principles of heredity, FTP, a Dutch botanist who used  the primrose to discover the phenomenon of mutation.

Answer: Hugo Marie _De Vries_

17. _The Delicacy and Strength of Lace_ collects letters to James Wright, while _Storyteller_ contains numerous photographs, and attempts to combine fiction and poetry with tribal legend. _Almanac of the Dead_ focuses on the differences in attitudes towards the environment.But, her most famous novel follows the return of Tayo, a shattered WWII veteran, to his reservation and details his subsequent restoration. FTP identify this Pueblo writer from New Mexico, best known for _Laguna Woman_ and _Ceremony_.

Answer: Leslie Marmon _Silko_

18. The cantata _The Lovers _was completed late in his career, _Hermit Songs _ was first sung by Leontyne Price, while his work _Knoxville _ was inspired by James Agee. He premiered a setting of _Dover Beach _ on NBC in 1935 and spent some time in the early 1950s composing ballets including, _Souvenirs _ and Medea’s Meditation _, but he found greater acclaim for choral works like _Prayers of Kierkegaard _ and the opera _Vanessa _. FTP identify this composer of 2 symphonies, famed for _The Rose Tree _, the _Capricorn Concerto _ and the _Adagio for Strings _.

Answer: Samuel _Barber _

19. It was co-discovered by its namesake and Robert Ochsenfeld in 1933. When tin crystlals were cooled below 3.72 Kelvin, the earth's magnetic field was expelled. A partial effect can be seen in some materials like vanadium and niobium, called type II superconductors, while an external magnetic field can be made so strong that the effect does not occur. FTP, name this effect, the falling off of the magnetic flux within a superconductor when it is cooled below a critical temperature in a magnetic field. 

Answer: _Meissner_ effect

20. Hayashi Razan was an influential scholar at his court, whose rise occurred after refusing to follow Hideyoshi on two disastrous attempts to invade Korea, and culminated in the construction of his castle, the largest ever built. As a youth he was sent to live in Sumpu, as the hostage of a rival family, where he learned the military arts that would later help him to subjugate the Hojo clan and take control of Eastern Japan. But true mastery of the country was not achieved until victory in 1600 at Sekigahara. FTP identify this man who established his capital at Edo and whose shogunate would rule Japan from 1603 until 1867.

Answer: _Tokugawa _ Ieyasu

21. Edited, and basically rewritten, from various manuscripts, both versions contain the hypocrite Father 

Adolf, though the second features time travel between 1490 and the nineteenth century. A.B. Paine's 

1916 version features a visit from a character alternately known as No. 44 to Theodor Fisher and his 

friends Nikolaus and Seppi. After building a miniature castle and terrorizing the villagers of Eseldorf, 

Theodor realizes the title figure's true identity. FTP name this pessimistic, posthumous short story about an encounter with Satan, written by Mark Twain.

Answer: _The Mysterious Stranger_
